The Leponto's side, near amidship,
wus broken in close to the water and so
padly damaged that she sank in a few
twinutes, going etraight dowa, listing bat
little. The force of the collision was so
great that the brig jammed against the
oark, crashing her under the wharf, badly
ajuring both vessel and wharf.

The Lepouto had her cargo in, cousisting
@f 410 baies of cotton and 1500 staves, for
Barcelona, the master intending to sail to-
day.

Jean Frangois Charles Bartholdy is the
new minister of France to the United
States, in place of the Marquis de Noailles.
M. Bartholdy is the son of an Alsatian Jew,
a*native of Ilagenau, in Alsace, and about
forty-five years old. In his fitteenth year
Le went to Paris, where pe was a pupil at
the St. Barbara College, and afterward
studied law at the Ugiversity of France. He
was about to gradna‘e ag Bachelor of Laws
when the revolution of 1548 broke out, in
which he took 2 most enthusiastic part. M.
Bartholdy becime viee j dent of the
Anune Marie club, alist organization,
an® during the terrthle June riots, in
fought desperat be barricades.
taken prisoner, | being execute
on the spot only by a ruse, saring that Mo
seigneur 1)’Atire, the Archbishop of Paris,
hada gent him to narse the wounded. Never-
theless, he was indicted for high treason,
and, in consequence, transported to Luam-
bessa, in Afiica, where he remamed for three
years.

In 1851, a few days after the coup d'etat of
December 2, he was set at hiberty by order
of Louis Napoleon, at the request of lhis
aged father. Since that time M. Bartholdy
became a zealous Bonapartist, He was
first employed in the Ministry of Justice as
interpreter, and then transterred to the De-
vartent of Forcizn Atlaiis as tracvslator.
&1 1858 he was sent to Berlin as second sec-
retary of legation, in which capacity he re-
mained about two years. Next he was sent
to Turin a8 special diplomatic agent, and
then to Vienna, where he remaived uutil
18364, In the tollowing year he was charged
with a special mission to Marshal Bazaine
in Mexico, from which he returned in 1867,
Since that time M. Bartholdy has been first
secretary of the French | tion iz St.
Petersburg, in which capacity ke carried on
nearly all the impertant b ss-of the em-
bassy. M. Bartheldy i3 considered one of
the most astute of the diplomatic agentsjof
France, and, at St. Petersburg, he was on
intimate terms with the Czar and his fawily.
