“ WHAT 18 A STATEr
“What is a State?”—asks the Pica«/une. 

Sir William Jones answered it a long 
1 time ego. It consisted, in his opinion, of 
men “ who knew their rights, and know­
ing, dare maintain." We have a majority 
of this class in Louisiana who properly 
comprehend their rights, and have main­
tained them at the ballot box. 8« we 
are all right in respect to statehood, as 
based upon the undisputed axiom of the 
noble poet.

But the Picayune does not seem to ac­
cept this definition, and insists npon sub­
stituting its own diction. It character­
izes Senator Morton’s maintenance of the 
State government existing in Louisiana, 
as “a most unscrupulous and transparent 
sophistry. ” It then proceeds, by logioal 
approach and circumvallation, to dernol 
ish the position of the Senator. 1. "By 
a Slate is dearly meant the de jure repre­
sentatives of the people. 2. “A usurp­
ing government is certainly not the 
State.” Suppose Senator Mortem should 
grant both these positions? What then? 
The question remains who are the de jure 
representatives of the Slate? The argu­
ment goes on: “It suffices for him [Sen­
ator Morton] that it has been recognized 
by the President and the State govern­
m ent” And it is assumed: “But these 
authorities are not charged with the de­
cision of the question.”

It is not usually the custom of courts to 
allow a party in the pleadings to dismiss 
the plea of his contestant by acknowledg­
ing for him, on the record, that he has no 
ground of action, but such apparently are 
the rules taken in the Prxvyune offioc. 
For, having assumed, as if admitted by Sen­
ator Morton, that neither “the President” 
nor “State government” are charged with 
deciding the legality of the State govern­
ment, the inference remains that the 
representative department of the federal 
government has such right. But skipping 
off from the conclusions of its own argu­
ment, the Picayune assumes and asserts 
that the government of Louisiana is a 

usurpation.” Then resuming its reason-' 
mg, says: “A usurping government is 
necessarily de facto," and demands “and 
will it be said that a usurping government 

Republican government entitled to 
representation in Congress?” And con 
eludes with the conclusive aud triumphant 
inquiry:

Is there a State, in the constitutional aud 
political sen-«*, that would be represented 
by the admission of Pinch back 1 

Having thus “ wbipsawed” the afgu- 
ment of Senator Morton, by assigning him 
a position he never occupied, aud de­
ducing consequences which would have 
rendered his argument unnecessary, the 
logician of the Picayune brings the grand 
question, "What is a State?" down to the 

admission of Pinchback.”
With all our respect for our Senator 

elect, we submit that this is a partisan and 
inconclusive eolution of the great question.

Indeed, the Picayune and Jones differ 
irreconc ileably. Jones thought the people 
made the State; his antagonist dfiinL«* 
they are manufactured by an outside and 
limited legislature. This question was 
one most discussed. Messrs. Douglas anti 
À. II. Stephens were of opinion that the 
people inhabiting a territorial atea had 
the right to determine thei» own state­
hood and its institutions. Mr. f  had. 
Stevens and cithers were of opinion Ibat 
Congress had the exclusive power to limit' 
this sovereignty ot the “ squatter," &®d 
inhibit any fundameutaT lay which Con­
gress should determine to be inconsistent 
with dhe fedefal constitution. This ques-1 
tion divided the £)emoer%tic party, and it 
has «eve» yet keen adjusted between fîie 
separated sections. I£ was aftvays, how-1 
«ver, claimed f>y the jrartf oî popular 
sovereignty and of State right» That tho 
people of the States were the True fudges 
of the legality »f %heit own government. 
Here, howevet, we have ait argument to 
show fihtft Senator Morton, Wh» con­
tends fo» the toght of Tho courts 
and Legislature of a State to determine 
its status is wholly wrong, and fhal it Ls 
the wghf ot the co-Stafes, in  senatorial 
council assembled, to determine fof a sis­
ter State what constitutes a State govern­
ment. This would be odd logio for & 
journal professing the ancient and Honor­
able doctrine of State Tights, tlalhoun 
or Him ter would neve» have consented 
that tho legality of Äie State governments 
should have been determined by a resolu­
tion of the federal legislature. Tije sanc­
tity of statehood was the last ditch cf 
genuine State rights Democracy. «ted in 
Ibat ditch will that nearly ertinct variety 
of Democrat be buried. We«bjeot to the 
concession of amewspaper that ofir State 
government is a “usurpation.” We ex­
cept to any federal action based on such 
admission o* such authority. Lei »ur 
readers see for themseves the extent of 
senatorial power over State governments:

ally qualified under the federal con­
stitution and the rules of the Sen­
ate? Whence ander this limited char­
ter comes the power to reject a repre­
sentative found qualified in all these re­
spects, on the ground that a State repub­
lican in form is not republican in fact, 
we can not see. We rather apprehend, 
from a perusal of the logic by which 
the Picayune arrives at an opposite con­
clusion to our own, that it is working off 
some of the stuff left on the copy hook 
by its “  co-operative” predecessor. Pos­
sibly it may have been inherited, among 
other incumbrances. At all events, it 
adds nothing to tho strength of Dr. 
McMillen’s claims, while it has enabled 
the H m p u b l ic a s  t o  lay before its readers 
an argument for the rights o f  the State, 
and a defense of the government against 
the right of the Senate of the United 
States to overthrow a  State government 
upon the allegation of a newspaper that 
it is a usurpation.

The time, place anil tn*?:air of holding 
elections for Senators ami Representatives 
shall be prescribed iu each State by the 
legislature tbereot but Congress may, at 
any time, by law, make or alter such regu 
iutious. except as to the places of choosing

Each house shall be the judge of ths»eleo- 
tious, returns und qualifications of its own 
members.

We will not discuss before the forum of 
the federal legislature the legality of the 
State Legislature which prescribed the 
conduct of our elections. For wo contend 
that the Senate has no right of itself to 
investigate this question. It has the right 
to judge of the “election" of its own 
members. This right embraces the com­
pliance of the member elected with the 
regulations of time, place aud manner of 
holding elections as prescribed by the law 
of tho State aud of CoDgress. The Senate 
may examine the “returns" of its mem­
bers and see that the certificate is iu like 
conformity with law. It may scrutinize 
the qualifications of the members. It 
may know that he is thirty years of age, 
that he shall have been nine years a citi­
zen of the United States, and an "inhab­
itant when elected of the State for which 
he shall be chosen. " These are all per­
sonal qualifications.

The power of the Senate is therefore 
limited by the constitution to inquire :

We prefer our rulers by contract for 
fixe<| term to the legitimate BourbonA 
We have repeatedly reminded the friends 
of monarchy and nobility among us, that 
the American government is older than 
many of the dynasties of the Old World 
As a conclusive evidence of its superiority 
the subjects of monarchy leave their own 
governments for ours, and the peoples of 
Europe are discarding kings, priests and. 
noblemen to adopt a republican govern 
ment like that of the United States. Ad 
mitting defects in the administration of 
federal or local affairs, for no human 
agency can be perfect, we ask the last 
opponent of the Repablioan patty to an- 
Iwe» squarely Ate gnestion, “Arejrou a 
Republic.-*! ?”
