THE R A T E  BONDED DEBT.

The «Munittee appointed by Judge 
Hawkins to examine into and report upon 
the State debt have, apparently, well per­
formed their very onerous duty. Their 
report wife published in full in the Repub­
lican on Christmas, and has been gener­
ally received with great favor. More 
especially is this remark applicable to the 
closing recommendations. The commit­
tee find a net amount of valid debt equal 
to, say, twenty-three million dollars, after 
excluding doubtful bonds, and assuming 
that the Citizens’ Bank will continue to 
protect the State from loss on about four 
and a quarter millions for which the bank 
is liable, but the State a surety. If this 
be added to the admitted debt, about 
which we exprès» no opinion, the total 
will be swelled to twenty-seven million 
dollars, which, according to the conclu­
sions of the committee, is above the 
ability of the property of this State to 
pay or provide for the annual interest 
The actual ascertained debt of twenty- 
three million dollars is said by them to 
be ont of all proportion to the ability to
pay.

A plan of reduction is hinted at, which, 
after careful consideration, we deem in 
accordance with equity. And we find few 
or no dissenters from the recommenda­
tion. The plan, briefly stated, is to issue 
a new loan to take up the old one, and so 
retire at least half of the debt This 
scheme, witb some modifications, meets 
our approval, and will, beyond doubt, 
come up during the next month for legis­
lative action. The matter has already at­
tracted the attention and formed the 
theme of discussion of several influential 
citizens of both political parties, and we 
believe the conclusions arrived at are 
about as follows:

1. To authorize, by act of the Legida- 
tnre, the issue of say twelve millions of 
dollars, in bonds having forty years to 
run, and bearing six percent interest (the 
committee recommends seven).

2. To exchange these bonds at the rate 
of one new for two old ones, and use 
them for no other purpose. Selling one 
of the new bonds for money or issuing it 
for any purpose except to exchange it for 
old ones at the rates prescribed to be made 
a penal offense.

3. To provide a tax to meet the interest 
on the new issue and make no provision 
for interest on any other class of bonds.

4. To restrict the debt by constitutional 
amendment to the twelve million dollars 
authorized for redemption of old bonds, as 
above set forth, and also to-require notice 
to be published in New Orleans and New 
York to all holders of the old bonds to 
bring them in for exchange within one 
year, under penalty of repudiation.

Such a measure would practically re­
duce the amount to be provided for in­
terest nearly one million of dollars per 
annum, which i6 about equal to a tax of 
four mills in the dollar, and nearly twenty- 
five per cent of the total State taxation.

We are aware that some very wise men 
and able financiers (that is, they pass for 
such) recommend a higher rate of interest 
and a distinction between old sixes, sevens 
and eights. But as no money is to be 
used in effecting exchanges a multiple of 
fifty per cent will be found convenient 
Besides, there are now and always have 
been causes which tended to equalize the 
values of all undoubted State securities. 
As it is intended to invoke the sovereign 
power of the State to relieve its citizens 
from almost hopeless insolvency, it is no 
time to split hairs. Heretofore the bond­
holders, capitalists who have invested 
money at rates varying from thirty to 
eighty cents on the dollar, have been paid 
their interest at par rates to the last cent, 
while the officers who have given their 
services, contractors who have furnished 
supplies, landlords, and all others depen 
dent upon the general fund, have suffered 
depreciation during the past six years 
equal to about sixty cents on the dollar 
and received no interest money.

We think there is no more injustice 
offering a capitalist half pay than 

there is in forcing Judge Abell, Gov 
ernor Kellogg, and the State printer to 
sell their warrants for half what they 
cost them. The State can not stand 
ander its burden, and as there is no 
power to compel it to make the attempt, 
it Blionld at once provide a means for 
putting all creditors on an equitable 
basis, as near as possible, and regard the 
general fund creditor with as much favor 
as the claimant against the interest fund. 
The vitality of the State is exhausted 
every year in the vain attempt to carry a 

load beyond our strength. Louisiana 
is like a very weak-kneed, consumptive 
young man attempting to carry a man’s 
load, and receives jeers, instead of honor, 
for its pains. The bondholders liye 
abroad, and neither see nor feel the 
burdens of the people who pay
the taxes. Our public officers, how­
ever, are with us, and share in the 
general losses. The State needs their 
services, and they require their pay
promptly and in full to enable them to be 
good officers. If we must make a choice, 
if the property of the State can only sus 
tain a tax to pay one, either the bond­
holder or the officer, why then let our 
chanty begin iu the right place—at home. 
But there is no need for this. Wi 
can manage to get through by reducing 
the bonded debt one-half, and providing 
the interest on that. A reasonnble cut­
ting down of current expenses can also be 
effected at the same time.

We believe, also, this system should be 
applied to the city as well as the State, 
and have beard some good suggestions on 
the subject A plan Las been proposed 
by which the city debt can be reduced 
by extending the provisions of the State 
law to this corporation.

in the d M  « ty  of the country founded 
by tiie Pügrim -tothers ; the tow men who. 
In 1690, on board the Mayflower, drew up 
and signed a compact for their govern­
ment in the New World they were about to 
inhabit that contained the germ of the 
present oonstitntion of the United States. 
The occasion referred to was the celebra­
tion at Delmonico’s, in New York city, on 
the twenty-second instant, of the sixty- 
eighth annual festival of the New England 
Society, in commemoration of the two 
hundred and fifty-third anniversary of the 
landing of the Pilgrims. There were over 
two hundred distinguished persons pres 
ent, and among them men noted for their 
great scope of intellect, learning and bril­
liant wit It most, indeed, have been an 
intellectual treat of rarest kind to have 
been present upon the occasion and list­
ened to the eloquence and wisdom of snch 
men as Sumner, Beecher, Judge Davis, 
who recently presided at the trial of Tweed, 
Sherman (the Lieutenant General of the 
American army), the president of the 
society, Hon. Elliott C. Oowdiu, and 
Mayor Havemeyer, of New York.

In response to the first toast of the eve­
ning—“The day we celebrate”—the pre­
sident arose and addressing himself to the 
gentlemen of the New England Society, 
said they had again assembled to indulge 
in pleasing reminiscences; and after offer­
ing a sentiment of gratitude and rever­
ence in memory of our forefathers, said it 
become his first duty to extend, in the 
name of the society, a cordial greeting to 
the distinguished guests present at what 
be denominated the cherished love feast 
of the sons of the Pilgrims. The presi­
dent regarded the warm salutations, the 
genial companionahip, the interchange ol 
opinions, the solid instruction, the bril­
liant wit which have characterized the 
annnal gatherings of the society, as some­
thing to make them the most delightful 
oases of life. He referred gracefully to 
his retirement from the presidency and 
concluded with the following just and 
eloquent allusion to the few indomitable 
heroes, who first planted the seeds of civil 
and religions liberty upon this continent: 

The Plymouth Pilgrims were both the 
conscious and unconscious actors in one of 
the grandest dramas ever performed upon

I have, therefore, to receive the charges that 
am made by the p r m  against their public 
men cum grano satis, for it frequently hap­
pens that the character of men elected to 
office is attacked without farther cause 
than to damage them for political reasons. 
We allude to these things now that they 
may not detract from the merits of the 
picture drawn by President Cowdin at a 
meeting of intellectual noblemen.

The speeches of Senator Sumner, Gen­
eral Sherman and Henry Ward Beecher 
were splendid efforts, teeming with intel­
lect, wisdom, greatness and goodness, and 
reflect credit upon our country.

AH INTELLECTUAL TREAT.
In these days of crimination and re­

crimination in high and low places, it is 
well that our people can be occasionally 
reminded of thé spirit that animated the 
few good men who first planted the tree of 
liberty in America and manured its roots 
with intelligence, morality and a keen 
sense of justice, until it has become both 
healthful and vjfi6rons iu growth- One 
of these occasions has recently transpired

the stage of life. What intelligent observer, 
wherever born, has not felt the molding in 
fluence of New England ideas, of the in 
alienable rights of man, irrespective of con­
dition, race or creed; of the accountability 
of rulers to their constituents; of the con­
servative tendency of local self-government; 
of the safety of universal suffrage; of the 
value of learning; of the priceless worth of 
common schools; of the duty of toleration 
in religious matters, and of the absolute 
need, in order to maintain republican insti 
tutions, of the freedom of speech and ot the 
press; of integrity and economy in the ad­
ministration of public affairs; of respect for 
wise legislator and honest magistrates, and 
of reverence for the common Father of alt.

1 scan the briet, artless journal of the Pii 
»rims and fail to find a single deed serious 
ly detracting from their integrity, their jus­
tice and wisdom. With their Bible in hand 
and their simple laws; with their churches 
and school houses, they were true to the 
teachings of the learned and pious Robin­
son, from whom they parted at Leyden, 
and ot the noble and enlightened Brewster, 
their companion and guide till his death. 
Though they exiled themselves from their 
native soil, they left behind potent, incen­
tives to duty; aye, those precious influences 
which formed the character, inspired the 
enius, and • aroused the patriotism of a 
.'rom well, a Pym, a Hampden, a Milton, a 

William of Orange. The spirit of puritan- 
i-nn in the mother country has given her the 
gradual elevation of the laboring classes, 
the more thorough education of the common 
people, the abolition of the slave trade, the 
recognition of the rights of religious dis­
senters, the emancipation of the Catholics, 
the relief of the Je vs from civil disabilities, 
the Tepeal of the corn laws, and finally, in 
onr own day, a wide enlargement of the 
eleotoral suff rage.

When we thus turn backward in the 
epoch of the Pilgrims, even in the full blaze 
of the lights of the present century, how- 
much we find to admire, and how little to 
condemn in their entire course. Forever 
honored be their memory! We look around 
us, we survey the goodly h er i rage we en 
joy, we behold cities and States springing 
into existence almost as rapidlv as were 
reared the first rude habitations of our lore- 
fathers. We worship at altars supported 
by voluntary contributions. No proud
late stands between ourselves and our__
ker. We obey rulers chosen by our own 
free ballots, and submit to laws of our own 
making. No sovereign sends us his mandates 
from over the sea. No foreigu foeman dares 
pollute our soil. Everywhere throughout 
the civilized world our starry flag—the ever­
lasting symbol ot liberty and law, of equal 
ity and justice—is honored and respected. 
And when we seek the source of our fran­
chises, the origin of our liberty and great­
ness, we find it in the ever memorable lines 
traced by a few heaven inspired men in the 
cabin of a frail vessel anchored on au inhos­
pitable coast—the brief compact of the May­
flower was our Magna Charta; a little band 
ot pilgrims the founders of our glorious re­
public. [Loud oheers ]

Here is a picture—and a truthful one, 
too—that every American should be proud 
of; that all, forgetting their partisan en 
mities or partialities, can recognize as just. 
Prom the landing of the Pilgrim fathers 
our country has continued to grow in all 
the elements of greatness. It is true the 
descendants of Pilgrims were forced to 
HtrQggle for a long time in a colonial condi­
tion and under the control of the “mother 
country;” but their manhood and love of 
self-government had already mapped out 
the täte of this country. The wholesome 
lessons imparted by them to the American 
people brought about the revolution which 
resulted in the establishment of the repub­
lic, at first embracing but a few colonies, 
sparsely populated, but now composed of 
nearly three times that number of large 
and influential States, with a combined 
population of over forty millions and a 
vast amount of territory ready to be made 
into States. The seeds of civil and re­
ligious liberty have taken such deep root 
in this country that neither a licentious 
press nor the corruptions of politicians can 
destroy them. The great body of our peo­
ple have availed themselves of the advan­
tages of public education and are fully 
prepared to maintain republican govern­
ment; for with education must come 
much wisdom and goodness, though 
evil will exist under the best regu­
lated government; and among the 
worst evils that can afflict a republic is a 
licentious press. The people in this 
country understand this thoroughly; and 
it is well they do, for the press, it must be 
confessed, might otherwise be more pow­
erful for injury where it is venal and can 
be subsidized, than the howling dema­
gogues of other professions that infest so­
ciety. As an honest press is one of the 
bulwarks of republican government so is a 
dishonest press always endeavoring to 
mislead the people. Bat with republican 
government these are necessary evils that 
the people have to guard against. They

THE PENNSYLVANIA REFORM CONSTITU­
TION.

As Louisiana has, upon the testimony 
of her citizens, become a byword for 
political corruption, we have turned to 
the reform constitution of the Keystone 
State to learn how we may escape this re­
proach among States. Pennsylvania is 
renowned for the sturdy honesty of her 
Dutch farmers and the straightforward 
dealing of her Quaker merchants. It was 
reasonable, therefore, to have expected 
that very little change would be necessary, 
except, perhaps, oiling the solid machin­
ery or stopping a few small leaks that had 
sprung by the working of the vessel on 
her long and steady voyage.

We are astonished at the document laid 
before us. A constitution? No, it is a 
code of fundamental laws. It contains 
seventeen articles, with nearly two hun­
dred sections. It is devoted to correct 
frauds in elections, corruption and bribery 
among legislators, abuses by railroads 
and other public corporations.

It limits the power of taxation and in­
debtedness by the Legislature of the 
State, and by municipal authorities. It 
even throws around the judioial office 
certain guarantees of responsibility. The 
constitution terminates with a schedule 
as long as the tail of a kite, and it even 
enacts by ordinance certain restrictions 
upon the exercise of suffrage in the city 
of Philadelphia, to secure, as is alleged, a 
fair vote on the constitution itself. We 
learn from the contemporaneous testimony 
by the Philadelphia press that the “ring" 
of robbers obtained an injunction against 
this last ordinance as inoperative until the 
adoption of the constitution by the people. 
The constitution was, however, carried by 
a popular majority of two hundred thou­
sand, thus showing that the true men of 
Pennsylvania have bound the thieves, and 
proving at the same time an enormous 
amount of corruption, that required 
prohibition by fundamental law.

We will not at this time review this 
very excellent instrument, but content 
ourselves with commending its examina­
tion to our own reformers. It shows that 
the abuses complained of here are such as 
communities pretending to the highest 
political morality have endured until they 
have been compelled to seek relief by im­
prisoning Tweed and nailing up the doors 
of the Pennsylvania treasury. As cor- 
ru ption is of no particular party, but may 
creep into all parties, so it is of no clime 
or latitude, but may prevail iu the frigid 
as well as the torrid or temperate zones. 
We are especially, however, impressed 
with the length and minuteness of the 
Pennsylvania reform constitution. The 
federal constitution was short and gen 
eral in its terms, so much so that 
a bill of rights was subsequently adopted. 
That document shows that the spirit of 
public action was then to restrict itself 
within the moral intent of the law. Hence, 
a mere decalogue of canons forbidding 
trespass on reserved right was alone nec­
essary. It would seem the race of repre­
sentative men is now actuated by an 
opposite motive. It is, apparently, to 
seek how they can overreach their constit­
uents and pass without detection the bar­
riers erected to restrain them. Hence the 
makers of fundamental law are called to 
raise their barriers higher and define 
with rigor and under penalties, the limits 
within which the servants of the people 
may bind the people by their acts.

qnite probable the “instructions” which 
they plead as the warrant tor their action, 
came from themselves, and immediate 
ward friends in the city and Colonel 
MoEnery.

In 
the words of the Roman orator, abdidit 
ervpit evasit ! He broke and run, and hid 
himself. The story of the somnolent sheriff 
wonld be punished as oontempt of court 
out of New York. He wept—that sheriff! 
Now, a sheriff that weeps is what no man 
has ever seen any more than a white mule 
dead. A sheriff with tearful eyes can by 
no means be realized. He is a myth—an 
absurdity—an impossibility. He may pos­
sibly have cried as the old elo’ vendor 
in Chatham street, because he had toiled 
to get three prices for a coat, when be had 
only got two prices. They have gone unto 
parts to your orator utterly unknown- 
five New York city officers indicted for 
having conspired to defraud the city The 
late mayor is making a gallant defense, on 
the ground that his duties were too ar­
duous to attend to.

I t is to be hoped that the New York 
Tribune will intermit for a few issues its 
diatribes against the immorality of New 
Orleans. We oould get along very well 
with our own offenders, but the flight of 
the practical and political burglars from 
New Y'ork so greatly increases the labors 
of our police that we find it difficult to 
sustain as good a character as we deserve. 
New Y'ork, however, has now dispatched 
her fugitive thieves into most parts of the 
world, and must assume the supremacy in 
this as in most other arts. New Orleans 
respectfully abdicates any claim to dis­
tinction and will take a subordinate 
position accordingly.

IS A RELAPSE PROBABLE?
Messrs. Zaohane, Lewis and Lingan, in 

their representative capacity as members 
of the “People’s Legislature,” whatever 
that may be, have undertaken the execu 
tive duty of calling the Odd Fellows’ Hall 
body together on the fifth of January. 
It is quite probable that this unconstitu 
tional mode of convening the General 
Assembly is resorted to for the purpose of 
evading the penalties mentioned in the 
President’s proclamation to the I'usionists 
in general and McEnery in particular. 
But we are told that a caucus of the pre­
tenders and “Governor McEnery” agree 
in the opinion that it is absolutely imper­
ative that another grand rally of office 
seekers should be made and a fresh at­
tempt to capture the offices made by those 
whose highest qualifications consist 
needing thorn, or something, and that 
right soon.

But the sub-committee composed as 
above limit themselves to merely urging 
their partisans to assemble. There is no 
authoritative call, no placo designated as 

rendezvous, nor anything official 
business like about the call, except the 
assumed titles of the signers.

Unfortunately for the success of the 
contemplated movement none of the ele­
ments are propitious. No one who is 
well known to the masses of the people is 
interested iu it. The little faction has no 
able leader, like Warmoth, no brilliant 
orator, like Sheridan, and they are all 
very poor in purse. Of the Fusion claim­
ants for office in this State it may em­
phatically be said, they do not generally 
possess the confidence of this community. 
When, therefore, they send out their cir­
culars, inviting certain political elements 
to their Barmecides feast, they are in the 
position of one who is proverbial for 
ringing the bell before the dinner is 
prepared, or even ordered. But Messrs. 
Zacharie, Lewis, Lingan & Co. have cer­
tainly rang the first bell as a signal for 
reviving the almost total agitation of last 
winter. Everybody knows, however,
they have nothing to set before their 
guests, nor even a table to spread 
i t  on if they had something.
They have no substantial backing. It is

THE NEW CITY PARK FROPERTY.
From a report lately published by 

Messrs. Oglesby, Greenwood, Rigney, 
Smvthe and Lewis, the present board of 
park commissioners, we learn some facts 
which are worthy of immediate pnblic 
consideration.

The property purchased by the old 
board of commissioners is well known to 
our citizens. It is the property on which, 
during the war, the Sedgwick hospital 
was situated, and was then famous for its 
beautiful location and shrubbery and mag­
nificent trees. It extends from SL Charles 
avenue to the river, containing about 
three hundred and seventy acres. Look­
ing over the tract from S t Charles avenue 
or from the river, it seems to be immense, 
and to have been reserved by nature for a 
public park. The land is unusually high 
and dry, and the many trees upon it can 
not be surpassed for size and beauty; 
but most remarkable is the fact that 
though within the city limits and in a popm 
loua neighborhood, it has been wholly 
unimproved by the original owners. In 
other cities the cost of land for park pur­
poses has usually been more than doubled 
by previous improvements, which neces­
sitated additional expense for their re­
moval, but this land is now ready for the 
designer and engineer, and the shovelB of 
the laborers.

But to return to the report. There is 
now due upon the property $-132,000 in 
notes bearing seven per cent interest, 
payable annually, and secured by mort­
gage and vendor’s lien on the property. 
In addition to this there are outstanding 
of park bonds $135,000, and other indebt­
edness of about $22,000. The city, or the 
park board, now has on hand of the pro­
ceeds of the park tax $194,000.

From theso data it seems to ns quite 
evident that whatever may be thought of 
the first inception of this plan for a park, 
or of the purchase of the property, there 
is now no alternative but for the city and 
the park board to go on with the j  rojecL 
The bonds and floating indebtedness are 
undoubtedly a valid lien against the park 
land, either in the hands of the city or 
the park board, and must be paid iu any 
alternative, aud this, with what has al­
ready been paid on the property, is much 
too large an amonnt to be lost, especially 
as the batture is now worth neajly or 
quite the additional sum required to se­
cure the whole property.

These are our conclusions, without 
considering any of the advantages that 
may proceed from the construction of the 
park; but they also are worthy of consid 
eratiou. New Y'ork, Brooklyn, Boston 
and Chicago, especially, and we believe 
all other cities in this country, that have 
made extensive park improvements, have 
found them pecuniarily profitable, and 
that instead of their cost increasing the 
pro rata of taxation, they have dimin­
ished it by appreciating the value of 
property.

New Orleans needs a park, not only for 
the resort of our own citizens, but also for 
the attraction of visitors and strangers. It 
should not trust to its commerce and trade 
alone for its prosperity. With our delight­
ful climate and tropical fruits and scenery, 
and our cosmopolitan society, and with a 
little more enterprise, we can make of 
New Orleans “the Naples of America."

There is another consideration that 
should have the immediate attention of 
the park board. The suffering in this 
city among the poor and from want of 
employment is now very great, and is in­
creasing daily. The park fund is a spe­
cial fund that can be legally used only 
for park purposes, and is or should be 
now idle in the vaults of the Fiscal Agent 
Let the board at once put one hundred or 
mere men at work on the park grounds 
making drains and drives in accordance 
with some well matured plan. They will 
thus afford great relief to our sufferin 
poor and incidentally to all classes of so­
ciety, and the work can probably be done 
more cheaply now than at any other time.
