STEADY MISREPRESENTATION.

It is well known at home that one great 
reason for the constant stream of calumny 
poured out against the social condition of 
Louisiana is the hope of the minority that 
they can thereby secure the intervention 
of some political party strong enough to 
turn out the present Republican incum­
bents Rnd install their opponents. The 
emoluments of these offices are no doubt 
tempting, and the famine for the public- 
printing may w ell inspire the most abusive 
invective. But those who have indulged 
in this uncompromising misrepresentation 
of Louisiana should reflect that if it were 
as they represent, the official incumbent 
will not suffer so much from the 
withdrawal or withholding capital as 
those who either do not hold office or 
subsist upon the industries of the country 
If Louisiana be in a state ol ‘ anarchy, 
as represented by’ one paper, if human 
life is not sale from the blow of the assas­
sin, nor property protected from the 
rapine of the tax gatherer, we ask who 
would suffer most from such a state of af­
fairs ? Undoubtedly those who have laud 
to sell or to work, or money to borrow, or 
supplies to buy. Yet the rabid hunters 
after office and contracts, apparently, are 
willing to sacrifice their fellow-citizens 
who labor to secure the forlorn chance of 
office or contracts for themselves. Is this 
reasonable? It is not just or patriotic to 
seize on a diversion of trade or a short 
crop and urge them as evidences of po­
litical misrule.

YVe have been seriously impressed with 
the mischief inflicted by the New Orleans 
press. “The people” seem to have for­
bidden any fut Her misrepresentation by 
an organ assuming to publish the views of 
the people iu the name of the people. 
There is no paper published in the lan­
guage of the United States which con­
tinues this factice. “The ill birds which 
foul their own nest” have been pretty well 
cast out. Thcro is, however, one journal 
printed in the tongue and sentiment of a 
foreign land which still keeps up the 
stream of abuse of America and Ameri­
cans. It is a print that evidently pre­
fers everything foreign, and thoroughly 
despises everything American. The 
Bee, iu an article headed “187'J,” re­
views the events of the past year. 
It first takes credit -for it is a journal 
profound in its wisdom beyond any­
thing reared iu this degenerate country— 
that it predicted the tendency to a 
“centralized despotism” to result from 
the election of Grant. The country is 
congratulated that the “ Radical” ma­
jority in Congress has gone to pieces from 
its own arrogance and corruption. The 
combination of the legislature and execu­
tive of the Union have, it seems, tried ia 

lin to stifle the scafidal arising from “ the 
terrible revelations ’ about its members.

Whatever of honesty” is found iu the 
large majority of the American people 
seems arrayed against the administration. 
The inference from all this transatlantic 
interpretation of American history is that 
the Republican party and its administra­
tion have gone to destruction. v\ e pre­
sume the French gentleman who writes 
thus docs not understand enough of the 
country or its institutions to know that the 
chief monopolies of which the grangers 
complain, such as the Erie, Central and 
Pennsylvania Central and other roads, 
were not incorporated or constituted by 
congressional aid at all. The stock ot 
the chief roads' complained of has been 
made and watered by city schemers, and 
principally by some European schemers- 
All this will do. like the fables of De 
Tocqueville, for the foreign market. But 
a most significant sentence reveals the 
motive with which this systematic repre­
sentation has been so long continued:

To the prolonged inditVerence with which 
our complaints and demands have been 
received during so many years, has suc­
ceeded a sincere inteiept and a serious dis­
position to listen to our grievances, and do 
us justice.

Then follows a statement that “our 
finances, the agriculture, an.l commerce 
have been reduced to a miserable condi­
tion iu live years of Radical rule.” De 
Tocqueville then predicts that iu Novem­
ber, 1871, the reigu of these Radicals will 
terminate, and adds that nothing is now 
necessary except “to provide the means 
to sustain our agriculture for one or two 
years, until Louisiana can relieve herself 
of the last” vultures who are tearing out 
her vitals. It is a little amazing to hear 
foreigners, w ho do not speak the American 
language at all, tell what “our fathers” 
did, as if tho Americans themselves, who 
have raised Louisiana to her present rank, 
had nothing at all to do with it.

The descendants of the French colonists, 
however respectable, are iu a very small 
minority in the immense Louisiana which 
was so improvidently ceded by France to 
the United States. Thirteen American 
States and seven millions of people, a 
large part of whom are Germans, occupy 
the wilderness and more than two hundred 
thousand citizens inhabit »he little village 
of 1803. We by no means admit that the 
population or wealth of Louisiana arc due 
toits first colonists, though we L. veno 
disposition to deny their proper a? a:o. It. 
however, does not belong to any but 
Americans.

There is, it is true, extant a poetical 
eulogium on the defenders of New Orleans 
iu which the name of Andrew Jackson 
does not appear at all, but we are not 
disposed to be eriticid.

But it is when the Bee, having fully dis­
paraged the l  uited States and Louisiana, 
turns to its native land, that its heart 
warms and expands. The great event of 
1x73 in France seems to have been getting 
rid of the Germans. There has been a 
fruitless attempt to establish a monarchy. 
But France is supreme in wisdom and 
justice. Her very “incertitude” of the 
political form under which she will live 
does not affect her justice, which is “mani­
fest in salutary examples”—in a self-per­
petuating legislature, we presume, which 
turns cut one executive and installs an­
other for seven years, aud which convicts 
a General of treason because ha was un­
able to defend au untenable place.

Hat all this is but the arrogance of 
those who come from foreign countries to 
condemn everything American and ap­
plaud everything. European. For car-

selves, our country, “with .all her faults 
we love her still,” and those who find her 
institutions so intolerable should return 
to the foreign land which they so highly 
approve. The systematic defamation of 
America, and especially of the State of 
Louisiana, has done infinite mischief, and 
should be stopped in the foreign tongue 
as it has been in th« language of the coun­
try. YVe can not see why the Picayune 
should have been suspended for this 
cause; we do not see wThy the Bee should 
be allowed to continue. It may be be­
cause its abuse uttered in a foreign tongue 
does net attract American attention.

THE SDB-COMMITTEE.
The almost incredible statement is made 

that the sub-committee sent out here to 
listen to the complaints against Judge 
Durell sit with closed doors. They ex­
clude the accused and his counsel, as well 
as such of his friends who may wish to be 
on hand to defend him from the asper­
sions of his political rivals and maligi. nt 
enemies. This is not in accordance wiih 
our ideas ot American practice. One of 
the fundamental principles of our crim­
inal trials is that the accused shall have 
the right to meet the witnesses face to 
face. And the same propriety that exacts 
this rule in examinations before a petit 
jury extends to all cases where a 
man's property, liberty or honor is 
involved. Grave charges have openly 
been made against a member of 
the federal judiciary, and Congress, not 
Charles L, has sent two very honest, well- 
meaning gentlemen, representing country 
counties in Indiana and YVisconsin, to 
take testimony and report back to the 
House Judiciary Committee at YVashing. 
ton. There appears to be nc equitable 
rule observed in regard to calling wit­
nesses. Energetic enemies, it is said, 
find no difficulty in obtaining access to 
the presence of the committee of three, 
or two (a refinement on Y'enetian juris­
prudence, by the way), while such ques­
tions as have been put to the friends of 
■Judge Durell relate to any and everything 
but the case which Messrs. Wilson and 
Eidridge were sent here to investigate. 
YVe can hardly suppose it to be a matter 
which concerns Congress to know how 
old a citizen of New Orleans may be, 
whether he wears false teeth or false hair, 
how many children he has, how many 
drinks he takes in the course of the year, 
or whether he pays his own traveling ex­
penses or goes on the dead-head principle. 
For neither affirmative nor negative an­
swers to any of these questions can by any 
possibility affect the object of the inquiry. 
A mass of irrelevant testimony is likely to 
be taken in these Star Chamber proceed­
ings, which, if uncontradicted or not im­
paired by cross examination, may woik to 
the injury of innocent parties. For we fully 
believe this sub-committee will be wholly 
unable, if not unwilling, to withhold the 
petty gossip they are now gathering at 
their secret examinations from the all 
compelling Bohemians of the press. The 
most malignant portions of the testimony 
will be culled out and published to the 
world as “sworn evidence,” while the de­
positions of fair-minded, honorable gen­
tlemen, who are not in the habit of intro­
ducing sensation into their statements, 
will be excluded, because it will not make 
the papers sell. As the evidence taken 
here is bound to be laid before the Ameri­
can people, even if locks have to be 
broken or clerks and committeemen 
bribed to obtain it, it is important that it 
should be judiciously sifted before it is 
received. Both the members of the sub­
committee enjoy some sort of reputation 
as country attorneys, but neither of them 
has any great reputation as a jurist. And 
if he had, this consent to hear testi­
mony in an important case in the ab­
sence of the accused or his counsel would 
destroy it most effectually.

Judge Durell, for himself, and his 
friends for him and themselves, demanda 
fair, open, public examination.. He is 
placed in a position where Las reputation 
may be injured by malice if permitted to 
sneak into a committee room aud vent 
their petty spite iu masquerade, feuch 
treatment is un-American, unjust, and 
unconstitutional. No good can come of 
it, but great harm is inevitable. If this 
sub-committee reports back to Congress 
that their secret investigations disclose no 
cause of action, Mr. YY'il.son will be ac­
cused of partiality and Mr. Eidridge of 
having sold out. If, on the other hand, 
they go back to the capital freighted with 
gossip enough to hang fifty hone«t men. 
aud charges are preferred against Judge 
Dnreil, then both he and his friends will 
be put to the expense of going to Washing­
ton to disprove what they can as well do 
at the St. Charles Hotel here at homo, if 
the two agents sent out by the federal 
government will open their doors aud 

ive them a chance.

T E E  S E C O N D  0 ?  J A N U A R Y .

Tho first day of the year is like a truce 
in war. Ail thoughts of strife are for­
gotten. Folitieal and commercial an. 
tagonists meet aud mingle fearlessly, and 
if the whole year exhibited the same so­
cial harmony, hospitality and absence of 
care, earth would be again an Eden. But 
,las ! it may not be.

Tne secoud day of the year witnesses 
the hard and hostile ranks reformed, and 
the skirmish line is thrown out anew. The 
merchant plans to secure cr regain a cus­
tomer, the attorney weaves additional 
complications in the web of pleading, the 
creditor wields the sword of legal process, 
and the abject debtor crouches imploring 
at his feet. Cohorts of collectors, impa­
tient for the day when they may again 
pursue their hapless victims, rush forth 
and pervade the laud. Politicians resume 
their antagonism, and blacken or brighten 
men and events, as it may suit the inter­
ests of the party to which they may belong.

YVith the new year come new hopes. 
Hopes, perhaps, as vivid at the beginning 
of other years. They may possibly be the 
same hopes. They inspire new energies 
that send the new year spinning on its 
mission under their active impulse.

It is to be hoped that these harmonies 
and this energy may give a better state ot 
feeling and action among us for the whole 
year th.n now opens. The party quarrels

which have so effectually divided the men 
and paralyzed the efforts of Louisiana, 
should be conducted “according to the 
rules of civilized warfare." That is, while 
the conflict of principle shall be kept up 
unceasingly, those who wage it most 
fiercely shall come together and co-ope­
rate upon ail questions in which the moral 
and industrial interests of Louisiana shall 
be involved.

YY'e would recommend a similar thought 
to our business men. YVe often fear they 
do not attribute to knowledge, literature 
and the fine arts the consideration to 
which these are entitled as elements of 
commercial prosperity.

A mercantile club, a mercantile library, 
a series of mercantile essays pronounced 
weekly upon such subjects of finance, 
trade, geography or commercial policy as 
may be especially applicable to our city 
should be organized.

It is useless to disguise the fact. How­
ever much New Orleans may have suffered 
from any alleged malfeasance of politi­
cians, 6he is iu infinitely more danger 
from another cause. In the great changes 
of commercial customs and channels which 
have occurred within a few years past New 
Orleans has lost tue most extraordinary 
advantages of commercial position ever 
possessed by any city since those lost by 
Balbec and Tadmor and Palmyra from a 
similar cause. That great cause is the 
opening of new channels of trade to super­
sede those which had antecedently existed. 
Y'aseo de Gama discovered the route by 
sea between the East Indies and Europe. 
The camel and ihe caravan disappeared 
from the desert route between those groat 
commercial countries. De YVitt Cliuton, 
McAlpin, Thompson, Jonathan Knight 
and other great civ” engineers discovered 
the way by which the lakes and the ocean 
may be connected, the Mississippi bridged 
and the Alleghany tunneled, and com. 
merce abandoned the river and coast 
route of the Mississippi for the new chan­
nels thus opened. Let not cur merchants 
then follow the false track of attributing 
all the decline of our city political 
causes alone.

The evils of law may be reform 1 ; those 
of a lost commerce require thought and 
ability. The commerce lost must ee re­
gained and replaced. It will require 
minds of ability and a spirit of devoti n 
to the interests of our city to effect this.

Let us hope, then, that with an un­
abated zeal in all for tho maintenance of 
the true principles of Republican govern­
ment, whether according to the interpreta­
tion of the Republican, the Fusionist or 
the Democrat, we may have, beginning 
with the second of January, 187f, a com­
mon zeal for the true welfare of our State 
aud citv as each one understands it.
