A p etition  from  th e  c ititen#  o f O pelousas 
an d  su rro u n d in g  neighborhood, p ray in g  for 
th e  passage o f a  b ill to  c a rry  o u t th e  tru e  
in te n t an d  objects of th e  o rig inal incorpora­
tion  thereof, w as preeented to  th e  Senate by 
Mr. A nderson. I t  w as re fe rred  to  the  Com­
m ittee  on P aroch ia l Affairs.

T he jo in t reso lu tion  re la tiv e  to  th e  ap ­
p o in tm en t o f S ta te  com m issioners to  th e  
one h u n d red th  an n iv ersa ry  o f th e  inde ­
pendence of th e  U nited  S ta tes, to  be belli 
a t  P h ilad e lp h ia  in  1870, w as favo rab ly  re­
p o rted  upon by th e  C om m ittee ou F edera l 
R elations.

N otice o f a  bill repea ling  th e  c h a rte r  of 
th e  L ou isiana C en tra l R ailw ay  Company 
w as given  by  M r^C hadbourn .

M r. W h arto n  also  gave  no tice th a t  he 
would in troduco  a  b ill estab lish ing  an  in ­
su rance  bu reau  an d  p rov id ing  fo r th e  su p ­
p o rt o i th e  is in ti. It*  ob ject is to  reg u la te  
tho o rgan isa tion  an d  m anagem en t of 
insu rance  com panies.

A b ill was rea d  fo r th e  re lie f  o f John  
Lewis. I t  proposes to  g ive h im  f  1500 for 
losses he olaima to  have  su sta ined  in  1872, 
in  consequence of his p lace o f business in 
th is  city  being closed by o rd e r o f  G overnor 
W arm oth . T he  b ill w as referred  to  the 
Com m ittee on Claims.

T he bill to  o rgan ise a  new  board  o f hea lth  
cam e up under th e  head  o f  unfinished buei. 
ni’ss, and  w as, on m otion of Mr. L a rber, 
aeeouded by Mr. D row sier, indefin itely  post­
poned.

T he bill to  incorpora te  th e  N o rth  Louis­
ian a  Bayou A ssociation was also  indefin ite ­
ly postponed.

Mr. W h arto n  ob ta ined  nnanim ou3 con­
s e n t to  in troduce  a  reso lu tion  au tho riz ing  
the  appo in tm en t of a  oom uiittee to  inqu ire  
w h a t disposition  h ad  been m ade o t la s t  
y ea r’s app rop ria tion  fo r th e  use o f th e  S ta te  
m ilitia . I t  lies o ver u u d er th e  rules.

T he  resolu tion , p rev iously  offered, a u ­
tho rising  th e  appo in tm en t o t a  com m ittee 
to  investiga te  th e  affairs of th e  M etropoli­
ta n  Police, was, on  m otion  o f M r. H arris , 
iudeiiu ito ly  postponed .

O n m otion  ol Mr. H arris , th e  S enate 
ag reed  th a t  a ll reso lu tions a n d  m otions 
looking to  th e  appo in tm en t o f special com ­
m ittees, be re fe rred  to  th e  app ro p ria te  
stan d in g  com m ittees w ithou t d eba te .

A co n cu rren t reso lu tion , o rig inating  in 
th e  H ouse, au tho riz ing  th e  appo in tm en t of 
a  com m ittee , to  be com posed c f  th re e  m em ­
bers from  th e  House, au il tw o from  th e  Sen­
a te , to  in v estig a te  th e  ac ts  o f a ll th e  ofij' 
cere of th e  F irs t D is tr io t C o u rt of th e  p a r ­
ish  of O rleans, w as ca lled  up  an d  rea d .

Mr. H arris  m oved its  reference to  th e  
Ju d ic ia ry  C om m ittee.

Mr. B arber m oved to  la y  th a t  m otion on 
tho  tab le , an d  his m otion p reva iled , by  a  
vo te  o f 11 yeas to  10 nays.

T he  resolu tion  w as th e u  passed.
O u m otion o f Mr. Ing rah am , th e  S enate 

ag reed  th a t  no s tand ing  o r  special com m it­
tee, excep ting  the  E n ro llm en t and  Engross- 
mt n t  Com m ittees, should be allow ed  m ore 
th a n  tw enty-five d o lla r 's  w o ith  o f s ta tio n ­
ery , e tc ., d u ring  th e  p re sen t session; an d  
th a t  th e  expense o f th e  E n ro llm en t and  
E ng rossm en t Com m ittee?, d u rin g  th e  ses­
sion, for s ta tio n ery , e tc ., shou ld  uot exceed 
th e  snm  o f $250 cac-h.

T he Senate th e n  ad jou rned  u n til M onday 
n ex t, a t  12 M.

T h e  H o u se .
fc-poake.r Lowell oa 'led  ihe  H ouse to  o rd er 

a t  tw elve o’clock, e igh ty  th re e  m em bers 
an sw ering  to  th e ir  nam e.

Rev. Mr. G reen oliered p rayer.
Mr. A lla iu  ca lled  up his reso lu tion  o f the  

preceding  d av , re la tiv e  to  th e  school fund , 
and  i t  was passed.

Mr. D eveziu’s reso lu tion  for a  com m ittee 
to  confer w ith  th e  C aam ber of Com m erce, 
w as also  passed

Several bills w ere passed to  a  th ird  rea d ­

ing
H msn b ills  No. 31, inco rpo ra ting  a  be­

nevolent. society, and  No. 41, re la tiv e  to  the 
tow n of M onroe, w ere passed .

S peaker Low ell ca lled  th e  a tten tio n  of 
the  H ouse to  an  a r tic le  ot th e  m orning Pica- 
v/Nfts, w hich refit c ted  on a  m em ber o f  the 
H ouse an d  th e  llo n so  itse lf. T he artic le  
sa id  th a t  M r. I la m p  K eys, a  m em ber of th e  
n o u se , w as th e  a u th o r  o f  th e  d is tu rb a n ce  
iu th e  parish  of T errebonne, an d  th a t  he 
had  con trived  to  have  h im self appo in ted  a  
m em ber o f th e  com m ittee . M r. K eys had  
n o t been appo in ted  a  m em ber of th e  com ­
m ittee; had  no t been su th o rized  to  in v e sti­
g a te  th e  troub les  by  th e  H ouse or th e  
S peaker; hail n o t been in s tru c ted  to  p ro ­
ceed to  tb e  scene o f  th e  d istu rb an ce , and  if 
he w ere th e re , was on his own accoun t, an d  
w ith o u t au th o rity  o r  leave o f  absence.

Sir. D evezin ca lled  up th e  re p o rt of the  
C om m ittee on E lections, on tho  con tested  

cases o f th e  second w ard .
I t  was rea d  and  found to  b e  a  sim ple re ­

tu rn  o f  th e  m a tte r  to  th e  H ouse fo r its 
ac tiou , w ithou t an y  re p o rt a t  all.

S peaker Low ell »aid th e  m a tte r  w ould 
oomo up  u n d e r th e  head  o f unfinished busi­

ness.
Mr. M athew s m ade th e  po in t, w hich  w as 

su sta ined , th a t  th e  firs t m a tte r  to  be tak en  
up from  th e  d o ck e t o f  unfin ished  business 
whs th a t  whieta w as on b an d  n t  th e  tim e of 
ad jo u rn m en t o f th e  p rev ious day .

T h is w as tho  fu nd ing  b ill, an d  a f te r  a  
sh o rt d iscussion i t  w as re fe rred  to  th e  com ­
m ittee  o f  tb e  whole.

M r. M ontaldo  ca lled  u p  his reso lu tion  
sea tin g  M essrs. W ilson  a n d  P révost, as 
m em bers from  tho  second w ard , a n d  the  
su b s titu te  o f Mr. E llio tt, th a t  i f  by to-m or­
row  a t  one o’clock th e  m em bers occupying 
th e  sea ts  o f th e  m em bers from  th e  second 
w ard  w ere n o t in  th em  they  w ould be d e ­

c la red  vacan t.
[M r. M athew s in  th e  cha ir.]
M r. G air ca lled  fo r th e  rea d in g  o f th e  l a t ­

te r  p a r t  o f  th e  jou rn a l o f T uesday , w hen 
th e  decision o f th e  C hair, th a t i t  d id  n o t re 
q u ire  a  vo te  o f tw o-th ird s  to  dec la re  th e  
sea ts  vaoau t, had  been  appealed  fro®  by 
him  and  th e  appeal su sta ined . H e inqu ired  
of th e  C hair i f  th e  ru lin g  in  th a t  case  (the 
firs t w ard) applied  to  th e  one  u u d e r con­

sidera tion .

Tho C hair ru led  th a t  i t  d id .
Mr. M outaldo m oved th a t  th e  su b stitu te  

be laid  on th e  ta b le , M r. G air objecting  
th a t  tho m otion w as c u t  o f o rder, i t  being 
in  effect a  m otion to  tab le  a  portion  o f  the  

jo u rn a l o f the  H ouse.
T he C hair dec ided  th e  m otion  to  tab le  in  

o rder, as  n e ith e r the  resolu tion  n o r th e  sub ­
s t i tu te  bad  been ac ted  on, a n d  th e  la t te r  
w as now  before th e  House.

T he  m otion  to  ta b le  w as lost. ,
M r. M ontaldo  m oved th e  passage of th e

orig inal resolu tion , and  c a lh d  fo r tb e  yeas 
and  navs.

T he C hair suggested  th a t  th e  passage of 
the  resolu tion  by  a  m ajo rity , by tw o-th irds 
o r by  th e  unanim ons voice o f  th e  m em ­
bers p resen t, w ould n o t sea t the  app lican ts, 
for th e  reason th a t  those  whose nam es w ere 
now  on th e  rolls h sd  n o t been expelled.

T he Honse, on m otion o f  Mr. M ontaldo, 
o rdered  th e  previous question .

O n oaliing  th e  roll on the  passage o f the 
the  resolution, forty-four vo ted  fo r it  and  
tw en ty -eigb t aga in st it.

T he C hair decided th a t  no t h av ing  re ­
ceived th e  vote of tw o-th irds of th e  m em ­
bers iu its  favor, th e  reso lu tion  had  failed 
to  pass.

Mr. M ontaldo appealed  from  th e  decision 
o f  th e  C hair. I t  h ad  n eve r been necessary 
to  th e  passage of a  resolu tion  for i t  to  ob ­
ta in  a  tw o-th irds vote. A ny resolu tion  only 
requires a  m ajo rity . T h is resolu tion  does 
no t come un d er th e  head  o f th e  constitu  
tional provision req u irin g  tw o-th ird s  oi th e  
H ouse to  expe ll a  m em ber. I t  is one u nder 
th e  provision th a t  th e  H onse is th e  jn d g e  o f 
its  own m em bers, an d  only looks to  seating  
tw o o f them . I f  th e  H ouse wonld read  th e  
jo u rn a l of th e  la s t session an d  th e  rep o rt of 
the com m ittee, i t  w ould be satisfied these 
m em bers w ere en titled  to  th e ir  seats.

Mr. M urrell, o f M adison, proposed to  vote 
aga in st th e  decision of th e  C hair because it 
i t  w ere susta ined , it  w ould  requ ire  a  two- 
th ird s  vote to  pass  a n y  resolution.

[M r. Low ell in th e  chair. |
Mr. G a ir  proposed to  su sta in  th s  ru liug  

o f  th e  cha ir. This resolution bad  a  com ­
pound effect. I f  ca rried  o u t it w ould, first, 
expunge tw o nam es from  tjie roll; seoond, 
ad m it tw o m em bers. I t ‘seem ed  to  him  
s tran g e  th a t  th e  friends of these gentlem en 
could  n o t a rriv e  a t  th e  ob ject o f th e ir  
desires in  a  legal w ay. L e t them  presen t 
ev idence th a t  they  w ere en titled  to  th e ir  
seats. Those now  on th e  ro ll h ad  been 
sw orn  ia , an d  no one eve r h ea rd  o f  a  m em ­
b e r being expe lled  on a  sim ple resolu tion , 
passed by a  m ajo rity  only. No con tested  
eleotion in  th e  U nited  S ta tes w as eve r m an ­
aged in  th a t  w ay. H e could no t vo te  to  
se a t m em bers su b jec t to  con test. I t  was 
co n tra ry  to  law  and  p receden t. This reso­
lu tion  ca rries  w ith i t  th e  expulsion  o f tw o 
m em bers, and  th e  law , w hich  m em bers 
have  no r ig h t to  v io late , requ ires  a  two- 
th ird s  vote.

Mr. D avidson hoped th e  m em bers would 
tak e  a  oalm  and  d ispassionate view of th e  
sub jec t. He considered  th e  C hair r ig h t 
T he Com m ittee on E lections h ad  exam ined 
th is  case, a n l th e y  rep o rt th e  fac t th a t  they  
have  no d a ta  to  go upon, an d  re fe f tbe  
w hole m a tte r  to  th e  H ouse. I t  is proposed 
to  sea t m em bers here  m erely  on a  vote o f  
th is  H ouse, and  to  u n sea t m em bers w ho 
have been dec la red  elected  by th e  H aw ­
kins’ board  by  a  la rg e  m ajo rity . T h e ir  
uatnes have  been ca lled  daily , an d  th e y  
can  uot be unseated  excep t by  a  vote o f ex ­
pulsion, u n d e r th e  constitu tion . They arc 
c o n s titu tio n a l officers, an d  can  only bo re ­
m oved in  a  co n stitu tiona l way. H o hoped 
th e  H ouse would n o t m ake a  record  th a t 
w ould no t be r igh t.

Mr. E llio t said the  H ouse had  proceeded 
now in th e  w ay i t  w as desired  to  do on J a n ­
uary-16, 1S72.

Ou m otion of Mr. P aris , th e  H ouse Ad­
jou rned  to  Blonday a t  tw« lve o’clock.

No 
d ouh t a large p a r t o f the  cilizeus o f F ra n k ­
lin a re  aux ious for the suppression ot the 
troublesom e elem en t w hich causes so m any 
orim es. They should be h«-lp d and  sus­
ta ined , and  the re  is b u t one w ay to  do it. 
A ppoint a  good ju d g e  and d i- t r ic t a tto rney , 
aud then  provide an arm ed  force sufficiently 
Strong to p ro tect th e  cou rt and  w itnesses 
aud g uard  prisoners. L e t th is  force he s ta ­
tioned the re  p '-rm auentlv  for m onths, aud  
in the m eantim e le t th e  citizeUH bo organ- 
tz-tl in to  miii ia rom padles, and well arm ed, 
uot on 'y  m F rank lin  hu t in every  ao j iining 
pari-b  lo r the enforcem ent oi th e  laws and 
ih e c ip lu r e  o f criminal«. W hile th e  cou rt 
is th u s  prutccied justice will be done; end

A t th e  N ational Cheap T ranspo rta tion  
Convention, H od. W. C. F iagg  repo rted  in 
favor of n a tional leg islation  respecting  
railroad  freight, and in  m any respects  con­
tro lling  the ir m anagem ent.

Ju d g e  Loehrane presented  a  m inority  re ­
port. B oth reports  w ere la id  on th e  table, 
and  m ade th e  o riler a f te r  th e  re p o rt on 
w ater routes should  be disposed of.

Ju d g e  L ochrauo takes  strong  grounds 
aga in st tb e  co nstitu tiona lity  c f  the recorn- 
ineutiaiions contained  in tho m ajo rity  re ­
ports.

T he rep o rt o'* w ate r ren te s  w as then  
taken  up. Colonel C arrington , o f  Virginia, 
spoke iu favor of the m ajority  report; Gen 
era! Rosser, of M innesota, in  favor o f the 
m inority  report, s u d  said  th a t th e  Wei-t 
was in  favor o f th e  A tlantio  a n d  G reat 
W estern  canal; th a t the canal w as an  abso ­
lu te  necessity  to  the  W est, an d  th a t it 
would be bu ilt a t  au  ea rly  day . H e said  
th a t the  trad e  of the South was oi vast im 
portance to  th e  W est, au d  th a t they  d id  no t 
in tend to  le t it languish. T he W est would 
have th a t  ou tlet. H is speech w as received 
w ith applause.

A resolu tion  w as passed  tendering  the 
th a n k s  of the convention  to  Colonel B. W. 
Frobel, o f G eorgia, for Lis aide speech, de 
livered  y este rday , and  ordering  th a t  i t  be 
prin ted.

The Sou' hern m em bers of Congress—«par 
ticu la rly  those from G eorgia, A labam a and 
Tennessee—are  moving ac tive ly  in the ques­
tion of cheap  tran spo rta tion ; th e  W est are 
united , aud  cord ially  w orking w ith them , 
and  ail a re  looking closely to  the in te res ts  
o f th e ir constituents.

T be following ia tbo rep o rt o f Ju d g e  
Loehrane, which is also signed hy Colonel 
B o ire tt, o f th e  D is tric t o f Colum bia:

W e diegi-nt to th e  rep o rt recom m ending 
th a t tho  national governm ent build tbe  
ra ilroad  e a s t aud  w est, first, because Cou 
g re-s  has no pow er to  reg u la te  the charges 
lo r fre igh t on ex isting  railroads, as the rein  
recom m ended; second, th e  r ig h t to  build 
wads for defense is no t doub ted , b a t thu 

righ t to  con stru c t ra ilroads to  ca rry  for the 
public generally  we deny ; th ird , the  r igh t 
to  regu la te  com m erce does no t m ean to 
build ra ilroads—the pow er to  regu la te  ia 
ne thing, the  pow er to  c re a te  is another; 

fourth , the ch a rte rs  c rea ted  by 8 'a te s  are  
leg islative con trac ts, which n e ith e r the  
S ta les nor Congress can  touch w ithou t v io ­
la ting  a  fu tidaiueu tal law ; fifth, the r ig h t 
of a  m an to  his ow n p roperty , w hether in 
bank, bonds o r corporations, and  to  nse it 
a s  he pleases, v io lating  no law , is sacred; 
s ix th , if  th e  govevernm eut en ter*  upon 
th is tiolioy i t  would d estroy  the  righ ts  «if 
bondholders in ex isting  roads, cause the 
sh rinkage o f values, n n settle  all ind iv idual 
investm en ts, und give a  considerable shock 
to  a  tree governm ent on th is  con tinen t.

ing the ir respects  and  cong ra tu la tions  to 
i-lreir illustrious com radtt and friend , the 
F res in en t o f tiie U nited  E lates, and  th a t 
thi-y inform  r im  o f th e  m easures they pro- 
pose, and inv ite  him to p artic ipa te  in tho 
reunion an d  l he delibera tions o f th e  con­
vention. A com m ittee was appointed to 
ascertain  a t  w hat h o a r th e  P res id en t would 
receive th e  eouvention. A comm ttee  waa 
also appoin ted  to d ra f t  a  constitu tion  and 
b »-laws lo r tho bro therhood, anti ano ther 
com m ittee to  p repa re  a  m em orial to  Con­
gress

A resolution w as adop ted , requesting  the 
W ar D .-parim cnt to  fnrn ish  to  th e  conven­
tion , for p reservation , copies o f th e  m uste r 
rtdls o f those who took p a r t in th e  M exican 
war.

'I he convention then  proceeded in a  boil y 
to  Ihe M etropolitan M etbodi t  Charon, 
» b erg  G eneral J .  8. N egley, o f P ennsy l­
vania, delivered  an  address.

A t tho  M etropolitan C hurch  to-day , a fte r  
G m era l S herm an bad epoken. G overnor 
H ebert, a l te r  repeated  e d le , said , In sub ­
stance:

C om rades o f tbo  tfe x ica n  W a r—I cor 
ta in ly  did riot expect th is ca ll. I, o f coarse, 
cuu not m ake a  speech. I have a  verv c u -  
veni« n t apology—a very  bad co ld— a S outh ­
ern  cold, a t  th a t; no t m uch im proved. I 
m ust coulee«, by tb e  S iberian  atm osphere 
which we are experiencing  in  yo u r gmidiy 
c ity  o f W ashington . I  believe th a t  o f ail 
th e  Alexican w ar ve te ran s  here p resen t I 
come from  tu r th e r  South than  any , and 
Therefore, so fa r  as  geogrsp tiira l s ta in s  is 
concerned, I hope th a t  w hat I do say now 
will m eet w ith th e  c re d it and  sincerity  th a t 
it  deserves. I firmly believe th a t if the se t­
tlem e n t of our difficulties a f te r  the  w ar had 
been le ft to  th e  i.ffieers an d  so ld iers who 
respt-crively fought for the  N orth  an«l South, 
would h ive long since been pi-ac--ful am i 
harm onious. T he po litic ians of th e  N orth 
and  South, m en w ho never drew  »« rig g e r 
o r  sm e lh d  gunpow der, a re  the very parries 
who have been keeping up the s tr ite  for per­
sonal an d  unholy purpo-e*. I t  is s tran g e  
ih a t  s ince o a r  la s t  d isastrous (to  the 
S ou 'h , a ;  least), sectional w ar, th a t  
in every  national political con test, even 
in S ta te  and local con 'es ts ,th is  poor w ar has 
been fough t over. I t  is an  evidence of 
w eakness o r  w an t o f generosity . A tru e  
and  g a lla n t sab lier is a lw ays m agnanim ous 
to  h  s  fellow  foe. I t  is com m on fo r N o rth ­
e rn  new spapers to  pub lish , an d  N orthern  
o ra to rs  to  say , t h a t  th e re  ia a  prejudice, and 
»  stro n g  one, ia  th e  S ou th  ag a in s t th e

N orthern  m en. I  em phatica lly  deny  it. 
A fter tbe conclusion o f  th e  w a r a  b an d  o f 
arm ed bum m ers invaded  th e  South , anil 
tak ing  advan tage  o f th e  ignorance, p re ju ­
dices and  superstitions o f  th e  form er slaves 
ot the South, foisted  them selves in to  high 
political positions and  p lundered  an  a l ­
ready  im poverished country .

These a re  farts. T h a t we have  a  p re ju ­
d ice aga inst these is no m istake— w here 
these come from, is perhaps true . B u t th a t  
we have aga inst N orthern men, per te , good 
and  true , o r to  any  men o f th e  sam e stam p, 
no m a tte r  w here they  come from, is m ost 
em phatically  un tru e  The en terp rising  men 
o f the N orth , w ith th e ir  never sleeping v i­
ta lity  and  energy; w ith th e ir  cap ita l—for 
we have ao  money—are received by the  
in telligen t, rep resen ta tive  men o f tho  
S outh w ith open anus. This is ano ther 
fac t. G entlem en, th is  convention has a  
h igher purpose to  fulfill th an  m erely to  
g e t a  pension for tho veterans o f 
th e  M exican war, o r for th e ir  w idows. A 
bloody chasm  had to  be filled; I am  sorry  
to  say  th a t  it is a lready  nearly  so by bones 
ot th e  g a llan t d ead  from  both eidee, who 
fought in th is  recen t f ra tric ida l w ar. T here 
is a  bridge to b e  bu ilt: a  bridge o f harm ony 
and  reconciliation. Those of you g a llan t 
M exican veterans of th e  N orth  will build  
you r portion o f th e  arches o f th a t bridge; 
we, th e  veterans o f the S outh, will m eet yon 
h a lfw nv , and  ex ten d  to  you th e  h an d  o f 
good fellowship across th e  key s tone  o f  th e  
cen tre  arch. G entlem en, w ill you do it!  
[C ries o f “ Yeel” “ Yes.”] G entlem en, we 
a re  to  bo tru s ted , I assure you. W e 
m ean w h a t we say  when we te ll you 
th a t we a re  willing to  live tinder a  com m on 
governm ent au d  fight the  foea o f o u r com ­
mon coun try  u nder tho foin« oi th e  aaine 
national flag. In  th e  nam e of H eaven, l e t  
the dead  bury  ita dead. 8o in th e  M exican 
w ar we touched elbow s a n d  fough t s h o u l­
d e r  to  shoulder, com rades in w ar, friend ly  
com panions in peace, w hen we knew  no 
South nor N orth, nor E a st n i r  W est. L i t  ua 
all now jo in  hands and  biud ou r energies to  
fostering the  p rosperity  a n d  happiness of 
oor common coun try , the U nited S ta tes  of 
America.
