Be it furthee enacted, ete., That
any person violating this act shall be hable
to prosecution in any court of eompetent
jurisdiction, and on conviction shall be fined
not less than fifty dollars, nor more than
thre_e handred, anlf such judgment of con-
viction shall ipso facto vacate all Btate,
parish or municipal oflices so held, and pro-
bibit the exercise of the eame by such
offender,

SEC. 3. Be it further enacted, ete., That
this act shall be specially given in charze
to graud juries, judges of district coyrts,
and enforced by Btate's attorneye,

To the Honorablé Speaker and Members of €he
House of Represeutatives:

Your special committee, appointed on the
fourteenth instant, to investigate the re-
ported riot in Terrebonne parish, beg leave
to make this their regort after three days
careful examination, beld in said parish.

Upon the arrival of your committee in
the said parish, all seewned quiet and serene.
Knowing that all members here are familiar
with the late tinancial panic and distressed
business ensuing therefrom, your commit-
tee will dwell no further on this topic, only
to remark that said panic was severely felt
in Terreboune, and prevented planters,
with very few exceptions, from realizing
the tecessary means with which to remu.
nerate the men who tilled the soil and made
the crops. Accordingly the planters of said
Yarish held a meeting among themselves a
tew weeks ago, and concluded, as a device
by which to make up for past losses, and
to continwe in the life and rank they
so fondly cherish, planting, to pay the
laborers only $13 per month. The la-
borers having been informgd of the action
taken against them and fearing their rights
to be unjnstly taken trom them, and oppres-
sion staring them in the face, resolved
themselves into & laboring men’'s benevo-
lent association, for their own welfare and
a3 a preventive from the injustice about
being perpetrated, and further resolved not
to work for less than $20 per tonth. All
went merry as a marriage bell until it was
ascertained that a ureat number of hands
had not received last year's wages and but

his naturally led to a meeting of laborers,
at which some boisterous langnage was ex-
Kremd by outsiders, and the anger caused

y the deprivation found vent in words.
People residing in close proximity to the
place of meeting becoming alarmed (which
18 quite habitual), apprehended danger
from a few braggadocio expressions, spread
talse information in regard to tke matter
and exaggerated things to such an extent
that people were impressed with the idea
that zhe Spaniards had arrived and
were about to slay all they came
in contact with, To aggravate matters
still more, men having no interest with
either planter or laborer, but like the
gamester, who views with delight a dog
fight in @ kennel, and anxions to witness
one (but not desirous of taking a part
throagh fear), were dispatched to ﬂul’oumhe
for a class of worthless and lawless desper-
adoes to come to Terrebonne, This elass of
*‘peacemakers” immediately equipped them-
selves with arms of a dangerous nature
and instantly obeyed the dictates of their
own craniums by proceeding to Terrebonns
a8 in a warlike expedition, when moral per-
suasion would have sufticed. A sad com-
entary on men claiming for themselves
intelligence and profound modesty. It is
the opinion of your committee that those
men must have had bad motives in leading
bad men to commit bad acts, Such cone
tumacious acts on the par% of those men
provoked matters to a great degree, and
only gained for the partictpants therein
condemnation from the Jaw-abiding and
peaceful citizens of Terrebonne, The people
of Terrebonne are in all reality peaceful
and law-abiding, aud need no marauding
expeditions to visit them from Lafourche,
thereby inciting the peopla ta tumult, riot
and confusion,

Before eoncluding, your eommften foel
constrained to state that the people of Tere
rebonne owe a debt of gratitude to the
officers and privates of the State militia for
the able manner in whicly they conducted
themselves, and the persistent endeavor
put forth to do their «{uty without fear op
