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We have examined the memorial of the
Merchants' Exchange of St. Louis ad.
dressed to Congress, and showing the
importance of deepening the channel and
outlet passes of the Mississippi:

1. The accumulation of statistics shows
the immense capacity of the interior West
to produce animal and cereal food.

2. The insufficiency of the existing or
projected water lines to the East to move
these products.

3. The rapid transfer of the cereal
centres West, and the rapid approach to a
dead point at which these crops will be
worth producing at the present cost of
moving them to market.

In these propositious we agree, even
without the array of figures which accom-
pany them. We accord our admiration to
the labor which has fortified so well an
impregnable position.

There is one point in which the memo-
rial is defective. It is in the theory that
all freights move on the cheapest routes.
The great fact that with the undisputed
economy of the Mississippi over Eastern
rail such immense weights cross the Mis-
sissippi is sufficient to demonstrate a
fallacy in the cheap trade way doctrine.
We will not repeat here our reasoning
often employed to prove that freight is a
mere incident to finance. The movement
of valaes is dependent upon the facilities
of consummating the act of sale, and
while nature has provided a current which
would float a cargo from St. Louis to New
York in forty days, yet no skipper in St.
Louis would consent to lay out his
money or to risk market rates for that
length of time. We often illustrate the
position that cheap freights do not control
trade where time and distance are thereby

enhanced, by our own shipments of cot-
ton to Liverpool. Here is the same staple
going over a common route to a common
market, yet a shipper will take up a
steamer at one-eighth pence more than a
sail vessel will demand for the same
cargo. Why is this? The buyer of cotton
may purchase on the credit of the cotton.
If he ships by a mode certain of consum-
mation at a given day, he can pledge the
cargo to cover the purchase. If he ships
by a cheap and uncertain mode, the
shipper must put up collaterals. Any
man of good character can buy and ship
by steam; none but a capitalist can buy
and ship by sail. There are other consider-
ations of capacity to reach and control the
market, to which we need only advert.
The fact that railroads do carry across
navigable rivers and canals the immense
values stated, proves that this financial
consideration is the prime motive with
all men who move values to market, The
almost exclusive transportation of im-
ported and Eastern merchandise by rail,
and even by express rail, confirms the
proposition. The almost total discon-
tinuance of that cheapest of all modes,
the flatboat, is a conclusive evidence on
our waters, while the rapid substitution
of the ocean steam propeller for sail, ren-
ders further argument unnecessary.

The Mississippi is a noble and invalua-
ble stream, but the market demand for
American provisions is in Europe, chiefly
on the parallel of New Yorkand Montreal,
and the detour of seven thousand miles
against four thousand, of thirty days
against sixteen days, gives the financial
advantage to the financial centres at the
Enst. It is usual to say that a railroad
can not transport as cheap as a water
route. The railroad owns the way, and is
the common carrier. It thus unites a
capacity to make one commodity make up
non-profit, or even the loss on another.
Passengers, mails, express goods, treas-
ure may be transported on the same road
by the same company. Hence, when a
train may carry East twenty thousand
bushels of corn at competing rates with a
canal, the same train may load back with
first class goods, while the canal does not
contend for such fast freights at all. Let
us not undervalue our opponents. When
St. Lounis builds a railroad bridge, at a
cost of a million or so of dollars, across
the Mississippi, we are curious to know
what she wants with it if the river com-
mands the whole commerce that can float.

When we take the jmmense amount of
surplus and unsalable grain computed by
the memorial, it surprises us that the true
cause of stagnation has not occurred to
the compilers.

We beg gentlemen ta look at the Euro-
pean demand, the competition of the
Black Sea and Danube, then at the unlim-
ited capacity of the United States to pro-
duce, and ask themselves, *Where is the
market for all of this surplus?” It is not
to be found in Europe., The whole tenor
of the memorial and its statistics goes to
prove a plethora, an oppression or suffo.
cation of surplus, This very surplus bes
gets an anxiety to reach market fatal to
those who pursue slow and cbeap routes.
There are for this two remedies, which we
shall state and not discuss:

1. A continental home market from
New Orleans to Cape Horn,

2, The prosecution of domestic manu-
factures, which worksup this surplus into
portable products, For this policy the
Mississippi river, with jts tributary rail-
roads, becomes the adequate, inevitable
and invariable route,

To these two remedies should the ener-
gies of the Western members be directed.

THE CONTROVERSY ABOUT THE PRIVATE
MARKETS.

A spirited discussion has been going on
for several days, Between the proprietors
of private markets, where fresh meat,
vegetables, etc. are sold at retail, and Mr.
Turnbull, the Administrator of Com-
werce. The latter gentleman has defined
bis position in a petition addressed to
Hon. Charles Montaldo, chairman of the
appropriate committee of the House of
Representatives. It is needless for us to
say that we are compelled to differ from
Mr. Turnbull in this matter. His main
positions are, in our judgment, quite un-
tenable. But that he may be fairly rep-
resented, we will here present the points
upon which he chiefly relies:

1. That under the system of licensing

private markets, the revenues of the city
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bave been diminished to the amount of a

little more than $150,000.

2. That many of the private markets as
heretofore conducted are public nuisances.

3. That the system of licensing private
markets operates to the prejudice of those
who from motives of convenience or other-
wise, prefer to rent stalls in the public
markets.

There are other objections urged, but
they are all related, in one way or an-
other, to the three subjects above pre-
sented, and in treating the subject Mr.
Turnbull apparently loses sight cf some
of the cardinal principles which are sup-
posed to regulate the body politie. Itis
not proper, neither is it intended that the
city-should depend upon the markets for
a source of revenue. They are established,
regulated and controlled, or at least
should be, for the sole convenience of the
public. The rental derived frous the
stalls should be no greater than is abso-
lutely necessary to reimburse the city for
the expense of erecting, maintaining and
keeping up the same. To some extent
the corporation becomes a landlord when
it furnishes for Lire bunildings, warerooms,
stalls, ete., for the sale of wmerchandise.
As such it may be permitted to compete
with other property holders, but it can
not enforce a right of monopoly. If the
corporation, with the control of the money
of the publie, can not afford better facili-
ties for the sale of market articles than
private gentlemen who have to buy real
estate, erect buillings and paya heavy
tax to their chie! competitor, or can not
maintain itself, it had better retire from
business altogether. It is not proper that
the markets, the wharves, or any other
contrivance that may be essential to the
business of the city, shall be converted iuto
money-making concerns. The public mar-
kets are both necessary and convenient,
but private markets are no less so. And
it is wrong in pringiple for the city to dis-
criminate in the ‘matter of licenses in
favor of its own tenants and against those
of private parties.

But the objection is urged that in pri-
vate markets are sold a much poorer qual-
ity of articles of food than are found in
the public markets. To our own knowl-
edge, this statement can not be subslan-
tiated, and it would not affect the prinei-
ple if it could. If John Brown sells stinl:-
ing meat in a Pxivate market, thet is no
reason why Joseph Jones should be pro-
hibited from selling sound meat in the
same manner. Probably there is es much
unwholesome food sold in the public mar-
kets, in proportion to the amount respec-
tively offered, as in the private ones. We
know this to be the case. The city's ten-
ants are no more honest than those of
other folks. All are equally under con-
trol of the sanitary laws, and the rules
established by the Board of Health. A
nuisance in oue place may be as readily
abated as in another.

For years before the passage of the law
of 1566 it was a serious offense for a citi.
zen living in the country to offer anything
for sale in the streets or at the doors of
the people. The man in charge of a drove
of turkeys, a dozen chickens or a basket
of eggs was treated as ruthlessly as though
he were a public enemy. The result was
that all sorts of things were forced to
pass through the public markets, where
the producers were first cheated
by being compelled to accept half price
for their products, and consumers after-
ward swindled by being forced to pay
double. In those good old dark days be-
fore the Republicans regulated things,
there were fortunes to be made by secur-
ing the lease of even one mwarket. Tt did
not make much difference what one, nor
what was the price agreed upon. Two or
three hundred per cent was wrung out of
the consumers, and the revenues were
spent by our municipal offcinls with
lordly liberality. We do not want to see
a return to such practices, ~nd we do not
care whether Mr. Turnbull is mistaken, or
is after a handsome revenue for the city
from the markets. We regard the com-
petition afforded by the present system
worth more than half a million a year to
the city, and we believe it does not di-
minish the revenue a penny. Not that it
would make any difference if it did, for we
do not wish the city to make any profit in
such a manner.

Every mau is obliged by law to conform
to the rules established for the mainte.
nance of the puplic health, and Mr. Turne
bull is mistaken when he says that the
retailers in private markets are exempt.
It is true that he as Administrator may
not have any control over any except his
own lessees. But he should remember
that there is a higher power over them all,
himself included, and that he does not
represent the paramount authority of the
city in the premises. We are among
those who do not comsider it advisable
that he should, for he shows a disposition
to crowd out all who do not yent stalls die
rectly frem his lessees,

IS IT AN ERROR OR A JOB?

We assume that every one who lives on
the ®anks of the Mississippi river desires
its improvement, but there is an incident
in the memorial of St. Louis to which
New Orleans has objected, and to which
she now repeats her most strenuous pro-
test,

It was argusd in the Repubricas a few
days ago that New Orleans had the right
to recommend the particular mode of jm-
proving the river outlet. She has un-
equivocally pronounced in favor of an
outlet canal, The memorial of St. Louis
contains this notice of the outlet improves
ment:

It is not the province of this memorial
but of those skilled in engineering to de-
termine which method may in this case be
most advantazeously adopted. Some in-
formation as to the nature and cause of the
bar and the plans for relief are, however,
appended.

We turn to this appendix and find an
elaborate citation of authority to prove
that the preferable mode of improving
the outlet is by a concentration of current.
The application of these authorities lies
in this:

The details of the cost of this work (at
the Danube) seem to indicate that a
similar plan works narrowing the dhme

enterprizes will be to do this very jetty
work and make mno chargs for it
until completed and & snceess,  We think
the memorialists wilt have filed in their
appendix a doeument which violates their
professions of necatrality in their text.
They had better overLanl this document
and see lest it virtnally gives the anthority
of St. Louis to a method which has ve-
ceived the ungualified eondemnmation of
New Orleans, We claim, as at first, that
while the upper cities have the right to
recommend special modes for improving
the obstacles in their vicinity, that the
judgment and wishes of New Ocleans
should be entitled to the sams respect,

the popular power of the United States.
It is already concentrated against the Mise
sissippi.  Add the vote of Milwaukee and
ber reilroads to Chicago and her railroads,
weiza the influence of the whole canal
and railroad systems of New York, Phila.
delphia, Doston, Baltimore, ete, Then
comipare this aggregate vote with any that
the Mississippi can command, It will be
seen that our numerical weakness and pos
litical unpopularity reuders any claim
based on the commerciul merits of a
work doubttul of success, To fake the
tendencies of immigration and of combi-
nation, it will be plain that the relative
vote of the Mississippl outlet, asagainst
other outléts trom Montreal to Brunswick
in Georgia, does not promise to inecrease,

The objection to the endleavor to ime
prove the outlet passes, either by dr
or jetty, is this, that in the first case an-
nual appropriations- by Congress become
necessary, In the other, even if it wes
possible of sucsess, periodically there
must be new money awarded by Congress
or the work would be rendered useless
by the exteasion of the delta, The canal,
having been cut, would vequire no annual
appropriation; would never be takenaway,
and if once suceesstul, would be ours
forever, .

While this is an argument we wounld
not expect . professional engineer to ap-
preciate, we address jt to every shipper
and merchant, to every member of Con.
gress as conelnsive in favor of the Fort
St. Philip canal as a peymanent wo
which, if suceessful, can never be suse
pended nor destroyed.
