I, Leonidas C. Iiasberry, have tlie honor

In the year A. D. 1870 I was fa s  collector 
in and tor the parish of Bossier, and col­
lecting taxes on tableaux ot 1867, 1868 and 
1869. My agent in New Orleans in paying 
funds for me into the treasury made a mis­
take by paying a large amount as collected 
on tableau of 1869, that should have been 
ou tableau of 1S67, making thereby a large 
excess in my lavor on tableau of 1869, aud 
leaving me greatly delinquent ou that of 
1867. I applied to the Auditor to correct 
the mistake, by crediting my over payment 
on tableau of 1869 to my delinquency of 
1867. This ho refused to do; hut he de­
manded of me full settlement on tableau ot 
1867. Being enable to make this settle 
ment, suit was instituted against me iu the 
district court for Bossier parish, liy tlie 
Auditor. On a final trial the court gave 
me what the Auditor had refused, whereby 
I was easily enabled to fully settle 
with the State. But as it was found ou tho 
trial tha t I fell iu debt to tbe State a small 
amount, costs were necessarily adjud 

^ainst me. These costs were quite heavy, 
caused by the fact tha t there were many 
securities on my bonds, nearly all of whom 
were sued with me. The amount of costs 1 
paid was $182, bills of which I present 
herewith. In the suit I was also forced to 
pay $400 attorney fees. 1 request thesq 
sums to be paid to me by the State, believ­
ing tha t in justice I deserve them, whether 
the Auditor or tho law was iu fault iu 
forcing me to suff er the losses 

I further request an appropriation to he 
made to pay me the balance that is due tue 
as by the Auditor's books.
