Gaws of the United States Passed at ths
Third Sesslen of the Forsy-Secend
Congress,

[6ENERAL NATURE—No. 107.]

Ap act to provide for the sale of landas of

the United States containing coat

Be it enacted by the Benate and House of
Representatives of the United States of
America 1n Congress assembled, That any
person above the age of twenty-one years,
who is a citizen of the United States, or
who has declared his intention to become
such, or any association of persons sever-
ally qualified as above, shall, upon applica-
tion to the register of the proper land oflice,
have the right to enter. by legal sabdi-
visions, any quantity of vacant coal lands
of the United States not otherwise aviro-
priated or reserved by competent autbority,
not exceeding one hundred and sixty acres
to such individual person, or three hundred
and twenty acres to such association, upon

payment to the receiver of not less than
ten dollars per acre for such lands, where
the same shall be situated more than fifteen
miles from any completed railroad, and not
less than twenty dollars per acre for such
lands as shall be within fifteen miles of
such road. :

Sec. 2. That any person or association
of persons severally qualified as above, who
have opened and improved, or shall here-
after open and improve, any coal mine or
mines upon the public lands, and shall be in
actual possession of the same, shall be en-
titled to a preference right of entry, under
the toregoing provisions, of the mines so
opened gnd improved: provided, thaotwhen
any association of not less than four per-
sons, sewrallg- qualified as in section one
of this act, shall have expended notle.s
than five thousand dollars in working and
improving any such mine or mines, such
association may enter not exceeding six
hundred and forty acres, including such
mining improvements,

Sec.s. That all claims under seetion two
of thisact must be presented to the register
of the proper land district within sixty daya
after the date of actual possession and the
commencement of improvements on the
land, by the filing of a declaratory state-
ment tgerefor; provided, that when the
township plat is not on file at the date of
such improvement, filing must be riade
within sixty days from the receipt of such
plat at the district office; and provided fuar-
ther, that where the improvements shall
have been made yprior to the expiration of
three months from the passage of this act,
sixty days from the expiration of said three
months shall be allowed for the filing of a
declaratory statement, and no sale under
the provisions of this act shall be allowed
until the expiration of six wmonths from the
date hereof.

SEC, 4 That this act shall be held to
authorize only one entry by the same pere
son or association of persons under its
provisionss and no association of persons
any member of which shall have taken the
benefit of this act either as an individual or
as @ member of any other associatien, shall
enter or held any other lands under the
provislons of this ac*: and no member of
any association which shall bave taken the
benefit of this act shall enter or hold any
other lands under its provisions; and all
persons claiming under section two hereof
shall be required to prove their respective
rights and pay for the lands filed u‘mn
within one year from the time prescribed
tor filing their respective claims; and upon
failure to tile the proper notice, or to pay
for the land within the required period, the
same shall be subjeet to eniry by any other
qualified applicant.

SEc. &, That in case of conflicting claima
upon lands where the improvements ghali
be hereafter commenced, pnoritly of posses-
sion and improvement, followed by proper
filing and continued good faith, shall de-
termine the preference right to purchase,
And also where improvements have already
beer made at the date of the passage of
this aef, division ef the land claim

may be wmade by legal subdivisions,
to Include, as mear as may be, the
valuable improvements of the respective
harties; and Commussioner of the General

nd Office shall be and is hereby author-
ized to 1ssue all needful rules and regula-
tions for earrying into effect the provisions
of this act.

SEC. 6. That nothing in this act shall be
construed to destroy or impair any rights
which may have attached prior to its pass-
age, or to authorize the sale of lands valu-
able for mines of goid, silver or copper.

[GENERAL NatrrE—No. 62.]

An act to provide for the preparation _nnd
presentation to Congress of the Revision
of the Laws of the United States, con-
solidating the laws relating to the post
roads, and a code relating to military of-
fenses, and the revision of treaties with
the Indian tribes now in force.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House
of Representatives of the United States of
America in Congress assembled. That a
Committee of three of the House of Repre-
sentatives on the Revision of the Laws, with
committee on the part of the Senate, is
hereby authorized, by resolution, to be
filed in the Department of Justice, to ac-
cept, on the part of Congress, the draft on
Revision of the Laws of the United States
pre, by the commissioners to re-
vise the statutes, sa far aa the seme

has been mpvrudb and s,
bo hereafter . reported. by them, at the
expiration of the time ignated for per-

forming that service, to wit, the fourth day
May, eighteen hundred and seyenty-*
three, and to discharge said issi
from and after which all acts and parts of
acts declaring the duties, powers, rights,
and privileges of said commissioners, are
hereby repealed ;: but nothing herein con-
tained shall be construed as an approval or
nduitmn by Congress of any part of the
ork of the commissioners.

SEc. 2. That the Committee of the House
of Representatives on the Revision of the
Laws, together with such committee as the
Senate may join, be and they hereby atre au-
thorized to contract with some suitable per-
son or peraons, learred in the law, to pre-
pare a bill revising and embodying in oue
act all the laws authorizing post roads in
force at the expiration of the present ses
sion of Congress, and also to prepare a
bill codifying and regulating the' laws in
regard to military ofenses, according to
the recommendation made by the President
of the United States in his annual message
communicated to Congress at the present
session, and also to prepare a revision of all
the Indian treaties now in force as lawe.

SEC. 3. That said committee are also au-
thorized to contract with some suitable
person or persons, under the supervision of
said comunittee and such regulations as
may be by them prescrilbed, to prepare the
revision of the statutes already reported by
the commissioners, or which may be re-
ported before said fourth day of May, in
the torm of a bill to be presented at the
opening of the session of Congressin De-
cember next, embodying all the laws so re-
vised and the bills and provisions herein
provided tor, with proper indexes, 8o that
the same may be in form to be acted upon
forthwith by Congress at said session.

BEc. 4. That said eomiuittee is further au-
thorized to have such revisions and bills
printed by the €Congressional Printer from
time to time, uniform with the revision al-
ready reported, and to distribute them, and
also the consolidation and codification of
the postal and military laws and treaties
herein provided for, to mewbers of Con-
gress and others competent to judge of
their merits, in order for their correction by
such persons.

S&c. 5. That any moneys appropriated for
the payment of the work herein provided
for shall be disbursed by the Department of
Justice from time to time only =0 far as that
Department shall be satisfied that the work
has been well and faithfully performed, and
as said Department shall be satisfied that
the work will be tully done and completed
by the commencement of eaid session ot
Congress in December next.

[GexErAL Nature—No. 73.]
An act to regulate the toking of testimony
in certain cases.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House
of Representatives of the United States ot
America in Congress assembled, That no
witneas shall be eompelled to appear or
o testifv before any commissioner or orficer
appointed to take testimony under letters
rogatory, issued or to be issued from any
court in any foreign country, in any suit or
proceeding in which the government of such
foreign country shall be a party of record
or in interest, except for the purpose of an-
swering specitic written interrogatories is-
sued with and accompanying such letters
roratory and addressed tosuch witness; pro-
vided. tha{ whon counset for ail the partics
attend the examination they may consent
that questions in addition to those accom-
panying the letters yogatory may be put to
the witness, unless the letters rogatory ex-
clude such additional interrogatories.

Sec. 2. That no witness ghall be required,
on such examination, or any ether under
letters rogatory, to make any disclosure
or discovery which shall tend to criminate
him either under the laws of the State or
Territory within which such examination
is had, or any other. or any foreign States

. [GENERAL Narore—No. 121
An act to amend an act entitled an act to
nrevent smuggling, and for other purpo
ses, approved July eighteenth, eighteen
hundred and sixty-six.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House
of Representatives of the United States of
Awerica in Congress assembled, That the
seventh section of the actentitled an act
to further prevent smuggling, and for other
purposes, approved July eighteenth,
eighteen hundred and sixty-six, 18 hereby
amended 8o as to read as follows: That it
shall be the duty of the several collectors
of customs and of internal revenue to re
port within ten days tothe district attorney
of the district in which any fine, penalty,

or forfeiture may be incurred for the viola-
tion of any law of the United
States relating to the revenue, a
statement of all the facts and

circumstances of the case within their
knowledge, together with the names of the
witnesses, and which may come to their
knowledge from time to time, stating the
rovisions of the law believed to be vio-
ated, and on wiich a reliance may be has
for condemnpation or convietion, and such
district attorney shall cause the proper pro-
ceedings to be commenced and prosecuted
without delay for the fines penalties, and
forfeitures by law in such case provided.
unless, upon inquiry and examination, he
shall decide that such proceedings ean not
probably be sustained, or that the ends of
publie justice do not require that proceed-
ings should be instituted, in which case he
shall report the facts in customs cases to
the Secretary of the Treasury, and
in internal revenue cases to the Eom-
missioner of Internal Revenue, for
their direction; and for the ex-
penses Incurred and services rendered in all
such eases the district attorney shall receive
and be naid from the creasury such sum as
the Secretary of the Treasury shall deem
just and reasonable upom the certificate
of the judge before \v‘mm such cases are
tried or disposed of; provided, however,
that the annual compensation of such dis-
trict attorney shall not exceed the maxi-
mum amount now presctibed by law; and
it any collector shall in any case fail to
seport to the proper district attorney as
prescribed in this section, such collector’s
right te any compensation, benetit, or allows
auce in such ease shall be forfeited to the
United States, and the same may, in the
discretion of the Secretary of the Treasury,
be awarded to such persons as may make
complaint and prosecute the same to judg-
ment or conviction.

{GexERAL NaTURE=~No. 75.]
Anact providing for the payment to the
governmenment of Japan the sum due on
account of rents for lands and buildings
occupied by the diplomatic and consular
representatives of the United States to

Japan, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of
Representatives of the United States of
America in Congress assembled, That the
Secretary of State be and le is hereby au-
therized to pay to the goyernment of Japan,
through its resident diplomatic representa-
tive in the United State ut of any moneys
in the treasury not otherwise appropriated,
any sum not exceeding six thousand dol.
lars, which may be found to be due to the
government of Japan by that of the United
States, on account of rents for lands eor
buildings occupied for hospital purposes,
jail and courthouse, by the United States
in Japan.

Sec. 2. That the Sectetary of State,
through the minister resident at Japan, be,
and he is hereby, authorized to rent, fur-
nish, and keep suitable buildings, with
grounds appurtenant, in Jeddo, or such
other place as he may designate, for a court-
house and jail, at an annual cost not ex-
ceeding five thousand dollars; provided,
that the period for which the said buildings
shall be rented shall be for two years, with
renewals for two years ay the Secretary of
State shall determine.

Whereas, The governments of Belgium,
Austria, France, Great Britain, Prussia,
Italy, Holland and *Russia have heretofore
exvended invitations to the lnternational
Statistical Congress to hold sessions of the
said congress at their respective capitals,
and eight difterent sessions of the said con-
gress have been held in accordance with
said official invitations, to the great ad-
vancement of the science of national and
international statistics in its various de-
partments, and to the uniformity of coin-
age, weights and measures, and commercial
regulations and statistical publications be-
tween the different nations; and, whereas,
the United States of America are favorable
to all measures for promoting the advance-
ment of statistical science, and to all efforts
for the social advancement and friendly in-
tercourse of the people of all countries; and,
whereas, also, the President of the United
States, in his recent annual message to
Congress, has submitted to this Congress the
consideration of the propriety of extending
an invitation to the International Statistical
Congress to hold its mnext (ninth)
meeting in the United States; therefore,

He shall have
power to sell and dispose of any articles
manufactured by the convicts, and shall
regularly account for the proceeds thereof,
and shail give bond and security tor the
faithful keeping and accounting of all
moneys and property coming to his hands
as such commandant. He shall take note
and make record of the good conduct of
the convicts, and shall shorten the daily
time of hard labor for these who by their
obedience, honesty, industry, or general
good conduct, earn such 1avors; and the
Secretary of War is authorized and directed
to vemit, in part, the sentences of such
convicts, and to give them an honorable
restoration to duty in case the same is
merited ; and in case any convict shall dis-
obey the lawful orders of the officers of the
prison, and refuse to comply with
the rules and regulations thereof,
he may be placed in solitary confinement,
and the commandant shall at once report
the case to the Secretary of War, who shall
direct the inspector to make full examina-
tion and report ef the matter at the next
inspection; but in no case shall any prisoner
be subjected to whipping. branding, or the
carrying of weights for the purpose of dis-

ipli or for pr ing penitence; and
every prisoner, upon being discharged from
prison, shall be furnished with decent
clothing.

Skc. 7. That the use of newspapers and
books shall not be denied the convicts at
times when not emFloyed; and that un-
oflicial visitors shall be admitted te the
prison under such restrictions as the board
ot commissioners may impose. The prison-
ners shall not be denied the privilege of
communicating with their friends by let-
ter, and from receividg like communica-
tions from them, all of which shall be sub-
ject to the i ion of the dant
or such officer as he may assign to that
duty.

That the prisoners shall be-sup-
plied with ample and clean bedding, and
with wholesome and sufficient food, but
when in hospital or under discipline their
diet shall be prescribed by the proper
authority.
