:f this act; to prohibit certain officers
diverting funds except as provided by
law, and to h vielati for; 10
levy a continuing tax and provide a con-
tinuing appropriation for said bonds; to
wake a contract between the State and
Lolders of gaid bonde; to rrohibit injunc-
tions in certain cases; to limit the indebt-
edness of the State, and to limit State
raxes; to annul certain grants of State
uid: 1o prohibit the modification, novation
or extension of any contract heretofore
wade for State aid; to provide for the re-
ceipt of certain warrants for certain taxes,
and to repeal all cunﬁictinﬁ lawe.

SECTION 1. Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the State
vi Louisiana in General Assembly con-
vened, That for the purpose of consolidating
and reducing the floating and bonded debt
of the State, the Governor, Licutenant Gov-
ernor, Auditor, Treasurer, Secretary of
State, Speaker of the House of Representa-
Lives are hereby authorized to cause to be
prepared, and to issue bonds, to be known
a8 “consolidated bonds of the State of Louis-
iana.” of the denowinations of one hundred,
five hundred and one thousand dollars, tothe
amount of fifteen millions of doilars, or so
much thereof as may be necessary, all pay-
able forty years from the first day of Jan-
uary, 1871, and all to be numbe; consec-
utively, and made payable to bearer, and
10 bear interest at the rate of seven per
went per annum, payable semi-annually,
sn the city of New York and city of New
Orleans, on the first day of July and Jan-
uary ot each year, and coupons for such in-
terest chall be annexed thereto; said inter-
eet and principal to be payable in lawful
woney oP the United States.

SEC. 2. Be it further enacted, ete., That
the parties designated in the foregoing sec-
tlon shall constitute a board of liquidation,
and a majority of eaid board shall elect a
fiscal agent for the State, who shall be a
member of said board.

SEC. 3. Be it further enacted, ete., That
the bonds authorized by the section one
shall be signed by the Governor, Auditor
and Secretary of State, and the coupons
ghall be signed by the Auditor and
Treasurer; and when so prepared said
bonds shall be exchan, by the board of
liquidation for all valid outstanding bonds
of the State and all valid warrants drawn
previous to the passage of this act by the
ragpective Auditors of Public Accounts of
the State on tne Treasurer thereof, except
warrants issned by the Auditor in payment
of the constitutional officers of the State,
at the rate of sixty cents in consolidated
bonds for one dollar in outstanding bonds
and all valid warrants; provided, that the
holder of any bond or valid warrant re-
jected by a majority of said board may ap-
pl_v by petition to the proper court for re-
11ef, and if final judgment shall be rendered
it his favor against said board, it shall be
the duty of said board to fund bis said
claim in bonds at the rate provided by tbis
i wnd provided further, that if any mem-
ber of said board of liquidation sball know-
ingly audit and fund any illegal claim
against the State he shall be deemed guilty
u¥ & misdemeanor, and shall, on eonviction,
te fined not less than five thousand dollars
und be imprisoned not less than two years
al the discretion of the court. And any
person knowingly procuriog the same to be
done shall be subject to the same penaity.

Ste. 1. Be it further enacted, etc., That
the exchange of the bonds or valid war-
runts authorized by this act shall be ef
tected by said board of liquidation in the
cities of New Orleans and New York,

SEC. 5. Be it turther enacted, etc., That
the consolidated bonds berein authorized
shall be held and used by said board of
liquidation only for the purpose of exchange
us atoresaid; said bonds shall be used for no
other purpose or purposes than as author-
ized by this act, and any wember of the
board of liquidation uging or attempting to
use. or attempting to induce any person or
persons to use, said bonds or any of them
for any other purpose or purposes shall, on

onviction thereof, be punished by a fine
ot pot less than five thousand dollars aund
by imprisonment at hard labor for not less
than one vear.

. Beit further enacted, ete., That
potice of the adoption of this act shall
published by eaid board in ope or wmore
journals of New Orleans, New York, Lon-
don, Paris and Amsterdam.

Skc. 7. Be it further enacted, ete., That
a tax of five and a half wills on the dollar
of the assessed value of all real and per-
#oual property in the State is hereby annu-
ally levied, and shall be collected for the
purpose of paying the interest and prin-
ciple of the consolidated bonds berein au-
tnorized, znd the revenue derived there-
frow is hereby set apart and appropriated

» that purpose, and no other. And that it
«Lall be deemed a felony for the Fiscal
Agent or any ofticer of the State or board
it liquidators to divert the said fund from
.5 degitimate chaonel as provided, and
upon conviction the said party shall be
able to imprisonment for net more than
len years or less than two, at the discretion
of the court. If there shall, during any
vear, be a surplus arising from eaid tax
uter paying all interest falling due in that
year, such surplus shall be used for the pur-
“liase and retirement of bonds authorized
by this act, said purchases to be made by
ife said board of liquidation, from the
iowest offers, after due notice; provided,
11wt the total tax for interest and all other
State parposes, exeept the support of publie
sl ools, shall never hereafter exceed twelve
and a balt mills on the dollar.  The interest
tax aloresaid sball be a continuing annual
ax until the said consolidated bonds shall
be paid or redeemed, principal and interest;
;Lml the said appropriation shall be a con-
tinning annual appropriation during the
same period, and this levy and appropria-

jon shall authorize and make it the duty

of tha Auditor and Treasurer, and the said
board, respectively, to collect said tax an-
nually, and pay said interest and redeem
Lbe said bonds until the same shall be fully
discharged.

SEC. 8. Be it further enacted, ete., That
the bonds and valid warrants outstanding
at the time of the passage of this act, shall,
as fast 48 they are received in exchange for
‘onsolidated bonds, be canceled and de-
stroyed by the said board of liquidation, and
unsolidated bonds purchased as provided
fur in section seven of this act, shall be can-
celed and destroyed after public notice has
been given of the same in the official jour-
val of the State, in the presence of as wany
citizens as may desire to be present, in like
manner, and within ten days after such de-
struction, in each case, a proces verbal of
the same shall be published and a report
wide to the General Assembly on the first
Monday of every year, by said board.

Suc. 13, Be it fnr&er enacted, etp., That

the entire State debt, prior to the year of
our Lord pineteen hundred and fourteen,
shall never be increased, directly or indi-
rectly, beyond the sum of fifteen millions of
dollars, hereby authorized, it being the in-
tent and object of this act, aud of the ex-
changes to be effected thereunder, to reduce
and restrict the whole indebtedness of the
State to a sum not exceeding fifteen millions
of dollars, and to agree with the holders of
the consolidated bonde to be issued here-
under that said indebtedness shall not be
increased beyond said sum during said

period.

’ Skc. 14. Be it further enacted, eto., That
any tax collector who shall turn over any
money or warrants by him collected, to any
person except to the State Treasurer, shall
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and
shall, on conviction, be subject to the penal-
ties prescribed in section ten of this act, and
shall, in addition thereto, be liable in
damages in double the amount so turned
over; and any State officer requiring or de-
manding that said taxes enall be turned
over to him, except the Treasurer of the
State, shall be liable, on conviction, to the
sate penalties as are prescribed in this sec:
tion.
Sec. 15, Be it further enacted, ete.. That
from and after the passage of this act un-
til the first day of July, 1874, all valid Au-
ditor’s warrants issued for debts due prior to
Junuary 1, 1874, sball be received for all
vack taxes, licenses and interest and penal-
ties thereon due prior to said first of Jan-
uary, 1874, except two mills for school fund,
three mills for levee conmstruction and re-
pair fund, and two mills to the interest
tund for the purpese of paying any interest
in arrears accruing on the bonded debt of
the State prior to the passage of this act.

SEC. 16. Be it further enacted, ete., That
no court, or judge thereof, shall have power
to enjoin the paywent of prineipal or inter-
est of apy boud issued under this act, or
the collection of the special tax therefor, or
to enjoin any officer of State or parish
in receiving warrants, as is prescribed in
section fifteen of this act.

Sec. 17. Be it further enacted, ete., That
all acts or parts of utts in conflict with
this act, or any section thereof, are hereby
declared to be repealed, and that this act
shall take effect from and after its passage.

No. 4.
AN ACT
Proposing amendiments to the constitution
of the State of Louisiana.

Be it enscted by the Senate and House
of Representatives of the State of Louisiana
in General Assembly convened (two-thirds
of the members of each house agreeing
thereto), That the following amendments
be proposed and entered upon the respec-
tive journals of the Senate and House of
Representatives, with the yeas and nays
taken thereon, and the Secretary of State
shall cause the same to be published three
months before the next general election for
representatives to the General Assembly in
8t least one newspaper in every parish of
the State in which a mewspaper shall be
published. And said proposed amendments
shall be submitted to the people at said
slection in such manner and form that the
people may vote for or against each amend-
ment  separately—i. e., “first propesed
amendment, for approval” or “against ap-
proval.” and in like manper as to the
others: and if a majority of the voters at
said election shall approve and ratify such
awendment or uwcm{menm, the same shall
be appropriately numbered and become a
part of the constitution, and be proclaimed
as such by the Governor and Secretary of
State.

PROVOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITU-
TION.

No. 1.—The issue of consolidated bonds
authorized by the General Assembly of the
State, at its regular session in the year
1874, is hereby declared to create a valid
contract between the State and each and
every holder of said bonds, which the State
shall by no means and in no wise impair.
The said bonds shall be a valid obligation
of the State in favor of any holder thereof,
and no court shall enjoin:the payment-of
the principal or interest thereof, or the levy
and collection of the tax therefor; to secure
sach levy. collection and payment, the judi-
cial power shall be exercised when neces-

sary.

'lyhc tax required for the pvayment of the

rincipal and interest of said bonds shall
{;e assessed and collected each and every
year until the bonda ehall be paid, Yrixwipul
and mterest, and the proceeds shall be paid
by the Treasurer of the State to the holders
of said bonds as the principal and interest
of the same shall fall due, and no further
legislation or appropriation sball be re-
quisite for the said assessment and collec-
tion and for such payment from the trea-

. 2.—Whenever the debt of the State
shall Lave been reduced below twenty-five
million dollars, the constitutional limit
shall remain at the lowest point reached,
beyond which the public debt shall not
thereafter be increased: and tlns rule shall
continue in operation until the debt is res
duced to fifteen million dollars, beyond
which it shall not be increased. Nor shall
‘taxation for all State purposes, excepting
the support of public schools, ever exceed
twelve and a half mills on the dollar of the
assessed valuation of the real and personal
property in the State, except in ¢ase of war
or invasion.
No. 3.—The revenue of each year derived
from taxation npor real, personal and
mixed property, or from licenses, shall be
devoted solely to the expenses of the eaid
year for which it sball be raised, excepting
any surplus remain, which shall be directed
to xinking the public debt. Ali appropri-
ations and claims in excess of revenue
shail be null and void, and the State shall
in no manner provide for their payment.
