spirited set, At least the toady who con- 
controls the press dispatches 1x1 wem here 
anil tho capital endeavors ta  establish for 
them some such character. Eve* since 
the Half Aero w hich was once oetled t  i the 
United States by Maryland, has been set 
apijrt for their use to play sovereignty in, 
they have added the rites of hospitality to 
their civic duties. And this is the electric 
nerve to strike which agitates the whole 
body. It appears, too, they have w alls, 
inside of which a stranger is sacred, 
whether he has documents in his posses­
sion belonging to somebody .rise or 
not. According to qur veritable *iiifc rm- 
aut tho people of Washington ge-,

gard their rites of hospitality as some­
thing superior to and more sacred than 
the laws of mtum et leum. They carry 
this sentiment to that extent that when a 
party by the name of Smith invades the 
sacred precincts of the Half Acre, in pur­
suit of papers valued at ten dollars, and 
applies to the local authorities for assis­
tance and permission to recapture the 
same, the citizens become surprised and 
indignant. They have, i t  is true, pre­
scribed forms of procedure in such cases.
