The Towboat Monoply Denounced.

Aun adjourned meeting of the members of
the House in favor of cheap transportation
took place tonight, at the Capitol. The
attendance was amall.  Representative
Stone, of Missouri, presented a preamble,
setting forth, among other things, that the
Towboat Association of New Orleans, being
upposed to the improvement of the South-
west Pass channel, compelled Captain How-
ell, of the United States engineers, to aban-
don his work by placing obstructions in his
way, the association deriving its income
from tugeing and lightering vessels,

The United States agent has no power to
oppose the hindering course of ths associa-
tion; therefore, be it

Kesolved, That the Senate and House of
Representatives, in Congress assembled, be
requested to pass a law to facilitate the
execution of, and to protect the publie
works of the river and harbor improve-
ments. to the end that private in-
dividuals and corporations may not destroy
such  works, without incurring suitable
penalties; and also to appropriate a sum ot
not leas than $150,000, to coutinue the
work of improving the bar at the mouth ot
the Mississippi river, during the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1375,

After conterence, it was voted as the
unanimous voice of the meeting, that Rep-
resentative Stone, on Monday, bring his
sabject betore the House.

After awending the first part of the reso-
lution, iu the form of an instruction to the
proper committee to cousider and take
action on tha subject, the meeting ad-

ENGLAND.

The Pending Elections—Much Excitement
Prevailing.

Loxpox, January 31, 6 A. M.—The city
candidates addressed their constituents to-
nu:h_t. Baron Rothschild suid that in his
opinion Mr. Giadstone’s promised remiasion
ot taxes would involve a loss of £9,000,000
to the revenues. He suggested the deticiency
be met by a system or licenses for all per-
sons engaged in trade and commerce. Mr.
Goschen declared himself in favor of the
integrity of the empire, by which he meant
no Lome rule, and the maintenance of the
present relations with the colonies.

He boped the Ashantre war would not
cost over a £1,000,000; favored the advance-
ment of the working classes by education
and the removal of burdensome taxation:
but was opposed to the government pro-
viding emplo{mnnt in time of scarcity, be-
cause such reliet would sap the &pirit of in-
dependence.

Villiaw H. Smith, Conservative candi-
date tor Westminster, also spoke at the
public meeting. He stated that during his
recent visit to the United States be had a
tull opportunity to observe the universally
corrupting tendencies of the democratic in-
stitutions which the Libera!s sought to in-
troduce into England.
