Baton Rouge, January  21 .187L 
H on. A u g u s to r  W illiam s:

1 can not resisftlie  sense of duty Î leel in 
contributing my efforts to impress you with 
the necessity of establishing a charity hos­
pital in the city of Baton Rouge. There is 
and has always been in this country an ap 
parent antagonism between the civil author 
ities and physicians, but practically there 
is no such antagonism. This difficulty 
arises in part from the separation of the 
two bodies, and the want of a better under­
standing t>f the legitimate province of an 
intelligent medical piofession. The rela­
tion ot medical science to diseases, and the 
duty of the medical man in the case of in­
dividual sickness, is well understood by the 
lowest degree ol intellect; but the whole 
province of hygiene and medical science, 
t  fear, is not so well established 
in the minds of the public and polit­
ical community—protection against epi­
demics. supervision of dead houses, protec­
tive missions against syphilis, and those 
more important measureshaving for their ob­
jec t the absolute stamping out of that most 
terrible of all diseases to the human race; 
supervision of the sale of medicine; the 
medical, and in part, also, physical care ot 
the poor, sick and well in both public and 
private institutions; the condition of ceme­
teries; the sanitary inspection ot schools as 
regards the hours of study; the supervision 
ot all public buildings, with a view to the 
proper ventilation; the supervision of 
prisons and factories, property belonging 
to the province of a well-informed medical 
prolession. Sound political economy- re 
quires the continuance of life until after 
the period of full productiveness; and 
whatever of life is lost before is just so 
much capital lost, and is a direct injury 
to natural wealth aud power. The State 
of Louisiana should be considered responsi­
ble lor the life of every human being tha t 
can be saved within her limits. The estab­
lishing of hospitals for the care anil trea t­
ment of indigent sick is acknowledged a 
necessity by every intelligent person.

The question naturally enough suggests 
itself—where should such iusiitutrbus be 
located? I am convinced tha t in populous 
cities larger and more commodious, and 
much better appointed buildings can be 
obtained, superior medical men are to be 
lound, also a greater number of generous 
persons who contribute to the support of 
such institutions. But are not these advan­
tages more than compensated for in the 
purer air of our smaller cities, aud the 
almost entire absence of those severe and 
destructive maladies, hospital gangrene, 
erysipelas and other kindred diseases, 
whose recognized factors are engendered in 
this very condition of members and over­
crowding segregations of tbe s ek, is and 
bas already been a desideratum. There are 
other reasons, and reasons, too, tha t qiore 
immediately concern us in this locality, why 
a charity hospital should be estab­
lished *u the  fity  of Baton Rouge. 
The feat* o f epidemics, especially 
of yellow fever, so deeply rooted 
in the minds of the people of the rural dis­
tricts of this State, precludes the possibility 
of their realizing the full benefits of the 
Charity Hospital iu New Orleans during 
the summer months when they most need 
it. This can not apply to Baton Rouge, lot­
it is one of the weal thiest cities in the South­
west, a fact well established by the United 
States Reports, the only recurds on this 
subject we have to refer to. Again, three- 
fourths of the patients treated in our City- 
Hospital during tho past twelve months 
were from the State at large and not resi­
dent of Baton Rouge» This is a burden 
which we are not able to hear without in« 
ju ry  to our already depressed tinauces. nor 
can it be expected of us.

The authorities of Baton Rouge Jiave,By? 
legislative enactment, attem pted io prevent 
this, but have failed on account ol- its im­
practicability. There is another subject I 
would like to direct your attention to. We 
have long felt the necessity ot a summer 
course ol- medical lectures in this Stato, 
The reputed insalubrity of the city *>f New
