Tbe appearaneo of tlie le tte r  and com- 
m unication of C aptain Jam es I». E ads in 
th e  papers ot the day , as addressed  to Sen­
a to r Schurz, of Missouri, upon the subject ot 
' 'deepening the m outh o r  m ouths ot the M is­
sissippi riv e r,'’ would seem to call tor spe­
cial com m ent from men ot science, as well 
as from all those specially in terested  in th e  
com merce o f the  riv e r and  valley.

C aptain Eads proposes for him self aftd 
friends, to relieve the public anx ie ty  and in ­
te re s t raised by the  necessity  o f a  deeper 
channel fur navigation, by a  con trac t w ith 
the United S tates governm ent to  c lear ou t 
oue, a t  least, o f the  rive r m ouths, to  the 
iiepth oi tw enty-eight I.-el; and  this accom ­
plished, to  receive $5,000,000 for the Woik, 
i.ud then to  receive half a  million annually  
for keeping the . lm ncel a t t w enty-eight leet 
for ten  years a f te r  com pletion. A nother 
.ondition, and  one of significant im p o rt­
ance, provides th a t w hen a dep th  o f t wenty 
feet shall have been a tta in ed , he shall sc- 

ive $2,000,009.
The boldness of th is  p ro p o rtio n , coining 

from a man whoso successes in a  g rea t . u- 
gincciiiig en te rp ri-e , th a t <d bridging  the  
.■•âme rive r a t  S t. Louis, 1-00 m iles above 
th e  m outh, have given l int a  ju s t  prestige 
:n his profession, is ca lcu lated  t<» s tagger, a t  
icast iur the mom ent, th e  1'eso lu tio in  tit 
m any  who had  lie. u led lc.1 by pas* failures 
of a sim ilar k ind , t»  advoca te  th e  plan o i a 
- anal cu t from deep w atery in th e  r iv e r to  
deep w ater in the (Ju if ,a  few  mile* above 
;he head of the passes.

B u t for th is  prestige «if C ap ta in  Eads, 
a n d  tlie earnestm  ss w ith which ho allege* 
th a t h o •’will have no difficulty in conv inc ­
ing  the  honorable M issouri S enato r n i th e  
ïi usihilily of his plan.*' i" svould scarce ly  
im w orth  th e  w hile to  rev iv e  an d  Teeapitu- 
la te  all th a t lias been done and said by the

inform ed engineers in p riv a te  life, a n d  
th e  ablest body of U nited S tates engineers 
«ver assem bled in America, nil resu lting  in 
*in abandonm ent, for the p resen t a t  least, 
•if the  Sysyphus labo? o i «lredg'.r.g the 
tco ilth s  o f the ;j rv r»  :(. d- .c îw c o  to  the 
idun o f a  canal.

H ow ever, a "nr'ef sn tn m a rr *>i ssjie ri- 
tueu ta l labors lu  th is  »tired ion m ay he 
tise fu l, in im m ediate  connection  w ith  
l.'ap tain  Eads* proposition t<* fnrnisS  ten  
years navigation  «if tw en ty -eigh t Jeef for 
ÿ 10,000,01)0; o r  to  ca rry  th e  work a t tw enty  
fee t depth* jto d  receive  $2,000,009. even  
.liould  lia th e n  find  ; t  eouvem ciit to  
« h  union it.

The engineering aspect o f  th is  «-nVrpri.-© 
h as  these testim onies aga in st lb* pre.a i-i- 
non  of Captain Eads:

I. The surveys aud soundings abou t th e  
m outh of the river, siuee 1. Ill, a  period of 
I .Vi years, have shown the w ate r on the bar 
o f th e  several m ouths to  have been fourteen  
to  sixteen lo  t, in a  sta te  o f na tu re ; no tw o 
passes, ever having had so g rea t a dep th  a t 
th e  sam e tim e, for any  m entiouahle period. 
N or has the w ater dep th  on any one of the 
liars ever exceeded these extrem es for *t 
w hole season.

A m ean dep th  of fourteen and oue-TiaTf 
fee t m ay ho s ta ted  a" the norma! dep th  id’ 
th e  waU r on the best aud  deepest bar f  i' 
150 years.

‘„’.'A lik e  testim ony shows the rive r cu r ­
ren ts  to have deposited a plastic am t \ i .  id- 
ing liar of such softness th a t no perm anen t 
w orks cou ld  he construc ted  thereon. The 
F rench F o rt constructed  u t th e  m outh of 
Balize bayou (whose locality  w as rem em ­
bered), could n o t he found, on th e  Kicker 
survey o f 18-19. I t  w as of brick and  o f a  
broad base; y e t tlie m agaziue had sunk 
below the prairie.

The solidification of th e  s tra ta  a t  the 
preposed «-anal below h o lt St. Philip  was 
dem onstrated  in th e  borings ot M ajor 
Howell.

3. In 1838 C ap ta in  T a lco tt, a  m ost able 
and skilled oilicer o f th e  U nited S ta tes  en ­
gineers, m ade an e lab o ra te  ex am in a tio n a l 
the Southw est Pass (a ohaunel made cliieliy 
since 1719, and  unnotice*! on some of the 
map-*, an*l having  h u t seven feet* w ate r on 
-in its bar), undertook to  d redge a  channel 
for com merce, under o rders troui his gov­
ernm ent, am i although  he succeeded in c u t­
ting  a channel th rough  th is  p lastic  m ud 
w ith  eighteen fee t w ater, a  few n io u 'h s  of 
c u rre n t opin ai ion» an d  th e  la te ra l pressu re 
ob lite ra ted  all trace  it his work.

4. In tlie te a r  1N>0, a survey  was m ade ot 
th e  river, below the city  el New O rleans, 
through  all the passes. This w h s  under 
Sen at or Ricker, as chairm an of tlie  Levee 
Com m ittee—Professor Forshey, civil eng i­
neer, conducting  the professional w ork.

Every  pass w as sounded and perfo ra ted , 
to  te s t th e  ch a rac te r of the bottom . The 
channels over th e  bars sounded were as fol­
lows;

soft, sticky  m ud, generally  covered w ith a
th in  layer o f sand, in high w ater, w hen th e
energy of tb e  cu rren ts  ca rry  these heav it r  
m aterials  tip the  inclined planes and  over 
tbe  bars  to  deep w ate r outside. Jn low 
w aters th e  su rlace  oi th e  bars is very  com­
m only of m ud so soft th a t vessels o f seven­
teen feet d ra f t do pass ou t and in, under 
tow, when the  best soundings show only 
fifteen fee t w ater. In  a  few hours a fte r 
such passage no trace  can  he found o f the 
channel th u s  m ade. * *

• I am  now satisfied o f tlie p rac ticab ility  
o f closing useless m ouths of the river, and 
thus concen trating  tlie g rea te r iorco o f cu r ­
ren ts  upon the l o s t  bars, say Pass a-i'<iutre 
and  Southw est Pass: hut I am not satisfied 
th a t these b a is  w ould he long benefited by 
the  experim ent. T hey m ust soon form again 
a t the new poin t of equilibrium  of forces. " 

Tbe report, too long for litera l ex trac t, 
goes on to recommend a process oi S t i r l  ing 
anil s litting  th e  m ud w ith harrow  te e th ; 
these harrow s to he d ragged  behind boats 
constructed  for the purpose, o r the tow ­
boats continually  ply ing  back arid forth , 
hall the ir trip s  w ithou t tow s. The engineer 
p red icts  a  deepening of tw o le e t in so u n d ­
ings, and the passage oi boats ol n ineteen 
leet d raft, on the Southw est Pass bar.

As consulting  eng ineer o f the  tow boat 
com pany, P rofessor Forsbey devised the 
simple harrow s, and  recom m ended to its 
pibsident, Mr. Ju n iu s  Beebe, to  tiid for tlie 
con trac t offered h r  the United S tates eng i­
neers, (Jetieral B eauregard  in charge, to 
keep a  channel of eighre.en lee t for one 
yea r lor the sum ol $70,009.

The success was com plete, and  th e 'p re -  
miurn paid. B u t the effect of th is  experi­
m ent was lost im m ediately a fte r  th e  work 
ended, aud th e  channel resum ed n s normal 
dep th  of fifteen feet, to r which it appears 
stiil to m ain ta in  an obstina te  proclivity .

A bout the y ea r 1N.V, an ac t o f Congress 
appropria ted  $3'i0,000 for an  experim en t 
sim ilar to  th a t proposed by C aptain  Eads. 
M essrs. C raig ami Kiglitor, men ot hold 
enterprise, well hacked by tlie ir Iiietids, 
proposed to cu t a  channel by c inlining the 
w ater ol the Pass between je tties. P a rtia l 
success was a tta in ed  as they  progressed, as 
in tbe case of C aptain  T a lco tt’s dredgings. 
B u t a storm  cam e and  sw ept aw ay  th e ir 
w orks and filled up  th e ir pa rtia l channel.

D uring  th e  p ast five years  th e  United 
Slat* s engineers have used th e  best abilities 
known to  the corps to  the effort to keep a  
channel a  g rea te r «lepth over the bars a t 
tlie two m ain passes, and  the  am ount ex ­
pended in th is process of s tirring  the mud 
th a t form s these bars now reaches abou t 
$1,-00,000. In  all cases they  have succeeded 
in the  tem porary  accom plishm ent of the 
elieet aim ed a t, hut in every  abandonm ent, 
even lor a lew  w eeks, oi any portion of th e ir  
work th e  channel lias been lost by la te ra l 

, pressure; and the new m aterial brought (to ­
w ard  by th e  cu rren ts  o f the rive r.

I t  has tran sp ired , how ever, th a t th e  
d ep th s  a tta ined  are abou t th e  lim it p ra c ti­
cable by s tirring  and dredging; th a t mne- 
te e a  feet lias been p re tty  well m ain ta ined , 
and  tw en ty  feet reached, while a t w ork.

B u t th e  b read th  o f the bar a t th a t dep th  
becomes so  g rea t and  it approaches so nea r 
the  level of the wide p la teau  ou ts ide  th e  
bar as to  render th e  task  too g rea t lo r any  
reasonable num ber o f boats to  m ainta in  the 
channel of miles in  length . * * *

This brings the w hole sub jec t up  to  the 
presen t tim e, w ithou t p re tend ing  to  give 
the details  ot opera tions or th e  m any in ­
vestigations th a t led  to  them . The repo rt 
of G enerals H um phreys and  A bbot, o t H e l, 
upon th e  d e lta  o f th e  M ississippi, le ckes  
these d e ta ils  to  th a t d a te ; und th e  up- 
peudix  to th e  m em orial o f the M erchan 's ' 
Exchange, addressed  recen tly  to  tb s  Forty- 
th ird  Congress, con tains a  good sum m ary 
oi the sam e down to  the p resen t tim e.

W hile using both  tiie-so au thorities, and  
th e  yearly  reports  «if the  ch ief of U nited 
S tates engineers to  th e  la te s t dates, it  is 
p roper to  say  th a t hone o f them  co n tra ­
vene the synopsis here  given. A ud believ­
ing th a t we recognize in  th e  append ix  
above referred  to  th e  per; an d  preferences 
of C aptain  E ids him self, 1 m ust say  th a t 
lie has  fa irly  s ta ted  th e  situa tion  au d  the 
exigency before us. w hile i  r«iko d irec t i.«; lie- 
w ith 1 in upou th e  p rac ticab ility  o f  perm a­
n en t re lief by m eans of Jrtties an d  s tin  i i-j. 
A nd H r the iolluw ing facts an d  reason :

T ills velocity  w ill no: eu t th e  b a r. though 
th e  sand  b rough t up  the inn« r  -lope will In* 
rolled forward* over tin* «-rest, by th is  ve­
locity.

'I he lia r  once «h-pesite-ii ■* p lastie  d a y  far 
over, except iu  tin* special localities w here 
th e  l iv e r  channel m ay  locale itse lf, cen ­

The convergence o f je tties  can  «-til .* r.< 
«•derate th e  velocity  au d  grooving fore 
by raising  th e  su rface  p lane . A ud w hen, 
by  ci.*iverging yo u r je ttie s  upon the hanks, 
you »lam up th e  riv e r, prit tun to, th e  w ate r 
w ill accep t th e  s itua tion , an«t p re fe r to  ritu 
«nit by o th e r  passes, am t over th e  banks 
along the* channel nhov« .

I t  follows, th e n , th a t fho  je t t ie ”. t a  p e r­
form th e  function expected  «>f them , m u d  
be reiufoiced by wings and  levees ex te n d ­
ing np th e  banks, closing such openings as 
the N or!beast 1’ass a u d -W illa rd 's  Ju m p , 
e tc ., o r if no t th u s  assisted , tlie w ate r will 
p iss  out in tho less obstructed  channels.

M ireover, suppose these auxilia ries, 
nam ely: secure levees up to  the* forte, fo rty  
miles, reared  so high th a t storm  1id«-s o f six 
feet, when th u s  obstructed , shall no t ride 
over or destroy  them , closing the pass, s 
(N ortheast am i W illards, one l-.’./O leer wide 
and 3.J feet m ean <1* pit., the o ilier 1 110 feet 
w ide and  ä.'i feet tuean dep th ),then  I adm it 
the resu lt c laim ed for th is  en terp rise , th a t 
the charnu I w ould he cu t w ithin the je ttie s  
to  a dep th  som ething like th a t iu the p re s ­
en t pass tw o miles th is  side th e  h ir ,  
nam ely , ‘-’8 feet; and  th is  w ould continue 
till the* abrasions of the sides, analogous to 
to  those on th e  bottom , should ca rry  aw ay 
tlo* je tties by underm ining , to  m ake a  chan ­
nel lo r th e  d ischarge o f th e  threefo ld  
am ount of w a te r «hie to  the closure of the 
e th e r ou tlets .

B ut suppose tlm j  -tries bu ilt a  mile apa rt, 
a d istance  needed if  we w ould avoid  the ir 
destruc tion  by  la te ra l abrasion , then , ju s t 
outside th e ir  te rm inus, ano th er b a r  would 
im m ediate ly  form , whose c re s t w ould m>t 
have m ore th a n  fifteen feet o f  w a te r. No 
one «lenies th is allegation .

The je tties m usr, then , be ex tended  a dis- 
tan ce  o f near 13,K)' feet per y ea r, and  in ten  
years a  d istance of tw o and  three-fifths 
ur,!-.-3 m ust be added  ta  each side of our 
river-canal, o u t in th e  sea. This would 
cost. 1 subm it, m ore than  th e su in  dem anded 
in C aptain  E a d s’ proposition, to  m ain ta in  
our j *Ui--s aud  prt serve navigation .

W ill it bo necessary  to  add  to  these 
nearly  insurm ountab le difficulties the con­
sideration th a t in the norm al condition the 
alluvion ca rried  forw ard  has some 400 feet 
of annua l advance, and  lies in  crescent 
t- rin, 1er some tw o miles on each side «d 
• he bar, and tha t when confined w ithin the 
je tties it m ust all ho < a.-t dow n in a  nearly  
righ t line in trou t and  around  th e ir  te rm i­
nus, having  less th a n  tw o m iles in b rea d th , 
and  hence an  ad vance  m ore than  double 
th a t a lread y  estim ated?

All these considerations wi re  before t!i„*
l ’aHS-a-l't) J tro , eleven f. et; Pass-a-Tt Iutre . most, g rave board of engineers, on th«-

nine feet five inches—north  channel; N o rth ­
ea s t Pass, e ig h t feet: 8 m theast Pass, eight 
fee t, reached  th rough  8-dim bayou: South 
P ass, four fee t (fl. could n o t get ou t w ith  
steam er: S outhw est l ’a,-s, filtecu feet.

T he perfo ra tions ot those har« were m ade 
w ith  a sm ooth, tw o-inch pole, shod w ith an 
iron  socket and  spear point.

The w eight o f  a  m au th ru s t th is pole nine 
fee t in  th e  S ou thw est Pass bar, on a  mud 
Jump recen tly  heaved up to  th e  surfaee.

S im ilar re su lts  w ere found at all th e  bars 
aud  upon a ll th e  “ unid lum ps” abo u t the 
outlets. .

The conclusions o f th is  su rvey  a re  thns 
s ta ted  in th e  eng ineer re p o rt to  S enator 
R icker, and  pub lished  in a  public docum ent 
bv  the l«egislature o f  1860-1.

It 
is p ro p e r to  say, too. th a t they  ca lled  into 
free consu ltation  th ree  c iv i l 'a n d  m ilita ry  
engineers, who have spen t m any years of 
L.hor and thorough  _ experience—personal, 
scientific and  p rac tic a l—upon  these very  
propositions. T he conclusion w as unan i­

w ith dredges, je tties and stirrings, the Con­
gress of tn e  U nited  S ta tes can be staggered  
by the proposition of any  m an. an a  espe­
cially one who has never given th e  subjec t 
persona! investigation , to  experim en t fu r­
th e r for a  period o f ten  o r tw elve years, in 
th e  face of such form idable difficulties and 
adverse experiences, and  nearly  unanim ous 
judgm ent o f all who have earned  th e  rig h t 
to  an opinion in tbe  prem ises.

W’fiat guaran tee  o r in d tm n ity  is offered 
fur ten  yea rs ' b lockade of com m erce while 
te sting  th is purely  theo re tica l schem e. 
There Is no sum  of m oney com putable to  
repay th e  «lamages to  W estern com merce 
and  national w ealth  in ease, of the  fa ilu re  
of this indiv idual experim en t.

W e fo rbear to  dw ell upon th e  m inor 
proposition o f C aptain E ads, to  he paid 
$2.000.000 upon a tta in in g  a  channel o f 
tw enty  fee t—a  dep th  a lread y  a tta in ed — 
as an ex trem e o f both the harrow ing  m ethod 
id H.V2 an*t the s tirring  m ethod tif 180371. 
Still, i t  is too obvious tn a t if  the experience 
of a tta in in g  tw en ty  lee t, say  a t  a  cost of 
less than  ha lt a  million, should  not prom ise 
weil for fu rth e r proscutu-n, th e  con tracto rs 
could collect tn e ir  $„’,000.000 anil re tire  
w ithou t fu rth e r labor. No considerable 
sum s have eve r been collected by th e  
United Slat* .s as security  t o- failure to  per­
form w orks, nor would th is be expected .

W e conclude by  m erely  add ing  w hat 
should he s ta ted  in  the engineering  consid ­
era tions above, th a t the exam ples quoted  o f 
the D anube and Rhone, to recen tly  te sting  
the  v irtue o f je tties, a re  en tire ly  w ithou t 
force, am i m ust so continue till a  h a lf  or a 
w inde cen tu ry  o f experience shall have 
been added, to  te s t th e ir  value.

A nd, finally , we insist t liât th is g rand  
scheme, based upon personal p restige, and  
indiv idual guaran tee , is wholly w an ting  in 
deference to  tln.se who so i-mg p rayed  for 
re lief for th e  com m erce o f  th e  valley , as 
lor those who have longest and  deepest in- 
V* stiga teil tin- m atte r: and  is liable to  the 
charge o f being m ost inopportune and  m is­
chievous.

T he am ount o f  back  fax«» «lue an d  u n ­

M auy 
w ho a re  ab le  to  pay  th e ir  ta x es  have not 
paid* h u t a  very  large num ber a re  de lin ­
quen t because o f  inab ility  to  pay.

«•onstruclion o f  a  ra ilw ay  to  T exas—it is 
suggested  th a t  leg islative au th o rity  and  
«auction should  in* given to  jirov .de fo r the 
following objects, to  w it:

Tr.iet for tin* digging «if canals  aud  building 
of levees w ith  the M ississippi and  M exican

7. To afford ad eq u a te  wc vs and  m eans To 
en lo ice  the tollt-clion of ta x e s  w-lieu ex ig i­
ble.

8. To ca rry  in to  effect a  reduc tion , to  th*- 
e x te n t ot tw en ty  p e r cen t ot th e  p resent 
salaries or com pensation ot a ll officers a u d  
em ployes paid by the c ity , from  anil a fte r 
tho tim e w hen The sam e a re  paid  regu larly , 
in  m oney, du rin g  th e  m onth  im m ediately 
following th a t for which they  a re  «lue; and  
lo r the sub.»’itn tion  of salaries fu r l i e s  of 
office w herever p rac ticab le .

9. The abrogation  of th e  presen t system  
o f paying  the crim inal sheriff' for th e  keep 
ing and m aintenance of p risoners in the 
1'arish Prison, and  t * allow  for i ts  being 
done d irec tly  by the  c ity , as it  now or has 
heretofore been done in tlie U iiy W orkhouse : 
to  allow  the c ity  to  m ake use o f  th e  com pul­
sory labor of those confined as v ag ra n ts , or 
for p e t ty  offenses, to clean the  street.« of 
th** city , and  to abolish the C ity W orkhouse.

10. As recom m ended in  th e  published  re ­
po rt uf the M ayor and  A dm in istrato rs, to  
reduce th e  official fees of th e  sheriff, clerk  
of the C rim inal C ourt, d is tr ic t a tto rney , 
etc., aud  to  abolish th e  system  of paying  
ju ro rs  altogether, us well a« to  reduce the 
num ber of police courts. W e concur also 
in  tho opinion of th e  c ity  A dm in istrato rs, 
th a t the insane should be taken  care o f aud  
provided for by the S ta te .

In tbe  rep o rt above re fe rred  to  i t  is 
s ta ted , in relation  to  “g en e ra l c ity  ex ­
penses," th a t “ i t  w ould p ro b ab ly  be possi­
ble to  dim inish it (the budget ) to  the  ex ten t 
of abou t $100,099 m ore" than  they  had

done. I t  is due  to  these gentlem en to say 
th a t  th is  fu rth e r reduction  was to  be accom ­
plished by  a  reduction of salaries and  tbe  
pay  of em ployes, inc luding  th e ir ow n, and  
th a t  they  them selves proposed such a  re ­
duction.

Your com m ittee are  o f opinion th a t  the  
fu rth e r issue of in te re s t bearing  bonds 
should  cease, excep t for consolidating  or 
re tir in g  the p resen t o u ts tand ing  bonds; and 
th a t  no new  bonds, w ith  th is exception, 
should he issued until the bonded d eb t shall 
have been reduced below $15,000,000.

I f  legislation can he obtained  to  ent ry  in ­
to  effect tbe re trenchm en ts and reform s 
proposed it is considered ce rta in  th a t  ta x a ­
tion can be im m ediate ly  reduced , for 1874, 
one-third; th a t repud ia tion  w ill be averted ; 
th a t th e  cred it ot the  c ity  w ill he fu lly  re ­
stored . and th a t a  new  era  of p rosperity  
w ill com mence fo r New O rleans. Business 
w ill rev ive  and  im prove, th e re  will he an  
im m ediate advance in th e  v a la is  of ail pro ­
p erty , and  e-jpital w ill seek investm en t 
w ith  us.

On th e  o th e r  hand , it m ay  lie said, w ith 
equal assu rance, th a t is is abso lu tely  im ­
possible to  go on as n e  have  been going; 
we have  reached the “ end o f o ur lo w ,’’ and  
m ust tu rn , or u tte r  and  irre tr iev ab le  ru in  
and  p rac tica l rejiudiariun  w ill he th e  inev it­
able resu lt.

I t  is not y e t too la te  to  rea lize fo r New 
O rleans th a t fu tu re  of p ro sperity  and  
w ealth  to  which ht r un riva led  n a tu ra l ad ­
van tages, as th e  en trep o t of th e  M ississippi 
valley  ju s tly  en title s  her.
