A PROPOSED SU PER IO R  CRIM INAL COURT.

The House Committee on Judiciary 
Las reported a substitute for a bill author­
izing the creation of a new criminal court. 
We have not the original before us. and 
can not, therefore, point out the proposed 
changes. But that is unimportant, as the 
substitute stands the better chance of 
adoption.

It provides for the creation of an addi­
tional district court for the parish o f Or­
leans, to be denominated the Superior 
District ’ourt. It is to be given jurisdic­
tion in all criminal cases where the pun 
ishnient o f the offense charged is death 
or imprisonment at hard labor tor ten or 
more years is imposed or within the dis­
cretion o f  the court.

It is made the duty o f the • îovernor to 
appoint a judge of said court, as in case 
of original vacancy, who shall hold hi.s 
office until a judge shall have been elected 
and duly qualified according to law. His 
salary is fixed at $5000, payable out of the 
State treasury. A clerk is provided lor 
with the same amount of salary, to be ap­
pointed and superseded in like manner as 
the judge. Also .ft deputy clerk at >1800 
per annum. The sheriff o f the Criminal 
C ourt lor the parish .4' Orleans is made the 
sheriff' o f the new court, when created. 
The powers conferred upon the Superior 
C'riminal Court are declared to be exclu­
sive, and the present First District Court 
of this parish Is divested o f  such jurisdic­
tion accordingly. The records iu any and 
all c  riminal proceeding? over which the 
Fuperior Court has jurisdiction, now 
pending in the First District Court, shall, 
on motion of the Attorney General or dis­
trict attorney, lie transferred to the new. 
Discretionary power is given the n*-w 
clerk to command the old one to do such 
acts as may be necessary in furtherance of 
the objects stated in the act.

Prosecutions for offenses within the 
jurisdiction o f the First District Court 
shall be upon information of the Attorney 
General or district attorney, or a proper 
repn .tentative o f cither. Indictments in 
such casts are dispensed with, (fraud 
larceny, involving a penalty c f not less 
than twe* nor more than ten years tn the 
Penitentiary, is fix* d at five hundred dol­
lars in value of the object stolen. The 
new court is clothed with exclusive juris­
diction to try such cases*

There is some change proposed in the 
manner c f  diawing jurors, and two jury 
commissioners are provided tor at an an­
nual salary o f five hundred dollar . pay­
able hv the city. •

Much are the le i ting pr »vision-, of wh it 
appears to us to be a very important bill, 
it is well known that both political parties 
have been for tire past few years very 
much dissatisfied with our present «'rira- 
inal Court. The bar «Iocs not bold it iu 
very high favor, and some of our best 
lawyersare reluctant to appear in it. J udge 
Abell .seems to be a fixture on that bench 
at present, and he is at times quite unable 
to come up to the popular idea of what a 
judge should be. He Ins a bad habit of 
talking too much, no matter what may 1 * 
th- reason. On a recent «-.'casion. it 
wr? reported iu the papers that a poor 
fellow who hail been convicted was brought 
up for sentence, when Judge Abill as- 
suwvd his usual severe magisterial aspect, 
and began a characteristic harangue. The 
prisoner interrupted him. “ Hold on, 
judge," said the already sorely tried cul­
prit. “ Please pass whatev: r s utence you 
think proper, but spare me the infliction 
c f  «me «;f your lectures.”

A resort has sometimes been bad to a 
change of venue, not so much on account 
t f  public excitement as front the unpleas­
ant relations existing between the judge 
and attorneys employed on one side or the 

*>thcr. Besides, Judge Abell complains 
that In is poorly paid for Li t services, and 
can not always g.-t his money when it is 
due. If the Legislature deprives him of 
Lis grand jury, we hardly know wh* r* he 
will go to find patient auditor* when be 
wishes to luxuriate in a private "rumble: 
but this being a personal consideration is 
necessarily subordinated to tho paramount 
public inter« st.

V.'e believe the public want? ih mutid 
another, if  not a n *\v Uriminai Court. 
There is a way, it is true, by which the 
additional exj wise might be avoided; but 
it requires au exhibition « f &tl!-sacrifice 
which t? rarely witnessed, and which we 
have not the faintest expectation of sea ing.

YlTe hope the substitute c f the Judiciary 
iommittee will receive from the General 

Assembly that careful consideration which 
the importance o f this subject demands, 
atnl that its main fiattur; * will be « ml>od- 
itd  into a lav .

TH E MORTGAGE NOTE R IL L .

If a suggestion is considered to be in 
order at this time in connection with the 
bill now pending before the Senate rela­
tive to mortgage notes, we will embrace 
the opportunity to say that a proper exe­
cution of our criminal laws would cheek 
the evil it is designed to mitigate. During 
the past thirty years we have but one case 
of a notary public giving his official sane- 
tion to forged notes. There is r o  such 
evil prevalent in this community as the 
one complained of in the preamble to the 
bill. Neither do we hear that the offend­
ing notary has ever been called to an ac­
count for bis share in the fraud. We can 
see no objection to a law making it op­
tional with parties to a note to have it 
paraphed by the recorder o f mortgages or 
not, but hardly think it necessary to sub­
mit every note secured by mortgage to an 
expense o l fifty cents w hen in nearly every 
ease such a burden would be entirely use­
less.

There are many objections to imposing 
additional delays or expenses upon a very 
important branch of business. Oar laws 
are already .sufficiently oppressive upon 
parties to deeds, mortgages, contracts, 
etc. Such extraordinary safeguards have 
been thrown arouml making wills, that 
about half that are attempted to be made 
are void for want of «orne feature or form 
required by law. It is now nearly as diffi­
cult to create an instrument ot civil con­
tract, a will or deed of property as it is to 
commit a murder in such a proper form 
as that it will stand the critical test of 
jury. We can not protect men who are 
entirely «lestitute o f discretion from the 
snares .set to catch the unwary, and it is 
incorrect iii principle to put nine hundred 
and ninety-nine innocent men to trouble 
and expense to protect one from the ma­
chinations of forgers, for whom the law 
already provides adequate punishment.

We rather think our friend Mr. Uon- 
taldo, in Lis zeal to give the laborer his 
hire, threatens to “rob Peter to pay 
Paul.“ He has introduced a bill in the 
House cf Representatives to appropriate 
to the late justice of the peace and con­
stable of tLe First District of New Orleans 
some five thousand dollars in payment of 
"costs and fees incurred in the prosecution 
and adjudication of criminal cases in the 
city of New Orleans.” If these gentlemen 
have been running a small but apparently 
costly) criminal court, and, under sanc­
tion o f the law, it * trikes ns they have a 
valid claim against the city, but we fail en­
tirely to see why the people o f the country 
parishes should be nude to pay for their 
doubtless valuable services. W** rather 
opine that Auditor Clinton and Treasurer 
Dubuelet will tightly lock their strong 
box against any such demand. The mem­
ber from the third ward would have «lone 
better to have referred these claimants and 
their little bill ;•< th* sev«n wi>e n.* n at 
the ( it v Hall.
