Superintendent Boothby and President
Dibble presented some facts to the school
board on Wednesday night, which are of
a startling character, and not very satis-
factory to the friends of popular educa-
tion. Yet they spoke of actual facts as
they exist, and their testimony is strength-
ened by the high character of the two
gentlemen, both personally and ofticially.
The puq-nrt of their remarks was thata
system of almost miggardly economy is
necessary to hold the city school system
togetber much longer. The pry rolls are
more than four months behind, the board
owes debts amounting to one kundred
and fifty thousand dollars, with & prospect
of a like deficiency next year. Mr.
Doothby at the same time stated that tlLe
cost of education per pupil is as low as
the average in the United Statess This
shows that unless one or the other of two
things is done, the school bosad will goon
be bankrupt:
