was reconsidered. T he biB Wa» then re ­
committed to tbe Committee on Claims.

Mr. Ingraham introduced »  bill author­
izing the  appointment of an inspector o f 
illuminating gas meters and for the protec. 
tion of gas consumers in the  city  of New 
Orleans and town of Carrollton. The hill 
was read twice an«î referred to a a  appro­
priate committee.

The same gentleman introduced a  joint 
resolution authorizing the appointment of a 
committee, to be composed of five members 
of the Senate and five in th e  House o f Itep- 
resentatives, to  inquire into the cause of 
the decline in the growth and production of 
sugar in Louisiana, etc. The resolution 
was read twice and  referred to the Com­
mittee on Agriculture,

Mf. W harton introduced the following
hill:
An act supplemental to set No. 3, approved 

January  24. 1874, and to  provide lor test­
ing, a t the instance of any taxpayer, in 
the court, of the State, the legality and 
Validity o f  any items of State indebted­
ness, the  legality and validity o f whieh 
tnay have been of may hereafter be ques­
tioned; to  prohibit th» board of liquida­
tion under «aid act No. 3, of 1874, from 
funding the questionable and doubtful 
obligations ot the State named or desig­
nated it> this act, until the same shall 
have been finally declared legal and valid 
hy th e  Supreme Court of the State ot 
Louisiana, and to  provide the necessary 
means for carrying the provision« of this 
(tot into effect.
Section t . Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representative» in General 
Assembly convened. That the board of 
liquidation constituted by the second sec- 
tion of act No. 3, approved January 21,1874, 
entitled “an ac t to  provide for fuuding obli­
gations of the State hv exchange for bonde,” 
etc., are hereby prohibited from issuing any 
bonds in exchange for any  outstanding 
bonds oi the State, o t warrants drawn pre­
vious to the passage o f said act by the re 
spective Auditors of Public Accounts of the 
State on the treasury thereof, forming items 
of State indebtedness, the legality or valid­
ity of which may have been o r may here­
after be questioned, until said bonds or war- 
rants shall first by final decree o f the Su­
preme Court o f the State of Louisiana have 
been declared legal and valid obligations 
against the State oi Louisiana, and th a t -he 
same were issued in etriet conformity to 
Jaw, and not in violation ot the constitution 
of this State, or of the United States, and 
lor u valid consideration. That any person 
assessed for State taxes is hereby author- 
i/.cd in his own name to  institute suit, or to 
intervene in  any suit Which may now or 
hereafter be instituted in a court of compe­
tent jurisdiction in the parish of Orleans, 
against said board o f liquidation, to  test 
the legality and validity ot any issue of 
bonds of the State, or warrants draw n pre­
vious to the passage of said a c t No. 3 by 
the Auditor of Public Accounts on the State 
treasury, the legality and validity of which 
may have been, or may hereafter be ques­
tioned. and to inquire into the consideration 
for which said bonds or warrants may have 
been issued, and in his own name to  prose- 
cute such suit o r  cuits to a final termina­
tion, and until the  legality and validity of 
each and every issue of bonds or warrants, 
as aforesaid, shall have been finally passed 
upon and determined by the Supreme Court 
of the Stateoi'Xouisiana; and that, in order 
to facilitate and bring to a  speedy determi- 
nation all matters in controversy, as pro- 
vided for in this act, every suit hereby in- 
slitutcd shall have precedence, in all courts, 
overall other cases, and to be fixed by mo 
tion of either party: the day of trial to he 
named in the motion; and all other cases 
fixed for the day named in the motion fix- 
ing buch cases for trial, to  give way thereto; 
tha t a ll costs incurred in any suit» under 
this act, to the extent of one suit carried to  
a final issue, as to each separate issue of 
bonds or warrants, the  legality, validity or 
considérât ion of whieh are questioned, it the 
court shall so determine, «ball be borne by 
tbe State of Louisiana, and which costs, on 
approval c f  the court, shall be warranted 
for by the Auditor of Public Accounts on 
the State Treasurer, to be paid out of any 
funds in the treasury not otherwise appro- 
priated; provided, tha t any holder or hold­
ers of bonds o r warrants whose legality, 
validity or consideration is questioned iu 
any suit o r suits brought under the pro­
visions of this act, may intervene in said 
suit or suits, and that the costs of such in­
terventions shall abide the result of the 
suits in whieh such interventions «ball he 
filed

S e c . 2 . He i t  further enacted, etc.. That

labor of convicts and  prohibiting their em ­
ployment o n  plantations,

Mr. Williams said the  committee bad not 
as yet reported on the resolution, but would 
make it  later in the session.

Morehouse, to  incorporate the  Latourche 
Bridge Company was called up.

Mr. G rant «aid th a t the budding of the 
bridge wa* an important public measure; it 
would cost $10,000, and the State Was asked 
to subscribe $ ‘>000 of it. This State aid th a t 
is asked for is not too much to  give such a 
parish as Morehouse, tha t has paid such a  
a heavy tax . I t  i» one of tbe richest par­
ishes of the State, and contributed largely 
to  support the State, and it was right tha t 
the State should aid it an return. The bridge 
wuil bo a  great public convenience, and is a  
measure of such public importance th a t 
State aid is just and right.

Mr. Stewart, of Tensas, said: Mr. Speaker, 
this bill now presented to  tins house has 
not been printed: and a ll th a t I or any mem­
ber is suppused to know of it is the knowl­
edge received from hearing it ju st read. I t 
asks the State to  give $0000 to aid  in the 
construciion of a bridge in the  parish of 
Morehouse. In all other respects the bill 
appears to be unobjectionable, but to the 
provision which is contained in the 
tenth section, ! am compelled to  interpose 
objection. 1 am not opposed to public im- 
provement ia Morehouse or any other par* 
ish, and will favorany bill th a t will advance 
auy interest* which will tend to  produce, it. 
I am  n favor o? every parish having all 
the bridges necessary, and will give the 
parishes every facility to en ter on their 
construction. But I can not favor any 
measure th a t brings parishes before this 
Legislature as beggars lor aid in their own 
internal improvements. Sir, th is Legisla­
ture has no right to donate money which 
is contributed by at! the parishes toward 
the exclusive benefit of one. I f  the parish 
of Morehouse needs a  bridge, and legisla­
tive action is necessary before it can build 
it, I will lend a helping hand, eo far as my 
vote will help it, to  build it a t its own ex ­
pense. Hut I can not vote to give the money 
of the State for it. In  the parish of Tensas 
there are perhaps more inlets, bayous and 
little  stream s th a t require to be bridged 
for the convenience aud business oi the 
people than any orher parish in the State. 
Many a  iittie  stream  is yearly bridged by 
th a t parish, and the people who pay the 
inotmy never think o f calling on the State 
for help, but they feel a prtde in the work 
they do, and would ra ther poiDt to it as an 
evidence of their enterprise than sit idly 
by the side of the stream and call on Her. 
cules to bridge it for them. They put their 
own shoulder to the wheel and they have 
not asked me to present, nor would J if 
asked, present a  bill which would take 
moDey from other parishes to  build local 
improvements for them. There are  more 
bridges built each year by tha t parish than 
any other in the State, and I reiter­
ate the statem ent because I feel, and 
the people of the parish feel, a 
pride in the *tatcinent. We don 't ask State 
aid, and it would not be right th a t we 
should. W e boast of the bridges we build 
ourselves. This bill asks the State to give 
the parish o f Morehouse $0000 to aid in 
build ng tbe bridge. 1 ant opposed to that 
provision, co t only for the rtasons I have 
already advanced, but also because if the 
Legislature adopts tha t provision every 
parish in the State will come to ns with de­
mands o f a  like character. \  O ther gentle­
men may be anxiuns to establish eurb a 
precedent, and may stand ready to follow 
the leader over the wall to take State 
money for local improvements, but 1 can 
not vote for it. I do not want my parish to 
come before the L-gislature as a beggar. 
She may not be as rich, may not pay as much 
tax , even, perhaps, may b j  less im portant 
iu tbe eyes of gentlemen who seek aid for 
their own local measures, bu t she pays her 
taxes. Site has a  voice iu this House, ami 
rich or poor, she asks no aid for the mea­
sures she is in duty bound to  carry through 
and m which she has a just pride.

Every parish whose parish ju ry  properly 
administers its affairA can institute and 
carry out w hatever improvement« are 
necessary, w hetlu r building bridges or 
roads, or other advancement of public wel­
fare th a t may be demanded. I have spoken 
somewhat warmly on this point, because it 
seems to me tha t a  bad precedent is sought 
to be established by this section. The com­
mittee have recommended th a t the section 
be stricken out, and I tru s t their recom­
mendation will be adopted:

Mr. Young, af Concordia, said that State 
aid was continually asked to new railroads, 
and this bill teemed to go on that idea. 
He opposed the bill erigioally presented

and hoped the amendment would be 
adopted.

The House finally agreed to adopt the 
amendment and afterw ard passed the bill.

The bill pending for the funding of parish 
indebtedness came up.

Mr. Davidson, of Livingston, supported 
the bill. I t  was one of tbe most im portant 
measures before the  House. I t  provided 
th a t the parishes might fund their debt and 
make the bond» payable a t twenty years 
from date. I t  would relieve the people. I t 
had been prepared with great care by the 
Judiciary Committee, and should he care- 
.ully  considered.

Mr. Gair, o f East Feliciana, suggested 
th a t the limit o f twenty years wa» not 
needed, lii»  parish did Dot require tha t 
time to pay its debt. Five years would be 
enough, but o ther pariehe» might desire 
more. He thought th a t each parish might 
fix the time. .

Mr. Kern, o f  Jefferson, moved to amend 
the  bill by excepting his parish lrom its 
operation. No tim e was wanted, for the 
parish could pay its debts.

Mr. Davidson accepted the amendment, 
saying th a t the bill was not compulsory, 
and any parish might he exem pted.

The consideration of the bill was finally 
postponed to  Saturday.

Mr. Benham’s bill prohibiting the Auditor 
from issuing certificates until delinquents 
paid their dues to  the State, came up.

Mr. Ben ham made a  short but forcible 
speech in favor of the 1*111, saying it was a 
measure of protection.

.Mr. H ahn offered an amendment, provid­
ing th a t the Auditor should receive no fees 
for recording deeds of redemption,

Mr. Benham opposed the amendment, but 
the House adopted it, the  bill being a fte r 
Ward postponed for further action.

Within a few days 
past tbe conspirators have thrown off all 
disguise, and have issued their commissions 
and commands right and left. Under these 
orders hotels have been occupied, streets 
have been designated for a  royal progress, 
Americans have put on royal airs, the 
steamer Great Republic has been seized as 
the flagship of the royal navy, and the regal 
invaders have boldly stretched across the 
streets large ensigns bearing, in diagonal 
stripes ot' various colors, the royal crown, 
and no doubt displaying other regalia.

I t  is free from 
rant, and fay easy gradations he carries it 
through the various scene* ot love, hatred, 
jealousy aud revenge, in a  manner tha t can 
scarcely be improved upon. His reading is 
altogether different from tha t of our great 
actor». For instance, the speech delivered 
as a  soliloquy of farewell to the tranquil 
mind—the shrill trump, the circumstance of 
glorious war, etc.—i» given by him in a 
voice a little above a  whisper, although 
distinctly, and with the greatest pathos and 
sorrow. Ilia scenes with latjo and Desde-

una are wonders of acting—now all sor­
row and submission to fate, then struggling 
and striding the «tage like an enraged , 
tiger. Iu the third act he seizes 
the villain by the throat, and furiously 
dashes him to the  floor, and spurns him 
with his foot. The effect is electrical, and 
yet most natural. W hen he comes to the ‘ 
murder of his wife, he i» almost a maniac 
with jealous rage. Instead of stabbing 
himself, his suicide is accomplished by a cut , 
across tbe throat, as if he would sever his ' 
head from hie body. In  a hasty notice it  is 
impossible to convey an idea of hisconeep- 
tiou of the character, and the acting of this 
great a rtis t as Othello. Those who did not 
see him have missed a rare dramatic treat.

In ligh ltneA  No-.llot her hood.
Mrs. Caroline F. Corbin writes in this way 

about the growing aversion of the average 
American woman to womanly cares and 
duties, in the Herald o f Health. O ur Amer­
ican women developyear by year a growing 
determination to avoid the labors and dis­
comforts of maternity. They are severely 
rebuked fof this by pulpit and the press. 
But Mrs. Corbin says:

‘‘As civilization advances, and tbe ranks 
of social life become full, and even crowded, 
tbe natural instinct of child-bearing de­
creases. i  do not mean now the simple 
procreative instinct. I refer to tha t natural 
feeling which make« tho women of all sparse­
ly settled countries proud to be mothers. 
I t  is not a m atter dependent upon civiliza- 

' tion, but upon the simple demand for 
' people. In  the thickly populated coun­
tries of Asia infanticide is the p re ­
vailing sin, while in the  thinly-settled re­
gion* ol our own great W est babies are 

, literally a t a premium. B ut as this mere 
! animal instinct declines life grows more 
complex, the pains and perils of childbirth 
are increased by unnatural living, aud, as 
we have seen already, the children become 
less robust anil require more constant and 
exhausting care. The drain upon tbe 
mother’s vitality, caused by frequent child­
bearing, becomes excessive, and nature 
rebels. It is thus when child-bearing ceases 
to be instinctive and becomes a duty im­
posed by reason and religion tha t the neces­
sity of education begins to be imperatively 
felt. No intelligent being will readily un­
dertake duties for which it  feels a clear and 
reasonable sense of unfitness. You bring 
up a young girl to sixteen, eighteen, or pos­
sibly twenty years, educated in all tbe arts 
and sciences, with refined, aesthetic 
tastes and aspirations, and a beautiful 
but very delicate physique, but w ith­
out a  * rational idea in her head 
upon tbe subject of motherhood. Then you 
m arry her to a  man equally ignorant and 
unreasoning concerning the duties ot the 
new relations, and with his animal forces 
stimulated to the highest degree by the use 
of tobacco, alcohol and highly seasoned an­
imal food, and you require her to submit 
herself without reserve to this man’s appe­
tites, and to become, whether she will or 
not, again anil again and again a mother, 
it is ail unnatural and wrong. She is unfit 
by nature and education for such a life; she 
knows it, and she will not submit to it if 
she can help it. You have made her wise 
enough to find means out of her dilemma, 
however unlawful, but you have failed to 
im part to her tha t wisdom which would lead 
her first to acquaint herself and her hus­
band with nature’s laws and requirements, 
and then, with holy and reverent love and 
prayerfulness, to take upon herself, volun­
tarily, tbe noblest obligations which a hu­
man being ever assumed—the obligations 
of manhood.”

C aptain David R itchie.
Captain David Ritchie, a  well known of­

ficer of the United States revenue marine, 
died recently, a t his residence, on Long 
Island. He was born in Euglaud, and 
adopted tbe sea as his profession a t au 
early age. At the commencement of the 
war he was employed on the revenue cutter 
Louis McLean a t New Orleans, which was 
commanded by Captain Brushwood, who 
delivered the vessel over to the rebels. 
Ritchie was employed as quartermaster, 
and when he saw tha t the vessel was likely 
to be surrendered he swam ashore with the 
colors of the vessel wrapped round his • 
body, and made his way to Washington, 
where he delivered them overfto the proper 
authorities. A sa  reward for his patriotism 
he was appointed by the Secretary of the 
Treasury lieutenant in the revenue marine.

During the course of the war he was on 
board the cutters Mahoning and Miami, en­
gaged in the carrying of dispatches and 
making trips to Fortress Monroe, Savannah, 
Key West and other places. He was on tho 
yacht Mahoning, which was formerly tho 
property of Lord Palmerston, when she 
was sunk by ice in the Delaware. Subse­
quently he was transferred to  Boston, 
where he did good work, and later to the 
Mocassin, which was stationed at Newport. 
I t  is said by those who were acquainted 
with Captain Ritchie th a t while he com­
manded this vessel he always was where 
his services were required, and if any ves­
sel went ashore on the coast it was a com­
mon remark, “ Ritchie will be round in a 
few Lours, lending assistance.” Ho ren­
dered good service a t the Metis disaster in 
saving nineteen of tbe passengers from a 
watery grave, and for these services he re­
ceived the thanks of Congress. Captain 
Ritchie was thirty-eight years of age.—Hew 
York Herald.

Mtnadsaippi’a New Colored Nenntor.
A correspondent of the St. Louis Globe, 

writing from Brunswick, Missouri, gives 
the iollowing interesting particulars of the
life of B. K. Bruce, recently elected United 
States Senator from .Vlissiseippi:

O ur colored citizens are very jubilant 
over the election of B. K. Bruce as United 
States Senator from Mississippi, Bruce 
was formerly a slave, and was owned by 
Mr. Pel lie Perkinson, who resided in this 
county for a number of years. He brought 
a large family ot negroes here with him. I 
think Bruce has five brothers in the county, 
Two of them, Jam es and Sandy Bruce, are 
very reliable rnen anil good citizens. Branch 
K Bruce, when a slave, hired his time, as 
did several of his brothers, and were con­
sidered smart and reliable. Since the war 
B. K. Bruce was employed as a porter on 
the steam er Columbia for several years, 
and until she sunk in sight of this place. 
He then went to school a t Oberlin, Ohio, 
and finally worked his wav to Mississippi, 
was appointed sheriff by Governor Alcorn, 
and served two terms with honor.

Senate.
W ashington, February 11.—The bill for 

the equalization of national banking circula­
tion was resumed, and occupied the entire 
day. No action was taken.

There was no executive session.
Mr. Bayard, in the Senate, to-day, ex­

plained his resolution of yesterday, calling 
upon the President to inform the Senate 
whether any officer of the army has re ­
ceived money or fees from the Legislature 
of South Carolina, for services rendered the 
State. He said he was morally convined ■ 
that Major Lewis Merrill, of the Seventh 
United States Cavalry, received from the 
State of South Carolina $24,100 for his agen­
cy in securing the arrest aud conviction 
of persons engaged in Ku-Klttx outrages, 
and tha t said Merrill aided in lobbying the 
bill through the South Carolina Legisla­
ture, giving $3ü,000 to the persons who 
should secure such arrests and convictions.

Mr. Howe ieminded Mr. Bayard tha t the 
government had distributed $100,00t. '.mtmg 
army officers for the arrest of Jeff Davis, 
whose offense was, perhaps, less than tha t 
of the perpetrators of Ku Klux outrages.

Mr. Scott defended Major Merrill as an 
accomplished officer, and believed he de­
served the reward whioh he may have re», 
oeived.

No nominations were made to-day,
H ouse.

Tn committee of the whole amendments 
to the army bill, placing two additional 
member» on tho war claims commission 
passed.

Mr. Bromberg, of Alabama, moved an 
amendment tha t the additional commis­
sioners provided tor in the bill shall be 
selected from the Southern States. Re­
jected.

Mr. Cox, of New York, offered an amend­
ment tha t the army shall not be used in the 
aid of the pretended State government 
known as the Kellogg government in Lou­
isiana, or so as to interfere iu the elections 
of tha t or any other State.

Mr. Wheeler made the point of order tha t 
the amendment proposed new legislation, 
and was not in order.

Mr. Sypher, of Louisiana, hoped the 
amendment would be admitted, for the Kel- 
•ugK government had troops enough to 
thrash out the rebel Democracy.

Mr. Randall, of Pennsylvania—It has 
rascals enough.

The point ot order was sustained and the 
amendment was excluded.

The committee then rose and reported the 
bill aud the House proceeded to vote on tho 
amendments. Tbe first vote was on the 
amendment offered by Mr. Young, of 
Georgia, extending the time for the pre­
sentation of claims to the first of Novem­
ber, 1875. The amendment was agreed toj 
yeas 135, nays 104. All the other am end­
ments were agreed to in bulk, aud the bill 
was passed. .

Mr. Giddings, of Texas, from the Com« 
mittee on Indian Affairs, reported a bill au* 
thorizing the Secretary of W ar to construct 
and operate a line of telegraph, connecting 
the military posts on the liue of the Rio 
Grande. Referred to the committee of this 
whole.

Also, a bill for the removal of the Ala­
bama, Ouachita and Muscatine Indians 
from Texas and Louisiana to tbe Creek Na­
tion, Indian Territory. Same reference.

Mr. Shanks, of Indiana, from the same 
committee, reported a bill relative to pri­
vate contracts or agreements made with tho 
Indians prior to the twenty-first of May, 
1872. The bill makes very stringent pro­
visions as to tho examination and indorse* 
ment of all such contracts by the Secretary 
of the Interior and the Commissioner of 
Indian Affairs before auy payment is a l­
lowed to be made under them ,. He made 
an explanation of the measure, and said 
tha t a statute passed in 1847 forbade the 
making of or executing contracts with 
Indians, but that, nevertheless, contracts 
were made and were recognized, and very 
Targe amounts of money hud been collected 
under them. Another prohibitory law was 
made in 1872. Tho bill applied to the con­
tracts made prior to 1872, and required tha t 
they should be subjected to the sorutiny of 
an official examination, and should be in­
dorsed either as not being exorbitant or 
fraudulent, or as being exorbitant or fraud- . 
uleut, and until contracts are indorsed by 
the Secretary of the Interior and the Com­
missioner of Indian Affairs, their legality 
must not be recognized by any government 
official. A lter tbe explanation the bill was 
passed.

W A S H I N G T O N ,

X  Kweejiinjt Réduction o f tho  Army F r t*  

posed.
A bill is before the Military Committee of 

the House providiu^ for a sweeping reduq 
lion of the army.

The army reduction bill, under considéra* 
tiou by the House M ilitary Committee, lias 
been printed for the private use of th «  
members of the committee. I t provides for 
a sweeping reduction iu tbe army. Among 
others, of five regiments of infantry, two of 
cavalry, and one of artillery. Officers whil 
may be necessarily affected by the redite* 
tion are to receive one year’s pay ou beiuj» 
mustered out.

Im portant changes are also proposetf in 
the number and mode of the selection of* 
officers as commanding generals of the sev* 
eral military departments. The bill p m  
vides for the appointment of assistant sur* 
geons and assistant quartermasters from  
officers who have served in the medical and 
quarterm aster's departments during the 
late war, and tha t the first twenty gratinâtes 
each year from the military academy shall 
be assigned to regiments and the rem ainder 
discharged.

Navigation Itommlsston.
The Board of Navigation Commissioner»» 

held a session to night. The committee on 
resolutions, to whom was referred matters 
relative to national waterways, reported a 
series of resolutions which embody the 
main points embraced in the resolutions 
ottered this morning. They pronounce em* 
phatically in favor of the opening up and* 
improvement of the great water linos, and 
tha t it is the first duty of Congress to pro* 
ride  ample means for the same; that in this 
policy centres our hope for returning pros­
perity and immediate relief to our sttlFering 
people, especially the labor ng classes* 
They denounce the taise cry of “economy” 
which has been set up hy the enemies 
of pregress, ami declare that the true in te r­
ests of the country demand such prompt 
action on the part of Congress as will re­
lieve the great industrial interests of the 
country. The resolutions will be sent to 
the Governors of all the States, with tho 
request tha t they be laid before their re* 
spective Legislatures. They will also btf 
submitted to Congress.

Tho commissioners will to-morrow ap­
pear before the House Committee on Com* 
merce iu reference to the Louisville aud 
Portland canal. Tbe States represented in 
the commission are Pennsylvania, Onto, In 
diana, Illinois, Iowa, Missouri, K ntucky, 
Virginia, West Virginia, Tennessee, Georo 
gia, Alabama, Wisconsin and Michigan.
