Pablic Markets vs. Private or Free Mar-

kets. =

In an article pablished in the ReruBLr

CAN on Tuesday last, & writer over tlue sig
nature ot “D. P.,” attempts to prejudice the
public mind against the private markets by
pleading that they endanger the public
Lealth, and to strengthen his arguments
citea *‘all the larger cities of Europe and
Americg~London, Paris, Berlin, Vienna
and others™~~as instances where the sale of
meats and vegetables are strictly confined
to public smarkets, so that they can be
properly guarded by pablic officials,
This writer certainly exhibits either a la*
mentable amount of ignorance of both the
laws of this State and the customs of the
cities he mentions or a bare-faced effrontery
and contemptuaus opinion of the public he
addresses if he expects to be successfal in
palming off his statemeets fot facts,

¥For he should, and doybtless does know,
that the laws of this State have made
ample provisions for the protection of the
citizan from the eale of unwholesome food,
by any person or persons whatever, by the
establishment, with full powers to act in
all mecessary cases, of the Board of
Health. He should be aware ¢hat this
board is composed of men who are in every
way competent to perform their duties,
and who, during the last five years in par-
ticular, have elicited the highest graise for
the energy, talent and devotion they have
displayed, He should also know that this
board would close up in twenty-four hours
any private market in which decayed er
unsoxnd meats or other food were exposed
for sale, and would also cause the keeper
thereof to be severely punished. He should
also be aware that ta thia board is exclu-
sively intrusted the supervision of all mar-
kets with a view to their sanitary condi-
tion, and that to it, and not to city officials,
is due the eredit when such places gre
oleanly kept.

And he must have traveled very little tn
~‘Europe or America,” or sojourned but a
brief while in the *‘large cities” he mentions
if he did not discover that private markets
were a8 plentiful as they are here, in *Lon-
don, Paris, Berlin,Vienna, and others,” and
that they were patronized evem more
liberally.

Here we see that this volunteer aid of
Mr. Turnbull and the Jessees of the public
markets is either very ignorant {which we
do not believe) or very much inclined to
manufacture the facts to suit his case,
which is very probable.

Why does he not openly tell the public
that the Board of Health can not be relied
upon to perform its duty ! That it there is
not the greatest openness in the exposure
for sale of meats, vegetables and other arti-
cles of food, there will be daily infractions
of the law winked at and covered up by
the health efficers; that, in fact, the only
honest dealers 1n the city are those whe
have stalls in the public markets—a set of
men who know more of its sanitary necessi-
ties than any legally constituted body ef
men can, and who must, because they keep
stalld in the public markets, be above sus.
picion?

Why does he not, also, cite hundreds ot
cases, nay, even one case, where the keeper
of a private market has ever been charged
with selling unwholesome meats or vegeta-
blea! And furthermore, let him produce a
single petition signed by the eurrounding
property holders against the continuance
of one private market in any neighborhood.

This would be a kind of work that he
dares not engage in, or we are much mis.
taken, for he has a weak ease to work up,
and he knows it better than anybody else.
He therefore prefers to excite a baseless
prejudice than to attempt to prove facts.

We tell him and all eother aiders and
abettors of this monstrous scheme against
the public interests, that before they ean
expect even to have the approva! of their
own consciences in abolishing the private
markets, they must disprave the following
facte:

That private markets have existed in this
city over four years, and not one has yet
been closed by the Board of Health, or any
other authority, for vielating its regulations
or the sanitary laws.

That the meats, fish, vegetables and fruits
sold in them do not compare favorably with
those sold elsewhere.

That a single case of cholera, or other
digegge, has ever been proved to have been
disseminated from one of them.

That they are not generally kept as clean-
1y as the public market stalls.

That they do not improve the wvalue of
proper?y in districts remete from the public
markets,

That they are not popular with all who
have ne desire to make money by forming
aring to get them out of the way.

And lastly, that as the public markets are
already sol® for tLis year, the city would
only lose money by their being abolished.

The tollowing is the letter of Mr. K dy
to Senator West, to which reference has
been made in our telegraphic dispatches
trom Washington:

Esnirr Houl.;

Washington, February 4, 1574,
Hen. J. R. West, United States Senator:

DEAR S1r—S8ince my arrival in this city,
on busi entirely | to myseif, and
in no way connected with politieal affairs
in Louisiena, I have become convinced that
a great many people here entertain an er-
roneous impression in reference to the atti-
tude of the property holders of Louisiana
as regards the Kellogg government and the
recent act of the Legislature funding the
State debt. As a property holder and old
resident of Louisiana, thoroughly identified
with the best interests of the people of that
commonwealth, I can state most emphatic-
ally that under no circumstance would any
considerable number of the property hold-
ers favor a new election at the present time.

Apart from any consideration as to the
cepstitutional right of Congress to interfere
with the operation of a State government
which has been in active operation for over
a year, and which has received the recogni-
tion ot the Supreme Court of the State, a
large majority of the people, and nearly all
of the property holders with whom I have
recently conversed, are opposed to any
change in the present State government, so
long as it continues to subserve the best in-
terests of the State. They argue, and justly,
that the Kellogg government has given un-
mistakable evidence of a disposition to re-
form the abuses which have disgraced the
government of our State since the close of
the late war.

The reduction of taxes and the funding of
the debt at a figure within the eapacity of
the State ®o pay, without taxation so oner-
ous as to amount to a virtual confiscation of
the property, together with the gnarantee
by constitutional amendment that the debt
shall be both limited aud paid, and the taxes
not exceed a stipulated amount, meets with
the hearty approval of nineteen-twentieths
of the people of Louisiana, and has almost
entirely disarmed the opposition to Kel-
logg's wdwinistration. Many of those who
oppose the election of Kellogg argue that
under any ehange of administration, be it
ever 80 good, they could not reasonably ex-
pect more favorable results.

What Louisiana most needs is peace,
good order, and an honest administration,
and the present State government, with all
its shortcomings, whatever they may be,
is certainly an improvement on the one pre-
ceding it, and promises, so far as past re-
sults can indicate, well for the fature wel-
fare of our State.
