t h e  f*ropoH C tl Ueduclior» o f  the  Army*
There is apparently a strong disposition 

jimong the members of the Military Com­
mittee and among the new members of the 
House to make a more trenchant reduction 
of the army than that proposed in the army 
appropriation bill. Ketrencliment in this 
direction is believed to he ôasy and popular. 
It does not limit the patronage of members 
like all plans for effecting a saving, by stop 
ping the erection of costly public building* 
or reducing the number of office-holders in 
the departments or customhouses. So, with 
out much reflection on the subject, the gen 
era! feeling is that the army is the place to 
apply the economic knife.* The plan most 
talked off' is to out dowa the rank and tile 
to 20,000 men, and reduce the number ol 
regiments of all arms to twenty-five, mus 
tering out of the service all the officers thus 
rendered supernumerary. The Military 
Committee have the subject tinder con 
sidération, and have directed their chair 
man ta prepare a bill, but have uot 
formally discussed, as yet, the extent -or 
method of reduction. One ot the most 
prominent of the army officers, when 
cently before the House Military Committee 
for consultation regarding the reduction of 
the army, said there was a company of sol 
diers at Plattsburg, Now York. When 
asked whether they wei;e needed there, ho 
said promptly that they were not. “Then 
why not order them away, since they are so
uiuch needed on the plains ?” asked a mem 

se. The answer of theher of the committee 
officer was, that if the soldiers were ordered 
away and the property placed in the hamls 

* of a sergeant, tho people of the place would 
find fault anil scold about it. It is reported 
that another geueral officer of the highes 
rank recently informed some of the Western 
members of Congress that in the event of 
Congress reducing tho army to a basis *f 
Mb,000 men the troops would bo all with 
drawn from the frontier, aud lliat the 
settlers would have to take eare of them 

.selves. This species of lobbying on the 
part ol army officers is very distasteful to 
some of the uiemiubcrs ot the House Ap 
propriation Committee.—«Vo* i'ork Tri 
hunt.

Dir. B recher’* Kouinnrc,
In the Sunday sermon of KeV. Henry 

Ward Heeclier, on Sunday last, he told, in 
cidentally, the following neat story:

An act t# provide for the establishment of

a military prison, and Tor its govern­
ment.
Be it enacted by the Senate aud House of 

Representative of the United States of 
Américain Congress assembled. That there 
Hhall be established at Rock Island, in the 
State of Illinois, a prison for the confine­
ment and reformation of offenders against 
the rules, regulations and laws for tho gov­
ernment of the army of the United States, 
in which shall he secureiy confined, and 
employe^ at labor, and governed in the 
manner hereinafter directed, all offenders 
convicted before any court martial or mili­
tary commission in tho United States, and 
sent) need-according to law tu imprisonment 
therein.

Sec. 2. That tlio Secretary of War shall 
organize u hoard of five members, to con­
sist of three officers of tho army and two 
persons from civil life, who shall adopt » 
plan for the building ol' such prison, and 
who shall frame regulations for the gov­
ernment of tho prisoners, in accordance 
with the provisions of this act. Tin* said 
commissioners from civil life shall hold 
their offices for the term of three years, and 
shall he paid five dollars a day whiieon duty, 
and necessary traveling expenses; and the 
said officers of tho army shall, at all times, 
be subject to removal by tho Secretary ot 
War.

Sec. IS. That the Secretary of War shall, 
with said commissioners, semi-annually, 
und as much oftcuer as may be deemed 
expedient, visit Haid prison for the purposes 
of examination, inspection, aud correction: 
and they shall inquire into all abuses 
or n e g le * o f  duty on the part of the of­
ficers o; other persons in charge of the 
same,am. nm k * such changes in the general 
discipline of tho prison as they may hold 
to he essential,

a sufficient Humber of enlisted men shall 
be detailed by the Secretary of War to act 
as turnkeys, guards and assistants in the 
prison.

Sec. ... That one of the inspectors of the 
army shall, a t least once iu three months,

I visit the prison for the purpose of examining 
. into the hooks ami all the affairs thereof, 
and ascertaining whether the laws, rules, 
aud regulations relating thereto are com­
plied with, the officers are competent and 
faithful, aud the convict» properly gov­
erned and employed, and at the same time 
treated with humanity and kindness. And 
it shall he the duty of the inspector, at 
ouce, to make full report thereof to the 
Secretary of War.

Sec. C. That before the commandant en­
ters upon the duties of liis office he shall 
give bond, with sufficient sureties, in a sum 
to be fixed by the Secretary of War, to bo 
approved by him, conditioned that ho shall 
faithfully account for all money placed in 
’• Is hands for the use of the prison and for 
the faithful discharge of all his duties as 
commandant. He shall have command ot 
the prison; sbali have the charge and cm 
ploymeut of the prisoners, and the custody 
of all the property of the government con­
nected with the prison. He shall receive 
and pay out all money used for the prison, 
and shall cause to he kept, in suitable 
books, complete accounts of all the proper­
ty, expenses, income, business and concerns 
of the prison ; aud shall make full and 
regular reports thereof to the Secretary of 
W ar: aud shall. tind*r the direction "and 
with the approv tl of the Secretary ol War, 
employ, for the benefit of the United States, 
the convicts at ouch labor and m such 
trades as may he deemed best tor tlieir 
health aud reformation. He shall have 
power to sell and dispose of any articles 
manufactured by the convicts, and shall 
regularly account for the proceeds thereof, 
and shall give bond and security 1er the 
faithful keeping and accounting of all 
moneys and property coming to his hands 
us such commandant. Ho shall take note 
and make record of the good conduct of 
the convicts, and shall shorten the daily 
time ot hard labor for those who by their 
obedience, honesty, industry, or general 
good conduct, earn such javors : and the 
Secretary of War is authorized and directed 
to remit, in part, tue sentences ot euch 
convicts, aud to give them an honorable 
restoration to duty iu case the sam 
merited; aud in case any convict shall dis­
obey the lawful orders of the officers of f lie 
prison, and refuse to comply with 
the rules and regulations "thereof, 
he may he placed in solitary confinement, 
aud the commandant shall at ouce report 
the case to tin .Secretary of War, who shall 
direct the inspector M make lull examiua- 
tion and report of the matter at the 
inspection; but in no case shall any prisoner 
be subjected to whipping, branding, or rli 
carrying ot weights ior the purpose of dis- 
cipliue, or lor producing penitence: and 
every prison- r. upon being discharged from 
prison, shall he furnished with decent 
clothing.

Sec. 7. That the use of newspapers and 
books shad uot bo denied the convicts at 
times when uot employed: and that un­
official visitors shall be admitted to the 
prison under such restrictions as the board 
ot commissioners may impose. The prison- 
ner8 shall uot ho denied the privilege of 
communicating with their friends by let­
ter, and from receividg like communica­
tions from them, all of which shall ho sub­
ject to the inspection of the commandant, 
or such officer as he may assigu to that 
duty.

Sec. 8. That the prisoners shall ho sup­
plied with ample aud clean bedding, aud 
with wholesome aud sufficient food, but 
when in hospital or under discipline their 
diet shall be prescribed by the proper 
authority. The prison shall he suitably 
ventilated, aud each prisoner shall have a 
weekly bath of cold or tepid water, which 
shall be applied to the whole surface of the 
body, unless the surgeou shall direct other­
wise for the health of the prisoner.

Sec. 9. That no officer of the prison, nr 
other person connected therewith, shall he 
oncerned or interested, directly or inai- 
ectly. in any contract, purchase or sale 

made on account of the prison.
Sec. 10. That auy officer who shall suffer 
convict to escape, or shall iu any way eon- 
>nt to his escape, or shall aid him to escape, 

or in an attempt to escape, shall, upon con­
viction, be dismissed from the service, and 
sutler such otlier punishment as a court 
martial may inltict.

Sec. II. That any soldier or o’her person 
mployed in tho prison. w!i > shall suffer a 
onvict to escape, or shall iu auy way con­

sent to his escape, or shall aid him to es- 
ape, or in an attempt to escape, shall, 
pou conviction by a court martial, he rou­

tined therein not less than one year.
