The undersigned, member of the Judiciary
Committee of the Senate, respectfully sub-
mits the following minority report on House
bill No. 59, an act to regulate the private
markets in the city of New Orleans, ete.

If this bill should become a law and be
enforced, it would close up all the private
markets within twelve squares of a public
market in the city of New Orleans, and all

laces where fresh meat, poultry and fresh

h are sold, although the persons carrying
on said business had paid and obtained a
license for the entire year, for the first sec-
tion eays that “it is hereby made unlawful
for any person to conduct, carry on or con-
tinue any private market;"” and the third
section says that the party violating this act
shall be subject to a tine of 100, or impria-
onment not less than three months or more
than six months, or both, at the discretion
of the court; and the sixth section enacts
that this act sball take effect from and after
its passage.

nese provisions in the said bill are clear-

ly unconstitutional for the reason that those
Keﬂona within the prescribed limits who
ave paid for and obtained a license from
the law-making power to carry on said free
markets during the year 1874, have a con-
tract with the State and city, and therefore
have a vested right which can not be di-
vested during the contract, neither can the
obligations of their license or contract be
impaired only when it is for purposes of
public utility, and in this case betore their
rights can be taken from them adequate
compensation must be made, and there is
no provision in this bill which declares that
it is for the public utility or any making of
provisions for compensating the persons
sought to be deprived of their vested
rights. In support of the objections and
reasons, I will refer to article 110 of the
State constitution, which says, that “no
law impairing the obligation of contracts
shall be passed, nor vested rights be di-
vested, unless tor purposes of public utility,
and for adequate compensation made.”

The Supreme Court decided, that “any
law imposing conditions not in the con-
tract, when made, or dispensing with those
that were made, is unconstitutional. See
4La.R,p 9. And, again, in 12 La. R.,
the court held, that “‘the Legislature can
not abridge any right a contract confers.”

Story on the Constitution says, that
since the American revolution no State
government can take away vested rights of
property, or take the property of A, and
transter it to B, by mere legislative act.

If this act was to become law, it would
take the right from the owner ot the pri-
vate market to eell fresh meat and poultry
and fresh fish, and transfer it to the lessees
of the public markets.

I will, before closing this report, make
the further objection to this act, that it cre-
ates for the present vear a very oppressive
monopoly, which will be felt most by the
Jarge majority of the population of New Or-
leans, to wit: the poor widows and the la-
bering portion of the population. This act
will compel them to go at least six squares
to buy their fresh meat and fish, which is a
large item in a city like this, where nine
months in the year it is so warm that it ne-
cessitates the purchasing of fresh meats
every day, if a person uses fresh uwat, and as
the public markets are all leased during this
vear to a few individuals, this law will be
egislating for their special benefit, and will
add largely to their profits, and will not
bring into the city treasury one dollar be-
fore the first of January, 1870, and it will
enbance the price of fresh meat and fish at
least twenty per cent, which the conmsumer
will have to pay, for it cuts off competition,
and even to-day fresh meat can be pur-
chased much cheaper at the private markets
than at the public markets; and what would
the price be if the private markets were
suppressed within twelve squares of a pub-
lic market?

The object of this act is not to protect the
public bealth, and is not so stated in the
title; and even if it was, we would answer
that that 18 not a good reason, for the Board
of Health has power to regulate private
houses and residences 8o as not to be detri-
mental to the public health. And I pre-
sume they have the power and do regulate
both the private and public markets in the
entire city. - "

I therefore recommend that the bill be in-
definitely postponed.

We
do, therefore, not merely for ourselves,
but for the hundreds of our fellow ex-cadets
throughout Louisiana and the Southwest,
beg leave to petition your honorable body
to preserve, as far as may be compatible#|
with the public interest, the organization
and name of our Alma Mater. To destroy
its identity 18 to destroy in a great measure
the work of education in Louisiana for
many years past, and to those of us who
know best the great good which the State
University has done Louisiana, and the
very serious disadvantages under which it
bas existed, it would be a source of deep
regret to know that our dear old school was
no longer in existence. The trials through
which it has passed have only endeared it
the more to us.
