THE CARNIVAL.

A few Paragraphs about the Saturnalin—
Movements, Number and Tendencies of
the Crowd—The Day and Celebration
a Big Buccess.

Iu #pite of the enormous crowd that had
been attraceted to the city—estimated at
30,000 strong—an impression bezan to pre-
vail early on Mardi Gras, that the day cele-
bration wight fall through, owing to some
misunderstanding among the usual carnival
revelers. It was with some apprehension
and uneasiness, partly on this account,
partly on account of the weather, that spec-
tators begen to repair to the City Hall.

What in the tirst place led them to gp
thither was the firing of  royal salute of
twenty two guns st about mid-day. This
duty was performed by carnival soldiers in
Zouave uniforns, and it intimated that Roi
Faineaut had already entered the municipal
building and commenced drinking cham-
pagne with the Mayor, bis Admivistrators,
and other visitors in attendance. A formal
tender of the keys of the city by the Mayor
to the Carnival King, was made in specchea
on both sides sutliciently sententioue.

Meanwhile the various courtiers, out-
riders, marshals and royal troops bad goue
through the difficult procsss of riggiog
themselves out in the various costumes in-
vident to the occasion, and which must bave
been of many hundred different patterns.
In tbe way of costumes and theatrical
properties there must have been enough
brass helmets, togas, parple robes, chain
armor, shivlds, bucklers, spears sud every
sort of armor, aucient and modern, to have
Laudsomely equipped most ot the circuses,
theatrical troupes and operas in the whole
v. It is very doub ful whether even

in Rome or Italy any more imposing display
was ever made, Desides these were large
bodies of Uunited States infantry, who
had turned out in an elegant special
uniform, with very fine bands in
bonor of the joyous occasion. These all
made a very brave appearance, and when a
car containing some thirty of the chorus
singers, moss of the fair persuasion, from
the opera {us waa shrewdly guessed), wheel-
ed to the front, and sung an anthem to the
Carnival King, the interest in the spectacle
received an immense impulse, which showed
itself in prelonged shouts, The pageant
moved off as announced in the programme
printed yeaterday morning, very much
similar in its arrangement to the movement
adopted last year. As there were then at
least seventy-five columns of minute des-
cription devoted by the various city papers
to the epectacle, it will only be necessary
now to refer to a few general features
wherein it differed from any predecessor.

In its general outline there was a vast im-
provement in pageantry and pomp, and in
many features which attract s crowd. It
was an excellent more on the part of the
managers, the giving free adwissions to the
theatres, the reception of the King on Mon-
day, und a gencral starting of the Carnival
spiriton Monday. Then, too, the uniforms
wers much more theatrically splendid, and
there wers fewer of the class of advertisers
who were too mean to show off their wares
through the recognized svenues, and who
availed themselves of the general holiday
to turn it into an advertising display.

Crowds turned out or made displays in
front of their houses, and there was an im-
mense namber of these mostly did so in
a spirit of fuu, and probably by this time
the advertisers have discovered that their
prospectuses fell very col lly on ths public.

The most remarkable feature in the pro-
cession next to the aged Rex (who, by the
way, is understood to be ons of our veteran
bauvkers), were the Mayor and Administra.
tors, who were taken prisoners hy half a
dozen Amazons in very elaborate riding
costumes, and an equal number of princesses
of the realm, who were carned in palan-
quins or sedaus, with very long haudles,
upen the shoulders of attendant slaves,
The peculiarity of these lolling beauties
was that their sedans swayed and vibrated
to and fro, or rather up and down, with a
graceful, voluptoous motion, which can
vnly be seen to be understood, and which
invariably awakened a shout of applause
from the admiring erowd,

Another pretty feature was tho pages
bearing large silver keys, sud others who
went before swinging censors aud diffusing
a8 thoy advanced a delightful perfume of
sandal wood and other fragrant odora,

Beside the eourt of St. Rex and the hoary
priesthood of the Carnival, there were all
wanner of ferocions and grotesque looking
characters from the saddle colored Shah of
Persia down to the swarthy executioner,
choristers, lancers, yeowmaunry, sheriffs,
guilds, miccellancous maskers, which latter
vot unfrequently became impatient of the
royal power and attempted to break to the
front, or get out of line altogether. The
costumes and pantomimes of the unattach-
ed were in maoy instances the most inter-
esting feature of the day.

In the front moved the private carriage of
the secretaries of Rex's court clearing the
way, trumpeters doing the same, and a
large car, gorgeously gotten up, and filled
with a bogshead of candies and bonbons,
which were distributed in great handfuls to
the populace. Then, too, there was the im-
mense milk white boeuf gras, the property
of the Duke Mehly of Suffolk, so fat and
ponderous that the fatigue of Rex's triumph-
ant march would probably have broken
him corporeally down. He traveled in a
car, and following him was a diminutive
bull, upon which rode one of the royal
pages, and who not anfrequently manifested
a disposition to insort hiis borns 1n some of
the bystanders.

The most improasive display in the whole
procession was that which represented the
departure or expulsion of the Moorish King
Boabdil from Granads, with bhis surviving
warriors, members of the royal family,
harem and the like, in which all the tradi-
tions relating to the last of the race of the
unfortunate monarch were gracefully and
touchingly carried out. It was in this part of
the procession that the unhappy though
voluptuens looking Moorish women ap-
pear in Esstern veils mounted on horseback,
or borne on the shoulders of statwart
slaves. The most striking figure, of course,
was that of the pussionate and perverse

h himeelf, d d in rich shawls
and silken vestments with green stockings
aud gold embroidered pink slippers and the
blackest mast of waving hair ever seen
upon the head of a Moorish or any other
king.

The procession, estimated by numbers,
extended some tweaty squares, and probs-
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bly included some 2000 drawatis person,
all told. It was made up of cvery clues,
mechanies, merchants, lawyers, laborers,
and nearly «'l the cluba and organizations
about the city. Ina city in which it ia 50
difticult to agree upon auything, it is aston
ishing with what unanimity all classes
agreed ppon this. It was n every way a
suceess: and it mey be doubted whether
again a esturnalia £o successful can bs had
in ths city, Possibly this could be achieved
by extending branch organizations through-
out the vounntry, and arranging with the car-
rying routes to trsnsport the royal train
hither at little cost.

The most marked featarea of the mimic
pageant, compared with those of Italy, was
the American tendency to convert any great
movement into an advertising agency. The
next, the number that contrived to make out
of it a money making arrangement, by pick-
ing pockets, robbing roows, rigging up new
enterprises, andjthe like, The last was the
extraordinary good nature which marked
the conduct of pearly a!! and the almost
universal disposition to enter into the gene-
oral merriment and fuu., Almost all citi-
zens contributed something to the genera]
amusement, and in every part of the
town the buiilings were profusely und
Landsomely decorated,

One featurs that should have been made
impossible was that of inclosing the ban-
quette at particular points for the benefit of
some resident busineas man’s family, or of
erecting upon pablic ground s scaffolding
which virtually excluded every body elae
except invited guests. It was a neglect of
the police to have allowed this and should
never ba permitted again,

But the throng who Lave assembled as
vassals of the Carnival King have been
dismissed; the melodious notes of the bands
have ceased to be heard, and we conclude
our day account with the hope that an even
larger crowd may next year assemble in
this eity (if that *be poseible) than have
heretofore been brought together.

Afier the tens of thousands of people had
viewed the wonders of the day proeession
they were still unsatistied, for it seemed as
if a greater number wore out after dark
than before sunset. The threatening clouds
had melted, and the air was soft. Long be-
fore the rupposed time for the great Comus
to appear, all the streets on the designated
line of march were alive with men, women
and children, all apparently bappy.

The Mystick Krewe of Comus has been
unusually fortanate this year in its selec-
tion of characters and tableaux, and in
spite of many poetic and pleasing ideas bit
upon for illustration by the mad fancies of
Mardi Gras at previous celebrations. such
a8 Audubon’s Birds, Historical Personages
of the Past, Gastronomy and such like, we
give our preference to that of lust night.

¥Frow the Old World and New to the Court
of Comua. To carry out the idea twenty
cars were pat in procession, and each car
represented the guests or ambassadors from
the leading nations and divisions of the
earth., These were all dressed and posed
in acoordance with popular beliefs and tra-
ditions upon the eubject, and had about
themt such parapbernalia and articles
of use as readily esoggested each
given nationality to the surrounding
beholders. Thus Asia appeared upon her
elephant, Britannia a8 mistrees of the seas,
and 80 on. The idea was a thoroughly
poetic one, and worthy of Hawthorne's ge-
nius—the putting ot these fantastic charac-
ters into procession—and was carried out
with excellent effect.

Wae rather regretted the absence of Cleo-
patra, or at least the ibis aad sacred croco-
dile, which ought to lave represented
Egypt, and looked around once or twice
for those old fellows the Greeks and Ro.
wans, whom we have all Leard #o much
about.

However, the cards of even such a tho.
roughly jovial old geotleman as Comus
can not always be accepted, and while the
pbantom pageant is passing jn our froot,
far be it from us to complain of the absence
of any of his guests. Let us rather in the
brief half hour in which the great person-
ages of the earth flit through our streets,
by the light of passing tapers, take down a
memorandum of the different tableaus for
leisure reference.
