NEW ORLEANS, February 19, 1374,
To the Honorable Senate aud House of Represeuta.
tives of the State of Louisiana:

Your special joint committee to investl-
gate the afuirs of the officers of the First
District Court for the parish of Orleaus,
beg leave to report that an examination was
had as to the general charges made by the
eriminal sheritt and elerk, and the manner
ol executing the laws relating to the re-
spective offices of sheriff, clerk and judge,

Testimony was taken as to these matters,
and we tind, alter hearing the same, that
the judge of thia court qu-erl_v fuils in the
performanee of bis duties, n that he ap-
proves all mauner of charges against the
city of New Orleans without requiring
strict correctness und accountability. Un-
der section 1012 of Ray's Revised Statutes,
all kinds of expenses sre made payable by
parish or city on the approval, “after an
account thereof shall be duly certi-
fied 1o be correct by the clerk of the court
and the presiding judge thoreol.” We tind,
upon exgmination ot the expenses of this
court, that the judge and clerk approve
bills to the extent of from $180.000 to $200,-
000 @ year, vizz Sherif's billa $120,000;
elerk’s bills $25,000; petty jury $37,000, and
grand jury 15,000, 5

The above charges are, in many instances,
made @ debt against the city by the siuple
approval of the clerk and Judgs,

During the past year juries have been
drawn, impaneled and entered upon their
duties, found indictments, ete., and upon
objection thereto the juries were found to
be illegal and dischurged at a great expense
to the eity, this being the fault of the ofli-
cers whose duty itis to enforce the laws,
viz, the sheriff, clerk and judge.

It i3 also found that the sherifl has re-
tained at a great expense to the eity, con-
victs sentenced to the Penitentiary in the
months of June and July, 1373, until the
monthe of October, 1573, and February,
18714, without cause and coutrary to law.

Your committes also tind upon examining
the evidence adduced and given by Judge
Abell, that the various bills, charges, ac
counts of jury expenses, and other charges,
amounting to the very large sum of 3'.{“0.-
000 aunually, are made a judgment against
the city by the mere approval of the clerk
and judge, and that this approval is always
given without looking at the nature or
manner of the charge, This performance
of duty is certainly censurable,

Your committee consider that it ia the
bounden duty of the Administrators of the
city of New Orleans, to tuke such action
against the criminal sherifl and clerk of the
First District Court, as law will permit, in
order that the large awounts illegally
chorged aund collected by said sherift aud
¢lerk be refunded to the city treasury.

In order that such gross violations of Taw
might be arrested, and the city treasury
thereby become benefited, your committee
would respectiully beg leave to recommend
and urge the immediate final passage of
the bill presented by his Excellency Gover-
nor Kellogg, and entitled

1. An act to reduce the expensea of the
city of New Orleans; to regulate the duties
and provide for the compensation of the
crimingl sheriff of the parish of Orleans,
and to authorize said eity to abolish the
Workhonse and other places of incarcera-
tion; and

2, An act to limit the fees of the clerk of
