Mr. Bcnbam, of Carroll—Mr. Speaker, I 

rise for the purpose of placing the responsi­
bility of section fifteen where it belongs. I 
send to tbe Clerk a copy of a bill that was 
hsaded to me some days ago by Governor 
Kellogg, which he said had the indorse­
ment of the Chamber of Commerce, and 
was drawn up by a jurist and a prominent 
one. It will he found that the entire sec­
tion appears in the bill. My object in this 
proceeding is to set tbe House right. It 
lias been charged that this is a job and I 
want to Bbow, and all I have to say is this, 
that if it is a job tbe Gove, nor is interested 
in it, the Chamber of Commerce is interested 
in it, as well as others of the oldest and best.

Mr. Demas, of St. John—I have a substi­
tute to ofler to this section (fifteen). 1 will 
send it to the Clerk.

The Clerk here read the substitute as will 
be found in tbe House journal.

Mr. Mathews, of Tensas—This amend­
ment meets with my approval. It is the 
same as the Committee on Ways and Means 
reported. It is cut out of the bill which 
they reported, and I want to see it in the 
one under consideration.

Mr. Jarbert—I do not see how any gentle­
man can object to the proposition.

Mr. Gair—I am totally uuable to under­
stand the position of the friends of this 
measure, although 1 have tried hard to do 
it. The substitute offered by the gentleman 
is the same that the Committee on Ways 
and Means recommended. I favor it; it 
meets with my approval, t can’t see where 
the opposition comes lrom. I think that a 
better one could be proposed. I can not 
understand the opposition, and yet I have 
seen men here that are opposed lo every­
thing that is to the interest of the Repuo- 
lican party and the State. 1 am at all times 
almost afraid to make any amendment or 
offer any proposition because certain mem­
bers, through a spirit of suspicion, oppose 
whatever is ottered, and the rest come in. 
It reminds me of the way they used to get 
cattle off a boat; they'would throw one 
overboard and the rest all follow. [Laugh­
ter.]

Mr. Keating—I think that substitute 
should be amended. I’m not willing to 
vote lor the rich men on Carondelet street;
1 want to make this measure a benelit to 
t he poor people. I am not opposed to a 
funding bill, as the papers have reported I 1 
am, and 1 want the reporters to correct 
their statements to that effect. I have said, 
and 1 say it again, that I ain sorry that such 
fiction is necessary, but as it Is. we must 
udopt the measure that will flijuro our 
credit the least. I have an addition to 
make to the substitute. I want to amend it.

• Mr. Keating sent the substitute to the 
Clerk, who read it as jt appears iu the 
House journal.

Mr. Mathews—Have you figured up the 
amount of interest tbatthe State will hare 
*o pay if your proposition should be ac­
cepted and adopted?

Mr. Keating—Yes. sir, I liare; but I can 
Dot state it now, nor do I care. We liav- 
$9,000,000 back taxes to pay it with. My 
position is clear, I want these bonds 
lunded. i want to benefit the taxpayers, 
fcnd not the brokers,

Mr. Benham. ofX'arrolI—The gentleman’i 
stand is untenable. He proposes to legis­
late for the interest of the taxpayer, and 
Vet he wants to make them settle in cash 
•what they could pay in warrants as the 
Fiction stands.

Mr. Keating—The gentleman knows tvell 
enough that the taxpayer would pot bo 
benefited by these warrants. There is but 
it limited amount, of them, and it we does 
lie desires it will send them up to almost 
par. ami the brokers, who have bought 
them at a small price will get tne benefit of 
the rise

Mr. Benham—Would it not be better for 
the taxpayers to pay ninety cents tor the 
Warrants and get the'm out of the way than 
ty redeem them in the end with interest.

To tbe Honorabki President and Member* of tb® 

Senate:
Your Committee on Parka and Public 

Buildings submit tho following report:
Tbe committee respectfully represent 

that they have visited the Insane Asylum 
of the State, located at Jackson, in the par­
ish of East Feliciana, and submit the bil­
lowing report of the condition of the build­
ings:

Tb* rools of the main buildings are leak­
ing in many places, rotting the wood work 
beneath, and causing tho plastering to 
crumble and fall. The copper caves gutters 
need repairing iu many places.

Tbe exposed woodwork of all the build­
ings is rotting for the want of paint to pro­
tect it.

None of the windows in the second and 
third stories are secured by iron guards, 
and there is no security or protection tor 
patients occupying rooms in those stories, 
and the large galleries ol the same are with­
out any protection save a light bannister 
and railing of ordinary height. The lower 

llery floors of all the buildings, which are 
of brick and cemented, require more or less 
repairs. ‘ •

The fence inclosing the front premise* is 
far advanced ,-i decay, and needs replacing 
by a new one.

The dining room and kin-liens are old 
frame buildings in a lamentable state of de­
cay, are past repairing,and shov'd be razed 
to tbe ground and a suitable building 
reeted. There are no facilities for wann­

ing the main building. The inmates evi­
dently sutler much Irons cold, and suitable 

arming apparatus should be introduced.
The washing is done by band, and is at­

tended with many inconveniences; modern 
labor-saving machinery for laundry pur­
poses should be introduced.

The supply ot water is insufficient, and 
its distribution attended with many iuco» • 
venienees. The bathing facilities are tie 
fectivc. und_ there are no means at com­
mand by which the warm bath can be u-»-i!.
.1 good deal of plumbing and copper work i 
is required

To provide suitable din'ng rooms, with 
kitchen, etc., we recommend the extension 
of the centre building back and two stori 
high, to 1-e fireproof, to correspond wph the 
present building, for the completion of
which it will require.....................$J0,0“i>

For other repairs, as herein enume­
rated, it will require................ 20.000

that cleanliness and welcome aigns of com­
fort displayed by the department occupied 
by tbe University. Altogether, however, 
this building is in very excellent condition,
and we feel sure is not to be surpassed by 
any building ol the kind in our Southern 
country.

The blind have been separated and re­
moved from the building since a portion of 
it has been occupied as State University, 
and we regret to have found the building 
at present occupied as the Blind Asylum 
very inefficient and in terrible condition. 
It is entirely too small, badly arranged, and 
very much out oi repair. A portion of its 
roof leaks badly: its galleries are giving 
way and rotting ilown, and several portions 
of the building itself seem ready to tumble 
down. It is rented by the State at $75 a 
month, which, multiplied by twelve, would 
produce a sum fully as touch ae the entire 
property is worth. *

Evidently good policy as well as humanity 
demands that this blind department should 
he moved hack to the building originally de­
signed to accomodate it—that is, with the 
deaf and dumb—where there is ample room 
for ail these departments to be carried on 
separately and efficiently, nnd if necessary, 
in ditierent divisions—allowing, of course, 
that different quarters should be found for 
the university.

The Penitentiary building was found in 
much better repair than its reputed man­
agement. It is true the building ingoing 
to wreck in many particulars, and looks 
much forsaken and weather-beaten, mouldy 
and dilapidated, hut still it is more than 
amply sufficient for all that is going on 
within its walls or inclosures. Almost all 
the convicts are now constantly farmed 
out—sent promiscuously, it seems, to differ­
ent portions of the State to Work in comjis- 
.tition with free labor—so That there would 
seem scarcely any use any more for any 
Penitentiary building at all, and if matters 
go on for a few more years as they have 
been going on for the past few yearp. we 
shall ha ve none, except as a den or hiding 
place for owls, bats and reptiles.

The old State House seemed in very good 
condition, considering the ordeal of tire 
through whiclx it has passed. The outer 
walls se*m as solid and perfect as ever; 
and it is thought that lor the sum of $£00,- 
000 the entire building could be placed in 
perfect repair, so that it would answer all 
the purposes of a State House, with all the 
facilities ior the State officials, as In ante 
helium days. This would certainly be a 
great saving to th^ State.

sity, fora “keeper of the State House," 
an annua! salary of $600; and etill less, 
possible, for such an official or operator 
“public gardener." at a like salary. These 
positions, with this outlay, are totally use 
less, as the safety and good condition of the 
public buildings require nosuch appendages 
There is. in fact, no sign nor vestige of any­
thing like a public garden in Baton Rouge, 
and certainly the charred walls of tho old 
State House do not require a $600 annual 
watcher to protect them against the winds 
and the rains. The premises are well in­
closed with a safe fence so as to prevent the 
encroachment and depredations of stoe' 
and that is all that would seem necessary, 

In conclusion, your committee would re­
spectfully call attention to the propriety 
such appropriation as may be sufficient 
place a'i public buildings now in use 
proper repair; and would urge the absolute 
necessity of removing the State University 
from the Deaf and Dumb Asylum, thus 
leaving that building for the sole accommo­
dation of charitable institutions, as 
originally designed.

"J he slaughterhouse f-e- provides 
that all cattle, whether intended for sale in 
public or private markets, shall be slaugh­
tered at one de-ignateii spot, and That the 
meat shall he subjected to one gu-l the same 
inspection.

1; tl:appeared To me that existing laws, 
if properly enforced, provided fully against 
any of the abuses which were charged 
against the private market system, 
but as the  ̂question of the publie 
health _w..e of such grave importance I 
asked the official opinion of the Board of 
Health on the subject. In reply, I received 
a communication, which i inclose herewith, 
stating that the Board of Health Jias never 
expressed nor formed an opinion that pri­
vate markets were prejudicial to public 
health, and that no complaints have ever 
been made to the board against them; iar- 
ther, that the private markets are found to 
be generally clean and well kept, and that 
the food offered therein for sale is folly 
equal in quality to that exposed in the 
public markets.

The pecuniary consideration urged In

favor of the bill ha* very little weight. If 
the revenues of tbe city would be increased 
by tne suppression of private markets, it 
could only be by the collection of addi­
tional taxation from the vendors of articles 
of food, and the amount thus raised would 
eventually come out ot the pockets of the 
consumers. Our policy should be, not to 
increase the public revenues by additional 
taxation, direct or indirect, but to lighten 
the burdens of the people bv diminished 
expenditures.

I can not think my approval of this act 
would be for tbe public good. I therefore 
feel it my duty to return this bill without 
mv signature.

Governor—1 have the honor to state, in 
answer to your inquiry of February £1, that 
the Board of Health has never expressed 
nor lormed an opinion that private markets 
were prejudicial to the public health, either 
from the mode in which they were con­
ducted or from the quality of the food 
therein sold.

No complaints against free markets for 
violation of sanitary ordinances have ever 
hem entered at this office.

The sanitary inspectors fmedical men) 
report private markets generally clean ana 
well kept, and the quality of the food there­
in offered lor sale fully equal to that ex­
posed in the public markets.

In the report of the board, lust made, 
some of the inspectors have put on record 
an unqualified approval of the method in 
which these private markets are conducted.

Since the proposition in the Legislature 
to do away with private markets. I have 
personally examined a number of them, and 
find neither in the quality of the food fur­
nished nor in the method of keeping, any­
thing meriting sanitary animadversion.
