, Sixth day's proceedings in the case of the 

United States against W. J. Cruikshank 
{ind others, lor conspiracy and murder last 
Apri^in Grant parish

Counsel for defense called the attention 
«>f the court to the fact that witnesses for 
defense, now here and to be here, are with 
cut means of subsistence, as most of them 
Ere very poor. Some of them, unless paid 
intend to leave the city. Counsel for de 
fense will make the required affidavit and 
Jnay. perhaps, obtain the funds.

Martin Johns sworn—Was living in Grant 
parish last April, eight miles from Colfax 
haw something of the tight; saw armed 
White men; saw Hadnot with sixteen armed 
tnen: I was in the same store with them 
knew only the three Hadnots; (witness here 
pointed out one ol the Hadnot boys.) On 
the day of the tight was in the courthouse 
fight began at twelve or one o'clock; was 
there all the morning; the armed white 
Jnen came iu from several directions; heard 
them shooting with a cannon; saw plenty 
cf armed men; they tired the cannon about 
Bix times; they first began to fire when near 
the quarters; heard plenty bullets flying 
they gradually approached the courthouse 
they were not near enough for me to know 
pny of tlieni; they took their cannon to the 
fiver side, 200 yards nearer to us; nobody 
Was hurt that I know of: can’t say how 
tunny* colored men had guns in the fort, but 
think about sixty; they shot their cannon 
ball through a window; we had to go into 
the courthouse when the cannon was placed 
Cm the liver bank; can’t say how many of 
ns there were iu the building; knew several 
of the men inside; we were scared when we 
fan into the courthouse; they all carried 
4heir guns; some colored men ran off down 
the road: I saw white men shoot them down 
&8 they ran; when the white men got to­
gether again they attacked the courthouse 
End set it on fire; no one inside fired on the 
Whites then; Shack White, on seeing the 
Ere, called out to Irwin that wo surren 
ilered: they told us to stack our arms; a 
White liag was tied to a stick ami hung out; 
When we went out of the courthouse the 
White men began tiring down on us; 
f  was shot in my arm; three bullets went 
through and one remains inside; nine 
Wounds in all tor me; a white man told me 
to stay by him, that I shouldn’t be hurt; 
afterward a man knocked me down with a 
gun: saw Bill Irwin, It. Mathers and the 
two Marsh hoys: afterward they placed me 

a gallery under guard; don:t know the 
guards or the man who protected me; at 
Hundown they marched about seventy of us
to the hotel vard and kept us there until 
tiine or ten o'clock; they said, we will take
two niggers each to the sugarhouse and let 
them go in the morning; they then began
•hooting our people; wo wounded men then 

adtan away, and got down the river hank; 
Oscar, Gilbert and Gns Lacour, two Had- 
tiots. Nash and Cruikshank were there.
{Witness Here pointed out Clement Penn.) 

ed "defter i escaped I went into the woods; my 
wounds were not dressed untii Marshal I>o 
Jiiyne arrived; did n«t notice anything, was 
•o confused; don’t know who struck me 
With the gun; know Alexander Tillman, 
Whom they killed at night;' while I was a pris­
oner heard white men say that they would 
stew us all at night; saw colored women 
while I was a prisoner; they were hunting 
for their husbands; they were not permitted 
to go near the prisoners: fifteen of us were 
wounded; the guard went off when they 
took away the well men; a man said: ‘‘Let
the wounded men stay on the gallerv and 
'  ‘ ' ift ...........

at my bouse: we took him into my house, 
the United States soldiers buried him af:er 
about four weeks; I have seven children, 
who ran away; one man said, “I got him, he 
is as dead as hell;” saw Alfred Lewis going to 
Colfax; would know the men I have named 
(The witness pointed out the accused., 
They did not enter my house: husband hat! 
been to Colfax that morning; saw white 
men on horseback chasing colored people 
and shooting them like they were dogs: did 
not go home until the United States soldiers 
arrived.

Cross-examination—My husband had no 
gun; he was not more than twenty-four 
steps from our house when he was mur­
dered; Eliza Smith helped me to take care 
of my husband; could see Colfax f rom the 
house where I was stopping on Easter Sun 
dav.

Kit Smith sworn—Last April was living 
near Jesse McKinney's house; I was not 
there the day McKinney was killed; the 
fourth day after McKinney was killed went 
to the house and saw a good many men 
there feeding their horses: among them 
were I), and P. Lemoine, Nalbert, Henry 
Andrews, Bill Irwin and Charles Smith; I 
know them well. (Witness pointed out 
Irwin and the Letnoines.) I went to Colfax 
with the United States marshal, and saw 
the worst sight I ever saw: saw the bodies 
of Shack White and Lank Pitman; the dogs 
had eaten the latter’s legs; the clothing had 
been burned off of White'6 body; McKin­
ney's body was placed in mj- house, and 
finally smelled so had that buzzards settled 
all around.

Anna Elsie sworn—T live in Grant parish, 
my husband was killed last April; he was 
in Colfax on Easter Sunday; saw armed 
white men in Colfax and knew some of 
them; I found tuy husband; he was a prig 
oner and I did Dot speak to him. but saw 
him; Clement Penn, Bill Irwin. Denis Le­
moine, Johnny Hadnot and Prudhomme 
Lemoine were there; [witness pointed out 
these men]; Clement Penn is the man who 
shot my husband; saw these accused armed 
near the prisoners; the white men did
plenty things; my husband was called out 
and Jim Raisin also; 1 was looking directly
at Penn when lie shot my husband; others 
shot at the same time; Penn shot h’m with 
a carbine; J was standing near; Penn was
about---- steps from my husband; saw my
husband before he was buried; I did not
leave Colfax until I saw his body, which 
was not buried when the United .States
marshal arrived; on the day of the fight saw 
Billy and John Burch; some of the men 
who were shot begged for their lives; my 
husband begged for his life; some of the 
usa  yelled: others did not say a word 

Levin Allen sworn—Was in Colfax first
of April last; saw u, squad of men, headed 
by old man lladnot; Gilly, John and Luke 
Hadnot and Dick Torrey were with him: it

I will attend to them afterward:" the white 
men kept shooting until eleven o’cleek at 
night; heard a voiee say something about 
the wounded men escaping; they looked for 
Us; I saw them strike a light on the gallery 
where wo had been; there were about 
twenty of them; one said that we ought to 
have been "stewed" at once; when we left 
the courthouse at the surrender we all laid 
down our arms; had nothing when I was 
shot; saw the cannon when I was in the 
courthouse; it was on the river bank; it was 
about l.’iO yards from Shackleford's house 
above the ferry: they shot at the court 
house with it; shooting the door and the 
window to pieces: one of the slugs di 
emhowled a lad who was inside; Shack 
White was wounded; saw no one inside 
shooting: we felt mighty bad in there.

Cross-examined—Can't say that M r. Lewis 
was in the tight; I didn’t see him there; 
was in Colfax several days beiore the 
light; Sheriff Shaw summoned me; I have 
a brother; I never threatened that I and 
my crowd would clean out the whites, take 
their women, and knock the children in the 
head; did not see old man lladnot wear a 
sash, or rosette, or sword.

Direct examination resumed—Saw the 
Hadnots on the day of the tight.

Jackson Thomas sworn—Was at Colfax 
last April; was there seven days before the 
light; went there lor protection: saw no 
armed white men in Colfax before the fight; 
the tight took place on Saturday; no, it 
was on Easter Suuday; the shooting began 
at ffido A.M.; I was behind the breastworks; 
think I saw 700 armed white men; sLot 
passed over my head; there was plenty 
shooting; I remained nu the ground 
until the last cannot! ball wa* fired, 
when I went into the courthouse; stayed in 
the courthouse an hour; white men were 
shooting, and they got pino to fire the 
courthouse: some of our people ran dow n 
the road; w hen the fire began we surren­
dered, stacking our arms; when we went 
out the white men fired on us; I was wound­
ed in my right shoulder; do not know the 
man who took me prisoner; they kept us 
until dusk; Mr. Nash told me to bring water 
from the river for his men; there were 
forty-eight prisoners in the yard; William 
Cruikshank and another man took  out Wil­
liam Williams and G. Nelson to shoot them; 
saw Denis Lemoine, John l l a d n o t ,  John
Compton; I know them; will know William 
"  tiki............................... -Cruikshank when I see him; 1 see 1). L 
auoine, William Cruikshank and John Had. 
hot at the bar; the shooting ceased' at 
eleven o’clock; when they took men iu the 
ward to shoot them 1 got under the louse, 
bat di«i not remain long; finally fan to the 
tvoods; wert to Colfax for protection; 1 live 
Jive miles from Colfax.

Cross examination—I heard \\*. Crnik- 
shank tell a gentleman that lie was going 
to take out G. Nelson and William Williams 
twenty-live yards and shoot them; once 
before the fight I saw John lladnot with 
others riding near Colfax; his gun was at 
half cock, and it had a cap on the tube: 
be was ou the right, I on the left side; had 
a gun iu the courthouse; there was no 
drilling und no captains or sergeants among 
Site colored people.

Woodbury Gabriel sworn—Was at the 
Colfax tight; was itorn in that neighbor­
hood; light b.guu between six and seven 
o'clock: wag before the courthouse door, iu 
the breastwork; stayed there until the hot 
iron begun to tall too thick; some ran down 
the road and others into the courthouse; 
Shack White called to Bill Irwin that we 
had surrendered; after the surrender I ran 
to the river bank when .Mr. Hopkins shot 
me; was wounded in my back, and the ball 
went through to my breast, and my aunt 
cut it out next day; 1 crawled down the 
bank and was there when the steamboat 
•-•attic; Lacour asked Hopkins who killed 
that nigger (pointing to me as I laid ou the 
ground); Hopkins said he did: went to Col- 
lax lor gaiety; we never intended to harm 
{he white people.

Cross-examination—I had a gun: loaded 
it myself with bird shot; did nut shoot it; 
took my provisions with me; we had no 
drillings and no captains; heard of no light 
before that of Easter Sunday: did not know 
that Scarber was chased; did not hear of 
Judge Rutland's house being robbed; there

was after breakfast that 1 first learned that 
we were to be attacked; saw two squads of 
men; Nash came into town and inquired for 
me, and for some one else; he saw John 
Meyers; I went up half a mile and met 
Nash, in the Smithfield quarters; his force 
was behind him; Nash said he wanted us 
to stack our arms and disperse, and if we 
did we would not be hurt; I reminded him 
that colored men had been hurt, and I was 
afraid to trust the word of any of them; 
Nash said he would give us thirty minutes 
to take away our women and children; 
there were a good many of them; thev 
left and were strung all along the road; it 
was more than thirty minutes before we 
were attacked; they tired a cannon five or 
six times, and they had a line of skirmish­
ers who used small arms; the bullets fell 
thick; Robert Aaron stood on the opposite 
bank and told the men to place the cannon 
on the river bank; this was done, and on 
the first shot our people broke; some ol 
them went into the courthouse and some 
down the road; these latter were pursued 
and eliot; I took luv horse and escaped, 
going into the woods: I turned out un­
horse and went to a place where I could see 
the courthouse; saw it when burning; heard 
the report of small arms almost continually; 
stayed in the woods until midnight; at the 
fight saw all the Hickmans; they were in 
the crowd that chased the men'down the 
road; I see Tom Hickman in cqurt; Bill 
Irwin, now in court, I saw then: next morn­
ing. when I left the woods, saw the Hick­
mans and Alfred Lewis, all armed, going 
from Colfax on horsefiaek: I was told 
not to go to Colfax, for Nash hail 
said he would kill me; II. Hickman shot 
Bounce; I saw him do it; there were skir­
mishes before Easter Sunday, on one occa­
sion Nash’s party made an attack: there 
were about 200 men: knew onlv four of 
them—Messrs. Cazabat, Compton. YViily 
and George Marsh; went to Colfax, for "l 
was afraid to remain at home; Shaw left 
beiore the light, and 1 never saw him until 
I arrived here; our people generally said 
that they assembled iu Colfax for safety; 
once 1 wrote to Nash informing him that 
he could have the courthouse if lie would 
let us have peace, hut never got an answer; 
saw Shaw walked off' from Colfax; Nash's 
men were then in sight, and in line.

At this time the court was adjourned un­
til to-morrow at ten o'clock, when Aliya 
will again he put on the witness stund.

Kcniidimivina Senmen’s Friend Society of 
N e w  O r le a n s ,

Jturing two winters before the present 
season religious services liave been held !n 
the Seamen's Bethel, in the Marigny build­
ing, in both the English and Scandinavian 
languages. Tha increasing demand for 
labor among Scandinavian seamen led to 
some incipient measures last spring and 
summer, both here and at New York, to 
supply the need. Iq autumn, as tho Scandi­
navian tlotilla returned, and till the present 
time, religious meetings of much interest 
have been regularly held in the Bethel, in 
their language, with a goodly number of 
hopeful conversions. Mr. John Rudeen Las 
labored among them with great fidelity and 
acceptance.

Ou the evening of February I a meeting 
of Scandinavian captains and seamen and 
citizens was held in the Bethel, and the de­
sirableness ol a more commodious pTaee of 
worship and a missionary tospeuk to them 
in their own language, was universally ac­
knowledged. A lively interest in the object 
was expressed, and a subscription list was 
opened to meet the expense, anil n com- ; 
mitteo was appointed to carry tho plan into 
execution.

As tho result of the labors of this com­
mittee, a society has been regularly char­
tered and completely organized, and is in 
active operation, not iu rivalry with or op* 
position to any other organization, but a

late the Private market* * f New .Ur 
leans

In the Senate, Febrnary 26, Mr. Harris 
moved that this bill, vetoed by the Gov­
ernor, become a law, the veto of the 
Governor to the contrary notwithstanding.

The motion was seconded by Mr. Black 
burn, who, obtaining the floor, spoke as 
follows:

Mr. President—1 have refrained hereto­
fore from saving anything on this question, 
contenting inyseli with simply voting for 
tho measure, believing that even a wayfar­
ing man, though a fool, could not fail to see 
the justice and propriety of it. But, sir, as 
the matter has assumed the seriousness of a 
veto, and since the Republican organ par 
ej■celknte of this State, the R e pu b l ic a n  
newspaper of this city, has come to the 
rescue on behalf of the opposition in a 
prominent and authoritative editorial, I 
must ask your indulgence, and the indul­
gence of the enlightened majority of the 
Senate, while I make a few remarks to the 
issue—sufficient at least to indicate some 
reasons why I support the measure.

Were I a demagogue, Sir President, 1 
would support wnat is termed the free mar­
ket system of this city, and oppose the 
measure now before the Senate; but, as a 
statesman, legislating lor the whole people, 
upon an enlightened, safe and healthy 
basis, I would certainly do otherwise. A 
law maker should always look deeper than 
the mere surface of current events for a 
rule of action—the whims of the hour should 
not control him; and, above all, should ■ 
he guard well against the common slogan 
of common rights, which, in ninety-nine 
cases out of a hundred, is specious and hyp­
ocritical in its fruits and results, if not in 
original intention. And precisely, in my 
opinion, is this the case with the opposition 
to this bill abolishing free markets or regu* 
lating the free markets of this city. The 
plea is that every man has the common 
right to open a market at any* corner he 
>leases. so that every other* citizen may 
jave the right to buy meat wherever he 
pleases, and eat as much of it as he pleases, 
whether sound or rotten. This, I say, is both 
special and specious pleading—it* is mere 
surface reasoning, designed solely, in my 
opinion, to catch the ear of the unthinking 
masses. You might as Well say that a man 
lias the right to tie a millstone about his 
neck and roll into the Mississippi river; you 
might as well say that every man in *the 
c-ity who eats meat has aright to have a pig- 
stye of his own, and the tight to slaughter 
his own pig, or his own calf, and throw 
whatever portion thereof he can not eat 
nto the streets, to be taken up by the scav­

enger carts, or perchance to be sprinkled 
over with some sanitary drops of the 
learned Board of Health, to save it from 
putrefaction aud kill its pestilential odors. 
This, I say, is the logical sequence of the 
reasoning of chose who oppose the measure 
now beiore the Senate. Gentlemen may 
deny it, and say that they advocate no such 
ruiuous results: and I am willing to agree 
that they do not so intend, but I assert that 
the loose doctrine of common rights, which 
they so flippantly advocate, lead irresistibly 
to the results indicated. For there uuis; 
be a limit somewhere to define and distin­
guish freedom irom licentiousness; aud if 
you do not found this limit in written law, 
you must leave it to the unbridled whims 
and caprices of man, which I assert alwavs 
lead to and result iu the destruction of all 
sale and well defined liberty.

Now, sir, I can have no interest in tLis 
matter, other' than to aid iu establishing iu 
this great city of our State, a well re- 

ulated system of wholesome marketing: 
and in this I am about as much interested 
is any other citizen of the State, whether 
ho lives in New Orleans or the country. 
And you need not tell me that it is not 
better and safer to coniine this matter, in 
the main, a; least, to the regular market 
laces of the city. I agree with tue Gov­

ernor, as expressed iu his veto, that the 
matter of revenue to the city should have 
but little to do with tho question—this 
should be merely au incidental considera­
tion—tho main question being permanent 
and healthy markets. And I assert that 
the leading intelligence and enlightenment 

New Orleans is opposed to this promis- 
ious free market system—ii a system could 

justly bo called free, which really deteror. 
ites and at the same time enhances the price 

of provisions—the learned letter of the 
learned head of the Board of Health ae- 
companving the Governor’s veto to tho 
contrary notwithstanding. It is only a 
case of the common disagreement of doc­
tors. And when doctors disagree, who 
shall decide? I think that in this case the 
Senate should decide, and I think it will 
decide, and decide judiciously and justly, 
by passing the bill over the well worded 
aud plausible veto of the Governor—plaus­
ible but certainly not well founded—and 
oyer the manifesto of the clever president 
of the Board of Health, and over the dicta­
tion ot that most able and influential 
journal, the New Orleans R e pu b l ic a n .

Now, Mr. President, let these numerous 
tree markets go on. and you will find iu the 
end that all I here say and indicate is true, 
and will prove more 'than true. It will «e 
like efforts I have often seen to build up a 
permanent and efficient institution of learn­
ing, against a number ol small aud badly 
managed and totally inetlicient schools, 
taught or presided over by Tom, Dick and 
Harry, themselves without education aud 
without responsibility to tho community. 
Directly all would go down, and the com­
munity would find itself left without any 
educational facilities whatever. And just 
so you will find it in the case of these so. 
called but misnamed free markets if they 
are allowed to go on in opposition to the 
regular and more responsible market sys­
tem. You will find your city without any 
markets at all—pr none scarcely that a dm*

Hancock Literary Association.
At the last meeting the claims of the 

modern novel were considered at length by 
a variety of speakers. Its history from the 
times of Horace Walpole was taken up by 
the president, Dr. Whitaker, and brought 
dow n to the present era. The romance, as 
exemplified by the author of the "Castle of 
Otranto'* and Mrs. Badcliffe, the novel of 
English life and manners introduced by 
Fielding, the historical novel* of Sir Wa! 
ter Scott, and the sensational novel of which 
Wilkie Collins in England aud Mrs. South- 
worth in America furnish examples, were 
passed under review, and their merits and 
demerits considered. Ot the novels illus­
trating the social life of England of the 
present day. Dr. Whitaker paid a high com­
pliment, t it passant, to those of Albany de 
Fonblanque, Esq.

Professor Foley, the vice president, was 
not greatly impressed with the utility of 
the novel. It was a kind of writing in­
vented, he said, simply to kill time. Ho 
quoted with high approval a remark of 
Lord Campbell, that the counselor or ad­
vocate should coniine himself to that class of 
reading which he could turn to practical 
account next day in court. Sir Walter 
*>ootr, Mr. Dickens, Mr. Bulwer, and An­
thony Trollope, hail introduced into their 
novels ingenious accounts of imaginary 
trials, which might be read with advantage, 
although they could not properly be quoted 
before the judges as authority. As for the 
characters introduced into novels, the speci­
mens of men and women we met with every 
day in our ordinary intercourse, were often 
just as extraordinary; ard the landscapes 
and scenery presented to the eyo ol the J Wcuy'*cdd bearing 
curious observer in nature, were more beau- five, h i e  maiket” 
t ’ful and entrancing than any that could be 
found in the most highly finished novels.

Judge Whitaker said, that much of the 
beet literature of the day was embodied iu 
novels. It was not a kind of writing that 
w-as To be indiscriminately condemned.
The novels of Walter .Scott were great epics 
in prose; transcripts of past ages and their 
history; as worthy of being studied for 
the lessons they inculcate, and the varied 
and valuable information they impart, as 
the Iliad of IJonier. aud more so than the 
Paradise Lost of Miiton. To tho profes­
sional man, this kind of composition—he 
spoke from experience—afforded the most 
agreeable relief, after a day spent in the 
dialectical battles of the forum. The moral* 
tty of Fielding did not suit the refined idea* 
of the present century, but what we had

The Virginiua Outrage.
The conclusion of tlie etartiiu^ opinion ol 

Attorney General William* in °tii*> case ot 
tin* steamer Virginias was t » ?!i<* etlect that 
she was not at the tune of her seizure by 
the Spaniards an American vessel, sailing 
under a register properly obtained. It lias 
not been credibly announced that the attor­
ney of the Spanish government, son-in-law 
of the Secretary of State, had aught to do 
with tiie procurement of this opinion, but 
were it known that he took part in the con­
trivance the inference would be that he was 
moved by the prospect ol a lee on a Spanish 
claim for indemnity to be preferred against 
the United States government on account 
of compelling the return of the Virginius; 
but whether or not the opinion was procured 
through such agency, and for the object 
named, there is little doubt that it will be 
used as the basis ot a claim for indemnity.

Papers have been tiled in the State De­
partment with this end in view, and it has 
been intimated by officials connected with 
the business that these papers constitute au 
ample foundation for the claim. .More riian 
this, the department has been for a week 
past engaged in making up the case in an­
ticipation of a iormai demand tor indem­
nity. This suspicious haste in preparing 
the way lor a dive into the public treasury 
appeared hardly ereditable. The truth of 
the assertion is insisted upon by a gentle­
man who has been found reliable in many 
other instance*.—Aero York Hun.
