OUR CANAL BILL.

The Washington correspondent of the
New York Times says:

There i3 no doubt that the project to com-
plete the St. Philip canal around the
mouths of the Mississippi river is defeated
for this session. Representativea Hurlbut,
Stove and Bass, the sub.committes of the
House Comuittee on Railroads and Canals,
appointed to investigate the matter, have
determined upon their report to the general
committee, which, there is little doubt, will
be adopted. The sub-committee have dee
cided that they have been placed in posses-
#ion of insufficient data to recommend &
bill appropristing monsy for the construcs
tion of the canal.

The report shows little more than that

the plan is pructicable. The engineers do
not even indicate s ronte for the canul.
They estimate the minmum cost of the
canal av §10,000,600,

This by no means shows that Congress
has adopted, or will adopt, the Fads ob-
struetion, which has never been examined
atall. Congress las indicated a demand
formore exact c¢xaminations, that isall
Bt will Congress lend the mouth of the
Mississippi for an frresponsible experi-
ment? Will the Missouri delegation re-
lenso the government from its cbligations
to tuuke a decp water ontlet and accept &
joint stock company as a substitute? Iy
30 means,

The proposition will be made that the
Seeretary of War shall be directed to make
a thorough und detailed survey oi the lfm-,
with estimates for the cost of construction,
to report at the next session of Congress,

It is not, then, probable that the passes
will be presented to Mr, Eads as a field
of “financial” hydrographic experfment.
If this should Le done, then any further
hurry of the ecanal would be useloss,
and the committee would not order it to
be done.

The best thing that esn DLe done
would Dle to order some examina-
tion of Mr, Eads’ plan of paling in the
Mississippi with o plank fence, that its
utter phsurdity may be demonstrated
again, ‘This reconnoissance and estimate
of location should be made by the gove
ernment, and if the chimers of making
solid shore of a votten nnd bottomless
marsh is to be tricd, let the government
muke lier experiment and execute the
work, We can, at least, stop the governe
ment whea the private eontract wonld be
like our wooden pavement on 8t. Charles
street. We might neither get the eons
tract completed nor regain, withont great
dumnges, the use of our property again,

The Louisiuna delegation shonld, on
finding that Mr Eads has succeeded in
blocking the Mississippi, introduce guch
a resolution as this:

Wnereas, Congress, while of opinfon
that the Fort 8t. Philip canal ia practicable
of constroction, and offers a solution of the
outlet problem of the Mississippi river, does
not find the surveys and reconnoissanee,
construction and location of that work suf.
ficiently complete or conclusive as jo the
cost or location thereof; thersiore
