C u b a n  A l la i r e .

tThe New York Herald, ol tlie sixth, Jme 
^ke following:

The nows recently received a t the Cuban 
agency in this city is up to the eleventh of 
January  last. Iu addition to what appeared 
in yesterday's Ik-rnld, the items given below 
were furnished to a reporter through the 
kindness of Mr. Aldama.

In Cainaguey tlie Cubans have 824 horses, 
captured a t various points in that district 
during recent operations. In this arm they 
are now superior to the Spaniards

On the ninth of January the battle of Me- 
# tones, near Tunas anu Ouaimaro, was 

fought, between (Hit) Cubans, under Calixto 
Garcia, and 1300 Spaniards. The battle 
lasted eight hours. The Cuban cavalry was 
unable to enter into action because iif tlie 

• broken nature of the ground. TbeSpauiards 
entered the Cuban camp, but were soon af­
terw ard repulsed, and left forty one dead 
bodies on the field. They owed their final 
escape to the bravery of the rear guard, 
tiiat showed a determined front to the pur­
suing Cubans. The la tter captured fifty 
horses, ten prisoners, twelve guns and 
other booty. ,

Since the ninth of Ju ly  last, when Max­
imo Gomez assumed command of Cama- 
guey, up till the eleventh of January, a 
large number of men has been added to the 
insurgent forces. The following details are 
given of the arms aud ammunition taken 
from the Spaniards: 58A stand of arms of 
precision, 81 percussion rifles, 81.377 rounds 
metallic cartridges (for both calibres of the 
Remington gun), 7510 rifle arm ammunition, 
(7.170 caps, 134 pounds powder. 500 machetes,

A number of volunteers (?), bringing arms 
am i accoutrements, and accompanied bv 
their families, bad presented themselves iii 
the camp ol General Vincente Garcia.

This General reports the existence of a 
complete reaction among the volunteers, 
numbers ot whom are from time to time 
passing over to the Cubans. He gives an 
official report of the battle and capture of 
La Zanja, au account of which appeared 
some time ago in tlie Herald. The sutler's 
and three other well supplied stores were 
sacked by the victorious rebels, who have 
reuiained in garrison a t the captured fort. 
Geueral Garcia sends with his report a list 
of thirty-nine prisoners' names taken in the 
T-anja. They belonged to the Casadores of 
Arragon.

The Washington correspondent of flic fit, 
Louis Globe says:

The position taken by Western Repub. 
lieans in general conversation on the Me- 
L rary railroad bill may be regarded as proof 
ol their probable votes. It does not seem 
likely now that there will be ten votes 
against it among the representatives of Illi­
nois, Indiana, tlie Northwest, Missouri 
Iowa, Kansas. Nebraska, Oregon, Nevada, 
California, and probably Ohio, while the 
South will be almost a unit in its favor. It 
is eonceded tha t the feeble revamping of 
States rights theories, w ith which the Dem­
ocratic opposition lias armed itself, is the 
death of any tendency to inliuence to which 
the party may have gained iu the farmers' 
movement.

Shrewd politicians regard this session as 
sure to commit the Republican party  in 
Congress to the policy of government super­
vision of railroads. This is accepted as 
giving a new lease of power. The President 
lias recently renewed expressions of ap­
proval of some such measures as McCrary 's

General Butler wants the governorship 
or Massachusetts, in order, by enforcing 
M ate control of railroads, that ho muv 
thereby put himself a t the head of the na­
tional movement iu that direction.

Senator Jones, of Nevada, will,’ it is un ­
derstood, support such a proposition, and 
goes even further in advocating the national 
und Mato ownership of road beds und 
tineks, so tha t tlio roads mav bo used undor 
proper regulations by any one who can ob­
tain power and conveyances. The Eastern 
vote will be divided.
