THE DIVER8I0H OF OUR TRADE.
In looking over the notice of. a mer­

chant in bankruptcy we find the following 
list of unpaid taxes: State, 1871, $182 75; 
city, 1870, $284; 1870, $157 70; 1872- 
$294. This aggregate of something less 
than one thousand dollars could not 
have sent that merchant into bank­
ruptcy; first, because it would have been 
distributed through so many years: and 
secondly, because he never paid it. It may 
be that his customers did pay their taxes 
and so ruined themselves and their mer­
chants. To this theory, as Mr. Jefferson 
said of his ancestral pedigree, “let each 
accord the merit that he chooses/*

It is to our mind plain that taxes, how. 
ever onerous and exorbitant, have hot 
been the sole cause of our commercial 
embarrassment. This is not said to ex. 
onerate ourselves or our party, because 
the arrest and reduction of taxes by an 
exclusively Republican Legislature and 
executive proves that we neither make an 
excuse for the abuse, nor acknowledge any 
exclusive responsibility for it.

We consider this habit of regarding the 
taxes as the sole cause of commercial stag, 
nation a mote in tho popular <-ye that has 
greatly obscured the distinct perception 
of the true reason. Employing a negative 
argument, it may bo remembered that 
other States and cities have suffered tho 
same or even greater abuse* and yet have 
gained in wealth and population in spite 
of them. We r e f e r  especially to I’onusy! 
vania and New York.

We do not cbooso on this occasion to 
quarrel with the professional politicians 
who have seized on the commercial de. 
clino concommitant with tax abuses, os a 
reason for changing tho administration 
of goverment. The State government of 
Louisiana is in the hands of Republicans, 
bnt the city government is under exclu 
sive control by the complainants. We can 
perceive no more prosperity under the one 
than the other. Let, then, the sole cause 
of commercial decline be held in suspenso 
a moment, while we examine some other 
causes, which affect New Orleans in 
common with other great commercial 
cities. If it can be shown that these other 
causes are applicable in the one case as in 
others, our object will have been attained. 
We shall have shown that the one cause 
assigned is not adequate to produce the 
effect asserted, and that other commercial 
communities have suffered decline from 
causes common to ourselves also.

The great cause which disturbs the 
commercial progress of cities has always 
been the change in the channels of trade 
itself. The discovery of Vasco de Gama 
broko up the caravan cities and seaports 
of the East. The Suez canal and Trans* 
Alpine railroads have replaced Venice and 
Genoa on the pathway of commerce, and 
they revive again.

Scarcely any of these changes In the line 
of human intercourse has produced 
greater change than the substitution of rail 
for river movement. The principal cities 
ot’ America have been founded where the 
rivers meet the sea, and all Interior W a y s 

have been made tributary to this outlet, 
The adoption of a right line commerce 
now builds cities where there is fto navi­
gable river, but the ability to radiate rail- 
roads into an area which could before have 
but employed the imperfect development 
ef a navigable river gives a far greater 
power to collect and distribute commerce 
to the railroad cities.

YVe cite Chicago and Baltimore ns two 
prominent examples of commercial pros­
perity, based on tho railway alone. Nat­
urally this new system must base injured 
the growth of those cities which had 
otherwise enjoyed a monopoly of water- 
borne commerce.

We now’ make a particular application 
ot these observations. Mayor Havemever, 
in a lato message, enters upon the causes 
which threaten to arrest the import and 
export trade of Now York. The State 
Controller has shown that when the St. 
Lawrence canal improvements, now under 
contract, shall have been completed, the 
cost of carrying a ton of wheat from 

ake Michigan to the port of Montreal 
ill bo but $3 50. The cost of carrying 
ton of wheat over the Erie canal alone 

is $(’> -12. If this canal were made free of 
toll tho comparative cost would still be 
as $3 50 to $5 15. Mayor Havemeyer 
omits the decisive fact that the time, dis« 
tauce and carrying capacity of the St. 
Lawrence and its canals surpass the same 
elements ia regard to the Hudson and 
Erie canal. Tho limyof warns the filer-

the reader that there is a more compre­
hensive cause for our commercial distress 
than taxation. If New York is alarmed 
into measures of self-protection, wby 
should New Orleans halt or hesitate in 
doing the same thing ?. Next to repealing 
a debt or tax is to create the ability to 
pay if. This can be best done by snch 
means as afe proposed by Mayor Have, 
meyer. Can not our tnayor publish a 
similar document?

NATURAL ENGINEERS.
The R epublican  has explained that a 

civil engineer js professionally neither a 
statesman nor a scholar. His mission is 
to devise the best mode of construction 
after the more enlarged intelligence of tho 
legislator has determined the special work 
to be necessary. Thus the agency of the 
board of engineers who recently made a 
reconnoissance and survey of location for 
the Fort St. Philip canal, were limited in 
their report to the cost and practicability 
of tho proposed work.

On the other hand we defend the in­
valuable professions of the engineer from 
nny Invasion by the inexperts who claim 
authority to speak on questions of ruutho- , 
matical and mechanical science, and who ; 
are thus, so to speak, natural engineers, j 

That the distant public may see bow we 
are beset by these gifted interlopers, we 
will cite an article from the Memphis Re­
gister. The natural engineer who runs 
that journal neither approves tho outlet 
canal nor the jetty. In fact be proposes 
to Ignore tho mouth of tho Mississippi 
entirely and carry tho Western commerce 
to sea by a new outlet, to wit: the 1 Ura­
turia canal and the B.irataria bay. When 
we remonstrate with this natural engineer 
that tho canal which bo proposes Will be, 
by the chain of bayous and lakes, about 
sixty miles in length, that it will open into 
an exposed roadstead where there is neither 
depth of water nor harborage for the 
heavy shipping of the period, and that it 
Will fall into the gulf sixty or seventy 
miles west of the present outlet, we .should 
hope to bo “let up’* ©u this improvement. 
This instructive experl discovers an ad. 
vantage in this last geographical fact. Ho 
says:

If this canal was made, it would have a 
great saving of time, fule. etc., to vessels. 
To a steamer coming lrom Texas, and re­
turning, there would be a saviDg of two 
hundred and ninety miles on the round 
trip.

Now as ©nr trade with Texas is limited 
to small sehooners and a line of steamers 
which connects by the Opelousas railroad 
and Atchafalaya bay, it would be poor 
policy to send all our corn and cotton 
trade so much out of the way to save time 
and distance in the Texas trade.

But our officious friend of the Register 
js not satisfied with this suggestion. He 
persists iu prescribing for our wants, lie 
adds:

Another great improvement in thl* regard 
would attend the cutting of a canal trom 
Now Orleans which would empty the Mis­
sissippi river into Luke Borgne, six mike 
from the city. This c;:nal would greatly 
aid in passing off tho grea* floods of water 
which move down and overflow tbo bottom 
lands, as well as give direct water commit 
nieatioa with the city «T Mobile.

Lake Borgne ia uot six miles from the 
city. The canal connection proposed be* 
tween that lake and tho river is twelve- 
miles below tho city. The Lake Borgne 
itself does not pretend to more than nine 
or ten leet depth, while tho commerce of 
the YVest demands ten feet more depth 
than we now have, or thirty feet. The 
explanation of this natural chemist why 
Ms canals would not fill with mud is so 
lucid that we subjoin it fof the considera­
tion of Professor Eads:

The steamship Louisiana, now about to 
arrive, is said to have on board a largo 
quantity of such wines, and. it is talked 
abont that the intention of the consignees 
here is lo return the goods rather than 
bond them or pay duty. Looking at the 
matter dispassionately, both as regards 
native products and the impost revenue 
to accrue to the natioD, we fail to see that 
the proposed change of tariff can be of 
benefit.

SINGULAR LEGAL PRACTICE.
Tht* Picayune notices and comments 

upon a rather singular case which has 
been introduced in the Sixth District 
Court, and is therein pending, though a 
motion has been evade to dismiss. Party 
No. 1 has sued No. 2 for $10,000 damages 
for obtaining an injunction in the proper 
court against the execution of a judgment 
of a justice of the peace for forty dollars!

Judge Meunitr of the Third District 
Court, granted the injunction upon » 
showing that the party defendant 
before the justice of tlia peace bad 
never been cited. He, therefore, 
stayed proceedings, nfid sent the case 

1 back, with instructions to proceed accord­
ing to law. No farther action has been 
taken, and it is supposed nothing morn 
will be done, ns the alleged debtor says be 
has a good defense. Accordingly, there ia 
no judgment to be enforoed, no claim 
proved. And Upon these grounds, the 
plaintiff in the justice's court goes before 
Judge Saucier and asks for the enormous 
sum of ten thousand dollars damages. - 
Damages for what? Refusing to pay forty 1 
dollars, which tho defendant declares he 
does not owe. Even ii be owed a hundred ! 
times forty dollars We can not see bow 
damages to the tune of ten thousand dol­
lars could be piled up for failing to pay. 
And yet, Judge Saucier is earnestly wrest­
ling with this problem, with some doubt 
in tho public mind abnnt the final de* 
cision. Perhaps the Picayune is slightly 
in error when it denies Judga Saucier’s 
jurisdiction, but there is no reason to 
doubt its entire correctness when it de­
clares that a claim for ten thousand dol­
lars is out of all proportion to any dam* 
ages that could arise under a forly dollar 
suit. *

A Paris letter says the fashionable world 
of Paris is making up this season for the 
lack of gayeties the past year. Never were 
there given in the capital so many grand 
dinners, so many splendid receptions, so 
many halls. The French and Italian operas 
are well and fashionably attended, llerve 
is getting ready a new operetta, Offenbach 
has one ready, Lecocq iaat work, and the 
dramatic authors all have new plays ready. 
Then is much dressing, pinch show, and at 
the Bois de Boulogne the show of equipages 
is rery fine,

We may lose the enormous and precious 
commerce of the West, which, steadily in­
creasing for the last forty years, has fur­
nished—and, with a mode rate amount of 
wisdom and forecast in the present genera­
tion, will permanently continue to furnish— 
the very life blood ol this great metropolis.

He tells them that it is only by a proper 
and speedy removal of all obstructions 
from the present waterway “we can suc­
cessfully compete with tho Canadian 
canals, even if aided by all tho power of 
the British government.” Perhapsit may 
aid our merchants in estimating the true 
cause of our commercial stagnation to be 
reminded of the immense amount of 
YVestern trade now carried to the city -of 
New York. But for artificial improve­
ments of railroads and canals, these 
amounts, if created or moved to market 
at all. must have passed New Orleuns.

The total tonnage of the New York 
canal and railroads in 1S72 was 12,C32,743 
tons, or more than twelve times the whole 
tonnage moved on the Mississippi to New 
Orleans, of which one-half may be esti­
mated as through or YYestern Height, torn 
from the Mississippi and its tributaries. 
The mayor adds that “a considerable por­
tion of the orders which are received from 
shippers direct that they be sent over lines 
of transportation to Europe terminating 
in Philadelphia, Boston, or other ports.” 

If, then, a great city like New York 
finds herself threatened with a diversion 
of trade by rivals who offer superior ad­
vantages, is it not evident that New Or­
leans, from which almost the whole 
through Western trade of New York has 
been diverted, must have suffered from 
the same primary and principal cause?

ttINES AND REVENUE.
Nome days since an article appeared in 

tho columns of a contemporary, referring 
lo the proposed change In tho duty on 
wines. The party who Wrote the article 
in question is no doubt very energetic and 
enterprising, but Lis remarks are not sub- 
stantially correct. Tho change in the duty 
on imported wine*, as proposed at Wash* 
ingtou and bruited £af and wide by tele­
graph, is to impose a uniform and specific 
duty of forty-five cents per gallon on all 
claret and light wines. This, If adopted, 
would necessitate an increase on all wines 
now in store and to arrive whoso invoiced 
value does not exceed twenty cents per 
gal loti, and would involve a decrease on 
the finer nnd higher priced wines.

One result of the agitation of this meas­
ure has already transpired, to wit: The 
immediate withdrawal of all the light 
wines from bond that have been adjusted 
as liable to a duty of twenty-five cents jar 
gallon. Over sixty thousand dollars was 
paid on this account at the customs office 
of this city last week. Of course the 
finer grades of wine, that would naturally 
pay a higher duty and under the proposed 
new law would be proportionately re. 
duced, have been left in store. The pro. 
posed modification In the fariff would, 
therefore, redonud greatly to tho benefit 
of importers, at least for a great while to 
come. For no one for a moment supposes 
that prices would bo reduced to accord 
with the removal of the impost duty un­
til such tax was actually felt by the trade.

It is hinted that this change of schedule 
has been brought about by the grape 
growers ot Ohio and California, thus 
making a new phase in our protective 
tariff,

Iu view of tho present temperance cru­
sade, we Leg leave to say that the driving 
away of light wines and the gentler stimu­
lants from our midst will have an inevit­
able tendency to drive men to strong 
drink. That it will put money in the 
purses of a few in the ring, we do not 
doubt. I’erhaps that is the object of the 
proposed alteration. Those who have 
large stocks of wine on hand, upon which 
twenty-five cents per gallon has been paid, 
will no doubt look complacently upon 
th* promulgation at an enactment that 
fixes the tariff oil the same style of wine

RELAXING 1HS RULE?.
| His Holiness Plus IX. has been gra­
ciously please d to permit certain mem­
bers of the Catholic church in the West to 
join the Grangers if they find in the doc­
trines of that party nothing contrary to 
the creed of the church. As tho Granger-.’ 
Society is a political organization, formed 
to promote the material interests of the 
farmers of the Northwest, this permission 
of the Pope will bo hailed as a step to­
ward a recognition of the principle of po­
litical freedom. YVo may set it down for 
a precedent, and that American citizens 
will be permitted hereafter to join any 
political party that does uot interfere 
with their religious belief. It is com­
fortable to know that wo have snch po­
litical privileges.

YYe shall be obliged to believe the Pica­
yune is sincerely opposed to the Eads* 
jetty humbug, if it says so, and will not 
devoto too much time and space to its de. 
fense, whetlur original or supplied by an 
outsider. YVo know it is customary to 
open tho columns of tho city papers to 
“intelligent planters," though We often 
see evidences in their writings to doubt 
their intelligence or honesty. The planter 
who was lately entertained by the Pica­
yune may know something about rattoons 
and sweet potatoes, but he is not destined 
to shins as an engineer.
