A G azette reporter was with the eon 
deinned man until eleveu o'clock la st night 
and throughout the conversation he wore 
the same confident air which has charac 
ferized him during his long imprisonment, 
He wrote a letter to the G azette  last night 
in which he states tha t he is murdered by 
his enemies, through forms of law. without 
giving him the least showing.

The scaffold was erected in the courthouse 
yard, in front of the jail where Wallace was 
confined. Looking a t it, he asked the re­
porter if he didn't think that was a mighty 
shabby affair upon which to hang him.

He expressed no fear of death, and stated 
his confidence th a t he would be borne 
away to heaven by angels. I f  turned loose 
now he said that, with a couple of good re 
volvers. lie thougut bo could “get uway' 
with a good many of his enemies, but, he 
stated, they were afraid to meet him. They 
were a p ick  of cowards who had sworn 
away his life because they were afraid of 
him.

The crowd in attendance a t the execution 
is reported as the largest ever assembled in 
Johnson county. W allace is reported as 
having killed several men besides the one 
for which ho was hung.

No train has yet arrived from Clarksville 
since the execution.
