We find in the Washington Republican of
the tenth instant the following letter from
ex-Governor Hebert:

Wasurserox, D. C., March 7, 1874,
Hou, Willlam Windom, Senator in Congress:

Sir—You will, I trust, pardon this liberty.
It 15 unnecessary, at this time, to enlarge
upon the vast importance and incalculable
commercial benetits of a permanent outlet,
from deep wator into deep water, near the
mouth ot the Missiesippi river. This work
of paramount necessity has engaged the at-
tention of engineers trom the period of
Spanish and French occupation down to
the present day. The idea of a oanal ia by
0o weana a new one. It has the respect-
ability of mature age. For year after year
we have “tinkered” with the mouths o[ the
river—scraping, dredging, dragging, blast-
ing, jettying—all to no purpose with-
out permanent resuits, large sums of pub-
lic money having been Lterally thrown
away. A board of officers of the United
States corps of engineers have, after ma-
ture and deliberate consideration, reported
favorably upon sn outlet called the “Fort
St. Philip canal.” This report is approved
aod indorsed by the chief of engineers,

The surveys upon which this report is
based are as full and complete as such pre-
liminary examinations are zenerally made.
In all contemplated great works—whether
fortitications, railroads, riverimprovements,
canals, ete.—prelimin surveys are al-
ways in order to establish, first, expediency,
practicability, feasibility. Thia being ac-
complished, a further survey, more elabo-
rate in details and scientific date, is made,
looking to the final locatiou of the work.
S0 soon as Congress indorses the first re-
port, it is in order to wake the second and
tinal survey, J

Crevasse in Carrell Pariak.

Governor Kellogg received a letter yes-
terday from Geoeral M. Jeff Thomp-
son, dated at Providence Landing, on
Saturday last, in which the Chief State En-
gineer announces the breaking of the levee
known as “Upper Bass,” bmlt during the
season of 1872-3. The disaster occurred at
five o'clock on Friday evenming, the thir-
teenth instant. About a dozen plantations
are overflowed, and the planters, of course,
will lose this season’s crops.

From the Laie Republican, of the four-
teenth, we gather the following additional
particulars concerning the condition of the
levees in Carroll parisgh:

The rapid rise in the river caught the
Levee Company napping a8 usnal, aud but
for the prompt and efficient eilforts of our
own citizens, would now have been pouring
through or over Elton levee. This levee
haa been neglected from time to tiwe, and
whenever any work has been done it was
either “skimped” or piaeed upon a line so
near the river that the same work had to be
done over again the next vear. Whatever
has becn the cause of this, such are the
facts, and on last Sunday the prospects
were gloomy epough; but Major Richard-
son, assistant engineer, happened to be on
hand, and did all pnssibﬁn in his power.
The resuit was that on Monday morning
Mr. W. C. Sanford had organized a large
force and was busily engaged raising and
strengthening the leves at thia point, so
that when Major James arrived on Tuesday
with a large number of men, Mr. Sanford’s
work had 8o far advanced he was enabled
to leave its completivn to Major James and
discharge his forece,

Much credit in due the men who so
mep:!y obeved the call to work on the
evee in our hour of danger; and to General
Sparrow. 8. Lewis, R. K. Anderson, Colonel
F. M. Nays, F. M. Melrose, Judge C. E.
Moss, Mr. Hamilton, C. Ed. Shearer and
others, for their prompt liberality in for-
nishing the much-needed funds for the pay-
ment of the laborers, thns establishing a
precedent and confidence wirh that class of
our eitizens who are the main dependence
on occasions like this.

We trust tlus our last leason, will be
enough, and that in rhe futare work on the
ievees will o commenced and finished in
due time—if for no other reason. on the
soore o! economy, for “‘green levees” built
at high water, with dirt from the “land”
atde are costly things, not to mention the
bad and dumaging eftect upon our planting
commuoity.

We rogret exceedingly to be compelled
to announee to our readers this week the
sud news of the breaking of what is known
as the Rhodea levee. just below Judge Mont-
gomery’s residence, and imwediately oppo-
site Judge Wyly's plantation. This levee
has been in davger for some days past, and
waould have had water runniu& over the top
of it the first part of this week had not Mr.
Husted, in ¢harge of the Penitentiary hands,
raised it some sixteen inches above its origi-
nul heighte But the whole levee wasen-
tirely too narrow in the base to withstand
the pressure of water againat it, particu-
farly as the entire line
oughly saturgted with water, and being
entirely of a sandy soil, it was to be ex-
pected that it would not withatand the pres-
sure,

We understand that Major James, with
120 additiona! men, arrived a few hours
