Mcerper ON PETERS STREET. — Be-
tween twelve and one o'clock yesterday
afternoon the boarding bouse of Mr. Fraw-
ley, No. 142 Peters street, was the scene of
an atffray resulting in the murder of a quiet,
peaceable man, named Pat Limerick. All
the parties were at the time sitting at the
dinner table with Mr. Frawley. There
wors aome words between a man named
Rassell aud Bill Dennison, who has been
considered a desperate man and is asid to
huve the biood of more than one man on
bis hands. Dennison took offense at some-
thing Russell aaid and went areund to the
side of the table where he was and called
bhim eithera rat ora frand. Russell rose and
turew Dennison on the floor. Mr. Frawley
then got between them and pushed Ruasell
oat of the door. By the time he had
got him out the deceased and Dennison were
ecufiing. Some say there were hard words
and vlows from Limerick, but the evidence
is not certain. As Mr. Frawley let go ot
Russel! wnd turned to separate the other
two, Dennison stabbed Limerick to the
heart with a knife, and was attempting to
repeat the blow before he could be stopped.
M:. Frawiey and his son caught his arm
and got the knife awagy, his hand being cut
in the effurt. The poiice were sent for, but

uone found, neither was a doctor. A
cah was then procured, but before
Limerick could be removed he died.

Dennison remsined sbout a sbort time
but uﬂcupml before the police arrived. He
is deseribed as & man of forty-four or forty-
five years of age, about five feet seven or
eizht inches tall, sandy eomplexion mous-
tache and hair, the latter closely cut. He
wore o gray flannel shirt, gaitera and a
reddish oolored coat. He has a habit of
nearly closing his eyes when conversing,
and looking 1n any one's face. He usually
Lves up the river, where he well known,
during the summer, and spenda the winters
in New Orleaus. One of his brothers lives
on o farm in Illinois. Both men were in
liquor at the time.

S’n: Limerick was a young man about
thirty-four yearsfold, of a quiet, peaceable
disposition and bad been in the company of
his murderer during the morning. He was
buried in Washington Cemetery.

Officer Richard Murphy of the harbor
precinet knowing Denmison put on citizen's
clothes and went in search of him. He
found traces of him in several boarding
housesa and at last got sight of him at the
alley gate of Thomas Malloy. On
Murphy's telling Malloy what kind
of a man Dennison was, he drove
him out. Officer Murphy, reinforced
by Officer McEntee, followed Dennison,
halted him at the corner of St. Joseph and
Foucher streets, and arrested him and
lockad him up at the first precinct. His
statement is that after Russell threw him
down, all beat h u, and Limerick kicked
him in the side when he was down. He
called, he says, for help, that he might not
be murdered, and none coming, was com-
pelied to use his knife.

To W, Jasper Blackburn:
81r—My recent note to Governor Kellogg.
inregard to printing the lawsin some forty or
more country journals (which found its way
into the newspapera without my knowledge
or consent), seems to have served you as the
basis of a communication to the Rerun-
LICAN, devoted partly to personal eriticism
and mysterious threats, and partly to a
dissertation on the subject of public print-
ing. In the former particulars, I do not
think it ia of sufficient intereat or impor-
tance to warrant a departure from my usual
custom of silence in such cases; but the
lattar feature I propose to notice briefly,
since you have challenged public attention
to the subject, and have omitted to state
some important facts which, in justice to
the people, I think should be more widely
known.
Since [ have occupiad tha poattion of An-
ditor it has been my constant desire and
endeavor to restors our disordered State
finances to a healthy condition, first by
bringing our expenditures within our in-
come, und second, to reduce the debt to a
point where it could be provided for with-
out utter exhaustion of our resources. I
had reason to believe that you, as editor of
a Republican journal, and especially as a
State Senator, would earnestly assist in
achieving 8o desirable a result. But ia this,
as in some other cases which I once consid-
ered hopeful, I have been sadly disap-
pointed. You have used your position in
the Senate to procure for yourself the
printing of the House journals in your paper,
at an expensa of some $10,000 or #12,000,
well knowing that the benefit thereof ac-
crued solely 4 yourself, the work to be
done being of no earthly use or advantage
to the State, either directly or indirectly.

In addition to this, you had suadry ap-
propriations made for yourself—amounting
to six or seven thousand dollars—ior old
'x';rinxing bills, the greater part if not all of
which was, in my judgment, a ‘‘gratuity.”
You ars now unwilling to desist from
printing the laws of the late session, being
well aware that such work is neither naces-
sary nor valuabla to the State, and is bene-
ficial ta you alone.

1t is not a great stretch of imagination to
suppose that while you were having these
gratuities voted to yourself, you were
placed under some oblizations to assist
other membera to help themselves in like
manner. This effect ia apparent, among
other thinga, in the nnmberof heavy bills
already presented for payment for useless
and worthlesa publications of the House
journal. I hold it to be a gross vio-
lation of trust for members of the
General Assembly to vote into their
own pockets the people’s money with-
out id ion, or to p th lves
of doubtful claims against the State with a
view to favorable legislation thereom to
their own enrichment; yet many members
of both houses of the General Assembly
who avowed themaselves in favor of economy
and reform were guiity ot one or both these
things at the last session. Such conduot
ought to consign the doers, of whatever
party, to contempt and oblivion, and I
trust the time is not so far distant when
Louisiana Republicans will cease to return
members who use their positions solely to
“fix things,” as they say, to their own ad
vantage, and to the detriment of the State.

I opy these un sary exy for
printing an the ground that it 1s bad faith
to our creditors, as well as to the people.
While we are askiog our creditora to dis-
count £10,000,000 of their obligations, every
dollar that is corruptly or carelesaly given
away for purposes not necessary to main-
tain the State government, is & morally
criminal misappropriation of funds. It is
just possible to go through with the year
before us and pay with the revenue received
the necessary expenses of the State govern-
ment. ‘The printing eontracts now out will,
unless canceled, require more than £100,000.
I could see no way to provide for such
a debt, and felt obliged to request
the Governor, Lieutenant Governor and
Speaker of the House, who constitute the
printing commission to relieve us from 1it.
I do not agree with you that this involves
the destruction of the country Republican
press. Those papers have the other State
printing and all parochial, municipal and
judicial printing and advertising, and they
must bs seriously lacking in ability and en-
terprise if they can not sustain themselves
with such help. But the truth is a large
pumber of them are not newspaper in any
just or proper sense of the word. They are
mere machines through which to draw ap-
propriations from the State, and if a con-
siderable number of them should expire,
the loss to the State and the party would
pot, in my judgment, be irreparable.

Senator Blackburn's Speech at the Sum-
mer Mass Dleeting, March 16, 1574,

Mr. Blackburn said:

Itis a sad but nons the leas sacred duty
to pay due homuge to the dead. Isay due
homage, because it is a daty we owe to the
living not to do violence to strict justice
and right in this respect. But it ia hard o
avoid this. Itis not to let the aympa-
thies ovarleap due bounds in speaking of
the departed—to withhold the tongue from
giving a too prolific expression to the im-
pulses of the heart on such oceasions. And
yet, on an occasion like the one now before
us, where the character to be contemplated
and commemorated is so exaited and so
spotless, the danger is rather in saying too
little than too much, or rather, insaying
what we do say not well enough. For what
tongue or pen among us can speak or write
in fitting words what should be said or
written of Charles Sumner! None—no, not
one. But why is it that we weet to-night
to commeworate und publiciy mourn the
death of Charles Sumner, while the death
of the pure and kind-heartea Millard Fill-
more, which occurred almost on the same
day, has elicited mo such demonstration!
Was not Mr. Fillinore a great and geod
man, and was he not once President of the
United States?

But I would not reprove for this seeming
discrepancy, for the excuse is at hand, and
it is a good one—one which at once opens
the page to the special beauty of the humun
character now under special consideration.

Mr. Filimors was, with all Lis goodness
and purity of oharacter. a mere politician
in his career @8 a public man, while Mr.
Sumuper was purely and simply an Awmeri-
oan statesman of the highest and most un-
sullied type, in all his publie life. Rather
than have ever signed a fugitive slave law
I imagine Charles Sumner would have al-
lowed his right arm to wither and his
tongue to cleave forever to the roof of his
mouth.

This was a diferenes with a distinetion,
and it alone quite justifies the seeming dis-
crepancy alluded to.

It it be true—and it doubtleas is invaria-
bly so—that the people moura when the
wicked and vicious reign, it is certainly no
less true that when the pure und spotless
statesman dies the peopls alao have canse to
mourn, for the loss is theirs, and does not
belong to the dead.

Hence it requires no stretch of the im-
agination to see why the peopls ol the
United States, throuzhout the broad ex-
panse of our far-reaching borders, should
mourn the death of Charles Sumner: and
more especially does this grief balong to
and will become the prople of the Southern
States—a large portion of whom have until
recently been chattel slaves; and would be
yut but tor the fearless, far-reaching and
God-given sentiments of the glorious and
immaculate American statesman, whose
desth we to night mourn, alwost 4s those
who bave no hope. '

For mind you, the work of this great and
good man is not yet finished; at least he
thought not, aud he was wiser than any or
all of us, and more unseltish than half the
pation beside. He died believing the great
and parsmount work of freedom in Amer-
ica was not yet complete; and I say he was
wiser and far less seifish than those who
think it is, His last words were to request
one of his most intimate personal and polit-
ical friends to take care of his eivil rights
bili. Presiden: Grant and Senator Brown-
low think this bill uselesa—and it may be—
but Grant and Brownlow once thought bu-
mun slavery right, but Charles Sumner
never did.

It might, therefore, be well for those
most directly interestad to wateh over the
carrent of events, and remember the dying
request of the great and good Sumner—

the man who has left upon the records of
his country no stain to Lis character, either
personal or political, and no just ;.'ruu_u-l
tor any charge of an unwortby or selfish
motive,

Mr, Sumner's statesmanship was called
ideal and tmpracticable by sowme, and in
#0me senze it was; but it was so only be-
cauas his deep and pure, and high-toned,
and purely unselfish ideas and thoughts
were in many reapecis far shead of the
in which he lived. The same thing mi
be said of Jetlerson—with the ditference in
Sumner’s favor, that he never gave way nor
chunged his honest convietions to catch the
popular breeze of public favor. And herein
consisted the manifestations of his great
soul—his great redeeming power and in-
fluence, both in a political and moral sense.
He would ewphatically always rather be
right than anything “else. He lived up
ro this, and never in one single instance of
his life varied.

Theretore, we must not be looked upon
too searchingly with the artist's eye, if we
make somewhat of a specialty of our grief
and mourning over the dead body of
Charles Sumner, for Antony never bad
wore just cause to mourn over the dead
body of hia beloved Ciczar than have we to.
night to lament the loss of our beloved
Simner. I mean we of the South who
bave fonght with him aguinst huwan
slavery, and many of whom have tasted of
ita accursed fruits. And I feel that I have
special cause and special right to speak
feelingly on this point, for while I have
mysell never been a slave in an individual
chattel sense, yet I have long lingered in
peril and sorrow in my native land in the
advocacy of the glorions and immortal
truths sent forth so defiantly, and clothed
in such beautifal classic garments, by the
secomplished and God-like Sumner, from
his plaz2 in the Senate of the United States
and from the forum throughout bis far
native North.

It was wmy good fortune to know Mr.
Sumner intimately, and it is among the
Eruven acts of my achievewents that I

ave from him the written proof that I not
only enjoyed his confidence but had his
love, and it shal! be the aim of my future
life not to prove nuworthy of either.

But it were unbecoming in we to pre
long remarks on this occasion, when so
many are to speak who have as good a
right to talk of the heloved dead as 1
have, I might cull flowers and gems of
poetry and song to beautify his immortal
memory, from that great and inexhaustible
storehouse of classics which he so much
loved, and for which he had such refined
and choice taste. But after all the simple
name of Charles Sumner stands inde-
pendently snblime among ail the gems of
thought, zaining no lustre from the eulogy
of choice words.

Let him rest with that God who loves
and will reward virtue, and let his works
follow him; but never let us forget nor cease
to defend his sublime teachings of truth,
liberty and juatice. Let us understand
what ha so well understood, that virtue and
intelligence must form the chief corner-
stons of our national structure, and that
oternal vigilance is the price of liberty.
