An ordinance to prevent the wharves and 

levees of the city from being obstructed 
by ballast.
Section 1. Be it ordained by the City 

Council, That it shall not be lawful for any 
ship, steamer, steamboat or other vessel, or 
the owner, captain, mate or person in com­
mand thereof, or any person or persons 
whomsoever, to place or put, or to cause to 
be placed or put, any stone or other ballast 
upon any whan, levee, landing or other 
public place in the city of New Orleans 
except by the authority and with the con 
sent of the Administrator of Commerce of 
said city, and under such regulations «nd 
upon such terms and conditions as the said 
Administrator may order and direct in the 
premises.

Sec. 2. Be it further ordained, etc., That 
any ship, steamer, steamboat or other ves­
sel, or the owner, captain, mate or person 
in command qf any ship, steamer, steam­
boat or other vessel, and every person or 
persons whomsoever, placing or putting or 
causing or permitting to be placed or put 
any stone or other ballast upon any wharf, 
levee or other public place in the city of 
New Orleans, in violation of this ordinance, 
shall be subject to a fine of not more than 
$100 nor less than $25, or be imprisoned for 
a period of time not less than fif teen nor 
more than thirty days, such fine or imprison 
ment to be imposed upon due conviction by 
the municipol judge of tbe district within 
which the offense was committed or by any 
other competent judge or tribunal.

Sec. 3. Be it further ordained, etc., That 
for putting and placing tbe ballast afore­
said upon any wharf, levee or public place 
of the city of New Orleans, in violation of 
this ordinance, and fer each twenty-four 
hours that the same shall be permitted 
there to remain, also in violation of this or­
dinance, a separate and distinct ottense 
shall be considered as committed, and the 
party offending shall be fined or imprisoned 
as herein above set forth for each and everv 
ottense aforesaid, and for each and every 
violation of this ordinance.

Sec. 4. Be it further ordained, etc., That 
all ordinances and parts of ordinances in 
conflict herewitli be and the same are here­
by repealed, and that this ordinance shall 
take effects from anil after its passage.

ner, all of tbe State of Louisiana, and 
they are hereby authorized and com­
pelled to paBS and adopt within sixty 
days from the passage of this act the neces­
sary ordinances and resolutions, to build 
and construct a public road of earth within 
their respective limits and jurisdiction, in 
the most direct line between the western 
limits of the city of New Orleans and Wil­
liam street, in the city of Kenner, in the 
manner hereinafter provided, within six 
months from the adjudication of the con­
tract or contracts lor building said road; 
said road from the city of New Orleans to 
the aforesaid point in the city of Kenner to 
be located by a jury appointed as provided 
by section three thousand three hundred 
and sixty-nine of the Revised Statutes of 
this State, and the said police jury shall 
also employ a surveyor to furnish the neces­
sary plans, lines, grades, etc., for the entire 
length of said road and to take the general 
supervision of the construction of the same, 
in accordance with specifications lurnished 
by him; whose certificate shall be the only 
warrant upon which the said police jury 
shall pay tor said construction in the man­
ner hereinafter provided; and it is further 
provided that the compensation of the sur­
veyor shall be fixed and paid by said police 
jury.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of the police jury of 
Jefferson parish, left bank, and they are 
hereby compelled to, immediately after the 
receipt of the report and estimates of the 
surveyor, to advertise,for ten days in the offi­
cial papers of Jefferson and Orleans par­
ishes for proposals, to be sealed and direct­
ed to said police jury, and to be opened by 
them at a public meeting of said police jury 
on a day to'be named iu said advertisement, 
when said police jury shall proceed to ad 
judicate the contract or contracts in sec­
tions; said sections without the limit of the 
cities of Carrollton and Kenner to be in 
extent the same as the plantations or places 
over which said road may pass, to the 
lowest bidder or biddeis, and may require 
of such lowest bidder or bidders siicb secu­
rity as said police jury may deem proper fur 
the faithful performance of the contract or 
contracts within such time as the said 
police jury and said contractor or contrac­
tors may agree upon; provided, that the 
time shall not exceed six months from the 
datM of adjudication of said contract or con 
tracts.

Sue. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
in order to pay for tbe construction of Faid 
publio earth road, the police jury of Jeffer­
son parish, left bank, are hereoy authorized 
and compelled to issue the bonds of said 
police jury of Jefferson parish, left bank, 
duly signed by tbe president and treasurer 
of said police jury, and sealed with the seal 
of said parish, to an amount sufficient to 
pay in full, and no more, the adjudicated 
contract cost of constructing said road; said 
bondB slial' be known ae live-twenty bonds, 
and shall be due and payable in not less 
than five years nor more than twenty years 
from their date, bearing eight per cent in­
terest per annum, payable annually, and 
they shall be in amounts of not less than 
fiity dollars, nor more than one hundred 
dollars each, and they and the interest that 
may be due thereon shall be receivable, to 
tbe extent of seventy-five per cent, lor all

Providing for the acceptance by tbe Louis­
iana Levee Company of a reduction of 
tbe rate of certain taxes, to be collected 
as compensation to said company, from 
four mills to three mills, and in consider­
ation of said reduction relieving said com­
pany from liability f or damages in certain 
cases.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives ol tbe State 
of Louisiana, in General Assembly con- 
veneiL That should the Louisiana Levee 
Company rile in the office of the Secretary 
of State, within twelve months after the 
promulgation of an act entitled an act to 
provide for funding obligations of the State 
by exchange for bonds to provide for prin­
cipal and interest ol said bonds; to estab­
lish a board of liquidation; to authorize 
certain judicial proceedings against it; to 
define aud punish violations of this act: 
to prohibit certain ofiicers dividing funds 
except as provided by law, and to puu- 
i-b violation thereof; to levy a continuing 
tax and provide a continuing appropriation 
lor said bonds; to make a contract between 
tne State ami holders of said bonds; to pro­
hibit injunctions in certain cases: to limit 
the indebtedness of the State; and to limit 
State taxes; to annul certain grants of 
State aid; to provide tbe modification, nova­
tion or extension of any contract hereto­
fore made for State aid; to provide for tbe 
receipt of certain warrants forcertaiu taxes, 
and to repeal all conflicting laws, approved 
January 24, 1871; an acceptance of the re­
duction of the tax of four mills for the re­
pair aud construction of the ie\-ees, to three 
mills, as provided for in section fifteen of 
said act, then in consideration of said ac­
ceptance, the. fifth paragraph of the second 
section of an act entitled an act relative to 
the Louisiana Levee Company, a corpora­
tion organized under the general laws of 
this State, constituting it a body politic and 
corporate, with certain powers, privileges 
and franchisee, and contracting with said 
corporation for the construction, mainten­
ance and repairs ot certain levees, anil pro­
viding for compensation therefor, approved 
February 20,1871, be and tbe same is hereby 
repealed.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
this act shall take effect from and after the 
filing in the office of the Secretary of State 
of the acceptance named in the first section 
of this act.
