About this T ime Look Out for Good 
F ishing.—In the absence of hard work or 
other profitable employment, people who 
are inclined to hook and line may freely 
indulge in such wholesome recreation as 
fishing.

First, if you desirte to pass a day pleas 
antly in taking small pan fish, go to Bayou 
Barataria, down through Harvey’s canal 
Several varieties of excellent perch can be 
caught there with almost any kind of bait, 
and the locality is a pleasant one, as dee; 
shade is furnished by gigantic cypress trees. 
Skills can be obtained at this end of the 
canal, and the simplest kind of tackle will 
answer.

For trout and perch, go over to Coving­
ton and drop a line into the Abita, but do 
not try it as an experiment. Skill and ex 
peripnce are required to land the finest 
trout over there.

Striped bass, trout and perch may be 
pulled in at several of the near stations on 
the Mobile railroad, and the facilities are 
complete. Miller’s Bayou is the favorite 
piace, though Lookout station need not be 
shunned.

A few croakers have been caught in Lake 
Pontchartrain. hut it is too early in the 
season for line fishing.

The said sec 
ond section seeks to appropriate money out 
of the public treasury for different years 
prior to 1874, and running back as tar as 
1868.

That the third section of said act seeks 
to make warrants directed to be issued 
under said section two, and drawn for 
debts due prior to the passage of said act. 
receivable iu payment in full of all taxes, 
licenses, etc., due the State prior to 1874 
which is in violation of the provisions of 
the funding bill, and to a certain extent 
making them a circulating medium in the 
community, in violation ot the constitution 
of the United States, prohibiting a State 
from issuing bills of credit.

Petitioners further represent that, adopt 
ing all the allegations and charges in the 
original petition, set forth in relation to the 
items therein contained, and applying them 
to each and every item contained in said 
second section, petitioner piays that this 
amended and supplemental petition be 
tiledr ancl that Charles Clinton, Auditor 
be enjoined, restrained and prohibited from 
auditing any claim, or issuing any warrants 
or certificates of indebtedness, under any 
appropriation claimed to he made in said 
second section in said act No. 51); and that 
Antoine Dubuclet. State Treasurer, be en 
joined and restrained from paying; or re 
ceiving into the treasury, any warrants or 
certificates of indebtedness issued under 
any appropriation claimed to be made in 
section two of act No. 59.

newspapers published ;u the city of New Orleans, 
from the fifteenth day of February last until the 
day of bolding said general meeting, as will more 
fully appear by reference to the annexed certified 
copy of the proceedings of the said general meet­
ing of the stockholders, wherein stock 
holders owning and representing in the a, 
gregate two thousand and twenty-four shares of 
the capital stock of the said corporation, being 
more than the three-fourths required by law of 
the whole number of shares rep;esented at said 
general meeting, to wit: Two thousand and thirty- 
four shares, voted in favor of the adoption of the 
said amendments.

They, the said appearers, acting in their a'ore 
said capacity, do by these presents, in behalf ©f 
the stockholders of the sai l New Orieans Matua 
Insurance Association, declare, proclaim and pub 
lish the said amendments to the charters ©r acts 
of incorporation o: the New Orleans Insurance 
Association, and New Orleans Mutual Insurance 
Association, which have Leeii adopted at rhe 
general meeting of the stockholders of the 
corporation, to be henceforth binding and obliga 
torv upon the stockholders of the sad corporation 
ana all others w hom the same shall or may con­
cern and that the charters or acts of incorporation 
of the said New Orleans Insurance Assoc-atioo and 
New' Orleans Mutual Insurance Association are ac 
cordingly amended so as to read as follows:

ARTICLE I.
1. Th© domicil of tins corporation is established 

in the said city of New Orleans, and it shall here 
after be designated and kr.owu uuder the narri" 
the NEW ORLEANS INSURANCE ASSOCIATION

2. It shall exist fur twenty-five years from t 
date of the original charter of rhe New Orleans 1
suranee Association, to wit: from the seventh aay 
of August, 1389, anle.v* it3 affairs should *e aooue 
liquidated and settled In Older of three-fourths or 
the stockholders, as provided in article em 
this charter.

3. It shall have a corporate seal, the device upon 
which shaii be a crescent, encircled with the name 
of the association.

4. The president, or in his absence the secretary, 
shall be the proper officer upon whom to servi 
citations in all suits against the association.

ARTICLE II.
The objects and purposes of this association are 

dec.ared to be:
1. To make insurance on dwelling houses, stores 

and other buildings, household furniture, merchan 
dise and other property against loss or dama 
tire.

2. To make marine ami river insurance upon 
vessels, freights, steamboats, goods. wares 
merchandise, specie, bullion, bills c 
change. commissions. profits bank notes 
aud other evidences of debt, bottomry and 
respondentia interests, and to make all ami every 
insurance appertaining to or connected with ma­
rine or inland transportation risks. In other 
words, to effect fire, marine, river and inland in 
surauce of any hind whatsoever, with privilege of 
exercising all or either of said purposes in this 
State, or in any other State or Territory of the 
United States, of in any foreign countr .

3. To cause themselves to be reinsured against 
any risa upon which they have made or shaii make 
insurance.

ARTICLE III.
1. The capital stock of the association is hereby 

reduced to three hundred thousand debars, divided 
into shares of thirty dollars each. Any aud all 
sums, except interest, realized from the assets of 
the association over and above the reduced value 
of thirty dollars per share, shall accrue and be ex­
clusively applied as stock dividends to the hoide 
of th*- stock so reduced.

2. The capital stock may be increased not to ex 
ceed three millions of dollars, divided into shares 
of thirty dollars each to be paid for at the time 
and in the manner hereinafter provided for in 
tide four of tins charter.

Each fiscal year shall ©nd on December 31.
3. No certificate of stock shall be issued until 

the same is paid iu full, and no transfer of '.ess 
than one full share perm.tted, except at the plea­
sure of the directors, aud the transferee aasutmu 
all indebtedness thereon.

4. Transfers ol stock shall be made on the books 
of the association at its office iu the city of New 
Orleans only, on demand of the legal holder there­
of and surrender of certificate, but not win.e any 
matured indebtedness to the association ex.scs on 
the part of the uoider.

5. In addition to the capital stock of the associa­
tion a contingent fund shaii be created, to consist of 
all interest received, of profits on ioaus ana in­
vestments. and of all amounts received from other 
sources than premiums: including the portion of 
net profits on premiums appropriated in article 
five, section four, to the creattou and maintenance 
of said contingent fund. From this fund divi­
dends of interest shaii be made to stockholders.

6. At the close of each fiscal year an interest 
dividend of ten per cent shaii be declared on the 
amount of stock paid iu. at suck time a 
directors mav direct; provided that if the 
annual increase of the contingent fund 
should be found insufficient to pay the 
said interest, then the deficiency shall be made 
up and paid out of the net profits of the business of 
the year; aJid provided further that the interest 
dividend on the capital stock may be declared and 
paid semi-annually, if earned, at the option of the 
directors, but the amount of same shah not exceed 
teu per cent per aunuui until the contingent fund 
shall have accumulated to the extent of $500,000, 
after which extra interest dividends may be de­
clared from its earnings to stockholders.

These dividends shall cover all participation in 
the profits of the association except as hereinafter 
provided for in article five, section four aud section 
six.

Any excess ©f the contingent fund, after pay­
ment ot the interest dividend above provided for, 
shall accumulate, and shall not be appropriated 
except for the payment of losses, after all other 
funds of the company (except the capital stock;

7. The contingent fund shall never be invested in 
anything but United States government securities.

ARTICLE iV.
1. All persons wb© may hereafter subscribe to 

the capital stock of this association, shall pay teu 
tier cent or three dollars on each share, in cash, 
passing their notes, well, approved, to the associa­
tion for the remaining ninety per cent, or twenty* 
st-veu dollars per share, payable at such times as 
the board of directors may determine.

2. Raid notesshall contain a clause to the effect 
that if, in the judgment of the directors, the inter­
ests of the association require it, these notes or 
any portion of them shall oe due and payable in 
such sums, and at such times as the directors may 
determine, after a thirty da?s’ notice thereof: pro­
vided that not less than thirty days shall inter­
vene between the time of payment of each install­
ment.

3. The non-payment of said notes, or installments 
on the same, as above provided for. shall forfeit 
the eutire stock to the association, together with 
all accumulation thereon, and all interest or bene­
fits thereunto belonging or the association may 
enforce the payment of the stock, at its option, 
provided that the Board of Directois may extend 
said payments tor such time as they deem proper; 
provided also the stock so forfeited may be traus 
ferred w'ith the consent of the Board of Directors.

4 I*or the foregoing subscriptions, receipts (not 
transferable) signed by the president and secretary 
shall be issued to subscribers, acknowledging the 
amount paid in cash and notes given, which re­
ceipts snail be surrendered to the assoc iation on 
issue of certificates ot stock, as provided for in
section three, article three.

5. No stockholder shall, in any event, be made 
liable for the losses of the association iu any 
larger sum than rhe amount of his, her or their 
subscriptions to the capital stock, and iiis, her or 
their indebtedness to the association.

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deficiency, if any, as provided for in section six. 
article three, of this charter, shall be taken; the 
balance then remaining shall be divided as fob 
lows: Eighty-fi?e per cent to the stockholders of 
the sssociation pro rata ou the amount of earned 
premiums by each paid in within the year; and 
fifteen per cent shall be applied to the creation and 
maintenance of the contingent fund as provided 
for in sectious five, six and seven, of article three; 
provided that no dividend of less than five dollars 
shall be declared, nor shall any dividend declared 
contain &uv fractional part of the 9aid unit of live 
dollars, and that ail such fractional sums shaii be 
carried to the credit of the contingent fund.

5. That no dividend declared shall j>ear interest,

1. It shall be lawful for the Board of D rectors

ishes of Orleans and Jefferson, to aa amount no 
xceeding three-fourths of the capital stock 

aud in every case the property shall be worth 
twice the amount loaned thereon. They may also
