Sie—In accordance with your instrue-
tions I visited the qgnurters of the United
States prisoners, now confined in the Parish
Prison in 113 city, and submit the fullowing
report:

In the first room visited, on the second
tioor, I found Messrs, Crrikshank, Hadnot
and Hickman, The room is fourteen by four-
teen feet, with windows fronting on Orleans
street; it 1 furnished with thee single bed-
steads, tables, chairs, including a large arm
rocking chair, wasbstand, it ‘her, bowl,
toweis, ete.

The next room visited adjoins the other
our, fronts aleo on Orleans streer, being
twenty-cight feet on that 8. eet by fourtean
feet deep, has large windows, well ven-
tUlated and lighted, contaips tive s*1ole bed-
steads, cheirs, table, washstiond, pitchers,
buckets, etr, The room is oconpied by Ir-
win, Denis Lemoine, Prudhomine Lewoine,
Clewent Penn and A. Giobons. Tb  food
copsiaty of beof, bocon, bee~s, ri  and
fresh bread. They oll sav they are well
treated by the prison o'ficials and speak in
high terma of them. 1 found the other
Uoited Statea prisoners. namely: Conrad,
Surith, Wellers and Harris, ocenpying cells,
but with comfortable maticesses laid on
the floor. They bave no chairs or wash-
stands or ¢ilier bedroom conveniences, but
waush in the yard, whers there is plenty of
f1osh water,

All things copsidered, the United States
prispners now  confined in the Parish
Prison in this eity are a8 well taken care
of as i possible, with a due regard to their
sufety—and especially the Grant parish
prisoners, who ure allowed ‘m\ cges and
tavors not granted to uny others.
