New Orleans, February
Mv D e a r  G e n e r a l —It is with reluctance 

that I ever meddle with political questions, 
but there are times when it becomes neces­
sary to abandou one’s retirement to aid in 
rescuing a whole community from the ruin 
and desolation which threaten it under the 
rule of the bad people, who, through bribe­
ry. corruption and false swearing, have 
usurped oiiicea which euable them to con­
trol its destiny. But what is still more 
painful to behold is that some “to the manor 
born" are ready to palliate the enormities 
committed by those depredators of a bro­
ken down and helpless community. To 
illustrate this I inclose you a published 
letter of ex-Governor P. O. Hebert, of the 
first instant, directed to the lion. Mr. Bay­
ard, of the United States Senate, calculated 
to do us much injury by preventing the 
only measure likely to give us some relief. 
I am positive that he speaks only senti­
ments that are common to the attaches of 
Kellogg anti his so called government.

General Hebert has disqualified himself 
from speaking for the suffering white peo­
ple ot this State by accepting an office from 
and lending his influence to those who have 
usurped its government to despoil them.

You doubtless recollect the visit of the 
committee of citizens of this city to Wash­
ington last year. The committee advised 
that the cas t of Louisiana should be repre­
sented to Congress at this session, aud a 
committee of seventy was appointed to col­
lect the testimony and to make the pre­
sentation, which work has been performed 
to the entire, satisfaction of this community.

A convention of delegates from the va­
rious parishes in the State met here in the 
early part of the winter, and renewed their 
expression of disapprobation ot t tie Kellogg 
government, and resolved to communicate 
that disapprobation to Congress.

The Governor and Legislature who were 
expelled from office by the revolutionary 
tribunal which issued the midnight order 
for seizing the Capitol aud to impanel an 
illegal Legislature have met and submitted 
their ease to Congress. Last winter a 
creature named Lowell was the Speaker of 
the House of Representatives of the Kellogg 
Legislature and United States postmaster. 
He was dismissed from the latter office on 
charges of embezzlement and larceny. Not­
withstanding this he is still Speaker of the 
House of Representatives. Why so! Be­
cause every man of the Kellogg govern­
ment knows that larceny and embezzlement 
bave been the principle ot that government, 
looked upon, however, as laudable efforts 
to improve their condition. Ia the face of 
these facts the statement of General Ilebert 
that the people desire to repose iu the arm 
of Governor Kellogg would seem to require 
some substantiation.

But is this all that has been done! A 
committee of Congress has examined the 
condition of the United States Court heie 
as administered by the judge who issued 
the midnight order; careful efforts have 
been made here and in Washington to pre­
occupy the public rniud in reference to the 

suit of that investigation by false state­
ments. *Tlte evidence, on the contrary, 
shows au amount of extortion, rapacity ami 
abuse which belongs to the judicial admin­
istration of no civilized country, ami until 
now has never been kaowu iu tae United 
States.

If the Congress, with a view to cover up 
official maladministration, ehaii bury the 
testimony and tail to perform us duty to 
afford redress to an oppressed and tyran- 
ized community, we shall he euaoled to 
determine the day of the death of the re­
public. That day shall be when some bold 
men shall gather force euough to thrust 
Congress from the Capitol.

Although an ad vocate cf State rights, I 
can not admit the plea ot “nun-ituerier- 
ence” made by many Democrats in Con­
gress. It two branches of the government 
(the executive aud judiciary) illegally inter­
fered in our late Slate elections to bring 
about the lamentable condition of affairs 
which is bringing ruin and desolation to 
the door of every one in Louisiana, is it not 
the imperative duty of the remaining branch 
of the government—the legislative—to cor- 
r> ct the harm aud injustice that have been 
done to us! If a new election can not be 
ordered, the w hole matter might be referred 
back to the people iu convention assembled.

It is by the constitution the duty of Con- 
ress to guarantee to each State a “repub- 
ican form of government.” I can assure 

you that we have here no government at 
ail ; that is. if wc understand bv that 
word the public authority which should pro­
tect life and property. The lives of our 
citizens are not protected in proportion to 
the heavy expenses paid for our police force, 
which have been used latterly more like 
•janissaries,” to arrest and overawe our 

people than to afford them protection. As 
to our property, when taxes have reached 
about live and a half per cent per annum 
on au over-estimate ot said pronerty. it is 

o longer worth holding; indeed, it is equiv­
alent to contiscatiou. Hence we actually 

ave no government in Louisiana, republi­
can or otherwise, and it becomes the duty 
of Congress to relieve us from the rule of 
the corrupt and la wless vampires who are 
sucking the very life-blood of our people.

With regard to the acquiescence of the 
Kellogg government (recommended by 
General Hebert), until the fall elections for 
a new Legislature, it would be merely per­
petuating the Kellogg usurpation, for it 
would not remove him and his numerous 
office holders even if the Legislature so 
elected were anti-Republican; but no one 
here is insane enough to imagine that an 
election conducted under the auspices of 
the present State administration could pos­
sibly be a fair expression of the will of the 
people of the State.

May I request you. Mr. Stephens and 
other friends of the South to use your in­
fluence in giving us 6ome relief from the 
many wrongs we have suffered since the 
advent in 1S68 of these merciless adven­
turers, who are the cause of all our troubles.

GENERAL HEBERT’S REJOINDER.
EnaiTT H o rsa ,) 

W ashington, March 13, 1874. }
The Baltimore Sun, of the twelfth in­

stant. publishes a letter from General G. T. 
Beauregard, “office of the New Orleans and 
Carrollton” railroad, New Orleans, Feb­
ruary 4, 1874, in which the following pas­
sage occurs:

“General Hebert has disqualified himself 
from speaking for the suffering white peo­
ple of this State by accepting an office from 
and lending his influenoe to those who have 
usurped its government to despoil them."

(“And here it may be mentioned, in paren­
thesis, that the ‘despoiling’ job was thor­
oughly and artistically accomplished before 
the present ‘usurpation’ came into power.
To find anything left to ‘despoil’ would be 
a difficult matter.”)

The statement above quoted is tainted 
with the animus of an insinuation which 
casts an unjust and uncalled for reflection 
upon my motives.

The Louisiana levee laws provide for 
“three commissioners of engineers—one to 
be appointed by the Governor of the State, 
one by the levee company, and one by the 
President of the United States.” The Preei- 
dent conld not issne a commission under a 
State law. This would be establishing an 
nnnsual and embarrassing precedent. All 
he could do was to indicate his preference 
to the Governor e< the State; aad this ha 
did, ia language as oompUmeataiy to ay-

self as it was honorable to him as a great 
and magnanimous soldier.

The President knew me to have been 
graduate of engineers at the United States 
■Unitary Academy at West Point, where we 
had served together. He knew me, also, as 
au officer of the Mexican war, where we 
were again associated; and to my humble 
services therein he did me the honor to 
allude in his indorsement to the Governor 
of Louisiana. In a word, the President 
thought me competent to fill this purely 
scientific position, and requested my ap 
pointmeni at the hands of the Governor. 
And I was promptly and cheerfully com 
missioned by the Governor of the State—the 
only way by which the State levee laws 
could bo complied with. There were no 
piomises, no compromises made with either 
the President or Governor in regard to poli 
tics. None were asked for, and none given 

The occasion of this extraordinary letter 
of General Beauregard is a published state 
ment. some time since, of my views on the 
Louisiana case, iu which I contended that 
a “new election" was no remedy for the ex 
isting evils in that State; that two wrongs 
never made a right, and that now, if the 
injury has been inflicted, it was better to 
work out the remedy through the methods 
provided for by the constitution of the 
State than to avail of the dangerous prece 
dent of congressional interference in up­
turning the machinery of an existing com 
mon wealth; that the example set in the case 
ot Louisiana might be followed with other 
States, and in a republican form of govern 
ment Congress might eventually become the 
arbiter and executioner of State elections.

I spoke not in the interest of politicians 
or “Micawbers," seeking to profit by the 
“ turnings-up” of a new election, but for 
what I believed to lie the opinions, and 
know to be for the welfare of the business 
and planting interests of my native State, 
who regard with deep disquietude the pros­
pect of a new canvass for office, inaugurated 
under the auspices of the federal govern 
ment.

I left the army at an early period, after 
graduating at the Military Academy, and 
began to mingle with the people of my 
State, with whom I have ever since contin­
ued to he closely identified in feeling and 
interest. In this I differ from General 
Beauregard. Until the late war he was an 
officer of the United States army, and had 
but little opportunity in mixing with the 
citizens of his State. At an early age I was 
elected Governor of Louisiana, and have 
filled other positions of trust confided by 
my generous countrymen, and was never 
beaten for public office save once, when I 
led a forlorn hope in a senatorial district 
overwhelmingly Whig.

I differ, too, in this from General Beaure­
gard, who, when an officer in the United 
States army, was a candidate for Mayor of 
the city of N«w Orleans, and was badly 
beaten by a Know-Nothing. At the last 
election he was the independent candidate 
for the position of city Administrator of 
Improvements, and succeeded in beating 
the regular Fusion candidate, and himself 
as well, assuring by his candidacy the elec­
tion of a Republican to that position. It is 
rumored that at the next election he is 
again to he a candidate for the same place. 
Now, I submit that, if holding a purely 
scientific position, given under the circum 
stanoes 1 have detailed, should disqualify 
me from expressing an honest opinion upon 
the true iuterests of my State, General 
Beauregard, beaten at tbe last election, 
with a lucrative office, endowed with lar, 
patronage iu prospective, might well 
subject U) disqualification in the premises.

But these are unworthy reflections, which 
Ido not care, even by insinuations, to in­
dulge in. What is best for rite interests of 
a great commonwealth is a matter on which 
citizens can aud will always differ, and I 
am unwilling, by intimation, to charge upon 
others what I repel with all the scorn the 
suggestion deserves when applied to myself.

General Beauregard has a right to his 
opinions as to what is best for the State, as 
1 have a right to my own. When he made, 
au effort, last year, to unite the better class 
of wiiilas aud blacks on a common plat­
form. in the interests of home rule, equal 
lights, reduced taxation and better govern­
ment, I cordially seconded him in tbe effort, 
ami complimented him for his patriotic 
course in a published letter, while those 
whose service he is now doing were reviliDg 
him in no very choice epithets. If he would 
show more persistence in his efforts in this 
direction, I feel sure General Beauregard 
would do the State a better service than in 
trying to procure for the people the turmoil 
aud excitement of a new election under 
federal auspices.

It would be an ungracious labor to review 
here General Beauregard’s letter in the 
light of a statesmanlike production, so vul­
nerable it is from that standpoint. I would 
simply quote one passage, and respectlully 
ask what it means, lie says: “If Congress, 
with a view to cover up official maladmin­
istration, shall bury the testimony and fail 
to perform its duty, to affsid redress to an 
oppressed and tyrannized community, we 
shall lie able to determine the day of the 
death of the republic. That day shall he 
when some bold men shall gather force 
enough to thrust Congress from the Capi­
tol." All this is positively mischievous or
simply ridiculous. Who is to be the Crom­
well or Napoleon in this little bit of busi­
ness ?

In conclusion, one word in regard to the 
present State administration. Ia his last 
annual message. Governor Kellogg enunci­
ated certain proposed reforms which met 
with the approval of all good citizens. Un­
der difficulties almost appalling, consider­
ing the legislative material he had to deal 
with, he has, tiirough his own personal 
exertions, aided by some good men in the 
Legislature, succeeded in passing most of 
these measures, and they are now laws. So 
long as he “tights it out on that line" I 
shall give him my support, and 60 should 
all good citizens, irrespective of party 
prejudices. But should Governor Keliog; 
—unfortunately for his own reputation 
present and to come, and still more unfor 
tunately lor the barely possible recovery 
of a plundered, impoverished and stru ,̂ 
gling State—abandon that policy, I for one 
shall be found in the front ranks of oppo­
sition with pen and tongue, as I would be 
under like circumstances against any State 
government, “Democratic” or "Republi­
can. ________ _ P. Q, HEBERT.

Direct Trade with Mexico.
It has frequently been noted by the ob­

servant that neighbors or parties occupying 
contiguous dwellings in a great city, know 
less of each other aud associate less than 
parties who reside at some distance from 
one another. Trade relations aud commer­
cial intercourse sometimes appear to be 
affected in the same erratic manner. Take 
Mexico for example. The business men of 
the South, and of Louisiana iu particular, 
know less and apparently care less about 
the resources of that great tract of country 
than they do of France or Spain, or even 
Russia. Our people 6eem content to run on 
old grooves, content to follow in the lead of 
trade as - set by the old world, never once 
thinking or even believing aught of the 
vast wealth at our very borders, that only 
awaits enterprise and energy to become our 
own.

We are impelled to these remarks by the 
reflection that while Now Orleans has no 
direct communication with Mexico, New 
York has a line of steamships, and even 
Great Britain has, for a long time, m ain- 
tained a direct trade. It is not pretended 
that New Orleans merchants and capitalists 
are to blame for not competing successfully 
with New York and Liverpool; but so soon 
as opportunity shall offer to afford no direct 
communication and its consequent trade 
with Mexico, we would consider our busi­
ness men heedless indeed of their own in­
terest, and careless of the advancement of 
this city, should they fail to assist in every 
possible way so important an enterprise.

For some days past there has been in our 
city a gentleman connected with one of the 
largest shipping interests of New York. His 
visit to this place was to determine the fea­
sibility and profitableness of running a line 
of steamships between this city and Tam­
pico, Tuspan and Vera Cruz, Mexico.

Mr. John E. Alexander, for he is the gen­
tleman referred to, has expressed the 
opinion that the successful operation of the 
enterprise is a mere question of timo. The 
company which he represents has a con­
tract with the Mexican government, by 
which it is endowed with certain privileges.

This mode of procedure should 
have been adopted with the first and 
eighth wards, and we trust it will be in the 
case of the third ward. In order to insure 
complete fairness, aad to prevent lault. 
finding hereafter, let the State Central 
Committee appoint commissioners from its 
number to conduct aad make return of 
the election.

We are not prepared to say that the sub- 
executive committee did not arrive at a 
proper conclusion in the first aad eighth 
ward cases, but we do object to their man­
ner of arriving at it.

tees. We submit that the partisans of Messrs.

show what strength they could cHuman d, 
and, whatever the result might be, th ey 
should forever after hold their peace.

The Crescent City Bank Case.
The decision of J udge Woods on the ques 

tion of undue preference of a creditor under 
the currency act is presented in full under 
the Court Record, in the case of Charles 
Case, receiver, vs. Citizens’ Bank. In this 
able review of the testimony and law pre­
sented the reasoning of the court is that in­
solvency in .that act must be considered in 
the same sense as when ueed in the bank­
rupt law. The failure of Lizardi & Co., 
and the misappropriation by that house of 
the funds which the Crescent CityBaDk 
had remitted to it to' protect the drafts of 
the bank, made the latter insolvent. This 
condition was recognized by its officers, 
and by it its credit was impaired. The 
transfer, after this failure, of securities to 
defendant which wholly protected it, disre­
garding the claims of other creditors of the 
same rank, was, under the circumstances, 
within the statute. The decree is, there­
fore, as prayed in the bill, that the transfer 
be declared null and the defendant be com­
pelled to account for the assets received.

The guests present were Count Gustave 
Enzenberg, the German Minister; Senor 
Don Guiseppe Biagi, Italian charga d’af­
faires: Senor D. Justo Perez Ruano, Spanish 
charge d’affaires; Senor D. Angel Nunez 
Ortega, secretary of the Mexican legation 
to the German empire, and Right Rev. 
Bishop Mathew Simpson, of the Methodist 
Episcopal Church of the United States.

Dr. Julius A. Skilton, United States con­
sul general, presided, and made a neat ad­
dress to Minister Foster, who responded in 
an eloquent and suitable speech. Bishop 
Simpson, Major Clarke, of the Two Repub­
lics; Mr. Horace Rowe, of Austin, Texas; 
Mr. Charles Fredenhagen, Senor Nunez 
Ortega, Count Gustave Enzenberg, Senor 
Ruano, the Spanish charge d’affaires; Mr. 
Bliss, secretary of legation; Major R. 
B. Gorsuch, Chevalier Biagi, the rep­
resentative of Italy; Mr. Charles B. 
Young, of Maryland; Dr. Tinker, Mr. 
Pool and many others replied to the 
numerous toasts which were offered on the 
occasion.

As appears from tbe report of the Two 
Republics, the banquet was a memorable 
one, and is a striking testimonial to the 
popularity of Minister Foster, and the gen­
uine esteem with which he is regarded by 
all who are brought in contact with him in 
Mexico.

Levee Matters.
General M. Jeff Thompson returned to 

the city last evening from a tour of inspec­
tion of the levees in the upper part of the 
State. He left the city about three weeks 
ago for the Arkansas line, came down in a 
skiff to Fairview, in Concordia, on a steamer 
to Baton Rouge, and again in his skiff to 
Donaldsonville, thence by rail to the city.

At least five 
hundred roadways are reported which have 
been cut through the levee which require 
filling up.

The Geneva Awards.
The House Judiciary Committee held a 

meeting of over three hours duration this 
afternoon on the subject of the distribution 
of the award of the Geneva tribunal of 
arbitration. By the vote of a majority of 
the members present it was decided, after 
a long and animated discussion, that no 
provision shonld be made for reimbursing 
any insurance company any losses sustained 
by them under policies insuring vessels 
which were destroyed by Confederate 
cruisers. Although the committee was not 
full to-day, there is no reason to believe 
that this action will be changed when all 
the members are present.

Messrs. Butler, Wilson, Frye, White, 
Ward and Eldridge are known to be op­
posed to allowing the insurance companies 
to participate in the distribution of the 
award. Messrs. Pollard, Tremaine and 
Jewett maintain that the insurance com­
panies should be placed on an equality with 
all other corporations or persons who sus­
tained loss from the Alabama and her con­
sorts, and thinks that the insurance com­
panies should be at least allowed to absorb 
such portion of the award as may remain 
after other losers are indemnified.

There is, therefore, a clear majority of 
the committee ready to snstain to-day's ac­
tion. A portion of the majority above 
named are in favor of distributing out of 
the awards the amounts paid by insurers 
as war premiums, but as this kind of dam­
ages was expressly excluded by the general 
tribunal in fixing the gross sum to be 
awarded, it is considered very doubtful 
whether the committee will recommend 
that they be paid by the United States. 
This question and others of importance 
connected with the general subject is, how­
ever, yet to be decided by the committee.
