O r l e a n s .—Recently, Northern, Eastern and 
Western newspapers have contained ex­
planatory articles of how cheap butter is 
manufactured out of almost any kind of obi 
grease. Such things have seldom troubled 
this community, as our people are not noted 
for encouraging homo enterprise, no matter 
where it crops out; indeed, if the tens of 
thousands of cheap weekly papers sold here 
were printed anil dated in this city, the 
sales would fall olf down to nothing. Few 
people are probably aware that in our 
midst is a factory wliere butter is made cut
o f -----something. The shop is located in
the vacant hotel at the. corner of Julia and 
Carondelet streets, and the stench which it 
creates so annoyed inhabitants of that lo­
cality that they were compelled to enter a 
formal complaint.

Dr. Drew, as a sanitary officer, called on 
the proprietor to investigate the matter 
and unhesitatingly warned him to leave. 
The manufacturer asserts that he has pur­
chased the patent right for Louisiana and 
intends to pursue his calling so long as it 
is profitable to him. His principal pur­
chasers are keepers of small groceries, who 
generally sell it as a genuine article. It has 
been flatly stated that this so called butter 
is exceedingly unwholesome, and if such is 
the case we now warn our readers to avoid 
the article as if it were veritable poison.

Senntor Sum ner’s Funeral.
The following interesting account of the 

funeral of the lamented Sumner is from the 
pen of Mr. James I>. Kennedy, who is well 
known in our city. It is contained in 
letter from Washington, dated the twenty- 
third instant:

1 have availed myeelf of your kind per­
mission to write you an occasional letter. 
First of all, aud overshadowing all, is the 
death of Charles Sumner, so fraught with 
calamity to us as a people and to the nation 
at large. The circumstances 'of his death 
are too well known to require recital here 
This overwhelming grief and loss has taken 
complete possession ot ns all. Never, ex 
cept the death of Lincoln, has any event 
created so profound an impression in the 
history of our country. His lifeless 
form has been borne from the 
tional capital to Massachusetts in the 
honorable and atfectiouate custody of his 
associates in office. The whole civilized 
world has taken note of the solemn event 
The whole country iu its great cities, its 
scattered villages, its roadside farmhouses 
aud its lowliest cabins, pauses, reflects, and 
mourns. Y'our correspondent was detailed 
by the Sergeant-at-Arms of the Senate to 
accompany the remains to Boston. Nothing 
of special'interest occurred on the journey 
Along the route at every principal city and 
station vast multitudes of people, courage 
ouely buffeting the bleak Match winds, had 
assembled. I understand that the pub 
fished announcements were misinterpreted 
and that the gatherings at these places had 
entertained the notion that a display was 
to be made at each. On no other assump­
tion is it easy to account for the patience 
and pertinacity with which people having 
what they deemed good points of observa 
tion clung to them amid the many discern 
forts of the weather. On arriving at the 
depot in Boston the party were met by a 
committee of the common council of tha 
city, by whom they were conducted to the 
State House, where Senator Anthony de 
livered the body to the anthoiities ot the 
commonwealth in a speech full of pathos 
and feeling.

The remains were received on behalf o 
tho State by Governor Wusbburne, her 
chief magistrate, who also spoke with deej: 
feeling and eloquence; alter whioh the 
committee withdrew, aud the remains were 
given :n charge of Major Lewis Gaul and a 
company of colored troops, the Shaw 
Guards, of the Massachusetts militia. On 
Sunday the remains lay in state in the Doric 
Hall at the State House, aud it is estimated 
that -70,000 persons took a last look at the 
coffin as it lay almost encased in floral dec­
orations. On .Monday he was buried. The 
throags which gathered to witness, and in 
a certain sense to participate in the solemn 
proceedings, consisted largely of out-of- 
town people; and duiiug the forenoon 
hours every car and train bound hither 
came crowded. At two o'clock the remains 
were takeu from the State House to Kin 
chape), where Mr. Sumner usually attended 
divine service when in Boston. The chapel 
was decorated in mourning and fl iwers, and 
pew No. 71. where Mr. Sumner was wont to 
sit in attendance on diviDe service, wa 
appropriately marked by mourning.

After the funeral services were over, the 
body was placed iu the hearse, and tho 
procession moved slowly and with solemn 
stillness between the long lines which, as 
far as the eye could reach, lined the streets 
on either side. As the procession moved 
through C'auibiidge the bells were tolled, 
and the flags ou all the public buildings 
were at half mart. At Harvard square, 
near the college, the students had assembled 
to look for the last time at the coffin of one 
who graduated v ears ago from that time- 
honored institution. The head of the col­
umn reached the cemetery at a quarter be­
fore six, and entering, led the way among 
the winding paths to the grave. Along the 
the numerous avenues and walks in the 
cemetery weie scattered groups viewin 
tho splendid monuments and reading the 
inscriptions thereon, while others gathered 
around the workmen watching them fash­
ioning the resting place of the illustrious 
dead.

The family lot is situated on a risin_ 
eminence in the south corner of the epme- 
tery. Here are laid Mr. Sumner's father, 
mother, his brother and three sisters. The 
lot is simply inclosed with a small granite 
edgestoue, and there is a tablet in it to in 
dicate who the tenants are. Near where 
Mr. Sumner is buried fie the bodies of Ed­
ward Everett, Rufus Choate and Professor 
Agassiz: in fact these graves nearly sur­
round the Sumner lot. A large and sturdy 

.oak stands at the head of the grave, a fit­
ting sentinel for the giant mind which sleeps 
beneath it. About six o’clock, “while the 
rays of the setting sun were deepening into 
twilight gloom." giving a subdued and sor­
rowful appearance to the spot aud its sur­
roundings, the luneral cortege reached the 
avenue which leads to the Sumner lot. A 
squad of police kept the vast crowd from 
pressing forward. The casket was taken 
from the hearse and bourne to the grave, 
where the, last sad rites were performed by 
the Rev. Mr. Foote. The intimate friends 
of the deceased now pressed around to take 
a last look at the casket. Among the many 
friends were Vice President Wilson, John 
G. Whittier, Ralph Waldo Emerson, Charles 
Francis Adams. Generals Banks and Butler.

After all had taken their farewell glance 
into the narrow house where the great 
statesman is laid, preparations were made 
for closing up the vault. The mourners en­
tered their carnages, ami were driven <'tf, 
while the great mass of spectators bent 
their steps homeward. Just as night closed 
in the workmen began to cover the grave, 
and now a little mound of earth marks the 
spot where the mortal remaius ot Charles 
Sumner repose. The general suspension of 
business during the hours when the funeral 
ceremonies were iu progress, the thronged 
condition of all the streets near the scene 
of the funeral service, the emblems of 
mourning displayed at different points, 
many of which w ere arranged around some 
portrait or bust of ti e deceased, and Dear 
all of which crowds from time to time 
gathered and gazed, the funeral eor- 

_ which, both in its magnitude and the 
distinguished station cf those who had 
a place in it was most noticeable, the silent 
yet intelligible expression ot thousands of 
ensigns drooping at half mast—all be­
tokened the deep interest which made the 
day a pathetic, and it may he said with 
little, if any impropriety, a hallowed occa­
sion. Nature herself seeiued to combine her 
influence with those of man, for as the hour 
for the rites of sepulture approached a haze 
overspread the sky, which by nightfall was 
dark, with impending rain. The committee 
left the same night for Washington, where 
they arrived the following evening', after 
having faithfully performed a most solemn 
duty.
