The following cases were decided on the 

twenty-third instant:
No. 212. V. K. Stevenson, plaintiff in 

error, vs. Marv McD. Williams et al.—In 
error to the Supreme Court of the State of 
Louisiana. Mr. Justice Field delivered the 
opinion of the court affirming the judgment 
of the said Supreme Court in the cause, 
With costs.

No. 112. Thomas J. Burke, plaintiff in 
error, vs. Louise Tregre et al.—In error to 
the Supreme Court of the Stale of Louis­
iana. Mr. Jastice Davis delivered the opin 
ion of the court affirming the judgment of 
the said Supreme Court in this caube, with 
costs.

No. 291. Ethan AlleD. plaintiff in error, 
vs. John Tarleton et al. In error to the 
Supreme Court of the State of Louisiana. 
Mr. Chief Justice Waite announced the de­
cision of the court, dismissing the writ of 
error in this cause, with costs.

The following were decided on the 
twenty-fourth:

No. 224. Merchants’ Mutual Insurance 
Company vs. Baring Brothers.—Error to 
the Circuit Court of Louisiana. In this 
case the insurable interest of the defend­
ants was on a bottomry bond on the bark 
Fanny Ealer; and as the vessel arrived at 
the port of destination, New Orleans, the 
conr.t was requested to charge that the 
arrival terminated the risk, and there could 
be no recovery; that it is cnly when the 
vessel insured is lost that the assured on a 
bottomry bond can recover. The court was 
also requested to charge that the company 
was not bound to tender back the premium 
of insurance before availing itseli of any 
defense against the validity of the policy, 
or for its avoidance for subsequent cause. 
The refusal of the court to make these 
charges was here assigned as error, and it 
was contended that in a case of partial loss 
and general average the holders of the bot­
tomry interest could not recover.

The court sustained the ruling below and 
hold that the assured were entitled to re­
cover. Mr. Justice Clifford delivered the 
opinion.

No. 212. Stevenson vs.JWi'liams et als.— 
Error to the Supreme Court of Louisiana. 
This was an application for the removal of 
the canse to the federal esurt, made after 
final judgment rendered in the case. The 
court below ruled the motion too late, and 
that decision is here affirmed, the court 
holding that the act of Congress of March, 
18ti7, under which the removal was asked, 
only authorizes a removal when application 
is made before the final hearing or trial of 
the suit: and that this clearly means before 
final judgment in the court of original 
jurisdiction where the suit is brought. 
Whether it does not mean still more, before 
the bearing of the trial is commenced, 
which is followed by suc-h judgment, say the 
court, may be questioned; but it is un­
necessary to determine that question iu this 
court. Mr. Justice Field delivered the 
opinion.

The following was decided on the twen 
ty sixth:

No. 292. United States vs. Herron et al.— 
Error to the Circuit Court for the southern 
district of Louisiana. This was an action 
against one Collins, as principal, and Her­
ron and others as sure ties ou an official 
bond. The judgment was against the sure­
ties, but in favor of the, principal, on the 
ground of his discharge in bankruptcy. The 
government brought the case here, where 
it is insisted that broad as the language of 
the bankrupt act is in reference to tbe dis­
charge of the bankrupt, it still does not bar 
a debt due the United States. According to 
a familiar principle of law, it is said, the 
United States, not being mentioned by 
name in the act, they arc not bound by it, 
and this, it is claimed, is the uniform con 
struction of similar bankrupt acts in Eng­
land and in this country. [The principle- 
contended for in this case was affirmed by 
the decision in the case 203, Dollar Savings 
Bank vs. United States, decided and re­
ported at this term.]
