THE COTTON MILLS OF ST. LOUIS 
That “aspiring Lancaster” of the West 

has adopted a co mprehensive commerce. 
Not content with the Asiatic trade be­
queathed by the counsels of Benton, St. 
Louis claims a continental market from 
the Balize to Buenos Ayres on one side, 
and to Valparaiso on the other. We like 
these gigantic and American ideas. It 
expands the heart ter think of them, and 
we cordially co-operate in the hope that 
the railroads and river craft of St. Louis 
may carry this continental commerce into 
effect. We are constrained to say, how­
ever, that the expectation of making St. 
Louis a principal cotton market is a delu­
sion. The position that this will be neces­
sary to the establishment of cotton mills is 
contradicted alike by Manchester and 
Lowell. That the mills do Hot necessarily 
follow the market is shown by New Or­
leans. It is scarcely necessary to explain 
why St. Louis can not be an important 
centre of ootton sale and shipment. To 
any one who has studied experimentally 
the course of the cotton trade a few words 
on this subject will suffice. All cotton is 
valued at Liverpool, and is worth the’ 
price paid in that market, less what it 
will cost to get the cotton there. By con­
sequence cotton held any where in the 
United States can be realized on tho bills 
of lading and policies of insurance in the 
hands of the shippers. Cotton then will 
sdek a deep water port by the
most direct lines, and will go thence to 
Liverpool. The cotton exchange may be 
negotiated in one market, while the cot­
ton itself is shipped from another. On 
this principle the cotton grown in Texas 
or Tennessee will not go to S t Louis, be­
cause that city is off the right, line 
transit to Liverpool. It will seek the deep 
water ports of New Orleans or Galveston, 
or go overland direct to some Eastern At­
lantic port. S t Louis can, however, deal 
in the bills, and sell goods against the 
cotton all the same, just as New York 
conducts much of the cotton trade direct 
from New Orleans to Liverpool.

There is, however, a far larger field of 
enterprise than this of factorage. It is to 
build cotton mills, as thus suggested by 
the S t Louis Globe:

If we wish to avoid the expense of two 
ocean shipments, ol interest and broker­
age, and labor lost, and changing tariffs, we 
must set to manufacturing where coal and 
iron and labor can bo found, and where a 
cotton market can be established as the 
natural result of the interchange of those 
commodities which the cotton growers 
want.

A popular lecturer has been chinning his 
hearers with the following definitions : “A 
retreating chin denotes weakness; a pro.

Dr. Lotlirop, a somewhat tceentrie, but 
always sensible clergyman of West Spring- 
field, Massachusetts, recently told a young 
lady member of his church, who feared eho 
had done wrong iu dancing, that it she had 
a good time he was glad ol it, and hoped 
she would do the same thing again. He 
also informed an old lady who made a great 
uproar about the girl’s dancing, that if she 
wished to get to heaven she would do well 
to use her feet more and her tongue lees.

Exactly so. A pound of cotton may bo 
converted info three yurds of average 
cloth, each worth the cost of the pouud of 
cotton. What works this wondrous ad­
dition to tho value of the raw material ? 
Doubtless it is the magic of the superior 
order of intelligence pbssessed by Europe­
ans. But the result of all comparison 
proves that tho European is not the supe­
rior of tho American in mind, body, or 
invention.

What, then, really does mako two hun­
dred and lift}- million dollars of raw cot­
ton worth, when woven and printed, worth 
perhaps, one billion dollars? The alchemy 
of this transmutation is this: Food, fuel 
human skill and mechanical force are 
combined with this raw material, and the 
result is the valuable fabric stated.

Now St. Louis has, in a wonderful 
measure, the principal elements of this 
wonderful alchemy. She has two de­
ficiencies:

First—Skilled labor in milling.
Second—A school ol’ design and en­

graving to print goods.
The first of these wants can be easily 

supplied. The mills having been pro­
vided, it will be necessary to put in tho 
English market an order for the managers 
and operatives to inaugurate and conduct 
it. More than forty thousand European 
mechanics came, last year, into the port 
of New York alone, and were distributed 
throughout the West. Give the spinners 
of England assurance of a homo and 
wages, and any number of mills can be 
stocked with hands. Tho late reports ol 
the labor commission in Massachusetts 
shows that mechanical industry in that 
commonwealth lays up very little net 
profit after paying for imported food and 
fuel. It would be only necessary to 
place a few specimen loaves and bacon 
sides in the windows of Manchester and 
Lowell, with a label of the St. Louis 
Prices on them, to start ship and car 
loads of operatives to this Canaan of the 
cotton serfs.

Tho chief difficulty in establishing a 
most profitable division of the cotton 
manufactures lies in the want of artistic 
skill and manufacturing taste in the tints 
and figures of cotton prints.

This, though requiring a longer prepara­
tion, may by the aid of the great polytech­
nic institution at St. Louis be soon ac­
complished.

It is in favor of this elementary stage of 
art, that the people of South and Central 
America are simple and uniform in their 
fancies and do not change the styles of 
their wearing apparel, as do the fastidious 
dames of Europe and America. St. Louis 
lias therefore all the materials for organ­
izing this and other great industries at her 
command, and as this continental market 
awaits her commerce, we do not see why 
she should not trade with Ilio Janeiro, as 
well as with Canton. We aro aware of 
the European competition to be encoun­
tered in many of tho markets, but with 
tho natural advantages and the command 
of European machinery and skilled labor 
wo can not see why the experiment should 
not be made, even in doubtful markets.

Should St. Louis confine her attention 
to such undoubted resources and desist 
from recommending Eads’ wingdams to 
overflow and drown out the cotton crop 
of Louisiana, we should hail with delight 
the realization of their visions of luture 
glory, which animate tho imagination of 
her energetic citizens.

threats of civil war, to be followed by all 
the dire calamities that usually accom 
pany an appeal to arms as a means of set­
tling disputed questions, in ease the West 
and Sontti insist upon having the finan­
cial policy of the nation, as shaped by 
Congress, carried out by the federal ad­
ministration. The fact that the herald is 
trying to array the President against Con­
gress upon so vital a question as that ol 
adjusting the financial policy of the coun­
try to a standard that will meet its grow­
ing wants, and at the same time sustain 
its credit, is scarcely less ominous than 
the fact that it is endeavoring to make it 
appear that a spirit of sectionalism lias 
governed Congress in ibis matter. All 
reflecting and well-meaning men will re­
gard any attempt to revive a sectional 
teeling in tli3 country as mischievous, if 
not dangerous.

The Herald not only charges that Con­
gress, in dealing with the currency ques­
tion, has been governed by a spirit of sec­
tionalism inimical to the North and East 
but it charges that the South and West 
have banded together in support of sec­
tional legislation, thereby inciting the 
North and East to take a sectional view 
of the subject, and actually predicting 
that civil war will follow should the na­
tional government attempt to carry out 
any financial policy not dictated exclu­
sively by the moneyed men of the North 
and East—or, perhaps it might bo more 
properly said, of New York and Boston. 
If the Herald thinks tho great body of 
workingmen in the North and East can be 
induced to shoulder the musket to sus­
tain the moneyed aristocrats of their 
own section against the interest of 
labor throughout tho nation, it is plainly 
as verdant in its knowledge of human 
nature as it is vain of its power for good 
or evil. The great army of laborers in 
the North and East, those who till tho 
soil, work at the mechanic arts, etc., have 
no feeling in common with the men who 
speculate in gold and fancy stocks, and 
they will not support at the ballot-box the 
pretensions of a moneyed class to control 
the financial policy of the country, much 
less take up the musket in aid of a rebel­
lion against the enforcement of existing 
laws. Therefore the Herald's attempt to 
arouse a sectional feeling and incite civil 
war at this time, will prove as harmless as 
its attempt to have tho city of New York 
secede from the State of New York when 
the State authorities determined to stand 
by the national government in its efforts to 
put- down tho Southern rebellion.

The suggestion in 18C1 that the city 
of lew  York rebel against the au­
thority of the State was scarcely less 
ridiculous than the suggestion now made 
to the effect that if the government at 
Washington persists iu carrying out the 
views of Congress in regard to the cur­
rency question the North and East will 
rebel, and civil war will ensue; and yet 
the Herald seriously maintains that this 
will be tho effect of the government’s 
refusing to accede to its demand, 
clearly made in the interest of the 
moneyed class, to abandon the policy of 
increasing the present circulating me­
dium of the country io an amount re- 
quired for the wholesome pursuit of busi­
ness. If the Herald had been content to 
urge its objections against such a course 
with a view, if it could not succeed in 
having President Grant veto the uew 
finance bill, of referring the subject back to 
the people in the election of Congressmen 
next fall, its opinions would have com­
manded respect, even though the country 
was not prepared to indorse them. But 
that being too tame a course for the paper 
that essays to be a great political power 
in the land as well as a prophet, it pre­
dicts civil war as a consequence of a 
failure on the part of the government to 
carry out its views. It falsely assumes 
that the increase of our circulating 
medium voted by Congrress to meet the 
demands of business, is inflation. We are 
satisfied there has been a change of views 
on this subject since iast fall. Then the 
greatest of Now York's financiers were 
asking the government to extend tho 
circulation of its currency by forty mil­
lions iu order to relieve the banks of that 
great city and save the business men from 
impending ruin. That movement was 
made to benefit New York, and although 
it proposed to have the government do, 
without sanction of law and for the 
benefit oi a few, what government 
has since determined to do with 
sanction of law for the benefit of the 
whole country, no one thought it a 
measure of inflation. But it is not im­
probable, after all, that the principal ob. 
ject at the present time in denouncing the 
financial policy of the government is 
either to divide the Republican party bv 
arraying the President against Congress, 
or failing in that, to accomplish the sa.me 
object by creating a spirit of sectional­
ism among the people that v, ill array the 
North ami East against the.South and 
■West. As the Herald never possessed 
any love for (he Republican party, it is 
not at ail unlikely that in attacking 
the financial policy of the administration 
it may Le inflated with the idea of seek- 
ing to pave the way for tho election of a 
Democratic President in 1-876.

^ hi le their baud was in we would have 
been glad to see the same principle of 
selection recommended in regard jo the 
Congressional aspirants. The miraculous 
co nversioij of some of these gentry to the 
Eads wing-dam scheme for overflowing 
and drowning out Louisiana, requires ex­
planation. and prevention in future, and 
we move the choice of national be placed cn 
the same footing with municipal represen­
tatives. "With this amendment we shall 
have much hope of the future ordinances, 
nd other statutes, local and national. 

Vvith the vast and growing political power 
of Missouri it is just a little risky to her 
neighbors if it should fall into incompe­
tent hands.

Under 
tho new law there v;ifl naturally b 
superior adaptation of the means of hold­
ing the election to the convenience of the 
voters, since tire police jurors will liav 
every motive to consult the wishes of 
their neighbors. We hope tho law will 
serve the admirable purpose intended by 
its framers, and furthermore that men will 
be selected to the duty of executing it 
who will subordinate all considerations to 
their sworn obligations to act impartially 
and honestly.

Hence the organization of separate in­
terests and industries which consider and 
mature in practical detail measures proper 
for legislation. We may mention the 
National Board of Trade and the Granger 
incorporations.

The cities Lave become especially ner­
vous about the capacity of hungry poli­
ticians, indorsed by the thirsty constitu­
ency of the saloons. Their boards of ex­
change and trade have fallen into the same 
cautious habit- of preparing measures of 
public interest and even of Sending com­
mittees to dry nurse the functionaries in­
trusted with corporate legislation, and

Hi * people of Cuba, who are groaning under the 
iron heel ot .Spain, do not dare to contradict the 
ab( v, statement; but they know lull well it isen- 
tin!y  fa. if no thefts have been committed, 
why were charges made against Senor Valero, the 
administrator of the Royal Lottery ? Why was lie 
removed from office and imprisoned ? Why has he 
been seat to Spain to be tried? All tha corre* 
ppoudents in Cuba of the American Press have 
mentioned tho frauds complained of, atid alluded 
to the incarceration of that Spanish official. This 
shows that the abuses practiced are of common 
notoriety.

But this is not all. If Senor Valero managed to 
cause prizes to be paid to himselr, fur which he is 
now to be tried, is it not evident that the drawing 
is performed in a manner which opens the doors to 
fraud. Your correspondent defies the Voz de Cuba 
to relute these facts. The assertions cf that sheet 
are as veracious as the reports it frequently pub­
lishes, endeavoring to show that the Spaniards 
have gained great victories over the struggling 
patriote. The Spanish organ, however, can not 
say whether anybody was injured on the Cuban 
side, as the aforesaid Spaniards do not stay long 
enongli on tiie battlefield to learn particulars. A 
few more such victories and the gorgeous flag of 
Spain—an emblem of biood and gold—shall cease 
to wave over tbe fair land which champions of 
truth, as the editor of tho Voz de Cuba pretends 
to be, despoil and plunder.

By the scheme of the Havana Lottery, 30,000 
tickets are issued, a t $20  each, amounting to 
$G00,(o:», out of which prizes are paid for $450,000, 
leaving pre-fit to the government $150,000 on each 
drawing ( very fortnight.

3 he dealers in lottery tickets pay for them here 
in paper of the Spanish Bank, worth m arly one- 
balf tbe value of American money, so that yon pay 
them in New Orleans $ 2-1 to $30 in greenbacks for 
a ticket that costs them not mure than $13 or $I5<
If you win one of the prizes you will be able to 
eell it in New Orleans bnt for half it calls for.

A capital prize, I am informed, could not be sold 
a t any discount in your city. In Havana it can 
only be negotiated a t one-third of iu j  face. The 
•Spanish lottery is a monstrous speculation, if not 
swindling; but as long as “mistaken souls who 
tlream ot Heaven” are willing to buy, speculators 
will be willing to sell. Here in Havana the lottery 
is played out. Let it bd the same abroad,
