Second Day of the Spring Meeting
AitLough it looked somewhat as though 

it would rain, the attendance at the races 
.Yesterday was tally as large as on the open 
ng day. The weather was all that could 
be desired, for it cleared off after all and 
the little shower that we had in the morn 
ing just served to lay the duet.

The first race was a mile and a half, for 
all ages. There were eix entries, Port Leo 
nard. Colonel Nelligan, Tabitha, Nellie R. 
B. F. Carver and Ortolan. After five or 
six false starts they got a tolerably fair send 
oil, Port Leonard making play for lead 
the reet tailing on behind, Nellie K. and 
Ortolan keeping neck and neck in the sec­
ond position. Nearing the stand Carver 
shot ahead, leaving Ortolan and Port Leo­
nard slightly in the rear, the others keeping 
weli closed up. At the first quarter pole 
Port Leonard took first place, Colonel Nel 
ligac rushing to second alongside of Carver, 
leaving Ortoian third, Nellie li. and Tabitha 
eide and side in the rear. As they neared 
the half mile Tabitha put on a spurt, and

horses, Tabitha, Carver and Ortolan. Thi 
didn't last long, however, ‘for Ortolan, 
yielding to the call of hi9 jockey, dashed 
between Carver and Tabith3, and gradu 
aily drew away, coming in winner by three 
lengths, Carver second, Tabitha tliird> 
Colonel Nelligan fourth. Port Leonard fifth, 
Nellie R. last. Time of first half mile fifty- 
three seconds. At this result the knowing 
ones were exceeding joyful. One time, at 
any rate, the favorite had won, and what 
was better, so bad they.

The second race was a two mile heat race, 
for the Louisiana stake. Out of eighteen 
nominations five came to the post, viz: 
Mary L., Meta H., Fred Bonnabel, Sallie 
Watson and Donnybrook. They got a start 
without much trouble, Fred Bonnabel 
taking the lead, Mary L. second, Meta H. 
third, .Sallie Watson fourth and the favorite, 
Donnybrook, last. When they passed the 
first quarter Bonnabel still led, but the 
others were close on his haunches, all 
bunched up. Nearing the half mile Mary 
L. took the lead, leaving Bonnabel in second 
place, the others in easy reach. They 
dashed along in this order until the back 
etretch was reached, when Donnybrook 
forced the pace and rushed to second place, 
iiugg.ng the Hank of Mary L , and making 
things quite lively as they passed the string 
on the first round. Time of first mile—1:5: 
Go.ng past first quarter Bonnabel was left 
;n the rear, and nearing the half mile post 
he was so far behind that it was quite 
evident that he would be distanced. The 
others held well together until nearing the 
three-quarter poie, when Mary L. gave way 
leaving the struggle down the back stretch 
between Donnybrook, Meta II. and Sail 
Watson.

The brush to the finish was hot and close 
but the gray colt put in some of those quick 
sudden and powerful jumps for which his 
sire, old Lightning, was noted, and came in 
two lengths ahead, Meta H. second, Sallie 
Watson third, the other distanced. Time 

first mile, 1:52; second mile, l:50ts 
In the paddock Donnybrook showed in such 
fine form, after his effort at the close of the 
first heat, that he was more than ever a fa1 
vorire, and it was rather difficult to get bets 
against him.

At the fiTSt attempt they got off on the 
second heat, Meta H. taking the lead to the 
quarter, Sallie Watson close up and the 
favorite last. So to the half and on to the 
three-quarter, by which time Meta H. was 
two lengths ahead. Coming down the 
home etretch, Donnybrook again put on a 
spurt and got the honors of the first mile, 
After this Donnybrook had it pretty much 
all his own way. He cut away and left the 
others to follow as host they could. At the 
half mile poet the horses were nose and ta: 
Donnybrook at front. Sallie Watson second 
and Meta H. third. Donnybrook now forced 
the pace a little, finding his competitors so 
close up. So he drew away, and at the fin 
ish was six lengths ahead of Sallie Watson 
and Watson was six lengths ahead of Meta 
H. Time of first miie, 1:54; second mile, 
1:50 ta: first quarter mile, 23 seconds: first 
half mile, 57 ts seconds.

The third race, one mile and three-quar. 
tere for all ages, had four entries, Lime­
stone, Carrington, Captain Hutchinson and 
Revenge. They got a good start, Hutchin­
son taking the lead. Limestone second, Re­
venge third and Carrington fourth. Before 
the first quarter mile was passed, Revenge 
bad forged ahead, leaving Limestone still 
second, Hutchinson third and Carrington 
founb. The first half mile was run in this 
order, but nearing the stand, Hutchinson 
made play for front rank, leaving Lime­
stone a close second. Revenge third and 
Carrington way behind. At the first quar­
ter Captain Hutchinson and Limestone 
were side by side, Revenge not far behind 
and Carrington out of the question alto­
gether. They ran this way until near home, 
when Limestone swept to the front, leav­
ing Hutchinson a close second. Revenge an 
indifferent third and Carrington out of 
bounds.

far it may be confidently asserted that the 
spring meeting is a success.

ment, it may seem a little unreasonable to 
make further demands, and we merely 
make the suggestion with a view to f'utnr 
meetings.

The sport to-day promises to be equally 
as good as that of the last two days. Ther 
will he three races, the first a mile das! 
three year olds to carry their proper w e ig h t s  

the second, a race at mile heats for all ages 
and Jhe third a three mile dash between 
Silent Friend and Bessie Lee. For the first 
race there are seven entries, and to s h o w  

how they rate we give the following pool 
sold last evening: Quits, $100: Falmouth 
$80; John McDonald, $10; Lewis’ entries, 
$05; 1. O. l\, $17, and Chris. Doyle, $13.

In the second race there are six horses 
entered. The sale of pools showed Lotta 
Moore choice at $310, Ortolan $180, Quar­
termaster $100, Mary L. $00, Edwin Adams 
$51, and Falmouth $-18. As far as the three 
mile race is concerned, it provokes no ex 
citement, and but little comment of a com 
pliinentary character. That but two horses 
could be found to contest a three mile dash 
out of so large a number of fine horses now 
stabled here, i9 certainly a matter of sur 
prise and regret. Of course the owners 
needn't run their horses if they don't wish 
to, but, somehow or other, the impression 
had obtained and gone abroad that these 
horses had been brought here to run in the 
race. The contest between Bessie Lee and 
Silent Friend, although looked upen as a 
sure thing for the Friend, will still be a 
pretty race, but the interest in the race 
would be much increased by a larger field.

The R iver nml the Levee.
There is but little change to make cn our 

report of yesterdyy, but that little is not 
encouraging by any means.

Word was Eent from Kenner yesterday 
noon that the river was two and a half 
inches above high water mark and rising, 
The levee bad been patched to such a de­
gree that it looked like new.

All along our city front the state of 
affaire is not mending, and the report ie 
that a further rise has taken place. Cer- 
tamly the flood has not abated, nor has the 
danger. Water is seeping through at hun­
dreds of points, and in some places is run. 
ning over m sufficient quantities to alarm 
the boldest.

In the neighborhood of the French Mar. 
ket things look better, as laborers have 
performed much good service, and the Mo­
bile railroad construction trains have 
brought in considerable sand and gravel, 
which is placed where it will do the most 
good, brom that point to the Barracks 
there are but few places considered a6 liable 
to crevasse.

At the Levee Company's office yesterday 
there were but few interesting items. Ap­
plication having been made for an engineer 
to examine the Bellechasse crevaese, the 
Levee Company sent M. W. Dasten there, 
and he reports by telegraph as follows:

A df.il  i4, 187-4.
President Levee Company:

Found work on both sides commenced, 
Old levee that lapped new one is gone, mak 
ing it so much harder to stop. Water now 
in the break is irom fifteen to twenty feet 
deep. Will have to go behind to make a 
pen probably 500 ieet long, and will have 
to commence a new work behind the pres­
ent one. Crevasse can be stopped, but will 
cost $10,000 and seven to ten days.

Provisions have been eent to the destitute 
people a: the Atcbafalaya overflow; also 
implements for laborers.

Reports from Iberville are somewhat en­
couraging, though the danger is not over by 
any means in that locality.

From points down the river very little 
news can he obtained, but it is understood 
hat the condition is not favorable. Much 

land is overflowed, and next to no efforts are 
being made to stop the crevasses.

Civil R ights in the 8ennte.
The substitute for Mr. Sumner’s civil 

right bill, reported by the Judiciary Com­
mittee to-day, provides that all persons 
within the jurisdiction of the United States 
shall be entitled to full and equal ehjey- 
ment and privileges of inns, public con­
veyances, on land or water, theatres and
