But the beart-sinking desolution of
death, without those tender assiduities,
makes fame and public ealogies an empry
mockery of the deep-seated wunts of the
human heart.

On some fond breast the parting soul relles,
Some plous drops the closing eve roqulies,

These lines from Grey's immortal elegy,
which touch the deepest fountains ot
human feeling, make us feel how poor
and bhollow is any public recognition of
eminent eervices in comparison with the
fond tenderness of sweet domestio ties,
which it was Mr. Sumner's Lard tate to lack,
to console him for the ingratitude and alien-
ation of his political party. How many
thousands there are wio would not ex-
change their home felt domestie joys in life,
and the tears of loved ounes iu death, for
the talents, attainments, reputation and
culogies of & stateswan like Mr. Sumner.
The really valuable things in life are not
the rave, but the common. As pure air and
Pure water are of more worth thanall

axuariee, so the sweet devotedness of dom-

estic lite outweighs all the glare and
splendor of Eublie life. We can not repress
a feeling of deep melancholy that a man so
gilted as Mr. Sumner died with only poli-
ticul friendships aud surroundinges, with
no tender loviog hund to close his eyes for
the sleep that kuows no awakening,—New
York World.
