CIVILIZATION IN NEW ORLEANS.

To those who believe. with us that dusl-
ing is not only a crime against the lawe, but
an outrage on civilization, itis dishearten-
ing to find that there is one section of the
country where it is stillas firmly intrenched
as ever in public opinton. Elsewhers it
sometimes occurs that duclists are not at
all, or only inadequately punished. But
where there is not a show at least of en-
forcing the iaw, public opinion for the most
part pronounces etrongly aud openly
uzainst & practice which, i too often tol-
erated, is no longer approved. In New Or-
leans the duelist appears to reign as firmly
u8 in the days when wen saurdered their
dearest frienus before breakfast for u joke,
und when npot to have fought at least one
duel was to be decidly mawncais ton. Nothing
could be more painfully signiticant than the
fact than in the two futal duels recently
fought near the Creecent City two of the
four principals were lawyers and the third

honor. Mr. Bienvenu had been sued for

yment of a millinery bill, and Mr. Phil-
ips waa plaintif's counsel, At the close of
the trial, Mrs. Bieuvenu appears to have
forgotten herself so far as w -ddn-np ua-
complimentary remarks to Mr. Phillips.
The latter contented himself with observ-
ing that he would require her, husband to
restrain such exhibitiena of temper, and
did s0 insist upon meeting Mr. Bienvenu a
moment aiter. But that gentleman not
only accepted his wife's opinions us his
own, but added still more untlattering com-
wentaries, wherenpon the indignant lawyer
knocked him down, and next morning had
the still further and peculiarly legal satis-
taction of blowing his braius out.

The details of the combat make us donbt
if New Orleans is really a Christian com-
munity in the last quarter of the mine-
teenth century. The weapons chosen were
double-barreled shotguns, and a numerous
company attended the combatants to the
field, among them Bienvenu's brother.
While the preliminarics were arranging,
“the spectators broke into groups, or
lounged abont under the trees,” consider-
ately repressing their impatience. Bien-
venu was shot dead at the first fire, and
“his brother appeared to be]gre-lly aflect-
ed, and burst into tears.” The rest ot the
company must have regarded bim with
unusual curiosity, To them it was simply
a epectacle that was over, and the most
important thing was to catch the mnext
train. As an evidence that the ill-breeding
of efotion was exceptional, we read that
Mr. Phillips antl his seconds obefore retiring
“exchanged the usual civilities and expres-
sions of regret,” and then the dead man
and the slayer went quictly back to the
city by the same train.

Horribla as the whole proceeding was,
there is something slmoest grotesque in its
incidents. The uncouth and barbarous
weapons, the interested crowd. the weeping
brother, the exchunge of civilities, most of
all the strongly asserted companionship on
the return trip, give this duel a favor of
simple savagery which is quite unique. The
duel of former times, the duel which civili-
zation has rendercd almost obsolete, was at
least not a matter of public exhibition, and
the duelist who had slain his man paid law
at least the homage of pretendiog to run
away. DBut the New Orleans duelist knows
no such weakness. . le goes to the ground
attended by balf the town, and, aiter doing
bis little job of murder to nniversal satisfac-
tion, washes his hands, goes quietly back t»
his office, and sits down o his business, If
thiz is civilization, where shall we look for
barbarism ! s

The worst of it is that it is not clear where
these things will end. Phillips plainly can
not be puunished in a community which
wade no attempt to punish Khett, and the
escape of Phillips will he an additional
precedent for a renewal of hia erime. We
conzratulate public opinion in New Orleans
on the prospect before it.

AN ACT

To extend the limits of the town of Frank-
lin, in the parish of Nt. Mary, State of
Louisians, and to incorporate the same;
and to re all acts incorporating the
town of Franklin and all acts amendatory
and supplemental thereto,

Sgcriox 1. Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the State
of Louisiaua in General Assembly convened,
That the resident eitizens of the United
States within the following limita, to wit:
All that tract or parcel of land in the parish
of St. Mary begioning at s point on the
west bank of the Bayou Teche east of B. C.
Smith’s store, thence to the line between B.
C. Smith and T. J. Foster, out said line to
T. J. Foster'a property, thence in & west-
ward direction for a etake at twenty acres
from the beginning point on said Bayou
Teche, thence north and northeast at'the
distance of twenty acres jrom the Bayon
Teche until W. P, Allen’s south line be-
tween said W. P. Allen's and Mrs. Simeon
Smith is reached, thence east on said line to
Runk’s line,-and thence down the line divid-
ing Runk from the Frauklin cemetery to the
Bayou Teche, thence down the Bayou Techs
to the point of beginning. That a survey
«hall be made by the parish survevor, an
the lines established by him, under the super-
vision of the mayor of said town of Franklin,
and the same be filed and recorded in the re-
corder’s oftice of the parish of St. Mary, shall
be and they are hercby created and made a
corporation snd body politie, with perpetual
succession, by the name and style of the
mayor and common council of the town of
Franklin, and by that nawe they and their
successors shall forever be in law capable
of sueing and being sued, of defending and
being defended, of impleading and being
impleaded, 1n all courts or places of law, in
all euits and actions, and way have an of-
ticial eeal, and alter the same at pleasure,
and shall have the right of purchasing, re-
ceiving by donation, holding and conveying
any estate, real or personal, for the use and
benefit of said town, and for raising money
by tax for the improvement of the town
and maintenance of the police thereof, and
for the purpose of making and keeping up
the streets and roads in the sawe, and for
all improvewents that may be deemed
DOCEBALIY.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That
the present mayor and council, appointed
by his Excellency Willism Pitt Kellogg,
Governor of the State of Louisiana, shall
continue and rewain 1o office until the seo-
ond Monday in January, 1876, and until
their successors are elected, commissioned
o8d qualitied according to this charter.

Sgc, 3. Be it further enacted, ete., That
the mayor and council shall by resolution
order an election for one mayor und five
councilmen thirty days previous to eaid
general election in 1876 for State officers,
and every four years thereafter, which
shall be promulgated by publication in the
official journal of the town of Franklin or
by notices posted in eix public and conepic-
ucua places of said town, and said resolution
shall Lu certitied to by the mayor and sec-
retary and a copy of the same delivered to
the registrar of the parish of St. Mary thirty
days previous to said election.

SeC. 4. Be it further enacted, ete., That
the registrar of the parish of St. Mary shall
proceed to register sll voters within the
corporate limits of the town of Franklin in
accordance with the registration and elec-
tion laws of the State of Louisiang; that he
sball appoint two commisgi 3 to hold
said election, and that ke shall provide and
keep o separate book for the registration of
all votes for the town of Franklin, and that
all votes cast for mayor and conncilmen
shail be numbered and det::’aiu-d by said
cominissioners in a ballot-box to be pro-
vided by eaid registrar, which box and all
books, stationery, ete., necessary fur the
registration and conducting all municipal
elections in the gaid town shall be paid by
order of the mayor and council out of the
treasury ot the said town of Franklin,

Sgc. 5. Be it further enucted, ete., That
all votes deposited es aforesaid shall be
counted and returned by the registrar in
the savie manner es 10 ail State and paro-
chial election: that said returns shull be
canvassed by the returning board of elee-
tions in conformity with the laws of the
State as to other election returns, and tue
persons receiving the highest number of
votes for mayor and council chall be com-
wirsioned by the Governdr within thirty
days.

Sec. 6. Be it further enacted, ete,, That
the wayor and council shall, before enter-
ing upon the discharge of the duties of
their respective offices, be commissioned by
the Govornor of the State of Louisiana,
and shall tuke the oath prescribed by arti-
cle one hundred of the constitution of the
State, which oath shall be filed in the office
of the Secretary of State, and shall remuin
in office for the term of five years and until
theiwr successors are elected, commissioned
and qualified sccording to this charter.

SEC.7. Be 1t further enacted. ete., That
the mayor and council for the said town of
Franklin shall pass all laws and ordinances
for said town subject to the approval or
veto of the mayor, but such u veto shall not
negative any law or ordinunce which may
be passed by a majority of the councilmen
over suid veto. That the said mayor and
council shall bave power to pass all by-
laws and ordinances, to remove nuisances, to
prevent the introducgion of contagious or in-
tections disegses within eaid town, to es-
tablish night watches and patrols and to
erect lamps, and gencrally to pass any by-
laws and ordinances in writing not incon
sistent with the constitution aud the laws
of the United States and of the State, as
they may deem proper, in relation to the
public markets, streets, highways, alleys
aud 'sidewalks, and te disorderly conduct
afld nuisances generally, or anything what-
ever that may relate to the good povern-
ment ot gaid town; to impose such fines and
penalties for & breach of their by-laws and
ordinances as they may think preper, not
to exceed the sum of ove hundred dollars
recoverable before any court of competent
jurisdiction; to cause all vagrants, ulle or
disorderly persons, all persons of evil life
or ill fuwe, and all such persons as have no
visible means of support to give securii
for their good behavior for a reasonabie
time, and in case of their inability or re-
fusal to give security, to cause them to
work in the streets for a limited time, not
exceeding four calendar months, noless
such security sooner be given, and to close
up places of busineas on Sundays,

Stc, 8. Be it turther enacted, ete., That
the mayor and council shall have power of
levying an ad valorem tax upon all the
lands, houses, stores and movable property
within the limits of the said corporation:
provided the said tax shall not exceed at
uny time one dollar on the bundred; to tax
billiard tables, taverns, mercantile honses,
apothecary shops, groceries, coffeshouses
and shops retaiiing spirituons ' lignors,
darays, carts, trades and professions, fruit
stands, ovster saloons, restaurants, eating
houses, lodging Louses, livery stabies, bow-
ling alleys, peadlers and bawkers, lumber
yarde, coal yards, batchers ant contractors,
shows, menageries, musenms aud theatres.

Sec, 9. Be it further eénacted, ote., That
the wayor shall, within twenty days after
the promulgation of this charter, and within
twenty days after he is elected, commis.

urer, asseasor, collector and marshal
