with undoubted confidence in the requsite
authority, we protest against having the
question presented on any such equity
as that alleged by the Fusion organ.

It would be unreasonable to expect that
section of the Union which enforced its
consfruction of the constitution by the re-
sults of a war waged for that purpose
alone, to admit any responsibility for the
consequences of that war, except for a just
treatment of the vanquished. Such a
concession as is implied in this argument
can not be expected and should be dis-
missed. The reparation of losses occa-
sioned *‘the people by the annihilation of
their property in slaves,” resolves itself
into the just argument for indemnity.
It is, however, subject to the farther ob-
jection that a great many of the people
who waged the war on the winning
side do not admit, and never did
admit, that there was any ‘property”
in slaves. While it is not reason-
ably to be expected that those who
represent a majority of the voters of Lou-
isiana or the colored voters anywhere else,
would vote for a measure of relief upon
the basis of any such “moral obligation.”
The concession of this principle by Con-
gress would open the question proposed
by Mr. Hunter of indemnifying the slave
owners, and this, so far from being
with any justice limited to the lowlands
of Lotisiana, should be applied equally
throughout the Southern States. Under
this principle of special indemnity, as we
have explained, while the Southern man
who had lost a slave would recover a
thousand dollars, another Southern man
who had lost an arm in the same cause
wounld get nothing at all. The terms of
this demand on the federal government
are, therefore, truculent, offensive and un-

equal.
There are reasons, however, far more

forcible, which may be urged without any
sectional objection, without reviving old
questions and without awakening old
quarrels. The valley of the Mississippi
produces more than a million of bales of
cotton. It is capable of producing just
ten times as much, and the State of Lou-
isiana may be so protected and cultivated
as to tarn out annually a million hogs-
heads of sugar.

These products, in the first place, add
to the clothing and comfort of the whole
American people who wear cotton and nse
sugar. In the second place these staples
are worth specie in the world's markets,
The cotton will employ the mills of Mass-
achusetts, and when exported, either raw
or wrought, will protect the national
credit and tend to parify the national
currency. It will also freight the com-
mercial marine of the country, and its
produce will create a specie currency.
These productions of cotton and sugar
will give the Grangers an increased mar-
ket for corn, bacon and mules, while Cin-
cinnati and St. Lonis can sell more steam
engines, plows and whisky. The inter-
nal and foreign freights of the country by
river, rail and ocean steamers will furnish
domestics for our common carriers, while
the improved exchange of the products
will import more foreign goods and pay
more federal revenne. The enlarged pro-
duction of sugar will keep at home specie
now exported to the amount of more than
seventy millions annually, which has the
effect of increasing the balance of trade
aguinst us, perpetuating slave labor in
competition with free labor and postpon-
ing the resumytion of specie currency.
There are many other incidental ad-
vantages in which the whole Union will
participate, but which we will not recite
in detail. Enough has been stated to
show why it is extremely unwise to re-
proach the federal government with having
destroyed private property without due in-
demnity, and imperatively reminding it
of the *‘moral cbligations” and “duty” to
repair the damage it has so wantonly in-
flicted. We apprebend that if the pre.
amble for a biil to repair and maintain
the levees of Louisiana should premise,
that in consideration of wrong dene and
injury inflicted upon a portion of the
States and people, who resisted the gov-
ernment of the United States in the late
civil war, the government would atone
for the wrong and indemnify this injury
by rebuilding and forever maintaining the
levees of Louisiana, that bill would re-
ceive very few votes.

Our neighbor should remember that
while assanlt upon the federal government
and denunciation of Northern oppressors
may pay very well at home, such language
is not caleulated to open either the national
or Enstern heart or purses. Better inter-

We have received a copy of a bill intro-
duced, on unanimous leave, by Hon. Mr.
Bromberg, of Alabama, intended ‘‘to
prevent the introduction of contagious or
infectious diseases into the United States.”

The provisions of the bill authorize
and instruct the supreme medical author-
ities of the fedetal army and navy to
make regulations, to be observed by per-
sons controlling vessels and vehicles
coming from foreign countries or ports,
into ports of the United States, to the
eflect *‘that no persons, animals or goods
affected with infections or contagious
disease, may enter the United States,”
ete. These duties shall be performed by
a medical board, the members of which
shall receive no additional compensation
for the performance of this service,
This service is intended to be suxiliary to
the State or municipal health regulations
adopted “in fartherance of, and not con-
flicting with, the system constituted by
th'u“t"

We are not entirely satisfied with this
system. It gives paramount control of
the port cities to the national board.
This is very well, but it only relates to
the importation of disease from foreign
ports. The great grievance of which our
outports have to complain is that persons
and packages coming out of these out-
ports to other outports, or to interior
points, may be and are put in quarantine
by these other ports and points of the
interior. As we read the bill of Mr.
Bromberg, the national board may pre-
scribe rules against the sdmission of per-
sons or packages coming from an infected
foreign port into the ports of New Or-
leans or Chicago, but if New Orleans
and Chicago be put in quarantine
by Galveston, St. Louis, or by any
of the thousand railrond stations con-
nected with these outport cities by rail or
water, there is no power in the national
board to regulate or restrain this abuse of
domestic quarantine. Can not Mr. Brom-
berg guard against this commercial mis-
chief from which at least one outport has
suffered 80 severely? New Orleans has
been cut off by local ordinances from al-
most all access to her commercial terri-
tory, and this may be repeated, unless the
paramount jurisdiction of the national
quarantine board shall include both tor-
eign and domestic regulations.

R e —wudiv,
INTERVENTION NEEDED,

Notwithstanding our congratulations
that the war between our guarrelsome
neighbors bad been terminated by mutual
and reciprocal concessions, we are pained
to learn that the conflict has broken out
and rages with renewed bitterness. This
timeitis the Zimes that has been attacked
in its most tender point. ~Its position as
the first engineer among the editors of
Louisiana has beenimpugned. Its magis-
terial beard has been plucked by some
whipster set on by its opponent, and it
threatens the temerarious youngster with
condign chastisement, even if it has to
pursue him into the typical *‘glass hounse”
of his alleged instigator. Thereupon the
Pic slaps its hand significantly upon its
hilt, as much as to say, “Sir, I wear a
sword."

Since the determination of the corpor-
ate authorities of Bay St. Lounis not to
permit that attractive watering place to
be turned into a cemetery, these outbreaks
of temper among us have been, if possible,
on the increase, When, therefore, promi-
nent parties are thus parching their hom-
iny, whetting their tomahawks and scalp-
ing knives, and putting on the paint for
the war path, should there be nothing to
protect this peaceful community from the
chance-medley of a collision between
them. Brooks has skedaddled, the John-
nies of Baxter “‘come marching home," and
there is no more “‘dole” in the Arkansas
“‘Astolet.” The United States troops are
not needed, and may be safely held in hand
to reinforce General Emory should that
gallant officer need help. In the mean-
time we presume the federal military will
have its vigilant eye on the two belliger-
ents, the Times and the Pic, prepared to
intervene at the first demonstration of
flagrant war between them. Owing to the
proximity of the hostile focs, it might be
well to station a provisional section of
artillery at the mouth of Commerecinl
alley. A well directed stream of fire
would effectually keep these belligerents
apart. With the rigid enforcement of the
duel quarantine, and a small force of fod-
eral troops, we may be enabled to repair
the levees and gather what may be left of
the crops, without danger from this inter-
necine conflict which threatens the public

MECHANICAL COLLEGE.
We are gratified to find the prompt or-
ganization of the directory for the estab-
lishment of our Agricultural and Meachan-
ical College, and trust the institution
moy go into operation at as early
a date as may be compatible with
the selection of competent conduetors,
Itis presumed the directory will at onca
advertise for applicant professors of the
severnl departments of education. The
daties of these professors are altogether
different from the usnal course of instruc-
tion among us, and it will be well to have
those who have had some experience
or some special opportunities of obsery-
ing the course of study and experiment
in similar schools.
The experiment now to ba mads is of
vital consequence to New Orleans, and it
should have all possible advantages. We
Lave unemployed thomsands. We ex-
change our precious and peculisr pro-
ducts against the simplest manufactures
of others. We are thus alwaysin debt
abroad. We have no ships nor mariners,
Our comuaerce is conducted by strangers,
and the shipping in our port belongs
elsewhere,
Itis the object of mechanical schools
to qualify a people for ail branches of the
mechanic arts, and for all the services of
maritime enterprise.
The Mechanieal College of New Orleans
will, therefore, educate our engineers,
architects, machinists, chemists, and we
trust to have a school ship added to the
lecture rooms. The material for fitting

by the preaching of missionaries.

these schools abounds awong us. The

parent of the poor boy or girl can spare
time for the daily task, and the free
school of the trades can qualify many for
making an honest living. At the same
time, the creation of this class of workers
will, to a greater or less extent, keep at
home the money which we now send
abroad to purchase articles that may be
made, or services rendered, at home.

The position has been assumed by the
RerunLicay that the colored people may
render valuable use to the country by their
capacity for the arts and industries. Not
only may they build ships, bridges and
houses, not alone can they shape iron and
weave cloth, but the arts of seulpture,
painting and music are open to them. It
is the duty of statesmen and patriots to
utilize every element of usefalness,
whether in the moral, mental or physical
resources of the country. When we re-
gard the fond of the colered race for
the mechanic arts, and their aptitude as
boatmen and sailors—when we remember
that their vigor and exemption from cli-
matic diseases enables them to pursue their
avocations, throughout the yeer, it will be
seen that they constitute s great reliance
in developing the future of our State and
city.

Let us hope that the directory of the
Mechanical College will secure the ser-
vices of the most competent teachers;
that they will throw the schools open to
all, and secure the confidence and attend-
ance of all, so that even when the partial
and unjust feature of the law which ex-
cludes this city from any right to the per-
manent location of the school shall take
effect and New Orleans be taxed five-
eightbs of fifty thousand dollars to build
a college in some one of “‘the country
parishes,” our people may have had such
a demonstration of the trade schools as
that we can still maintain it upon the
support of our own people.

Let the experiment then go on, and let
the directory advertise for the best choice
of professors of the various departments of
instruction. Whether we shall have a me-
chanical college permanently established
in New Orleans, will depend greatly upon
the success of the experiment now to be
made.

From all quarters, and through numer-
ous channels, offers of relief for the suf-
ferers by the overflow come pouring in.

Numerous private perties have con-
tributed in proportion to their ability,
and nearly all the places of amusement
have been offered free for beneficiary per-
formances. The Academy of Music will
give a full clear benefit, which means all
tLe receipts. The Variety Dramatic Club,
the Shakespeare Club, several lecturers
and numerous steamboats are placed as
volunteers in the good work.
Subseriptions will also soon begin to come
in from distant cities. Boston has taken
the lead, and made an excellent be-
ginning, being careful to assure us that
the end of her charity has by no means
been reached. But the main reliance
of our afllicted State is on the great aid
about to be sent from Washington. The
all-powerful United State government has
appeared as an almoner, and we of the
South koow full well that whether the
object be conquest or charity which
Uncle Sam aims at, suceess is sure to fol-
low. It is probable that by the end of the
month there will be ample provision re-
ceived ond distributed for all the suf-

ferers.
