$1 473 220 and upon sundry securities to 
the amount of $535,160, being a total of 
over $2,000,000. Of deposits from varions 
branches and invested by the Washington 
branch, a large proportion of the loans are 
made in violation of law, and many of them 
are utterly worthless.

A T h ief w ho S to le  H a lf  a  M illion.
[Rocky Montain News, April 21.J 

In 1868 a daring and aucoessful robbery 
was committed at Petroleum Centre, Penn­
sylvania. Five men »living in Sawyera- 
town, near Meadville, entered the house of 
a man named Bennehoft, and at the muzzle 
of the pistol compelled him to take from 
his safe a half a million dollars and deliver 
to them. Two of the robbers were after­
ward arrested, convicted and sent to the 
penitentiary. Two others have never been 
heard from, while the fifth, James Saeger, 
has been a fugitive from justice for 
six years. Saeger stole the entire amount 
from his comrades, leaving them with 
no mony and the guilt of the crime, and 
jumped the country. On last Sunday 
evening, Saeger was arrested by detective D. 
J. Cook, of Denver. He came to the city a 
few nays before, and was recognized by 
Mrs. Potter, the wife of a restaurant keeper. 
She had known him when she was a child. 
He was somewhat overcome when first ac­
costed, but immediately confessed his iden­
tity, and engaged in conversation with Mrs. 
Polter. He told Potter that he was in the 
Texas cattle trade, and had bet ween 30,000 
and 40,000 in that State, and a number of 
herds on their way to Colorado. Saeger 
employed Potter as his attorney for the 
transfer of some property. Potter seems to 
have had some grudge against Saeger on 
account of some injustice which he had 
done his uncle some years since, and con­
cluded to take this opportunity ol repaying 
him. He informed D. J. Cook, the detec­
tive of Saeger’s presence. Cook imme­
diately set to work to secure his capture. 
On Sunday Potter went to Sanger’s camp, 
iound him slightly intoxicated, induced him 
to partake more freely, and then brought 
him to Denver, where he was handed over 
to Cook, who arrested him and placed him

^ jitte r  he was confined in jail lie confessed 
that he was the identical Bennehoff robber, 
but averred that had he been armed he 
would not have been taken. Said it was 
the first time he had ever been taken un­
awares. He gave a brief account of his 
wanderings since the robbery. He first 
went to Pittsburg, thence down the river to 
New Orleans, and thence to Cuba; thenee 
to Mexico, from which country he went to 
Texas. He had been in tbe cattle business 
three years. He had intended to sell his 
herd and return to Texas. He had been 
cornered before, but had escaped through 
the free use of money. He said he had al- 
ways intended to repay Benneheff, bnt he 
had been unfortunate, and had not been 
able to do so. One hundred thousand dol­
lars was offered tor his capture, and it is 
supposed that Cook and his assistant will 
get the reward.

Prejudice, whether for or against an in­

dividual, may serve to blind one’s mental 
vision, by a refusal to admit the faults of a 
friend, or an unwilligness to recognize the 
merits of an enemy, as the case may be. 
that an incorrect or even false idea might 
be imbibed were one opinion the only- 
index to the character of that individual, 
which, fortunately or otherwise, is hardly 
an imaginable case. Even those posses­
sing noble, generous natures are many 
times compelled to acknowledge their 
proneness to indulge in this weakness, 
which sentiment is of course incompatible 
with justice; and while it would be hardly 
consistent to rebuke a feeling which how- 
ever blameworthy, is so universal, and so 
natural an outgrowth of the human heart, 
yet there is a vice which prejudice fosters 
and in some cases leads to, that can not be 
too strongly condemned: for it has wrung 
many a soul with anguish, and wrought 
untold misery in many a guileless heart.

Slander, “meanest spawn of hell,” as Ten­
nyson fitly terms it, has brought more 
wretchedness into this not too happy world:

Which, passing through the ears, would pierce the

heart,
And wound the soul with grief unkind.

While we stand the admiring witness of 
some noble deed, some kind action: while 
we are echoing the praises of the generous 
author of such, of a sudden we hear it 
whispered (always whispered, for like evil 
of all kinds it prefers a flimsy gauze of 
secrecy to open and upright dealings), that 
those praiseworthy acts were prompted by 
selfish motives, that the object of our en- 
thnsiasm is base at heart. We are thrilled 
with horror and indignation, and turn to 
see who could utter such unjust sentiments, 
but the whisper seems to have come in the 
air. While we repel with resentful feelings 
the accusation, yet we may the next mo­
ment repeat the slander to a friend, thus 
unconsciously becoming agents of the de­
signing villains who were the original per­
petrators of the calumny. Especially is 
this the case as there are so few who are 
willing to use the mantle of charity to cover 
another's faults; while there are many, a 
fact which we blush to confess, who regard 
with indifference the attacks made upon 
the name and character of a fellow man, 
thereby lending a silent encouragement to 
those who would destroy a reputation.

It is a fearful thing—this ruining an­
other’s good name. Better can we afford to 
lose the whole world beside. Shakespeare 
counted the loss ot earthly treasure as 
“ trash,” but said that, “he who filches from 
me my good name, robs me of that which 
not enriches him, and makes me poor in- 
deed.” The very fact that the great bard 
pu*s this declaration in the mouth of his 
most atrocious villain, makes but the more 
forcible illustration of how entirely de­
praved a nature may become when bereft 
of all the attributes of goodness and truth. 
It is a hard thing to believe that there are 
those so utterly lost to honor aud justice as 
to deliberately fabricate and put in circu­
lation a lie which is intended to tear down 
another’s character, upon the ruin of which 
they hope to rise themselves. It is a harsh 
belief, but is it not a true one? Is it not a 
fact which is being continually forced upon 
our minds?

The crime of taking a fellow being's life 
is justly answerable for by the blood of the 
murderer, but let it be remembered that 
when amid the smoke and fire and thunder- 
ings oi Mount Sinai God gave his command 
ments to men that His finger hadjbut just 
traced the words, “Thou shall not kill," 
when at the same time this equally solemn 
command, “Thou shalt not bear false wit­
ness against thy neighbor,” was written 
upon the stony tablets. The murderer, while 
stretched upon the gallows pays the debt 
which his rash bloodthirstiness deserves, 
while the slanderer, he who robs man ot 
that which is dearer than life; which, when 
deprived of, makes life but a weary burden; 
this bloodless murderer is permitted to go 
at large, unpunished, unrestricted.

It is an unquestionable fact that no high 
minded or honorable person can be guilty 
of so heinous a sin. The successful slan­
derer, then, must be a person cool, calcu­
lating and unscrupulous. Shakespeare’s 
great conception, lago, is the most perfect 
example of false-hearted villainy on record. 
Yet wno shall say that there are not Iagos 
to-day. Would to God that it might be 
truthfully answered, there are none. Again 
there are those who, possessing the disposi 
tion, are destitute of sufficient ability to 
render suecesstul an attempt to injure or 
defame the reputation of another, and 
when such a scheme is put forward are 
often caught in their own trap, and upon 
their own heads comes all the opprobium 
which they so richly deserve. To a mind 
capable ot such guilty resentment, a great 
cause is not wanting. A private misunder­
standing, a petty spite, and oftener jeal­
ousy, is a sufficient provocative to induce 
the slanderer to plant his artillery of 
calumny and open fire upon his unsuspect- 
ing enemy.

The assertion had been made that no hon­
orable person can or would originate a slan­
der, but, oftentimes such persons may be the 
unwitting cause of its furthurance, by, as

 their turn, confide in friends, till the report 
is as thoroughly spread as the originator 
could desire. I t is, therefore, of the great­
est importance that .we ascertain tbe exact 
truth in relation to the matter, when we 
hear an innocent person assailed, before we 
make mention of it to others, lest we fall 
into the same error, for which culpability 
thoughtlessness is but a flimsy excuse.

In our condemnation of slander, far be it 
from us to screen those who deserve cen­
sure and merit rebuke, for we are taught 
that who so covereth iniquity shall not go 
unpunished. To conceal sin tor fear of the 
disgrace which publicity would inevitably 
bring were the truth exposed, is bnt to mock 
justice. It is an old proverb, as true as it is 
terse, that “right wrongs no one.” If  only 
those who were accused of villainy and ras­
cality were guilty, one of the greatest of evils 
would be banished, and innocence might 
once again assert herself without fear of un- 
just attacks; hut, alas, the millenium days 
have not yet come, and even in the full 
blaze of this nineteenth century vice and 
crime stalk rampant through the land, bid­
ding defiance to truth and right. Law and 
justice are trampled upon, and in too many 
instances might conquers right. It may be 
parenthetically observed that might, at the 
present age, means not simply superior 
physical force, but money, influential friends 
anil social position. However, while fully 
appreciating these facts, it is undoubtedly 
true that the number of these who are ac­
cused falselv, and suffer wrongfully, ex­
ceeds that of those who are concealing sin 
under a fair guise before the face of an on- 
suspecting pnblic. Such is the relish for 
unpleasant discoveries by a certain class of 
people, that they make it an especial busi­
ness, select it as a life work, and woe to the 
unlucky wight who chances to fall in their 
hands, if he is endeavoring to hide aught 
from the eyes of the world in general, and 
themselves in particular. Oh, the “rarity 
of Christian charity!” Were we but suf­
ficiently awake to a sense of the obligations 
due to "our fellow creatures; did we fully 
realize how dependent we are in our rela­
tions to one another, and act accordingly, 
how much unnecessary misery might be 
blotted from the world; how many need­
less causes for lamentation might be avert­
ed. The poisonons fangs of the eerpent 
slander would lose much of their venom 
were promptness and zeal displayed in 
tracing calumnious reports to their true 
source, and by allowing the contempt and 
scorn which such baseness deserves to rest 
upon the bead ot the slanderer alone.

In oonclnsion, Can we too earnestly com­
mend the use of the extremist caution in 
our dealings with the character and repu­
tation of a fellow being; better even to be 
over lenient, look more at the virtues and 
less at the faults, than to be guilty of 
encouraging in the most indirect manner a 
false accusation against an innocent person; 
remembering that—

New O rleans, April 30 , 1874 .—At a mass
meeting held Thursday, April 30,1374, by the Fifth 
Ward Central Republican Club, the undersigned 
were dulv appointed by tbe president of the said 
mass meeting to draft and publish to the Repub­
licans of the fifth ward a protest against the arbi­
trary rulings of the president of said club, and 
against the action of some non-residents of the 
ward.

Before protesting, we have thought proper to 
ve to the Republicans a ehoit, fair and impar­

tial history ef the reorganization of the clubhand 
iu order to do so we will have to go as far bacx as 
April 9,1874. i „ .

A meeting for reorganization was called on the 
above dav, nnder the order issued by the State 
Central Executive Committee. Onder said order a 
registry ot all the voters of the ward was taken, 
and an election of officers to serve for the ensuing 
year was ordered.

On Thursday, April 9, 1874, a resolution was 
adopted closing the registry on the day previous to 
the election.

On Monday, April 16, the day of tbe election over 
sixty persons were registered as voters, in viola­
tion of the resolution adopted at the previoss 
meeting. At least two-thirds that were registered 
on that day are kuown to be unnaturalized citizens 
and non-residents of the ward.

The riotous conduct of those that were régis- 
tered on the day of the election, aided and abetted 
by parties known heretofore as bitter opponents ot 
the Republican party, delayed the election of offi­
cers until near the hour of midnight, aud they eon- 
tinued to vote until 1 A. M., Friday, April 17,1374, 
in violation of the constitution, thus making the 
elect ion null and void. Furthermore, by their 
threats aud violence they eucceeded in driving 
awav from the club room the majority of the bona 
fide voters of the ward, and pretended to have 
elected their officers by counting altogether seven­
ty-six votes, at least one-third of which were of

The election had been carried 
on until Friday, April II, 1874, in violation of the 
constitution. 2. The registering of voters on the 
day of the election in violation of the resolutionday t . ___________
adopted at the regnlar meeting of April 9, 1874. 
3. Threats, violence and intimidation of 
voters.

rests, violence and intimidation of bona fide

The report protesting against the validity and 
legality of the election was adopted by a two-thirds 
voie oi the club.

A resolution declaring the election to be null and 
void, and to proceed to a new election for officers 
of the club, under the suspension of the constitu­
tional rules, was adopted by a two-thirds vote.

The club then proceeded to the election of its 
officers for the ensuing year.

The following gentlemen were elected by ac­
clamation :

Jules Lanahere, president; H. T. Jean, first vice 
president: H Reis, second vice president; W. 
Moodv, third vice president; J. G. Sheldon, fourth 
vice president; M. Camps, secretary; L. D. Larrien. 
assistant secretary; E. Bertrand, treasurer; 
Baptiste Eugene, sergeant-at-arms; William Chase, 
assistant sergeaut-at-arma; Norbert Villere, grand 
marshal. . . . .

The above named officers were duly installed 
and a motion made to reconsider the action of the 
club iu electing its officers was laid on the table, 
making the ejection final.

Said list of officers was duly published, by order 
of the club, in the New Orleans Republican of the 
twentv-sixth of April, 1874.

On Thursday, April 30, the president elected 
and isstalled at the previous meeting, aided and 
abetted by opponenta of the Republican party aud 
non-residents of the ward, without a shadow of 
right, aud against the will of the majority, refused 
the call of the yeae and nays, though repeatedly 
asked for, and declared the minutes of the previ­
ous meeting rejected, thus destroying the whole 
organization or the club, and leaving it without 
officers.
