The New Orleans neople are very much 
opposed to Captain Eads’ plan for improv­
ing the mouth ot the Mississippi. They 
claim that it will so obstruct the flow ot the 
river that New Orleans and the surround­
ing country will, be likely with every rise 
of the water to ‘be inundated. The New 
Orleans R e p u b l ic a n  alludes to the present 
condition of the river in a way that makes 
us wonder that any one dare live in that 
region. The levees are brimful, and pass­
ing steamboats create a «well sufficient to 
dash the water over their tops, and thus 
add to the danger. Captains are besought 
to keep their boats in the middle of the 
river, and some go so far as to ask them to 
stop altogether. The R e p u b l ic a n  says ot 
the engineers who are watching the flood:

“They make the distinct point that while 
the river is a way of commerce to the up­
land States, its banks are the home of the 
planter and merchant of Louisiana. While 
the citizen of St. Louis only employs the 
river as a medium of pleasant travel to the 
women and children of his household, the 
citizen of Louisiana reposes ail that is most 
dear behind the frail protection of a hillock 
that shuts ont the inexorable water.”

The protest against the Eads improve­
ment is on this account strong and earnest.
