There may ba the same physical force
ina mass of people as in a drilled and
disciplined corps of even a less number,
but the mob is destroyed by its own in-
ternal dissociation, while the silent and
serried power of an organized force will
either win a victory or secure a retreat.
It is to this imporfant distinction that we
address ourselves. It bas been of this
disorderly disturbance in our political
forces that we have been compelled to
speak in terms which the magnitude of

The‘otgnm'zaﬁon of political, is directly
analagous to that of military bodies.
Each has a foe to conquer, and each must
give the utmost effect to its movements.

The Republican party is now preparing
for a campaign. It needs, then, a plan of
strategy, an assigument of leaders, and a
drilled obedience of men. It will need
the material means of movement; it must,
in those movements, leave no camp to
surprise, and no flank to be defended.
Above all, it must be prepared to act
without what the Romans called the im-
pediments of warfare. It must be disen-
cumbered of spoils, and the morally weak,
or politically wounded must be sent to the
rear. The Republican army must be ca-
pable of assault, and must not be com-
pelled to stand always on the defensive.
We drop this metaphor. The Republican
party of Louisiana must prepare for a
severe, possibly a doubtful, campaign. It
will be a corflict in which our victory will
be easy and permanent if conducted prop-
erly, but in which disaster may befall an

arrogant confidence and an immature
preparation.

Let us see the position of the field:

1. The wily Democracy, baving aban-
donea all its distinctive principles, now

honest#and sensible men to the Legisla-
ture, and none others. The Republican
party and its organs will have in the
next campaign perhaps more than
average respomsibility for all the
bad laws passed and for any indefensible
acts done by the Republican majority in
the last Legislature. Let, then, the next
nominees be men not subject to reproach
for any such malfeasance. We have hon-
est men enough in the Republican party;
let them be sent to the front, and the
rogues, if there be any, to the rear. If
men be borne down by the weight of their
personal dishonesty, as their gains are
individual, they have no right to expect a
party or the press to make their cause its
own.

We have adverted to the cessation of
contest on principles. Let us, then, put
up men whose personal character will dis-
arm personal opposition and attract per-
sonal support. The same abatement of
party strife will operate againstus. If our
opponents bring forward an honest, intel-
ligent and sober candidate, and if we pre-
sent in opposition a man ignorant, dis~
honest and immoral, the same influences
of permsonal and representative worth will |
operate to keep Republicans from going to
the polls for the bad man, oreven in sead-
ing them to vote for the good man. Itis
not improper to remind our friends that
the Republican party elsewhere is not so
zealous to vindicate any political error or
shortcoming among us as it might have
done when our government at the South was
entirely experimental. There ¢omes a
time when even the parent bird ceases to
feed its offspring and leaves them to pro-
vide for themselves. It would be even an
imputation upon the -wisdom of past ac-
tion to intimate that it required perpetual
supervision and enforcement. Let Re-

fights everywhere under assumed names.
In the event of an opposition victory they
will rennite and reappear in full force.
TLe watchword which will revive and
harmonize them will be ‘“the spoils.”
These, according to ‘their traditional
motto, “‘belong to the victors.”
2. There will be no issue of principle
to separate the political combatants. Re-
publican principles have been established
in the administration of the government,
without further protest. Upon the prin-
ciples of revenue, of finances and the de-
marcation of State and federal powers,
the men of former parties have so
intermixed that one party can not
be complimented for having carried
an enactment upon these great ques-
tions when it has only peen en-
abled to do so by the vote of its polit-
ical opponents. A very recent illustration
of the truth of this Las been afforded by
the vote and veto on the finance bill
This abatement of party rigor is fraught
with danger to the Repubiican party.
The fight of the freebooter combines in
frandulent fusion all to whom the fury of
a political conflict is of more consequence
than the demonstration of a political prin_
ciple. The Republican party has every-
thing to lose in such a fight and nothing
to gain.
We are “delighted to know that out of
the “noise and confusion” of our parish
convention, has come an admirable plan
of campaign operation. The resolu-
tions adopted are eminently excellent and
hould be copied in senti t by every
Republican convention in Louisiana. It
is of vital importance thatall ward and
parish nominations shall be fair. There
should be nothing packed or put up.
Every man should be satisfied that him-
self and his friends had a fair show. The
effect of nominating conventions must be
either the harmonious support of a fair
ticket, or the split and scratching of a
ticket got up by cheating or packing. The
mode of choice provided by the resolutions
is a registry of the ward voters, with
due notice of nomination, and with such
guards against fraud as are provided in
actual elections. This mode of choice is
republican. It acknowledges the equality
of every voter, and the equal eligibility of
every candidate qualified according to
the rules published by the party. After
such election of delegates and officers ““all
persons refusing to abide by the results
of said elections shall be deemed and held
as disorganizers and bolters from the Re-
publican party.” They can go into fusion
with the opponents of the Republican
party.
So much for deciding who are the
chosen nominees of & Republican ma-
jority. Observe this rule and there can
be no division or desertions. The party
will polla fall and harmhonious vote at any
elestion. But the resolution proceeds to
admonish the voters as to the general
qualifications of all nominees for office.
They employ the usual party generalities
‘thus—
Bl e ey Mo e
governments, such laws as will reduce the
burdens of the people by securing an econ-
ical and b t administration of public
affairs, and such as will szmmwe the pro-
tection of life, liberty and property to every
citizen, and the peace and prosperity of the
country.

But they specially advert to an evil
which the constituent body is called on to
correct in therr choice of candidates.

In the present exigency of the party and
the State, it becomes necessary that dis-
creet, sober-minded and honest men should
make and admiaister the laws, and to that
end it is a matter of prime importance, and
as such we commend it to the votera of the
State that the paople, in the selection of
candidates for office, should make the selec-
tion themselves, and not permit cliques to
act for them; and that they should see to it
that the candidates nominated are men
competent to understand their interests and
disposed to represent them fairly, who will
go into and remain mn publie life under the
controlling conviction that as officials they
are the servants and not the masters of the
people.

Remembering that there will not prob-
ably be an election of executive officers
next fall, this admonition is directed to
the choice of law makers, and perhaps of
judg «Sober-minded and honest men
are needed to make and administer the
laws.” Men must be chosen ‘‘compe-
tent to understand the interests of the
people and disposed to represent them
fairly.” The danger of clique and lobby
representatives will be sufficiently guarded
by observing the rules of nomination, but
the continued domination of the Repub-
lican party will depend upon sending

P L i assume the care and
responsibility for its own acts and stand
upon its own merits. We shall have no
fear of its capagity to do so.

We can not do otherwise than applaud
the wisdom of the resolutions, which
will prove a proper model for party action
everywhere. Carry out these sensible
rules of nomination and election, and the
Republican party may receive the acces-
sion of valuable members. Reinstate the
Slidell system of ward cliques, shoulder-
hitters, free doggeries and political
frauds, and the Republican heart else-
where as well as at home will sicken, and
the strong arm of the Republican party
will be paralyzed.
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THE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE AND THE
COMMITTEE OF SEVENTY.

There was quite a little flurry in the

Chamber of Commerce at the meeting on
Moncay night. It seems to have come to
the attention of the Committee of Seventy.
by way of rumor, no doubt, that the Cham-
ber of Commerce had dared to express a
political opinion! Such a heresy could
not be tolerated for a moment, unless per-
chance it happened to be a very correct
and sound opinion, which would make a
difference, you know. So the Committee
of Seventy, which is our political con-
sistory, sent a delegation to see about it.
The old gentlemen who were in attend-
ance at the Chamber were a little scared
at first, when they heard they were ac.
cused of having had a political opinion,
and a wroug one at that. But innocence
is ever strong. They knew the charge to
be founded in mistake, and mada haste to
put themselves on record as being entirely
devoid of a political idea of any kind. S>
there was great relief and satisfaction all
around.
Now we are sure the Chamber of Com-
merce will never improve the advantage
the septuagints have given it. If the
chamber may not discuss politics, relig-
ion, morals, or anything else beside cot-
ton, soap, tar, pork and beans, and cent
per cent, the committee ought to be for-
bidden to trench upon the Chamber's pre-
rogative. For the latter is composed of
amiable old gentlemen, who do not wish
to become involved in any wrangle about
things they do not comprehend. There-
fore, while claiming to be equal in dig-
nity to the committee, the Chamber vir-
tually admits itself to be subordinate to it
when it submits itself to criticism.

It strikes us that it is no special concern
of one voluntary committee of citizens
whether or not another amateur body has
any ideas at all, political or otherwise. If
our Chamber of Commerce is made up of
American citizens, they doubtless have
their individual opinions, and cught not
to be ashamed of them. There are at
present but very few politicl questions
before the American people. Nearly all
those subjects which onc=agitated Senates
and political conventions have passed
away. In their day they had strong
friends and violent ememies. And the
very subject which brought ihis discussion
into the Chamber on Monday night, the
construction of the Fort St. Philip canal,
is still one of the most important political
questions of the day. Congress is divided
upon it. And yet, when the Committee
of Seventy are assured that the Chamber
of Commerce had no intention to enter-
tain any political question—only the hjgh-
ly commercial one of internal improve-
ments, the apology was deemed highly
satisfactory! So much for modern ideas
ot politics and statesmanship.

There is another question upon which
Congress and the President differ in their
views. The Northeast is arrayed against
the West and the South. It is the most
unsettled political question of the day,
and yet we would value an opiniom upon
this subject, while anything about it from
the Committee of Seventy would excite
ridicule. We refer to the financial policy
of the United States. The difficulty with
the Committee of Seventy is that they em-
ploy wrong terms to express their mean-
ing. They call the squabbles over the
possession of offices in this State, polities,
and want to exclude the Chamber from
any voice in the work of filling them. As
the latter body is not in the pay of as-
pirants for public places, 1t very cheer
fully gives the right of way to the.septua-
gints, and with it the privilege of stating
the case in very bad English.

THAT ‘EXPLANATORY LAW.

The following doeinol being short, we
present it in full:

No. 4972, City of New Orleans va. Louis-
iana Mutual Insarance Company, 'n[ppellnt.
From Superior District Court. This case
is identical with the case of the Salamander
Insurance Company, decided by this court
in 1873, and reported at page 650 of the
Twenty-fiith Annual.

We adhere to the views then expressed.
Aot No. 57 of 18574 ean have no effect in
this cage, which is to collect taxes levied in
1872 for 1873, as laws can not have a retro-
gctiva effeot under the constitution of this

tate.

If the act of 1874 was to interpret the
acts of 1871 and 1872, as seems to bu its pur-
pose, it is unconstitutional, because trench-
lng upon the jurisdiction of the judiciary.
To interpret laws is not within the powers of
the General Assembly; it is not a legisla-
tive, but a judicial function.

1t is, therefore, ordered that the judg-
ment zppealed from be affirmed with costs.

It will be seen by this decision
that the ‘‘explanatory act” passed by the
late Legislature bas been declared to be
inoperative and void. This is the famous
insurance companies’ bill, by which it wag
sougbt to evade the payment of a capital
tax upon taking out a one thousand dol-
lar license. The history of the origin of
this bill is slightly obscure. It may have

originated in the Legislature voluntarily. -

Some close observer or attentive student
of political and financial philosophy may
have conceived the idea that some such
concession as act No. 57 provided for was
due to the insurance companies. But as
there were very few members of the late
General Assembly who had both the taste
and the talent for looking into guestions
of et hies, and the time to frame them into
laws, we are forced to look upon the plea
with great suspicion, the more especially
as there was some hard talk about certain
insurance employes who spent a portion
of their time for several days together in
the legislative lobbies. There were those
who openly charged the insurance com-
panies with having bribed members enough
to secure the success of this bill. But
this report was doubtless a slander, for we
believe thata r table old D atic
insurance agent would no more tempt a
man todo wrong than an average momber
of the last Legislature would accept a
bribe. This view settles that question and
leaves us as much in doubt as to how the
insurance bill ever got into and through
the Legislature as Topsy was of her or-
igin. I 'spec I growed.”

But however that may have been, the
labor wasall in vain. It was explained in
the Repusrican of March 21 that this
was an attempt on the part of the Legis-
lature to usurp the functions of the Su-
preme Court. ActNo. 57 was really intend.
ed, we believe it certainly was calculated to
reverse the judgment of Judge Hawkins,
aflirmed by the Supreme Court, in the
case of the city vs. the Salamander Insur-
ance Company. Having no other effect
or meaning, it has been very summarily

set aside.

OUR KIND GUARDIANS

A few days since an anonymous letter
from a supposititious sugar planter was
published in a St. Louis paper; it com-
plained of the charges on produce at the
port of New Orleans, and deemed it better
for the planter to give his business to St.
Louis. This was accompanied, of course,
with a statement to show that though the
price of cotton might be a little better at
New Orleans, yet the superior economy of
sales and purchase of goods aftorded by
St. Louis more than equaled the differ-
ence, leaving the balance in favor of that
omniverous city. And now comes a
criticism from the St. Louis Times upon
our article showing ‘“The approximate
damage by the flood.” When we state
that our estimate of actual damage corres-
ponds witk sufficient accuracy with that of
a committee of business merchants who
made the same estimate in detail, we are
sufficiently justified in our aceuracy to
disregard the comment of a dry land ed-
itor who writes of that he can know but
little about. We did not carry our esti-
mate into the region of imagination, nor
did we care to appeal to distant sympathy
for ‘‘the average misfortune of the indi-
vidual.” Had we undertaken what we ex-
pressly declined to do, we must in justice
have credited this loss by the charities
which have been poured upon our unhappy
people from the national coffers and the
private purse. It was.our object to state
what the world lost by our non-production
of certain sthples. Our own personal
losses could not well be computed until
they shall have been ascertained in the
future. Butthe Times startles us with
this complaint:

The article from which we quote is ex-
ceedingly palliative, and evidently intended
to inspire confidence among the mercantile

creditors abroad of the business houses of
New Orleans.

And has it come to this that because
we did not desire to contribute to a panic,
but desired a suspension of foreign ap-
prehension until the flood has passed,
that we are to be censured? Did we not
put enough lampblack upon our pallet to
suit the sombre tastes of our critics? We
may suppose that the St. Louis 7imes wishes
to magnify ourlosses, to depreciate thecredit
of our merchants, that the sugar and cot-
ton commerce of New Orleans may be the
sooner transferred to St. Lowis. If such
be not the object of the St. Louis 7imes,
why speak of “a calamity worse than a
fire,” of ‘‘plantations swept clea?of every-
thing valuable.” What basis of credit is
this:

Nothing can be produced this season on
many of the plantations, because there is
nothing to work with;: and those imple-
ments which have been spared on others
are unfit for service. The probabilities are
that tour-fifths of the land overflowed will
remain uncultivated for eeveral months,
while changes may be wrought in the face

of the country forming some of the farms
which will render them worthless.

We challenge and controvert the ac-
curacy of this whole picture. It can have
but one purpose—to cripple and destroy
the credit of our merchants abroad. It
is to invite these ruined people to send
whatever crops they may make to St
Louis. Of such a change of trade the
New York World says:

8t. Louis derives the advantages which
its rival has lost, and which, added to those
of the tobacco and flour trades, have given
wealth and influence to her mercactile
elasses.

This is a foul blow given by the Times.
It is the more foul that it tends to destroy

our credit in the midst of our misfortunes.
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But what is Democratio sympsthy for the
commercial sufferings of ‘others? The
Times regards no more for those people
in their miseries than a drayman thun-
dering through the street would care for
the sick headache of the sleepless in-
valid. The 7imes is driving on to party
and commercial supremacy, and will de-
rive from our overflow two arguments:

1. The starvation of colored laborers
may diminish the Republican vote.

2. The total ruin of the planter will so
cripple our merchants that our sugar and
cotton must be marketed in St. Lous.

Such is the kind guardianship of our
affectionate sister. It corresponds very
well with the proposal of Mississippi to
subdivide and partition Louisiana among
her neighbors. Our territory assigned to
Arkansas, Texas and Mississippi, our kind
guardians of St. Louis will administer on

our commerce.
