Btill, Mr. Aldis, basing his opinion in the
case upon the simple report of a special
agent, which carries with it not even the
selemnity of an oath, and in which he
acknowledges that he is “‘unable to give any
definite information in regard to Bloom’s
loyalty,” decides to ignore the clsim.

Mr. Bloom, at the time of the capture of
Jack Mississippi, by the federal foroes,
in 1863, was & merchant in that eity, repre-
sented by his brother, Mr. Elias Bloom.
This gentleman, insiead of gutting his
store, and destroying his goods, to prevent
them from falling into the hands ot the
Union troops, as was done by the great
msjority of the merchants of Jackson, on
the eontrary, closed his doors, and safely
preserved them, relying upon the advano-
ing army ae his friends. His goods were
afterwards taken by the military for pub-
lic use, to the amount of $38,000. He was
powerlees to prevent this, had he been so
inclined, but the evidence goes to show
that he gheerfully gave up the goods, think-
ing he was supplying a public want. He,
aleo, Elias Bloom, the agent, has produced
evidence which convinces ms of his loyalty.
He was the friend and protector of the
poor slave; the disbeliever in, and non-
enpporter of, the rebel government, and
the godd Samaritan who poured wine and
oil into the wounds of the wounded Usion
soldiers who Jay upon the neighboring bat-
tlefields. Yet, neither of these brothers
have satisfactorily proved their loyal adhe-
rance to the United Btates gevernment,
throughout the war, says Mr. Commis-
sioner AMis.

Truly it is astonishing. Were citizens
who lived entirely out of the pale of pro-
tection from the government expeoted to
take up arme singlehanded and fight it out
alone on that line, to sacrifico life and prop.
erty without a bepe of benefiting the gov-
ernment? Must it have been the duty of
the loyalist to daily proclaim his adherence
to the Union from the housetops and mar-
ket places when there were no federal
troops within a hundred miles of himi
Hardly. Yet the Blooms have proved that
they did pretty nearly these things, and Mr.
Aldis was notsatisfied that they were loyal.

Happily, the decision in this case is vot a
final one. Thera iaa higher cpurt, which
can and doubtless will right their wrongs.
Congress has been appealed to, and that
body will not permit the prejudice which
failed to see any loyalty in the “German
Jew” and “Jew merchant” to refuse jastice
to all eitizeng, no matter what might be
their “race, coler or previous condition.”
It is & case which, in our opinion, involves
the good faith of the nation toward those
who, in the darkest hour of her history,
stood by her steadfastly. Will our repre-
sentatives in that august body take early
and earnest action in the matter? Itis a
case which clearly touches the hearts ot all
true friends of the Union in the South. Let
not our government, despoil its own people
nor put off their just claima under flimsy

pretexts.

The Pk E: i on the
William ®, Pike.

The pleasure excursion yesterday on the
packet steamer William §S. Pike, com-
manded by Captain John J. Brown, proved
a very agreeable affair to all who enjoyed
the bospitalities of that popular command-
er.

The
orphans present from these institutions num-
bered about 150 girls and boys, under the

asylums. Besides these were the following
invited guests: Captain J. H. Mouge and
family, Alired Kearney and family, William
Bosworth and family, W. [. [Hodgson and
family, Mre. William 8. Wheeler, Miss
Kittie Champlin and Miss Sallie Travis.

Court Items.

Jadge Atocha has sentenced five orimi-
nals thus far, and the punishments he has
decreed are a fair indication ¢t what fu-
ture convicts are to expect. Yasterday he
imposed imprisonment of ten and seven
years for burglary, and five years for
larceny. In_addition to these were two
cases of carrying conocealed weapons, and
each offender was sens to the Parish Prison
for twosmonths. If every ome who has
been arrested during the past two years
with & weapon stuck in his pistol pocket
had been compelled to serve two months in
jail in consequence of his predeliction for
firearms, instead of paying a fine of from
ten cents to $35,the prastice would have
ceased before this.

The first of the series of eases under the
civil rights bill now before Judge Lynch,
that of Peter Joseph vs. David Bidwell,
was commenced yesterday. It is the most
important so far as the amount claimed is
concerned, the damages being laid at $5000,
but will probably not be a test case for the
balance. The issues, too, are different from
those of Sauvinet vs. Walker and Decuir
vs. Benson.

Captain Joseph testified th.lt being with
Mr. Reardon, the latter purchased two
tickets at the Academy of Masic, giving
him onme.

Mr. Belden, for the plaintiff, annoancing
the testimony closed, Judge Shackel-
ford moved that the plaintiff having
failed to eatablish. his case, the
jury ba instructed to return a verdiet for
the defendant of nom-suit. ' He claimed
that the plaintiff not having shown that the
defendant had taken out his license as re-
quired by the third seotien of the act, and
on which he had based his petition, the
oase fell to the ground.

Attorney Genera! Field, aleo for the de-
fense, argued that the action being founded
on contract, and not sognding in sort, the
plaintif was bound to prove damages.
The court could not take coguizance of the
license if not proven, even thongh the city
ordinance required it, for a city ordinance
required to be specially pleaded.

Judge Lynch overruled the motion, say.
ing the coart~was bound to presume the
license had been taken out under the law.
The city ordinauce being passed under a
law which the eourt was compelled to take
cognizance of the ordinance followed the
same rale. Whether o mot there was a
license the Academy of Musis' was a place
of pubiio resort. The same rule would ap-
ply if Mr. Bidwell had isaued tickets of
admission to his private house.

Mr. Bidwell testified that at tho time of
the ejection of Caprain Joseph he wasill
in bed, and only knew of the occurrence by
reading an aeconnt of the suit in the after-
noon paper of Tuesday. He endeavored to
comply with the law. The ticket sold
would admit the holdey to any part of the
house. At the roquest of a committee of
colored people he had fitted up -+ place tor
them in the family eircle. They bhad had
the choice of the house. The price was $1,
Other seats in the family circle were fifty
cents. He had never retased a colored man
admission to any other part of the house,
or given any instructions to that effect. He
could go into the parquette if he chose.
