E. H. Crowell, Esq., of Boston- 
was present and remained throughout the 
proceedings, taking part therein at the re­
quest of his honor the Mayor, and all the 
members.

Mayor Wiltz read his report as treasurer. 
The report shows that the utmost care ana 
judgment is exercised in all disbursements. 
The balance now on hand in bank is some­
thing over $92,600.

The report of the purchasing committee, 
John N. Payne, Esq., chairman, seta forth 
that they have received contributions as 
follows:

On May 9, from tbe First African Bap­
tist Church, 5 cases clothing; from St.' 
Louis relief committee, a large lot5of sup­
plies—about 20,000 rations : on tbe twelfth 
of May, from Louisville Board of Trade, 
supplies tothe amount of 8000 rations;.from 
other parties various supplies; from tbe 
city of Louisville an additional lot of sup­
plies; from the city of St. Louis, 50 barrels 
of meal; from D. Land ret h & Sons, 8 cases 
assorted garden seeds. Total receipts to 
date, 521 barrels flour, 218 sacks oi flour, 
47 barrels crackers, 13 half barrels of Hour, 
307 barrels meal, 41 boxes of crackers, 
74 barrels pork. 15 barrels beans, 52,033 
pounds bacon and 21 barrels of beef.

The total purchases have been 740 barrels 
of pork, 4158 barrels of meal, 50 b awe Is of 
beans, 14 barrels of potatoes, 143 sacks of 
cotton seed, 10 boxes of garden seed, 44,748 
pounds of baeon, 1210 barrels of orackers, 
92 sacks of salt, 123 sacks of seed corn, and 
3 boxes of drugs.

Received from the United .States commis­
sary 608 barrels of poi;k, 4650 barrels of 
crackers, 75 barrels of beans. 369 barrels ot 
meal, and 44,887 pounds of bacon.

Total shipments to date have been 4915 
barrels of meai, 617 barrels of flour, 1423 
barrels of pork, 2679 barrels of crackers, 
124,779" pounds of bacon, 151 barrels of 
beans, 48 barrels ot seed potatoes, 131 sacks 
of cotton seed, 145 sacks of seed corn, 25 
packages of garden seeds, and 3 boxes of 
drugs.

Total expenditures to date have been 
$41,542 72.

The above statements show that about 
one-third of the total shipments have been 
made by the United States government, and 
that one-third of the whole amount of 
money collected has been furnished by 
Boston.

Regarding the distribution of supplies, 
the committee deem it prudent at present 
to minister only to absolute and immediate 
needs. When the waters shall have receded 
sufficiently to allow planters and farmers 
to go to work replanting, the sufferers will 
more than ever require assistance. They 
will have to be supplied with garden seeds, 
6eed corn and cotton seed. It is estimated 
by members of tbe committee that a million 
of dollars would barely suffice to replant 
the inundated districts. Of course this 
amount will be furnished, in the regular 
way of business, by the merchants ot this 
and other cities. But there are many small 
farmers arid impoverished planters who will 
have to be furnished by the relief commit 
tee.

After reading several communications, 
and a general discussion of plaDs for future 
operations, the committee adjourned.

W A SH IN G T O N .

T h e  N e w  C u r r e n c y  B i l l  J u s t  P a s s e d  b y  
t h e  S e n a t e .

Washington, May 15.—The following 
carefully prepared statement of the mean­
ing of the currency bill passed by tbe 
Senate, though no one seems to understand 
it, is telegraphed as the closest approach to 
the solution of the riddle extant.

The new Senate currency bill passed yes­
terday by that body provides for free 
banking, releases the reeerves on circula­
tion, except five per cent, which is to be 
deposited in the treasury for purposes of 
redemption' in United States notes, and 
requires reserves on deposits to be kept by 
each bank in its own vaults, a part of 
which reserves shall be one-fourth part of 
the coin received by it as interest on bonds 
held as security by the United States, to 
prepare for specie payments. The bill re­
quires the retirement of greenbacks equal 
m amount to twenty-five per cent of the 
now national bank currency issue; the re­
tirement to begin within thirty days after 
the amount o f  $1,000,000 of tbe national 
bank currency has been issued. The maxi­
mum amount of United States notes is 
fixed at $382,000,000. and retirement shall 
be in reduction of that amount until it be 
reduced $300,000,000.

The redemption section of the bill pro­
vides that on and after July, 1878, tbe 
greenbacks, whenever presented in sums of 
$1000 or any multiple thereof, may be res 
deemed in coin or bonds bearing four and 
one-half per cent interest in coin, at the 
option of the government, and it shall be 
compulsory on the Secretary of the Treas­
ury to reissue the notes exchanged for 
bonds. The best features in this bill are 
those which require the reserves oh deposits 
to be kept by the banks of different parts 
of the country iu their own. vaults, instead 
of sending them off to Ne* York to be 
loaned for speculative purposes in Wall 
street, and that which provides that a part 
of these reserves shall be constituted .of 
one-fourth p*rt ot the coin received as inter­
est on the bonds held by the government as 
security. These provisions may serve to 
strengthen the banks at home, and perhaps 
tend to keep up a better distribution of 
currency, the volume of which, however, it 
seems inevitable, must he increased if the 
bill becomes a law.

Thus there is to be more or less of inti i- 
tion under it, and the much talked of elast­
icity. Perhaps the provision releasing the 
banks from the maintenance of a reserve 
on their deposits, except five per cent de­
posited in the Treasury, for purposes of re­
demption, is a liberal one lor those institu­
tions.

W hereas, Said Eli sba Baxter, under section four 
of article  four of th e  constitu tion  ot th e  United 
States, and the laws passed in pursuance thereof,

W hereas, The General A ssem bly o f  said State  
convened in  e x tr a  seasion a t  tb e  capital thereof on 
tb e  e lev en th  instant, pursuant to  a  ca ll m ade by  
said Rtisha Baxter, and both bouses th sss s f  bave

passed a  jo in t resolution also applying to me te  
pro tect th e  S tate against domestic violence; and 

W hereas, I t  is provided in the  laws of the United 
S tates th a t  in all cases of insurrection in any 
State, or of obstruct'on  to  the  laws thereof, it 
shall oe lawful for th e  President of the  United 
States, on application of th e  Legislature of such 
State, or th e  executive, when th e  Legislature can 
not be convened, to employ such p a rt of the  land 
and naval forces as it  shall he j udged necessary for 
the  purpose of suppressing such insurrection, or 
causing the laws to he fully executed; and 

Whereas, I t  is required th a t  whenever i t  may be 
necessary in the  judgment of the President, to  use 
th e  m ilitary force for the  purpose aforesaid, he 
shall forthwith, by proclamation, command such 
insurgents to disperse and retire  peacefully to 
th eir respective homes w ithin a  limited time; now 
therefore, I, Ulysses 8. Grant, President of the 
United States, hereby m ake proclamation and com­
mand all tu rbulent and disorderly persons to  dis­

Cap­
tain Pritchard was not on board at the 
time of the hanging.

T h e  R i v e r s .
The signal office reports that during the 

past twenty-four hours the Mississippi has 
risen sliglitly from St. Paul to St. Louis, 
except at Lacrosse, where a fall of three 
inches is reported. From Cairo to Vicksburg 
it has fallen at all Stations, except a t 
Helena, where it has risen one inch. The 
fall at Cairo is thirty-one inches. At New 
Orleuns it remains unchanged at two feet 
and a half below the highest reached this 
season.

A c t io n  o f  t h e  A g r i c u l t u r a l  C o r g r e s s .
Atlanta, May 15.—The committee on 

transportation ot the Agricultural Congress 
to day reported that while recog jizing the 
the value of railroads and necessity for fur- 
extension. they deem the cost of transport­
ing the crude products of fields, forests and 
mines so disproportionate to the cost of 
water carriage as to render it the impera­
tive duty of the United States and Congress 
to improve rivers in the interior, connect 
them with the ocean by artificial water­
ways, giving tbe Mississippi valley a 
continuous water transit to the seahoatd; 
that it is the duty of the government to en- 
ter a t once into the work of constructing 
artificial water ways adequate to the pres­
ent prospective demand of inland transpor­
tation, continue it by an annual installment 
of aid until unrestricted channels, are open­
ed not only through the Mississippi valley, 
but connecting that river with the Atlantic 
ocean, via the lake, via the Ohio, Kanaw­
ha and James rivers, via the Atlantic and 
Great Western. Adopted unanimously.

Resolved, That the agricultural interest 
believes it within the power of the people 
to reform corporate transportation systems 
by the same agencies that created them; 
that we oppose State legislation controlled 
by public opinion; that wo oppose any leg­
islation under the plea of regulating com­
merce between States which interferes with 
the authorities heretofore exercised hy the 
Stats over railroads entirely within or 
passing out her borders. Adopted unani­
mously.

Green, secretary, resigned; George E. Mor­
rison, editor of the Wisconsin Farmer, « as 
elected.
