L E T T E R S  F R O M  H A M B U R G - N O . 2 .

H a m b u r g , April 19, 1871. 

E d it o r  R e p u b l ic a n :
You will have been "duly informed by 

telegram the result of the m ilitary ques­
tion in the Reichstag at Berlin. In short, 
therefore, th a t question has been accepted 
with two hundred and lbrty-l'our votes 
against one hundred and forty-six ; but 
severe was the battle. The Social Liberals, 
although their party  was small, held their 
position like the Spartans of old in the 
stra it of Thermopylae with Von Mallinck- 
roef (their Leonidas) a t their head. Bravely 
they fought, not giving an inch oi ground 
to their stronger, overwhelming enemy, the 
great Bismarck, the Xerxes of these days. 
As the memory of the old Spartan Leonidas 
still lives, with bis little immortal troop of 
three hundred, although slain, so will the 
memory of the true, immortal Social Lib­
erals live in the glory of German history, 
although they were defeated this time. 
Social-liberalism will once spread out her 
arms over all countries, and peaceful 
and happy will the whole world rest 
in her lap. To w hat other end do 
they work than th a t of a republic I Wise 
and prudent, will they progress more and 
more. The moving spring of all their ac­
tions is their unchangable love to all, and 
this blessing, together with their protoundly 
cultivated minds, will once p lant great­
ness of soi^ and genius in all hearti. We 
may be far away from the hour, but a 
strong seed is growing up in a strong 
ground, and has already become more solid 
than steel or crown; the age ®f absolute 
government will not destroy them, and as 
culture of human mind grows, they will 
also grow in multitude and strength, and 
once raise their heads high above all— 
then will the great peaceful hand of hu ­
man love, already ottered to us to-day, he 
accepted. There is no blood-shedding 
thought to force minds together—they 
revolutionize against weakness of intellect 
and slavery of mind, the greatest enemies 
of equality and freedom. “Give freedom 
of thought,” said the Marquis of Posa in 
reply to King Philip II. of Spain, when 
asked w hat be should do to make the 
world happy. How beautifully has Frederic 
Von Schiller announced to ns the great 
tru ths of freedom in his “ Don Carlos.” 
W ell may Germans be proud of their 
Schiller. I have had the satisfaction, a few 
evenings since, of seeing this world-re­
nowned drama. W hat a  fine character is 
the Marquis Posa, th a t fiery, noble protector 
o f hum anity, who looses his life in ardent 
passion for the  world’s welfare. The Queen 
of Spain shows us the purest picture of a 
noble woman's heart, which will remain in 
our mind's eye as long as all tha t is true 
and ^ re a t  will breathe to our souls; her 
heart is mach richer and stronger than tha t 
of Don Carlos, her first intended husband, 
now her son; his heart is naturally  great, 
but wqak; this weakness crosses and de­
stroys all plans of his true friend, the  Mar­
quis Posa, to whom he clings with heart­
stirring infinite love, the greatness of his 
soul returns only when the Marquis dies to 
save his life—when it was too late. The 
poet in this immortal tragedy has reached 
far beyond our time even; his genial ideals 
of human greatness in character add deed 
do not excel the philosophical, historical 
structure, whose range will reach as 
far in fu ture as humtm existence 
under the despotism of absolute States 
and Church government. W ith the 
solution of this problem will also his 
ideals for hum anity and human progress 
become a  blessing to the whole universe. 
The finished artists of the Thalia Theatre 
m erit more praise in language than I am 
able to give tor their rendering of this 
great poetical and historical drama. Mr. 
Hegel, who played the part of the King, 
seems in my opinion to have given a true 
copy of the author’s conception—the strong 
and selfish character of Philip II., his na t­
ural Spanish pride, on which surface he 
freely shows his deep hatred  of mankind, 
his distinguished vigor of mind, and yet 
the mental blunders he commits by passion 
and self-conceit, were most worthily repre 
seated to us. The Queen, Miss Heese, sur­
passed even the great expectation we had 
of her—her gentle appearance, her mild 
and yet firm and resolute disposition, 
which however could not hide entirely the 
burning secret of her love to Carlos; in 
short, the whole representation was a 
classical m astery ol her role. I have seen 
Mr. Stockel in other roles, and was well 
satisfied with him; but his Carlos was too 
ardent, his motions too wild. A good ac­
tor shall even in the highest tem per rule 
and moderate his motions so as not to ap­
pear to exaggerate, which will never fail to 
render him ridiculous.

Mr. Ilubner is, in his role as Marquis, un­
rivaled; his rich ta lent and profound 
studies plaoe him, no doubt, in the first line 
of German artists. 1 have seen him also in 
the fine role ot Lord Bolingbroke in Scribe's 
sparkling comedy of “ Le Verre d ’Eau.” 
The varying force and play of his rem ark­
ably fine features are called into action to 
express the subtle and wily machinations 
of England’s great statesm an and diplo­
matist. In this character he weaves his 
webs ami accomplishes his purposes in so 
perfect a manner as to completely enchain 
the minds of his audinece with interest.

We have been entertained this winter by 
a eeries of tine concerts. Chapel Master 
Laube gave yesterday evening his last of 
the season. He chose a very interesting 
and tasteful programme. The concert 
opened with selections from Haydn, which 
were most carefully read and perfectly per­
formed, combining all th a t melodious 
nuances which is sacredly preserved as the 
intention of the composer. Also pleasingly 
rendered Was the “ Faust O verture” by 
Wagner, who is classed as the first orches­
tra  leader of the day. I will write you 
la ter of his own orchestra established in 
Berlin. Lovers of scientific music feast 
upon the works of this charming author. 
The “ Eroica” symphony of Beethoven, 
standing high above all praise, was exe­
cuted with great precision and character, 
particularly in the last parts. The “ Medea 
Overture,” by Bargeal, closed the evening.

An incident occurred in this city the other 
day at once startling and curious, if it may 
be entirely accredited as possible. I relate 
it to you as it bas been told me. During a 
wedding party  in good circles, a friend of 
the bridegroom happened accidentally to 
exhibit a revolver rem arkable for its great 
beauty of workmanship, which attracted 
the eye« of the bride. She requested to ex­
amine it, and immediately upon taking it

into her had it  went off. discharging its 
contents iuto the forehead of her newly 
espoused. Great confusion and excitement 
follow among the guests, but to their as­
tonishment the bridegroom does not tail; 
he rushes out, finds water, bathes his head 
and drinks a glass of wine; after whioh he 
announces to the company that the shock 
is ever, and th a t he feels entirely well. The 
family, however, insist upon calling a phy­
sician, who examines the head, discovers 
the location of the ball, and pronounces the 
wound beyond immediate danger. This 
occurred six days ago, and the gentleman 
is reported as retaining perfectly the use of 
his m ental faculties and without an ache 
or a pain.

The spring w eather commences, and the 
season for amusements here only changes 
location. The beautiful little  colored 
leathered singers in nature will soon oele- 
brate their victory over the swallow tailed 
white waisted ones. The brilliant gaslight 
will shrink pale away before the light of 
heaven, and as the flowers open again their 
eyes, after a long, cold, death-like sleep, 
waking upon the call of the Great Master 
who gives them life, we commence to feel 
oppressed by the four walls of our dwell­
ing. forgetful of the kindly grate whose 
glowing coals Warmed our chilled blood 
and made glad our hearts during the win­
ter and long to fiy out w ith the birds, and 
add onr heart’s songs to theirs, and as they 
soar up to the blue sky in new gained hap. 
piness and freedom, so also expand our 
aouls in love and gratitude.

N a t iv e  A r t .

At No. lt*b Canal street, in the store of 
William E. Seebold, are exposed for exhi­
bition ami sale several beautiful paintings, 
the work oi resident and native artists. 
There is a landscape representing a scene 
on the*shore of Lake Pontchartrain. Mar. 
shall Smith, J r ., a young artis t of only 
nineteen years, is the creator of this simple 
but beautiful work. Marshall Smith was a 
pupil of the late Richard Clague, and 
though th a t m aster hand lies cold in death's 
embrace, yet the  influence of his genius 
still is apparent.

The painting referred to is a  quiet anil 
subdued picture of still life. There are the 
two shanties of the fishermen, the moss- 
w reathed cypress, th e  placid lake and the 
far away, lazy and creeping sailboats. 
Over ail the deep blue Southern 6ky and 
the brown t ’Dged floating clouds so peculiar 
to our locality. A spirit of happy indolence 
seems to pervade the picture, and while 
gazing thereon one is apt to imagine th a t the 
best thing in the world would be to dream 
away existence under the Southern azure, to 
the soft m urm ur ol the ripples ot Pontchar­
train.

There is also to be seen a t Seebold's a 
companion picture by the same artist, rep­
resenting another of our lowland scenes. 
Up 6tairs, over Seebold's store, is the studio 
of Mr. H arold Rudolphe, one of the best 
portrait painters th a t we have ever had in 
New Orleans. In  his atilier now stands a 
life size portrait of Dr. W arren Stone, th a t 
for fidelity ot outline and happy conception 
of expression, entitles it to be classed with 
the best efforts of the great artists of 
Europe. Our standard of a rt here is neces­
sarily limited, but it does not iollow be­
cause the culture of the  fine arts  mustaome- 
w hat languish from obvious causes, th a t 
th^beautifu l and true in a rt is w ithout an 
exponent in our midst. We wish to bring 
to notice the fact th a t we have artists 
among us who are worthy of great 
praise and deserving of all patronage. 
Proof conclusive of what has ju s t been 
w ritten may be obtained hy a  visit to See­
bold's store and a study of the paintings 
there displayed. There are two gems of 
landscape art, the work of Richard Clague. 
One represents the waterworks a t Mobile, 
and the other is a scene of a thicket of 
woods at Spring Hill. These two gems ot 
a rt are for raffle a t $2 per chance, the 
scheme comprising only iOQ chances.

C O R R E S P O N D E N C E .

We have been favored with a copy of a 
ra ther spicy correspondence which has re­
cently taken place between Governor Kel* 
logg and Judge Abell, and which we con­
sider well worth publishing. I t  will strike 
the average reader th a t the judge has very 
feebly answered the Governor’s interroga­
tories:

Stat« op Louisiana , 1 
Executive Department,

New Orleans, May 12. 1874. J 
Hon. E. Abell. Judge ot the First District Court:

Sir —Iu some remarks made by you from 
the bench yesterday I find you reported in 
this morning's Times as saying you “could 
prove tha t he (Vlr. Clinton) had paid him­
self 831,000; also the Governor $37,000;'’ 
also, th a t “ frauds innumerable had been 
and were still being perpetrated, of many 
of which Mr. Clinton was aware.”

Apart from the personal reference to my­
self contained in your remarks, my duty to 
the public requires me to ask whether your 
statem ents as above quoted are oorrectly 
reported, and, if so, to request you to fur­
nish me tli6 proofs on which you base your 
assertions.

N ew  O rleans, May lb, 1874.
To bis Excellency William P. Kellogg, Governor

of Louisiana:
Sir —Your letter of the twelfth in3tant 

was received through the mail. In  answer 
I can only say tha t I am not responsible fur 
the reports of newspapers, nor am I re­
sponsible to you tor my judicial acts, how­
ever. I waive that, and answer.

All I said upon the occasion referred to 
by you was taken from the Auditor's re­
ports for 1873 and 1874 and acts of 1873 and 
1874. He had failed to pay me about $ 1 600 
due for last quarter of last year and pre­
vious.

Under the beading of “Zacheus, come 
down,” taken from one of the journals of 
the city, he used most disrespectful lan­
guage to the court, for which he was re­
proved sharply. In his distribution of the 
people’s money he appeared to be so par 
tial I took occasion to remind him of it.

On pages thirty-nine, forty and forty-one 
of his report for 1874 it appears th a t the 
Governor and his attaches were paid rnpre 
than $31,000. On the same pages it appears 
tha t the Auditor ot Public Accounts and 
his attaches were paid more than $37,000. 
This, and the payment of other officers in 
full for 1873, led me to believe th a t the 
grossest partiality had been exercised, and 
I took occasion to refer to it, with report 
in hand to verify my assertions.

I find in the Auditor's report for 1873 the 
following language, in speaking of legis 
lative expenses: “This presupposes rigid 
economy in the expenditures of the General 
Assembly, the expenses of which should 
not exceed $135,000 for ex tra  and regular 
sessions.” Yet on page forty-one of his re ­
port of 1874 he admits th a t he has paid for 
the regular and extra sessions above re­
ferred to $293,410 90.

By act No. 50 the Legislature appropri­
ated $95 ,000 for outstanding legislative 
warrants, $94,987 75 of which h ts  been 
paid, as shown by Auditor’s report for 1874, 
page forty three. On page ninety seven the 
Auditor says th a t over $1,01)0,000 has 
already been appropriated for legislative 
expenses of 1871, and the Auditor adds that 
“This would seem to be as much as the 
services of th a t body were worth to the 
State;” and, dont you think so, Governor, 
without adding the $95,000 upon the people 
these hard times! And this is not all.

By act No. 56 of 1873 (general appropria­
tions, page 112), there were $20,000 more 
appropriated for the session of 1871, in these 
words: “Appropriation for the mileage and 
per diem of members, officers aud employes, 
and contingent expenses of the General 
Assembly of the State of Louisiana for the 
regular session of 1871, $20,000, or so much 
thereof as may be necessary, rec ivable for 
taxes and licenses.” in other words, payable 
by preference. Why tax the people $95,000 
by act No. 50 and $20,000 by act No. 56 of 
1873, when, according to Mr. Clinton’s 
statem ent in his report of 1874, page 
ninety-seven, more thail $1,000,000 had 
already been appropriated lor the ex­
penses of the General Assembly of 1871 
alone! which, according to his calculation 
$135,000 annually, would be nearly seven­
fold. I am inclined to think tha t his esti­
mate of the expenses of the General As­
sembly will be borne out by the figures,

Srovided all the members of the Senate and 
louse were present. And still these ap ­

propriations are followed by act No. 59, ap­
proved by you on the sixteenth March, 
1871, which, to my mind, is a monstrous 
piece ol legislation. I t  reads: ‘“ For legis­
lative vouchers, warrants and checks issued 
by the General Assembly during the years 
1870, 1871 and 1872, which have been ap­
proved by any committee of the Senate or 
House, appointed or directed to examine 
said outstanding warrants, vouchers or

For the years 1871. 1872 and 1873, the 
statu te  books and Auditor’s reports will 
show appropriations for about $2,000,000, 
three-fuiirths of which has undoubtedly 
been fraudulently moulded iuto war­
rants, comparatively few. of which re­
main unpaid. These fraudulent w arrants 
have been mere substitutes for the bur­
glar’s tool to enter the treasury. Think of 
the act of 1874, “ For legislative vouchers, 
w arrants and checks of 1871, 1872 and 1873” 
ana more than two millions previously is­
sued for these years.

Governor, how many such warrants, vouch­
ers and checks do you think could be pro­
duced if that old Spartan, O lonel Field, 
would get out of the pass 1 I confess my 
inability to tell, but will try  and illustrate 
by a statem ent made in open court in 1872, 
by my f iend, the Rev. Josigh Fisk, a true 
Republican and a Christian. He said, 
speaking of false registration papers, tha t 
he personally knew of two trunks (large 
size) full, and had heard of a third. 1 am 
of the mind th a t they could produce two 
trunks full of legislative warrants, vouch­
ers, etc., for 1871, 1872 aud 1873, and it any 
money was left in the treasury, like my 
friend Fisk, would hear of a third. Gov­
ernor, if you think tha t these acts are just 
and lair, and th a t the Auditor of Public 
Accounts, alias "Zacheus Come Down,” has 
fairly disbursed the public moneys, I do 
not. This difference does not arise from 
any unkind feeling on my part, but fur­
nishes a sad illustration ol’ the fact that 
great men will differ.

Company’s mill, agricultural implements, 
employing fifty hands; the International 
Screw and Nail Company, employing sev­
enty hands, and the large basket factory 
of the Williams M anufacturing Company, 
employing about 100 hands; also the Skin­
ner silk mill, employing fifty or sixty hands.

Beside the foregoing there are some half 
a  dozen grist and saw mills, some of them 
of considerable capacity, which are within 
range of the devastation.

The manufacturing capital invested along 
Mill river, ano affected by this disaster, 
placing it a t the lowest figure, amounts to 
$5,000,000; and the immediate population 
affected thereby is about 5000. The popu­
lation is wholly composed of the manufae 
turing classes, who haxTe increased in pro­
portion to the defttands of industry in tha t 
locality. •

The heaviest loss by the disaster will fall 
upon the estate of the late. ex-Governor 
Hayden, who died a few months since, 
One of the mills has recently been sold by 
the estate.

Sunday had been set apart a t Hayden- 
ville for memorial services in memory ot 
the late Lieutenant Governor, when all the 
members of.the family were expected to be 
present.

Reports were in circulation in Boston to* 
day tha t Lieutenant Governor Talbot and 
wife were in Haydenville a t the time the 
disaster occurred, but they were untrue. 
Governor Talbot left here on Thursday for 
Northampton on private business, accom­
panied by his wife, who has since returned, 
and he is supposed to be in Northampton.

N ew  H a v e n , May 10.—Three large reser­
voirs above Williatukburg, Massachusetts, 
which were constructed to supply the man­
ufacturers of Williamsburg, Leeds and 
Haydenville, gave way at an early hour 
this morning, the w ater sweeping every­
thing before it.

The above named towns were almost en­
tirely destroyed, including Ruch buildings 
as Hayden, Gere & Co.’s immense brick 
factory. A large loss of life is reported, 
but it is a t present impossible to give any 
estimates, though the number is probably 
not less than 100.

The station agent of [the N. H. and N. 
railroad company, with his wife, were both 
drowned a t the same place, klany persons 
were swept down the stream.

Another Account.
F l o r en c e , Massachusetts, May 16.—The 

reservoir above Williamsburg, Massachu­
setts, broke this morning, letting loose a 
large volume of water, which carried away 
nearly every dwelling house in its course.

Many lives are lost, but so great'is the 
excitement tha t it is impossible to get the 
exact number. At Leeds the silk manufac­
turing and button shops are both carried 
away.

The* w ater is now falling, and it is ex­
pected th a t in about three hours more 
correct and definite particulars may be ob­
tained.

Several bodies were seen going down the 
stream, but so swift was the current that 
they could not be recovered.

The Detail* Coming In . 
Sp r in g f ie l d , Mass., May 16.—Reports of 

the disaster in consequence of the breaking 
away of the reservoir a t Goshen, Hemp- 
hire county, this morning come in thick 
and last. The damage to  property must 
amount to hundreds of thousandsof dollars, 
while it  is impossible to estimate accu­
rately the loss of life. Among those drowned 
a t W illiamsburg was the wife of H. U. 
Frost. At Leeds Captain Vaughn and Mrs. 
IL F. Quigley and daughter were in a  bouse 
which was swept away, and they were 
drowned.

Reports are coming in of n far greater 
loss of life a t Florence. The Nantuck Silk 
Company's works and the Florence Man 
ufacturing Company’s works are damaged 
to the extent of $25,000. Conductor E M. 
Chandler passed over the ro%d early this 
morning with bis train  from W illiamsburg 
for New Haven just ahead of the Hood that 
swept away his wife and child. Engineer 
Roberts, who was to s ta rt out on the next 
train, lost his wife and child. The flood 
swept away Skinner’s factory, ju s t below 
Williamsburg, with several women 
tives who had just begun work.

At Haydenville, Samuel Miller lost his 
wife and three children. Hayden, Gere 
& Cos. factory, including their office and 
the Haydenville Savings Bank with a large 
amount of fonds, and also Loomis Hotel, 
were swept away. A Leeds, Mr. W arner’s 
button factory was swept entirely away; 
taking the Canal railroad bridge in its 
course, it  stopped a t the South street 
bridge. •

The morning train  trom New Haven is 
stopped at East Hampton..

The Hood is now subsiding.
The Goshen reservoir covered one hun­

dred and fifty acres of ground, a t an aver­
age depth oi thirty feet. I t  was drawn 
upon in dry times to supply the mills a t 
W illiamsburg, Hayden wile and Florence. 
The reservoir was constructed about twelve 
years ago in order to afford a reliable 
supply ol' water for the various factories on 
Mill River, which is one of the most tickle 
and uncertain of streams, liable alike to 
floods and almost u tte r drought.

The reservoir was built by a company of 
capitalists who were interested in the 
various manufacturing enterprises on the 
stream aud has caused them apprehensions 
of disaster several times. L is t year, how­
ever, it was repaired a t a heavy expense, 
and since then has been supposed to bo tol­
erably secure, although known to be leaky.

The loss of life by the flood is estimated 
a t sixty.

F a r t h e r  P a r t ic n ln r s .
Boston, May 16—Hon. Stephen M. Cros­

by, of Williamsburg, now iu Boston, fur­
nishes the tidlowing description of localii ies 
and property visited by the overflow: The 
villages which are afleoted by the disaster 
are Williamsburg, Haydenville, Leeds and 
Florence, and are situated on Mill river, 
which is a tributary  of the Connecticut 
river, running into the la tte r a t Northamp­
ton. In the village of Williamsburg, Mill 
river divides into two branches, one of 
which ha9 its rise in Goshen, and the other 
about the edge of Conway.

Two large reservoirs are situated on the 
Yonkers branch and on the Conway branch, 
containing a total depth of not less than six 
feet, the reservoir dams were all most sub­
stantially constructed, and built by skillful 
engineers in the most approved modern 
method, and large sums of money have 
bt en expended in the last year in putting 
them in wbat was supposed to be a most 
perfect condition.

One of the reservoirs is a t least twentv- 
five years old, and is on G >shcn branch. It 
was carefully rebuilt within the fast two 
years. Above this a new dam was built 
last year ou Conway brunch, aud is about 
six or seven years old.

The mills on the streams, reckoning from 
Williamsburg (town to Northampton, are as 
follows: William Thayer’s tool factory, twen­
ty-five tuen, and two button factories, to­
gether employing th irty  hands,men and girls 
the four set woolen ixii'l ol Henry James 
employs about fifty hands; the large brass 
works a t Hixyden, of Gere Co., employ 
about 3U0 hands, and is. perhaps, the largest 
uud best appointed factory ot the kind in 
the United States, I t was formerly the 
property of the lato Lieutenant Governor 
Hayden; the Hayden .Manufacturing 
Company, 50JÛ spindles, employing pev- 
enty-five or eighty hands ; the Dia­
mond tobacco works, employing fifteen 
or twenty hands; the two extensive 
siik mills of the Monotuck Silk Company, 
employing th irty  hands in all; fhe large 
brick mill of the Northampton Brush Com­
pany, employing about sixty-five or seventy 
bands; the cotton mill of the Greenville 
M anulactnring Company, 5000 spindles, 
employing seventy-five or eighty 
hands; the Northampton, formerly Bay 
State Cutlery Company’s mill, em­
ploying probably two hundred hands;

votes on priority of measure to bo voted 
upon, whereupon the ministry resigned.

As it  was known th a t the vote was to b£  
taken on the motion to give the priority ot 
discussion to the electoral law over thei 
municipal bUl. which motion had beer, 
made a Cabinet question, when the hour 
for the meeting of the Assembly arrived 
the cham ber presented an animated appear­
ance. After the transaction of the usual 
routine business, Bathie rose to open the- 
dehate. He ottered a motion requiring the 
debate on the election taw to begin nex t 
Wednesday.

The motion was supported by Duke De 
Broglie in an exhaustive speech; he dec 
clared th a t the government did not wish ta  
evade its engagement in relation to the 
municipal bill, but it believed th a t the 
country desired th a t the electoral law' 
should be first discussed. He refused to 
accept an offer of M. Lucien Brun, of 
the extreme right, th a t tha t party  
should oppose the motion giving priority 
to discussion of the electoral law, w ithout 
implying a lack of confidence in the minis­
try. Debate continued until a la te  hour, 
and the excitem ent in the Cham ber was 
frequently so great tha t it  became necessary 
to suspend proceedings. Unon conclusion 
of the discussion the question was put to 
the Assembly, and the I resident announced 
that the government had beeff defeated, vote 
standing 317 to 381, showing a majority of 6-1 
against discussing electoral law before mun­
icipal bill; there was much tum ult iu the 
Chamber. After the declaration of the 
vote, when it had subsided, the Duke de 
Cazas rose and ottered a motion for approv­
al of postal convention between France 
and the United States, which he announced 
as his last act as Minister tor Foreign Af> 
fairs. The Assembly thereupon adjourned, 
and the ministers eoon afterward handed 
their resignations to President MacMahun.
