L ittle  R ock , May 18 —In the Senate to­
day the bill passed changing the name of 
Clayton county to Wilshire. The House 
passed a resolution appointing a special 
coniuiittes to investigate as to whether any 
officers of the State bave engaged in the 
armed insurrection against the legal State 
government; a similar committee was ap 
pointed by I he Senate. A Joint reaolution 
passed the Senate for fine die adjournment 
on the twenty-eighth.
