CONTINUED DEFAMATION OF REPEB 
* "  LICAN GOVERNMENT.

The emissaries of monarchical and 
hierarchical government must hear with 
intense delight the continual declarations 
of the Louisiana press that the republican 
form of government is a failure, and that 
the paternal government of kings or the 
patriarchal protection of a hierarebi s far 
better than a government of brute num 
bers.

We can very often sec the influence on 
the press of an interest which it does not 
dare to avow, but if we were disposed to 
expose ourselves to an action of libel we 
might say that we can conceive but one 
motive a press can bave to defame its own 
country—a small share of the secret ser­
vice money of the kings who wish to de­
fame and overthrow the republic. We 
expressly disclaim imputing any such mo 
tive to our contemporaries, because we 
have no proof to offer that it is so. One 
thing is very plain, however, that there 
can be no hope of inducing our own 
people to overthrow their own government 
for the purpose of depriving themselves 
of the right of suffrage or the exercise of 
power. It was some years since proposed 
to the negro that it was better for him to 
vote for a Representative pledged to de 
prive the confiding constituent from any 
right ever to vote again, but the argument 
did not convince those to whom it was ad­
dressed,

We will adduce a few specimens of 
these assaults upon republican, popular 
and representative .government.

The Picayune speaks of “the decline 
and chaos into which this confederacy 
has fallen.” It also remarks:

And th is  (the alleged delivery  oi ce rta in  
S tates to  A fricanization  and  corrup tion) is 
to  go before th e  civilized w orld , and  in to  
h istory , as the  dem onstration  o f the  benign ­
ity  and  excellence o f th e  g rea t republic, 
and  ot the best governm ent th e  world ever 
saw!

This is “sarcastikle.” It has also said 
that “the equality of all men is a dictum, 
the falsity of which every politician from 
Jefferson down ha« confessed,” and “that 
the principle of mere numerical strength 
has been but tolerated in this govern­
ment, and has been expressly repudiated 
in the organization ot the Senate.”

We have still another specimen of hos­
tility to the republican form of govern­
ment here:

The sad  experience o f these Southern  
S tates, since th e  reconstruction  law s w ere 
pu t in  operation , ough t to  convey a lesson 
th a t should sa tisfy  all honest and  in te l­
ligen t m inds o f th e  peril an d  im practicab i­
lity  o f all perm anen t repub lican  in s ti tu ­
tions which re s t upon th e  b a re  force of 
num bers, an d  concede to  all m en, w ithou t 
regard  to  education , cha rac te r, in teliigence 
o r condition, a  like share  in th e  m ak ing  of 
laws and  in  the d irection  of th e  govern ­
m ent.

These extracts are founded apparently 
i an unreasoning discontent. So far 

from this confederacy “having fallen into 
decline and chaos,” it was never so pros­
perous and never more united. Neither 
Mr. Jefi'erson nor any other Democrat 
ever admitted the unequality of men as 
political integers.

1. The Democratic States of the West 
and South extended the right of suffrage 
without property qualifications to all who 
bore arms.

2. The representation of States in the 
Senate was not founded on any doubt of 
equal human capacity for self-govern­
ment. This was shown by the fact that 
representation in the House of Represent­
atives was based on tLe positive numbers 
of people, without regard to property or 
intelligence. The ratio of representation 
was the ratio o f numbers. The Senate in 
tLe Southern and Western States is never 
based upon property, or political divisions. 
The number of senators bears a fixed 
end regular relation to the number of 
Representatives in the lower house. Each 
is based on a different multiple of the 
same numerical constituency. And in 
that constituency men, women and 
children are equal political integers.

Of course the plan of a foreigner is even 
better than that enacted by the founders 
of the American republic. “The Duke 
de Broglie’s plan is based cn even better 
ideas than our Senate.” Being t duke 
renders this obvious. Rut what is this 

better idea?” If it is intended “to rep­
resent all the interests of the country and 
the various classes of the people,” Ameri­
can republicans have chosen numbers as 
the basis of relative power. Should it be 
decided that representation in the Ameri­
can Senate should be based on the com- 

arative interests of capital and industry, 
e apprehend there would be no objec­

tion on the part of Boston and New York.
If on comparative intelligence, New Eng­
land could, perhaps, register as many 

nowing how to read and write 
any other portion. As for the 

anous “classes of the people,” we 
should have them to create, since there 
is and has been none since our revolu­
tion. The constitution expressly forbids 
titles of nobility, and certainly it would 
require a foreign army to roll back the 
wave of republican equality and reinstate 
the aristocratic laws of primogeniture in 
this country.

Now, what does our democratic (?) con­
temporary mean? Does it wish to im­
pose a property limitation on the right of 
suffrage iu the United States? Is it pre­
pared to advocate a change in the consti­
tution of Louisiana, to base representa­
tion or capacity to hold office upon any 
other qualifications than those which ex­
ist at present ? Let it show its hand.

That there is a strong sentiment here in 
favor of monarchy and autocracy, is un- 
ilenial >lc. That there are those who
habitually cry that tbis government is a 
failure, is notorious; but since they pro­

se to overthrow this government, what 
do they propose to establish in its place? 
Let some one &iy, or quit defaming the 
government under which they live, and 
for which they propose no substitute.

ence they can put on a line of postal 
and travel steamers between New Orleans 
and Veirç Cruz as easily as from Buffalo, 
Dunkirk or Erie to Duluth or Milwaukee, 
and much easier than from Philadelphia 
or Baltimore to Liverpool or Bremen. 
We made an elaborate exposition of the 
argument and evidence in this case, be­
cause we desired to bring forward a propo­
sition by which the capital and interests 
of the inboard rail lines could be brought 
to aid certain public enterprises at the 
South. We are gratified at the adoption 
of the idea by the St. Louis Republican. 
We are. sincerely gratified at its copying 
some principal facts from us without ac­
knowledgment of the same. Thus :

T here is a lread y  a  d irec t da ilv  m ail ser­
vice betw een N ew  O rleans and  New York, 
and  i t  w ould cost th e  governm ent no m ore 
to  send the  M exican m ails over th is  route. 
The service is paid  fo r by th e  mile. The 
sav ing  w ould the refo re  be the  difference 
betw een 28U0 m iles of ocean m ail service 
and  900 m iles across the  gulf. W ith  the 
passenger traffic, the  savings in  th e  m ail 
service and  lessened in su rance  on fre ig h t, 
the re  is in favor of th e  line a  prac tica l bonus 
o f tw o  m illions and  a  h a lf  o f dollars, 
enough in itse lf to  s ta r t  th e  en terp rise .

When any copyist is willing to take re­
sponsibility for the facts and matter 
which we ha^e furnished, and considers 
the larceny of sufficient value to conceal, 
we are more encouraged than even if credit 
had been honestly given. We accept an 
indorsement by our contemporary of our 
suggestion, though it seems to have a con­
fused idea that the work ought to “recom­
mend itself to the serious consideration of 
the government” and “enlightened capi­
talists.’ Our intention was to commend 
it to-neither. What we claim for our “in­
vention,” in the language of patentees, is 
the idea of a combination of railroad com­
panies for the purpose of obtaining a mail 
contract, from our own and foreign gov­
ernments—of buying, building or hiring 
them to put on a joint stock ferry from 
New Orleans to Vera Cruz, as the mail 
and passengers have been carried from 
Columbus to Cairo, under the nose of the 
St. Louis Republican.

We wish the valley press to compre­
hend this suggestion. It has nothing to 
do with “Congress or capitalists.” It 
appeals in the case stated to 835,000,000 
actual investments, to some ten or twelve 
corporations, located along a line repre­
sented by ninety-three votes in Congress. 
Instead of pressing a lobby scheme for 
mail pay, we propose that these rich and 
powerful corporations shall do in this 
case what they are doing in similar cases 
elsewhere. We propose that they wiil so­
licit Congress; that they will drum for 
travel and specie shipments: that they 
will recommend this inboard route over 
their roads instead cf the coastwise route 
with its delay and insurance. We pro­
pose to reunite the South to the rest of 
Union by the only known cement—the 
development of material interests com­
mon to combined interests. The article 
employed by.the St. Louis RepuV.lm:.

Oar friends of the Bulletin are still 
wrestling with their own conundrum 
about the S250 warrant. It is such a 
straightforward, simple proposition that 
they are unable to grapple with it success­
fully. Let us enlighten them. TLe 
claims against the SOö.OOO were duly pre­
sented to the Auditor and settled. Au­
ditor’s warrants were given in settlement. 
When the whole amount to the credit of 
an appropriation has been drawn against, 
or, as bankers call it, checked out, it is 
said to be exhausted. Such is the case 
with this 895,000, except the small sum 
of 812 50. But as the collections Lave 
been backward during the past few years, 
the Treasurer is not always prepared to 
pay warrants as soon as they are drawn. 
Holders who require money at once are 
therefore compelled to sell their warrants 
to those who can-afford to advance money 
and wait. Of course they pay much less 
than their face for them. These are 
called outstanding warrants, and are an­
nually reported to the Legislature. 
The little warrant in question, 
which was properly drawn and charged 
to the appropriation or account, has not 
yet been paid. Mr. Clinton Las never 
said it has been paid. No one Las ever 
said so. IVe had numerous cases of the 
kind last fall, when such cf our business 
men as who had not lost their checking 
power were unable to get their checks 
cashed at the banks. In those days a 
man might draw for all the money he had 
in a bank, and yet his unpaid checks, 
duly certified, be passing around from 
hand to hand for many days afterward. 
The Bulletins little warrant is nothing 
more nor less than an unpaid check 
which has been urawn before the money 
to satisfy it has been collected and hand­
ed into the treasury. ■ V.'e have been thus 
diffuse in order that our young friends 
may be able to comprehend one of the 
simple and elementary principles of 
finance.
