GENUINE BEPUBLICâN8.
Whenever the superior excellence of 

any system has been established to com­
plete popular convictions, the counterfeit 
of that system commences. Its deterior­
ation generally dates from that hour. 
This has been the history of all systems 
from an orthodox religion to the latest 
false label on Bass' pale ale.

We gave yesterday a history of De­
mocracy. We showed its decline and de­
gradation from the day when Thomas 
Jefferson proclaimed "We are all Repub­
licans, we are all Federalists. He pro­
claimed this in the inaugural triumph of 
a true Republican Democracy over the 
imputed tendency toward monarchy, 
aristocracy and government by property. 
From that date Democracy became popu­
lar. We Lave traced its history until it has 
become an open and avowed combina 
tion, without regard to principle, 
of all who will oppose a R 
publican iucuml^nt for a share of the 
spoils to result from his eviction from 
office. Hepce the term Sham-ocracy, or 
a government by deception. If such 
decline aud perversion be the law of all 
established systems, why should Repub 
licanism expect to be exempt from its 
operation? The Republican party has 
carried into effect every theory of Thomas 
Jefferson. All opposition to its doctrines 
as incorporated in the fundamental law 
has been abandoned. Opposition is made 
to its men. Lawless organizations are 
formed to throw the Republican train 
from the 'track, aud to plunder the 
wreck in the general smash-up.
It is then in this hour of supreme 
triumph that the Republican party 
should remember the advice of its im 
mortal tounder, aud provide at once for 
that frequent recurrence to first prin­
ciples which can alone maintain the party 
in the national administration, by the 
will of the American people.

To aid in determining the qualifications 
for Republicanism, it is necessary to 
define what a Republican should be. He 
is one who looks upon all citizens as 
equal political integers, whose rights can 
only be neutralized by the commission of 
and conviction for crime. He regards all 
laws enacted, aud all decrees given under 
the will of a majority, subject to the 
constitutional ■ restrictions which they 
have imposed on themselves to be bind­
ing on every one who is a party to the 
government.

As a corrollary to this guaranteed 
equality the Republican demands the 
education of all and the employment of 
all. He demands that in all the detailed 
application of these principles the equal 
right of each citizeu to the expression of 
his opinion through the organisms of law 
or of party usage shall be insured to all.
He is convinced cf the despotism of the 
kings, the hypocrisy of the hierarchs, the 
visionary weakness of the aristocracy, 
the rapacious robbery of monopolies, the 
insane injustice of the ungoverued mob. 
The Republican is proud of his country, 
of its growth and progress, of its rapid 
ascent to the highest seat among Bâtions.
He is proud of its flag, either because he 
carried it in its enforcement of a majority 
construction of the common constitution, 
or because as an emblem of amnesty and 
reunion it affords equal protection to the 
American citizeu who supported its prow­
ess, or to him who was impatient to resist 
its power. Such is our definition of an 
American Republican.

Shall we, then, sustain this doctrine, 
and maintain its perpetuity in the nation­
al administration?

The Genuine Republicans say we will 
do so.

This organization differs in nothing 
from the mass of the Republican party.
It is but a volunteer vigilance organiza­
tion, devoted to the enforcement of Repub­
lican principles. This it proposes to do, 
as we understand it, by the following 
means:

1. To insure that all candidates of the 
party shall be bona fide chosen by a 
majority of the members of the party. 
This will be effected by the rule adopted 
by the Republican Central Committee. 
There will be a register and au election 
t-o select the Republican candidates 
for all elective offices. It will be a 
moot election. It will be the re­
hearsal on the Republican side of that 
which it will have to perform on the day 
ot election. The effect of so fair a choice 
will insure ihe selection of the best men, 
while none will dare withhold support 
from the ticket on the plea of fraudulent 
choice of nominees.

2. To see that the party does not go 
into general action incumbered by the 
rotten records of men who may have de­
frauded the country in the name of the 
Republican party. Since Sham-ocraey has 
withdrawn every objection to Republican 
principles its attacks are confined to the 
personal derelictions of professed Repub­
licans. To meet this the Republican order 
has gone forth, as that of Napoleon after 
St. Jean d'Acre or Moscow, to disembar­
rass the army of all who require to be 
themselves defended. The resolute sacri­
fice of Oakes Ames aud such of his asso­
ciates as took refuge under the Repub­
lican uniform began it. The expulsion 
from the Senate of Pomeroy aud Cald­
well, with a strict inquiry into the moral 
record of representative incumbents; the 
investigation into alleged malfeasance 
in office Ly distinguished Repub­
lican. soldiers; the impeachment of 
Republican judges; the strict in­
quiry aud perhaps moral conviction 
of the municipal administrative of­
ficers of the District of Columbia; the 
expulsion of Louisiaua Republicans who 
would have bartered away principles for 
a share of Fusion spoils—all this prepara­
tion for the impending struggle of 1876 
as now going on elsewhere is now organ­
ized here. The Republican cock is being 
trained, trimmed and heeled for the com­
bat. He will not have a superfluous ounce, 
uor au undeveloped muscle on him.

We are gratified to see that the value of 
Republican principles aüd the superior 
administrative capacity of Republican 
men has commended itself to many who 
were long the bone and sinew of the 
Sham-ocracy. The industrial population

begins to see that the Democracy never 
did anything for working men. An election 
carried by money and violence, the offices 
divided according to the contributions of 
money for election expenses, the fortunate 
beneficiaries hired some deputy to do the 
official work and indemnify himself by the 
perquisites, and having fixed the taxes on 
the people set off to expend them in the 
follies of New York or Paris. There was 
no more use for a poor man after he had 
yielded his vote to the rings than there is 
tor the shell after the oyster has been 
swallowed. The laboring white people 
have discovered that these very Democrats 
have made such a monopoly of water that 
the poor man has to pay for that which 
God made free. That water wffiich the 
poor man is taxed to keep out of the 
fields, is doled out to him as a source of 
official revenue at so much a gallon. It 
has been discovered that the meat 
of the people is held in monopoly 
by the same men; that the exclusive right 
to defraud the ' people by lottery tickets 
has passed into the hands of the same 
political party: that the wharf tax, New 
canal tolls aud health tax on every 
schooner load of fruit, fish, oysters, sheik, 
charcoal or moss was au original scheme 
of these same Democratic friends of the 
people.

The scope of Genuine Republicanism is, 
then, to insure the true application of 
Republican principles by the selection of 
true Republicans and honest men for all 
offices of trust. The organization is in 
nothing alien or opposed to the Re­
publican party, but is intended to make 
that party more efficient by making it 
as irreproachable for the integrity of its 
administration as it is impregnable by 
the national adoption of its principles.

AID FOE REPLANTING.
The reports of the various committees, 

handed in at the last meeting of the relief 
committee, show that there is urgent ne­
cessity for raising more supplies and ad­
ditional funds. The funds and supplies 
now at the command of the committee 
will be exhausted in fifteen days. The 
United States government issues eight 
thousand rations daily, but thirty-five to 
forty thousand barely suffice to supply 
the most absolute wants.

The last report of the Signal Bureau 
states that the river has fallen eleven feet 
seven inches at Memphis, aud correspond­
ingly all the way down—the fall at New 
Orleans being about three feet. This 
would indicate that the river is at least 
below dauger level. But there are still two 
large crevasses unclosed, Hickey’s and 
Morganza. At these two points the flood 
rushes through with unabated and unre­
strained fury. Of course, while this state 
of things continues, the residents of those 
sections will be daily more and more in 
need of relief. The number requiring as­
sistance will daily increase, as the stocks 
ot provisions possessed by some at the 
beginning of the disaster will become ex­
hausted. The owners and lessors of 
lands, from which the water has par­
tially or even entirely receded, will 
still require help until they can raise 
breadstuff's, vegetables and produce 
sufficient to place them independent of 
government rations or private generosity. 
It is this latter class of suffering land­
holders that we now appeal for most 
particularly and earnestly. It is a matter 
of paramount necessity that these farmers 
and planters should be enabled to replant 
at once, and without delay. To aid these 
people in every possible way to again be­
come independent producers, is a duty 

Lieh the citizens and merchants of this 
city owe, not only for the sake of human­
ity, but as a measure of protection and 
from motives of self-interest. Let so l a r g e

number of human beings be kept ut­
terly destitute aud left to starvation, and 
there will not be found wanting those 
who, rendered desperate by their hopeless 
condition, will seek the devious course of 
crime. They will dock to the large cities 
aud steal, rob and plunder the means of 
sustaining life. Proof of this is al­
ready afforded in the increased num­
ber of larcenies and burglaries occurring 
nightly and daily in the city. A large 
proportion of the burglaries are upon 
grocery stores, and when private resi­
dences are broken into, the pantry is al­
ways the first place visited. Of course, 
they will not long continue to be so easily 
satisfied. Soon emboldened by success 
and strengthened by accessions of men 
situated like themselves, residence here’ 
will be a risk, and property and life itself 
wofully unsafe. It is not in a spirit of 
alarm that this i3 written, nor is it intended 
for sensational effect. Now, regarding the 
matter of self-interest, i/ it not obvious to 
the poorest capacity, that the more pro­
duce raised in this State, the better for 
our commercial prosperity. Lift these 
unfortunates out of their condition 
of semi-pauperism, and give them the 
means of becoming independent and self- 
sustaining producers, aud you at once pre­
vent crime, aud promote industry aud 
honesty.

It is the opinion of the relief committee 
that a million dollars will barely suffice to 
replant the inundated districts. Of 
course'the merchants and capitalists of 
this city will do all in their power, by 
means of advances, to aid such of their 
constituents as they can afford tc assist. 
But this will not begin to be enough. 
The general government should be called 
upon to increase the issue of rations up 
to the full amount needed for daily re­
lief. The great cities with which we are 
linked in Commercial intercourse (except 
noble Boston, for she has done even more 
than her share), should be appealed to. 
The citizens here should be unceasing in 
their individual exertions. Every dollar 
that in prosperous times would be de­
voted to amusement or travel should be 
devoted to the furtherance of every 
scheme for the permanent relief of the suf­
ferers by the overflow. Money expended 
to enable these people to replant ceases 
to be a charity; it is an investment We 
have shown that self-interest should 
prompt, and that self-protection demands 
i t

THEY WANT TO INOW.
Our neighbors of the Bulletin were so 

intent in their pursuit of spoon lifters and 
till robbers that they had no time to at­
tend the meeting recently held by the 
butchers on Poydras street Hence, they 
find themselves unable to supply a want 
peculiar to their class of readers. This 
omission of duty forces them to resort to 
the following advertisement, which is at 
once a confession of ignorance and a 
menace:

THE BUTCHERS.

Many anxious inquirers want to know 
the names of those butchers who par­
ticipated in that Kellogg meeting last 
Thursday night. This is as it should be. 
We ought not to patronize men who are op­
posed to our people, and we think it is time 
we looked into the matter. If our money 
is used to perpetuate the usurpation, we 
■should deal only’ with those who are true 
to the State.

It will be seen that “many anxious in­
quirers” are not seeking to know what 
sort of measures the butchers propose to 
adopt, or whether they’ intend to have any 
policy at all. The only point seems to be 
a desire to get the names of those bold 
and adventurous knights of the cleaver 
who had the audacity to sit in consultation 
with Governor Kellogg and other Repub­
licans upon a matter which affects their 
interests as business men and their rights 
as citizens. But they have gone to a goat’s 
house for wool. The Bulletin does not 
seem to know who the persons are that 
have thus placed themselves outside of the 
pale and forfeited all claims upon the 
patronage of the free lunch brigade. No 
reporter of that rumor-mongering estab­
lishment was present, and its “anxious 
inquirers,” “Louisiana saviors,” and all 
others—-comprising probably a hundred or 
two—who depend upon it for their daily- 
gossip, are left in the dark. It is very nat­
ural *they should be anxious on this sub­
ject. Unless they have instant light they 
are in danger of asking credit for a neck 
steak or a soup bone from some one who 
has hobnobbed with Kellogg and other ene­
mies. This is truly a fearful state of 
affairs, and we pity the Bulletin for being 
unable to afford the required relief.

Let us come to the assistance of onr er­
ratic young friend. One of ours was there 
and saw the whole proceeding. He saw 
a very large number of business-like look­
ing men, who showed evident signs that 
they have not lost their checking power. 
They’ belong mostly to the Butchers’ Be­
nevolent Association, an organization 
numbering some thousands of voters, and 
including among its members men who 
work for their living, earn their profits 
fairly, and do not care an ounce of salt 
whether the Bulletin's anxious inquirers 
“deal” with them or not. As there is no- 
b odv else in the meat business in this 
city except themselves, they can afford to 
display an indifference upon the subject 
whose sublimity is only modified by the 
absence of any danger. Our reporter avers 
that if these anxious inquirers are really 
in want of a first1 class sirloin steak, or an 
appropriate answer to an impertinent in­
quiry, they can have either by applying 
to Mr. J. Berthin, the president of the as­
sociation, or to any of the following mem­
bers, who are well known gentlemen, and 
all easily found : J. Beruishan, B. Dabat,
L. Vignes, P. Lozes, J. Sonbde, A. Dû­
mes tie, William Maylie, L. Duclos, or A. 
Mailhes, and to such other gentlemeu of 
equal rank financially and socially as they 
will most willingly point oiit. And last, 
though by no means least, we are glad to 
learn that our well deserving friend, Dr. 
Rochum Crasto, is a very zealous and effi­
cient worker in ’ the same field. So much 
for the main object of solicitude of the 
anxious "inquirers. ’

We are D o t in the confidence of the 
butchers, and are not able to say whether 
we shall be able to entirely approprove
their platform or not. They are perfectly 
free to make any suggestion they may- 
think proper and invite consultation with 
Governor Kellogg, Mr. McEnery, or any­
body else. All we contend for in t h e i r  

behalf is the absolute right to do their 
own thinking without incurring the risk 
of being “spotted” by the fag end of what 
was ten or twelve years ago a very large 
army marching under the banner of pro­
scription for political opinion. That old 
rag has grown threadbare and tattered, 
and now inspires contempt, not fear. So 
the anxious inquirers may set it down as 
a certainty that they are not likely to 
scare anybody in the butcher’s meat line 
by threatening to withdraw their doubtful 
patronage.

WHO PAYS?
As the merchants of New Orleans, the 

insurance companies, the property owners 
and shipping interests have been, for forty 
yeays past recommending the canal for a 
share in the mud flats which have laid 
vacant until within the past fourteen 
months, it becomes important to ask who 
bears the expense of the jetty plan?

1. There is evidently a ring of corres­
pondents and news writers who can not 
live on air, and who are not in the habit 
of dipping their pen3 in gratuitous ink. 
There seems to have been an abandon­
ment of that obstruction to river naviga­
tion known as the Eads Bridge, and the 
distinguished architect has been for 
months occupied at Washington. Other 
distinguished engineers have been 
translated to Washington, where lec­
tures are made and essays written 
in the interests of the wingdams. Wash­
ington is an expensive place, the enter­
prise of the wingdam is ventilated, 
through all printed means of pamphlet 
and newspaper. Besides, the proprietor 
of this wingdam is prepared to advance a 
million or two in cash before receiving a 
cent from the government. The question 

asked, who pays for these swift 
writers? Who guarantees this advance of 
money? Sooner or later the people will 
demand to know, and will it then appear 
that he who administers the millions of 
others, is in better condition to hire 
writers, engineers, or even Representatives 
in Congress, than those whose interests 
are general and commercial, or those 
whose sole interest consists in raising the 
price of a few hundred acres of mud flats, 
where, according to the first statement of 
the Eadites, a duck would have to bell on 
a life preserver before he could venture.

Is it the Eastern railroads who wish to

compel the transportation of all Western 
produce and merchandise across the rivers 
and mountains to Eastern ports? Do the 
Eastern cities and lakes concur in the 
same interest? Is English capital at work 
to turn this trade to the St. Lawrence?

We noted in a St. Louis paper that St. 
Louis had not built that bridge of many 
millions. Who did pay those millions/ 
Let Congress make some inquiry into the 
means aud object with which this enter­
prise of clearing the mouth of the Missis­
sippi river has been instituted. It is of 
much more importance to the nation to 
know if there be a combination to seal 
the outlet of a powerful stream than even 
if the small scribblers of the St. Louis 
Democrat can have a ten dollar note for 
every paragraph that they indite against 
the integrity of the press or people of New 
Qrleans.

SELLING THE CITY.
It has been reasonably objected to Mrs. 

Stowe that she has made Topsey and Le- 
gree, who are both probable though ex­
ceptional persons, types to represent a 
whole population of millions. It is in 
like manner that we object on behalf of 
the business interests of this city to the 
practice of certain of our contemporaries. 
To sell their papers they make a sensation 
heading, which the newsboys are trained 
to cry at the top of their luugs. A fresh 
murder, riot, burglary or fire has a natural 
attraction, aud facilitates greatly the sale 
of the paper. Now, as a population of 
223,000, with a property value, real and 
personal, cf more than $200,000,000, will 
average anywhere a daily act of violence 
to persons or property, that which else­
where represents a normal rate of violated 
laws, is here blazoned as an evidence of 
an uncommon degree of wretchedness 
Strangers forming their opinions of the 
moral inducements to a residence or in 
vestment in New Orleans will be shocked 
at the prominence given to crime 
by our journals. It is nothing, of 
course, but a trick to raise 
nickel fund for Saturday, which 
induces this unprofessional_slander of our 
good name. It is in fact selling the city 
to her one or two newspapers. We have 
much dread of the consequences to re 
suit from this sensational heading if our 
city should be visited by an epidemic 
We should expect to see the Picayune sold 
uuder somewhat the following auspices 
“Shocking increase of yellow fever 
One hundred and fifty cases! Mortality 
never surpassed in any city!” Then the. 
Bulletin, having great competition with the 
Pic in this line of exaggeration aud sale 
would illustrate its horrible accident 
column about as follows : “Shocking ig­
norance of a contemporary! One hundred 
and seventy-five cases of yellow fever 
Sickness on the increase! One hundred 
nurses imported from Jamaica! Popula­
tion fieeing from the city! Stores closed 
and hotels seized for hospitals!” We can 
do no more for the city than expose this 
Bohemian dodge. It is bad enough to 
misrepresent the political morals of the 
community, but to make it uninhabitable 
for the sake of selling a few tokens at a 
nickel a paper is little less than criminal.

AN IMPORTANT FRACTION.
The Louisianian estimates the white 

Republican vote of this State as equal to 
one-twentieth of the strength of the party. 
Without expressing any opinion upon the 
accuracy of this estimate as to the num­
bers, we would remind our contemporary 
that this is a very important fraction—one 
whose loss would be irreparable. This 
little baud is the head of the whole body, 
without which the other- nineteen-twen­
tieths would be unable to accomplish any 
very brilliant successes. Perhaps it will be 
found prudent to revise the estimate.

“Judicial jousts” is the jocular’phrase 
employed by the Times to describe 
solemn proceeding wherein some eight or 
ten persons are on trial for their lives. 
The poor prisoners must regard this as 
a grim joke at their expense, since it fol­
lows that if their legal knights are un­
horsed, they will pay the penalty with 
their blood. There can be no great ob­
jection to an occasional display of réper­
toriai wit where small offenses are treated 
of, and light penalties involved, but it is 
in bad taste to say of a wife murderer 
that “he cultivates her head with a hoe> 
and she languishes under the process,” 
or to describe the present struggle of the 
Grant parish prisoners for their lives and 
liberty as a “judicial joust”—a moot legal 
contest, in which no serious results are 
likely to follow.

The recent election of William W. 
Eaton as United States Senator from 
Connecticut is severely commented 014 by 
the Rochester Democrat and Chronicle.

clusion that the mistakes of the Demo­
cratic party have been far more fatal to 
its opportunities of returning to power 
than have been the mistakes of the Ee-
publieah party for rendering it unpopu­
lar with the people. The golden oppor­
tunities that might have led to the 
restoration of the Democracy’ to national 
authority, had they not been re­
duced to victories for Copper­
heads, have resulted in no good 
except to the few that have obtained 
place when a Republican defeat has been 
accomplished. In this way the Democrat 
thinks the Democratic party has been 
made the victim of the Copperhead fac­
tion that has ruled it ever since the Re­
publican party sprung into existence. 
Time and again, it says, when the pros­
pects of the Democracy seemed fair they 
have been ruined by the blight which 
Bourbonism or Copperheadism, violently 
asserting itself, has thrown over them. In 
regard to the election of Mr. Eaton, it re­
marks:

The American people can forgive many 
things. They can forgive the armed rebel. 
They can remove his disabilities. Thev can 
even welcome him to a seat in the national 
legislature; but they can not forgive the 
Northern man who either by voice or by pen 
contenanced and abetted the revolt of the 
South. Such men must live beyond the 
present generation before their record is 
forgotten. They are under the ban of the 
popular indignation. Among such men 
there was none more noisy, blatant and 
vindictive than William W. Easton. His 
utterances were calculated? to paralyze the 
arm of the government outstretched to 
chastise the rebellion. So far as they had 
any influence thev were mischievous,' their 
influence being happily counteracted by 
tiie character of the man and the ardent 
loyalty of his neighbors. So far as he was 
known, he was known as theffoe of national 
honor and integrity.

What then will the people, whose mem­
ory is not dead, say to the party which 
deliberately makes this man its standard- 
bearer—which, at the first opportunity, 
crowns him with its laurels ! It must nec­
essarily identify itself with him. It shows 
its quality by its deed. Actions always 
speak louder than words, and Democratic 
professions of acquiescence in the results 
of the war and of fealty to the work of re­
construction are of little worth in view of 
its preference of a man who, if he had the 
power, would undo all that the war achieved 
and aii that reconstruction has ordained.

It renews the distrust 
with which it has long been regarded, and 
which it was in some measure overcoming 
It reveals what may be expected if it shoufd 
succeed in obtaining control of the nation 
Politically considered, therefore, the elec­
tion ot Mr. Eaton is a Republican victory 
and it will be so acknowledged before thé 
year 1a concluded.
